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LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

OF THE

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY,

As adopted at a General Meeting of the Society, held in the City 
of Toronto, on the 3rd day of August, 1855.

[under the act of incorporation.]

Article 1.—This Society shall be denominated the “ Upper Canada 
Bible Society,” having the same object in view as the British and Foreign 
Bible Society—that is, the circulation of the Bible, without note or comment.

II. —This Society shall endeavour to unite all the different Societies in the 
Province, and to concentrate their operations, in order to give more efficiency 
to the whole.

III. —This Society shall maintain, in the City of Toronto, a general depot of 
Bibles and Testaments, from which all the Auxiliaries and Branch Societies 
in connection with it shall be supplied with the Scriptures, at the lowest 
price at which they can be afforded.

IV. —The business of this Society shall be carried on by a Board of Direc­
tors, to consist of a President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer and Secretaries, 
together with twenty lay members, fifteen of whom, who shall have most 
frequently attended, shall be eligible for re-election each year, five of whom 
to form a quorum. All ministers of the Gospel, who are members of the 
Society, shall be entitled to a seat, and to vote with the Directors.

V. —The President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Secretaries, and Agents 
of all Auxiliaries and Branch Societies in connection therewith, shall be ex 
officio members of the Board.

VI. —At any meeting of the Directors, the President, or, in his absence, 
the Vice-President first upon the list then present, and in the absence of 
such Vice-President, the Treasurer, and in his absence such member as 
shall be chosen for that purpose, shall preside.

VII. —Each person paying annually one dollar shall be a member of this 
Society ; and persons paying fifty dollars at any one time, either to this 
Society or to any of the Societies in connection therewith, or through them 
to the British and Foreign Bible Society, or who may have rendered import­
ant services, shall, at the discretion of the Directors, be declared Life Mem­
bers.

VIII. —That each Life Member of this Society shall be furnished with 
Certificate of Membership, under the Corporate Seal of the Company, duly 
signed by the President and Secretaries for the time being, and shall be 
allowed to receive from the Depository annually, for distribution, Bibles and 
Testaments to the value of one dollar.

IX. —That the Board of Directors for the time being shall have the ap­
pointment of Agents, Depositary, Colporteurs, Bookkeeper and Assistants
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RULES

RECOMMENDED TO BRANCH SOCIETIES.

I. That a Society be formed in connection with the British and Foreign 
Bible Society, through the medium of the Upper Canada Bible Society, 
for the purpose of contributing to the circulation of the Holy Scriptures 
without note or comment : the English copies being of the authorized version 
only.

II. That the Society be denominated “ The- 
Society.”

-Branch Bible

III. —That all persons subscribing one dollar annually, or five dollars at 
one time, shall be members of this Society.

IV. That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a President,
Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Secretary, and a Committee consisting of not 
less than----- other members ; five to constitute a quorum.

V. That all Ministers of the Gospel who join the Society shall be reckoned 
members of the Committee.

VI. That the Committee shall meet quarterly, or oftener ; the time and 
place of meeting to be fixed by themselves.

VII. That the Committee divide their sphere of operations into Districts, 
and appoint two of their own members for each district, to solicit subscrip­
tions and donations from the inhabitants, and also to ascertain the wants of 
the people regarding the Word of God.

VIII. That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by this 
Society shall, after deducting incidental expenses, be remitted, yearly, to 
the Upper Canada Bible Society, for the purpose of translating the Word of 
God into the Indian languages, and for supplying other nations, through the 
Parent Institution, with the pure Word of God ; or for the purchase of Bibles 
and Testaments to supply the neighbourhood at cost price, or gratuitously to 
those who cannot purchase.

IX. That a General Meeting of the Subscribers be held on the -----day
of ----- , in each year, at —, when the accounts shall be presented, the
proceedings of the past year stated, a new Committee appointed, and a 
Report agreed upon ; the Report to be published under the direction of the 
Committee, if required.

X. That on the formation of a new Committee, the President, Vice-Presi­
dents, Treasurer, Secretary, and such three-fourths of the other members 
of the Committee as have most frequently attended, shall be eligible for re- 
election for the ensuing year.
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THIRTY-SIXTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY.

“ Without the Bible it is impossible to establish the laity in the 
truth.” So said the great Tyndal, who determined, therefore, that if 
God gave him life, every ploughboy in England should know the Scrip­
tures. When the enemies of the truth strangled and burned that holy 
man at Vilvorde, they thought they had put an end to his fruitful life 
on earth. But is not God continuing and expanding that life in 
the Bible Societies of to-day, whose great aim and object is to translate 
God’s Word into every language, and to place it not only in every house 
but in every hand and in every heart among the millions of this great 
world of ours, for whom Christ, the Light of Life, came down from Hea­
ven. To report to the members of the Upper Canada Bible Society 
what has been done during the past year in thus diffusing the li»ht is 
at this time, the duty and the privilege of its Directors. They will' 
however, only attempt to give a short but faithful account of their own 
stewardship in the Society’s field, and a very brief sketch of the world­
wide work of our great Parent and kindred Societies.

Before speaking of the operations of our Society, the Directors cannot 
but refer to the loss it has sustained in the death of the late Rev. Dr. 
Jennings, who had been one of its Vice-Presidents for twenty-seven 
years. From the beginning of his residence in this country he was al­
ways a warm advocate of the Bible Society. He is now “ with Christ 
which is far better,” but his memory will long continue among those’ 
who remain here, as that of one of the oldest and truest friends of the 
cause.

The number of copies of the Scriptures issued by the Society within 
the last twelve months is 37,971, being 2,260 more than in the previous 
year.

The total income received during the twelve months is apparently 
$573 98 less than that of last year, but is in reality $403 79 greater 
Although it is still far short of what it was in the late years of pros^ 
perity, the Directors think that when the continued commercial depres­
sion is considered, cause will be seen in this little increase for thankful­
ness to God and congratulation to the members of the Society. The

appointed to examine the subject, who presented a report 
the result of which was the modification of the provisional or local system 
by the appointment of one permanent Agent. Although permanent 
agency is more expensive than provisional, the Directors have reason to 
believe that in this step they were guided and over ruled by God’s Spirit, 
and that the combination of the two systems is likely to prove more ad­
vantageous than either of them alone. They also rejoice to feel that it 
was Lrod in His providence, who led the Rev. Mr. Ross to offer his 
vices, and they congratulate the Society on having secured them. The 
success of the reverend gentleman in reviving some of the feebler 
branches and stirring up others to renew their zeal has been most en­
couraging The re-division of the field into smaller sections, and the re­
vision of the instructions by the standing committee on agency, have also 
given very satisfactory results.

The total cost of agency during the year has been $2,689 : of this $78 
properly belonged to 1874-5, leaving *2,611 which is $1,100 less than 
the same item in that year. This difference, of course, would not have 
been so large had all the visitation been finished before the end of the 
year, or had the Permanent Agent been engaged throughout the twelve 
months. Had all the Branches however been visited within the year by 
provisional agents, the cost would still have been less than $3000 shew­
ing a saving of at least $700, partly due to the stronger Branches doing 
without the help of paid agents, and partly to the rearrangement of the 
work yet, doubtless, also in some degree to the agents meeting fewer 
travelling difficulties in a milder winter and at the earlier season when 
the Directors are glad to say, most of them did their work. Last year 
twenty-six provisional agents were employed, this year one permanent 
and twenty-five provisional, the latter of course taking a smaller number 
°* "rar™ than they did then. At the request of the Committee 
ot the Elmira Branch, the Board decided upon employing one agent 
who could address meetings in either German or English. After some 
difficulty in finding a gentleman suited for the work, and at the same 
time sufficiently fluent in both languages the Directors succeeded in se­
curing the services of the Rev. S. Kappele, whose addresses have been 
very acceptable at the meetings which he has attended, and whose 
efforts have been very successful in their results. Although the agents 
have not been without their difficulties, and have in a few instances 
been unable to reach their destinations in time for the meetings they 
wished to attend, they have been mercifully preserved from any serious 
accident, and have met the same kind hospitality with which the friends 
of the cause throughout the country are ever ready to welcome them.

AUXILIARY AND BRANCHES.

Thirty-nine of the Branches belonging to the London Bible Society 
have contributed during the year an aggregate sum of $780 59 to the 
Bntish and Foreign Bible Society, and $810 12 to this Society. Al­
though this leaves forty-four which have sent no free contributions to 
us or the Parent Society, it is a decided improvement on last year, which

lowing grants :—To the British and Foreign Bible Society, £400 ster­
ling ; to the Quebec Bible Society, $500 ; and has placed $500 at the 
disposal of the colportage committee for use in Manitoba, should it be 
required. On purchase account £2,000 have been sent to the Parent 
Society, leaving still £508 to pay which is £340 less than the balance to 
the debit of the Society at the end of the last year.

DISTRIBUTION.

The number of Bibles, Testaments and portions which have been 
issued from the Society’s House during the twelve months is 37,971, 
being 2,261 more than the number sent out last year. When the con­
tinued dulness in almost all branches of business is considered, the 
Directors think this is another cause for thankfulness.

Of the above 4,076 were sold, and 1,496 issued gratuitously at the 
Depository in Toronto, 26,583 sent to the Branch Depositories, 5,816 to 
the Colporteurs ; 1,522 were in other languages than English, and 14 
were portions in raised characters for the blind.

The total number of copies issued by the Society since its formation 
is 972,943.

COLPORTAGE.

There have been two more colporteurs employed, and 6,250 copies of 
the Scriptures circulated by this instrumentality, shewing a fair increase

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on the number last year, besides a larger number of the Bibles with
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;h The total cost of Colportage during the year has been $1,860, being 
$640 more than in the preceding twelve months. $150 of this, as above 
shown, was spent in British Columbia.

The Directors would ask all Christians to pray that God will abun­
dantly bless the copies of His Word thus scattered over our land by the 
persevering labours of the Society’s colporteurs.

SISTER SOCIETIES.

A very full account was given in the March number of the Recorder 
of the operations of the New Brunswick Bible Society. We have since 
heard from Montreal and Quebec, but we regret that our Kingston, 
Ottawa and Nova Scotia friends have forgotten to send us the usual 
account of their welfare. The Committee of the Montreal Society regret 
that “ the tone of their Report had to be pitched in the minor key," as 
the wonted prosperity of the Auxiliary had received a check through 
“ the almost unprecedented commercial depression and confusion which 
had for many months prevailed.” Their receipts in 1875 were $2,200, 
and their issues 1,200 copies, less than in 1874 ; but in the Reports of 
their Agent and of the Bible women working in connection with them, 
there is much to cheer and to give reason for hope that in the present 
year they will more than recover their former standing. The Bible 
women especially speak of the encouraging increase in the demand for 
the Scriptures among our French-speaking fellow-countrymen, through 
the successful ministry of the Rev. Mr. Chiniquy. The report of the 
Quebec auxiliary has not yet come to hand, but in a letter received a 
few days ago, Mr. Lamb, the Secretary, says, in reference to the help 
given by this Society to their colportage : “ We feel deeply grateful for 
these annual grants, not alone because they are so necessary to enable 
us to prosecute our work, but also because they prove that we have your 
sympathy and prayers.” The French Canadian Missionary Society, 
although not a Bible Society, is doing much in this great work of placing 
the pure Word of God in the hands and recommending it to the hearts 
of our fellow-countrymen, and is more and more withdrawing from 
other work in order to give its chief energies to colportage.

It was natural to expect that our co-worker, the American Bible So­
ciety, would feel the almost universal depression in business affairs, and 
so we find it : for the total income of their fiscal year just closed is 
$527,198, which is $50,371 less than in the preceding twelve months, 
and $220,000 less than their annual receipts six years ago. But 
we are glad to note that this annual decrease is lessening, and so we 
trust the ebb tide is nearly over with our friends, and that an abun­
dance will soon begin to flow into their treasury, where we know it will 
be so well used. The issues of the American Society also show a de­
crease, being 684,428 copies, compared with 726,683 in the year before. 
But this number does not include those issued in foreign lands, of which 
part of their work we have not yet seen any Report, but we hope that 
perhaps it will show more marked spiritual blessings to be manifest in 
many parts of the wide-spread field of this great Society than sometimes 
when money is more plentiful.
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h handicraft is putting into the hands of our noble colporteurs the sword of 
the Spirit, by which alone the father of tyrants can be overcome, and the 
entrance of which gives light and freedom to his prisoners. These translators 
form the highest rank among the many labourers in the honourable service of 
the Society, and we regret that we cannot give even a brief sketch of what is 
being done by them ; for even when the full report is read, it is difficult for 
the mind to realize the amount of care and toil and perseverance which it 
represents.

We can here only make the bare statement that in the year 1874-5 the 
Parent Society was aiding the translation or revision of the Scriptures in 
thirty-nine different languages.
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i FRANCE.

France sighs for rest and every election of a deputy is scanned as a vane 
betokening the direction of the wind. Were it only for the sake of the pub­
lic tranquillity, no better gift could be made to France than the Book which 
preaches the Gospel of peace and goodwill, which enjoins obedience to law­
fully-constituted authority, and rebukes all lust of power.

As M. Monod maintains that a very high standard of character is neces­
sary to fit a man for the arduous and noble work of a colporteur, he some­
times finds it difficult to engage suitable men in the room of those who retire. 
Fifteen left the service of the Society during the past year. Thirty applica­
tions were received for the vacant posts, but upon sifting them and making 
inquiries, M. Monod felt obliged to decline as many as twenty, 
come of these changes in the staff, 49 men have been employed against 54 re­
ported last year. Nevertheless, a greater amount of activity has been dis­
played, and 48,327 copies have been sold against 47,051 similarly disposed of 
in 1873. The work has, moreover, been carried into twelve departments 
which were unoccupied by the Society last year—this is a matter of sincere 
congratulation.

As regards the sales in France, when it is added to the above-named in­
crease of colporteurs’ issues that the central Depot has done more than it did 
last year, the favourable items end, and it needs in plain truthfulness to be 
added that this gain is more than balanced by diminution under other heads. 
The total distribution during the year was 87,404. Compared with 98,316 
in the year before, this is, no doubt, a considerable decrease ; but it has to 
be remembered that the Society is not accountable for the proceedings of 
sister agencies ; and while it would not take credit for their activity, so 
neither can it reproach itself if in one year they do not order Scriptures from 
it as largely as in another.

Although the Society receives no opposition from the Government, the 
colporteurs are at the mercy of the several prefects, many of whom are under 
Ultramontane influence, and so are vexed and hindered in many ways. We 
hope many of our readers will remember their difficulties and uphold them 
in their prayers.

GERMANY.

The strong impetus given to the work of the Society at the time of the war 
is now spent ; but the work itself goes on with a momentum of its own, like 
that of the deep river when the 
ligious effort in Germany is now pursued amid an atmosphere of peace. On 
the contrary, the band of Evangelical Protestants is hemmed in between the 
Ultramontanes and the Social Democrats. The former party has been re­
presented to the world during the past year rather as attacked than attack­
ing ; its bishops have been fined, deposed, banished, imprisoned, and a stren­
uous attempt has been made to render German citizens independent of the

flood has subsided. Not that re-
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759,635, so that portions at least of God’s Word had been introduced to 
nearly a half of the inhabitants. After that date the demand slackened to a 
yearly average of 60,000. But in 1873 the circulation rose somewhat sud­
denly to 86,877 copies, and this year it has passed the 100,000.

AUSTRIA.

The foul murder of the Society’s faithful colporteur Ranch gives a peculiar 
interest for the year to this field in which this noble martyr laboured and 
bled. It is encouraging, and surely ought to stimulate us all, to read that on 
hearing the news of his death two colporteurs of fidelity and good judgment im­
mediately volunteered to fill the gap and carry on his work in the Tyrol. The 
distribution has fallen off by 23,504 copies. This Mr. Millard attributes prin­
cipally to the great scarcity of money. The motley character of this empire is 
shown by the fact that the 115,457 copies circulated were in more than six­
teen different languages. However, in the midst of the above trials of faith, 
we find the Society’s persevering agent rejoicing in a gleam of hope which 
shone in the fact that his petition on the subject of colportage had been 
adopted by the Committee of the Press Laws, and that the Government, and 
even the local authorities in some places, seemed inclined to give increased 
facilities to Bible colportage. It is also both interesting and encouraging to 
find that the Scriptures supplied from the Society’s depot in Trieste to the 
Austrian Arctic Expedition were not buried treasures. In the account lately 
given by Captain Weyprecht and Lieutenant Payer of their sojourn amid the 
ice, they said it was the custom on board the ship daily to read a chapter of 
the Bible to the assembled crew. No room could be found for a priest who 
wanted to accompany the expedition ; but the Bible was deemed a necessary 
part of the outfit. Would it were always so, and that amid the polar sea of 
life’s hardships men would warm their hearts before the light of heavenly 
Truth !

ITALY.

Nowhere perhaps more clearly than in Italy is the distinguishing feature 
of the Society made manifest. Its aim has always been not to offer any in­
terpretation of Holy Scripture, but to put the Volume into the hand of each 
man, confident that in its pages he will find the Spirit who leads into all truth 
and, taking of the things of Christ, reveals them to the soul. Its concern 
has been not to win men to any form of creed or ritual, but to give them in 
the living Word ample materials for coming to a sound judgment in these 
things.

The work done under the eye of your Agent, Mr. T. Bruce, is as follows : 
By 3* colporteurs have been sold 25,643 copies ; from the depots have been 
issued 8,163 ; to other Bible Societies 2,390 ; and by way of grants 2,558 ; 
making a total of 38,754.

Rome.—The depot occupies a prominent position in the Corso, and has 
issued 5,663 volumes ; one colporteur works in connection with it in the city, 
and another among the Sabine Hills.

SPAIN.

Since Don Alfonso has been reigning, circumstances have caused the flutter 
of alternate hope and fear to the lovers of civil and religious liberty.

Two things in the Alfonsist policy are clear. There is a declared d 
govern the country according to the views of the most enlightened nations; 
while no secret is made of the intention to restore her former privileges to the 
Church of Rome. How these two designs are to be harmonized does not yet 
appear; and those who have learnt the impossibility of serving two masters
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i- EGYPT.

The issues from the Society’s depot at Alexandria have been 631 ; adding 
the Scriptures distributed by the colporteur, and those sold by the American 
missionaries and others, 3,306 copies have been put in circulation. The 
revival among the Copts or native Christians has created a demand ; and the 
wants of the blind, who form a large class in Egypt, have been met.

MADAtiASCAR.

A cordial resolution has been passed by the Directors of the London Mis­
sionary Society, in acknowledgment of the aid rendered by your Committee 
in providing supplies of the Malagasy Scriptures. The circulation has been 
10,246, of which 6,311 were whole Bibles. A large consignment was received 
with the utmost enthusiasm and sold out in a fortnight.
Re visors is proceeding with the work of revising the Malagasy Bible, and the 
salary of the missionary who acts as principal editor is defrayed by your 
Society.
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INDIA.

Perhaps the most important and extensive colportage work in the world 
is that going on among the teeming millions of our fellow-subjects in this 
important part of the Empire. Some of the more interesting features of 
this work we have given from time to time in the Recorder. We can now 
only give a brief statistical summary. The issues of the Bombay Auxiliary 
have amounted to 9,243 copies, in 34 languages. The Punjaub Auxiliary 
employed 17 colporteurs, and issued 10,669 copies. The Allahabad Society 
had 33 colporteurs, and issued 31,999. The total issues of the Calcutta 
Society were 44,265. Besides 34 colporteurs, this Auxiliary has paid 12 
missionaries for undertaking journeys for the express purpose of distribut­
ing the Word of God. The Madras Society employed as many as 65 col­
porteurs, and its issues in the year amounted to 120,262.

CHINA.

It is sometimes asked why the Society does not devote a larger share of its 
resources to the cultivation of so vast and untilled a country as China. The 
answer is that the opportunity has not yet been given for doing all the Com­
mittee desire to do in this direction. Anxiously do they watch for every 
opening, and seek to fill it ; but, after many years, the door stands half 
closed, and about it are jealous guards. Among a people so excitable as the 
Chinese, colportage in the interior is attended by many dangers. Neverthe­
less 16 men have been employed during the past year, besides seven who 
have been directed from Amoy. Their sales have sunk to 36,949 copies. 
Taking into account the issues from six depots, about 74,269 copies of the 
Chinese Scriptures have been circulated in the year.

MEXICO.

The position of the Protestants is one of peril, the Catholics being exasper­
ated by recent legislation. The Rev. W. Parkes reports a circulation of 
25,012 copies, of which 15,613 have been sold by 12 colporteurs, all of whom 
are natives, with the exception of one. So much prejudice is excited against 
the missionaries, who are styled Bible-ministers, that the more unobtrusive 
work of colportage seems likely for the present to be most useful.

In the conclusion of their report the Committee of the Parent Society

Mr. Smith. I sold seventy-five copies of the Scriptures in the course of two 
days. Several said they had never seen such cheap Bibles. I went to Oak­
ville and was received most kindly by the Secretary, the Rev. Mr. Meikle. 
I sold forty-seven Bibles, which was the largest number 1 ever sold in one 
day. I also visited the Villages of Islington and Lambton, where I sold a 
Bible and Testament to a family that had previously been without one, and 
at their own request furnished them with a family edition. In Oakville a 
little girl searched half a day for me that she might buy a Bible. When 
visiting the Village of Markham I sold forty-seven copies, and in Union ville 
thirty-nine copies, rising each morning at five o’clock. In York Mills I sold 
thirty copies, four of them being to a tavern-keeper to place in the bed-rooms. 
I sold a New Testament to a Jewess, and Bibles to two Romanists, and another 
copy to a young man who said it was all lies, but who bought ‘ because it was 
so cheap.’ I have sold to Romanists two Bibles and sixteen Testaments, given 
away four Bibles and six Testaments, and have had many opportunities of 
conversing and praying with many families. Altogether the Lord has en­
abled me to gain the confidence of many households, and many a blessing 
has been given the Bible Society for the cheapness of the Gospel. Many 
families have been put in possession of the Scriptures who have previously 
been almost entirely without them. May the Lord’s name alone be glorified,

Tell that to 
those who know nothing ; we won’t believe it.’ ‘ If you understood the thing 
properly you would find my statements to be correct. Moreover, under certain 
conditions, I give gratis. Do these pedlars ever do so ?’ ‘ Well, if you give 
some away, you overcharge others to make it up.’ ‘ Look at these books and 
the prices, and say how much of an overcharge I make. ’ ‘ Oh, well, I don’t 
understand it.’ ‘ Just so ; when you do, you will find the Society is doing a 
noble work.’ This is a sample of what I sometimes meet, but with the ma­
jority I am well received, and the plan of sending into the populous settle­
ments well approved.”

Mr. McFarlane, of British Columbia, sends a few extracts from a col­
porteur’s note-book :—

“ At one road camp sold nine Bibles and two Testaments. While selling 
them, one man lay upon his back on the ground, and said, ‘ 1 am a Roman 
Catholic, and not allowed to read the Bible.’ Afterwards asked me to preach ; 
said I could not, but prayed with him and read the third chapter of St.
John’s Gospel.......................Sold one Italian Testament to an Austrian. I
had seen him on a previous occasion, but he would not look at my books 
when I told him what I had. At a logging camp at Howe Sound I sold four 
Bibles. One man remarked that he had not looked into one for fourteen 
years. Another said he was a Roman Catholic, and did not read them. At 
Chilliwhack, I visited Gillander’s Settlement, travelled fourteen miles, and 
sold two Bibles and two Testaments, and found the people well supplied. I 
next travelled six miles, and sold two Bibles and ten Testaments on the same 
evening ; sold one to a Roman Catholic. I then started for Mud Bay ; tra­
velled twenty miles, made one visit and sold nothing.”

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY.
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ANNIVERSARY MEETING.

The thirty-sixth anniversary meeting of the Upper Canada Bible Society 
took place on Wednesday, May 3rd, in the Jarvis Street Baptist Church, Hon. 
George W. Allan, President, in the chair.

The proceedings commenced with singing by the choir, followed by read­
ing of Scripture by the Rev. Dr. Castle, and prayer by the Rev. J. M. King.

The President, in opening the business of the meeting, said they had met 
that evening to hear what had been done by the U pper Canada Bible Society 
during the past year, and, he trusted, also to stir up and encourage each 
other to greater zeal and activity in the future, so that they might go on in 
the glorious work which, as members of the Bible Society, they have bound 
themselves to prosecute—to send forth God’s Word wherever there were 
souls to win- for Christ. The Report which would presently be submitted 
he found to give a very favourable account of the operations of the Society 
during the past year. The receipts, as compared with those of last year, have 
been greater ; and though branches had not increased in number, they had 
certainly increased in strength and efficiency. There was also reason to be 
thankful for increased efficiency in the agency work, and its results were by 
God’s favour in no small degree due to the ability and zeal with which it had 
been carried on. The work of colportage had gone on very satisfactorily. 
During the past year 6,250 copies of the Bible had been circulated by means 
of the colporteurs. There was nothing he regarded with greater satisfaction 
or thankfulness than the fact that, little by little, the Upper Canada Bible 
Society, or its branches or agencies, were occupying ground and carrying on 
the work of the Bible throughout the whole length and breadth of the Do­
minion. On referring to the Report, it would be noticed that $500 had been 
given to the Colportage Committee for Manitoba ; and as a .-esult of the aid 
given to British Columbia last year, the zealous and faithful services of the 
colporteur of the New Westminster branch had been extended to every 
settlement in that country. They had chosen a proud name for their land— 
Dominion of Canada—and he was sure that their earnest prayer was that 
that Dominion might be established on the Gospel of Christ, which offered 
the way of salvation to every one who would accept it. In conclusion, he 
referred to a paragraph which appeared in the monthly record of the Bible 
Society, from which it appeared that the population of the globe increased 
at the rate of eleven millions annually, while the copies of the Holy Writ 
circulated by all the Bible Societies did not amount to more than five millions 
annually. Add to this the startling fact that at least one thousand millions 
had never possessed a copy of the Bible, and the duty of Christian men and 
women to give the warmest support and encouragement to Bible Societies was 
apparent.

The Secretary then read an abstract of the Annual Report, which will be 
found printed in full, pages 11-24.

The Secretary moved the adoption of the Report.
Mr. Warring Kennedy seconded the motion for the adoption of the Report, 

which was carried unanimously.
Colonel Stace, in moving the first resolution, stated that he regretted that 

the British and Foreign Bible Society had ever been charged with circulating 
erroneous editions of the Bible on the Continent. The Report of the Parent 
Society, however, issued subsequent to the charges, in effect wholly cleared 
it from any blame that might have been thought attached to it. The reso­
lution he had to move was as follows :—
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“ That thanks be given to the Officers, Committees, and Collectors of the 
various Branches through the country, to whose zeal and energy the Society 
is so much indebted ; and that the following gentlemen be Officers and Di­
rectors for the ensuing year :—For the names see page 5.

Mr. John Gillespie seconded the resolution, which was carried.
Rev. Dr.. Duryea, of Brooklyn, was introduced, and received with loud 

applause. Ho moved—“That so long its there is a language on earth into 
which the Word of God has not been translated, or a country in which the 
poorest of the people do not possess ths Holy Scriptures, it should be felt 
a duty and privilege by Christians of all Churches to support the Bible So­
cieties of the day by their prayers and contributions.” He said one of his 
dearest friends, a young rector of the Episcopal Church in New York city, 
began a very humble enterprise near the Grand Central Depot, out of which 
the traveller issues into the metropolis. Through his faithfulness, zeal, and 
consecration, the congregation was made larger than the building, and he 
had to face a practical problem, how to use the convenience he had, and at 
the same time to supply the facilities for work on the same ground. Through 
the fertility of his inventive powers, and with the help of an architect, ho 
was relieved from the difficulty. The architect built him a new, grand church 
around and over the old one, and left him to use the little one until the great 

very nearly ready for consecration and occupation. There was a 
Church within a Church. There is a Church of the Lord Jesus Christ, which 
is being built by the Holy Ghost out of the living stones around all Churches. 
The rector had to go into the little Church through the door of the great 
on Sunday morning before he could pray and preach. We get into the 
various Churches by going through this great Church which Christ, by His 
Spirit and with His people, is building, the top stone of which is to be laid in 
heaven with the shoutings of redeemed men and rejoicing angels. When 
we come through Christ into the great Church, and find our way into the little 
one, and look back, we know we are all one in Him. In the Bible Society wo 
have a practical manifestation of this unity, which cannot but exist, for the 
body of Christ cannot be dislocated, but needs to be manifested so that men 
may observe and regard and recognize it He was glad to meet his brethren 
not only of various Churches, but of two nations, on the platform of this 
Society. The resolution opened up the whole subject of missions, and the 
specific topic in connection with the grand theme is this—What is the part 
which the Sacred Scriptures are required to perform in the evangelization of 
the world ? It was unnecessary, before that audience, to prove the propriety 
and feasibility of Christian missions to all the races that dwell on the earth. 
We believe in the Lord Jesus Christ ; we love Him ; we feel the power of His 
character and of His spirit in our hearts and lives. All our hopes repose in 
Him ; through Him we expect glory, honour, immortality—in a word, ever­
lasting life. We want all people that dwell on the face of the earth to know 
Him, trust Him, love Him. To us who believe, He is precious ; we want 
all men to believe, that to all men everywhere He may be precious ; and for 
His own sake we desire that His name be known throughout the earth, that Ho 
may be honoured, trusted and loved. First, we are loyal to Him, and He 
has told us to go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature. 
That is His command ; it is ours to obey. We may not start any such ques­
tion as this—May not the heathen find salvation through the mercy of God, 
by living under the light of nature with an honest regard to the natural 
science ? Or—Would it not increase the responsibility’of the heathen, and 
therefore enhance the severity of their doom, if they are unfaithful to the 
light which they receive from the Word of God, if we distribute among them 
the Scriptures and preach to them the Gospel ? Our Lord has said, “ Go
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preach to all nations,” and His word is law. We know of no feeling but 
loyalty ; we know of no course of action but that which is submissively 
obedient. We leave Him to settle with Himself and with the race at the end, 
the propriety of the ground on which He has claimed that His religion 
to be a universal religion, that apart from Him there could be no salvation, 
and that His people must bring the Gospel to bear on the mind and heart of 
the race. It is possible there may be some present who are accustomed to 
read in the Westminster Review with regard to foreign missions. To such he 
would say two words. First, it is utterly useless for men to try over and over 
again an experiment in vital matters which has been again and again tried, 
and always with failure. There is a new science come up just now. Men 
have written upon it who are not at all humble in the presence of the re­
ligion of Christ, who are rationalistic if not really rationalists. One of the 
most careful students and elegant writers in the States has published a work 
on the Comparative History of Religions. Those who have investigated have 
discovered, and all who have written have stated the fact, that not only is a 
man unable by reason to find a religion which is appropriate to the dignity 
of his nature, that is suited to the wants of his soul, and that brings him en­
tire peace in spirit and elevates him in character and life, but that without a 
power outside of himself he cannot retain such a religion when it is given. 
In the history of religion we find that the law is deterioration, decay, corrup­
tion, and finally death. The Egyptians began with the idolization of nature 
in such a way as to show that at the beginning they had the idea of a per­
sonal God. Their worship declined into a mere nature worship. The Per­
sians began with a sort of nature worship, which showed they, too, had re­
cognized a personal God, and they found their deities in the sun, moon, and 
stars, but by-and-by they came down not only to worship the planets, but 
fire which had been kindled on the earth. It is precisely so with all nations. 
He need go no further back than the Jews. They certainly had a pure re­
ligion ; they had a personal God ; they had a law for the conscience and 
spiritual worship for the soul. But what is the history of the Jewish people ? 
The history of disloyalty to Jehovah, of continuous return to idolatry, until 
at last in the Courts of the Temple of Jehovah at Jerusalem there was not 
only the worship of Baal, but the worship of Venus, and in the cloisters of 
the house of God were the priestesses of a deity which was only a projected 
lust of man, himself lower than the very brute. He need mention simply 
Ahab, Jezebel and Jezreel to suggest the bacchanalian worship which pre­
vailed side by side with the Egyptian symbol intended to represent Jehovah. 
The law of progress which people tell us has obtained in the past misleads no 
one who has learned the history of man. That which commenced shortly 
after Adam went out of the garden has been going on in the race everywhere, 
except so far as it has been stayed by supernatural power. The issue is 
this : for man with revealed truth and supernatural grace to go God ward, and 
for man without those gifts to go earthward. That is the law, talk of devel­
opment and progress as you please. Human reason has had its chance to 
solve the problem ; it has had ages within which to experiment. What is the 
result ? Perhaps we may consider the development of the Greek mind the 
utmost advance which has ever been made by the human understanding 
without exterior aid. Alexander conquered the world. The Greek philos­
ophers followed him the world round ; they gathered up the lore of all 
nations ; they knew the wisdom of Egypt, Persia, Assyria, even of India and 
possibly of China. They gathered together in one common stock the result 
of the world’s best thou
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Greeks came into Palestine, sought the disciples of the Nazarene, and, said 
Sirs, we would see Jesus.” They were still looking, inquiring, longing, 

still dying in uncertainty and going into the doom of hopelessness. Another 
empire succeeded—the great Roman Empire—whose conquests spread its do- 
niai'1 h’5>m Parthia to Britain, and frpm the German forests to the cataracts 
ot the Nile, gathering in its sweep not only the material wealth of the nations, 
buttheir intellectual resources and riches. The Roman conquered the Greek, 
the Greek conquered the Roman. In mental matters the Romans were the mere 
pupils of the Greeks, imitating the Greek religion, philosophy and literature. 
V li'gil sang what Horace had sung, and Roman philosophers imitated Socra­
tes, Plato and Aristotle. After all that the Roman mind had gathered from 
the races as the result of the thinking of all past ages, Pilate, in the presence 
of the same Nazarene, spoke not for himself but for his age and nation, say- 
îng, what is truth ? ” and this not with a sneer or with scepticism. There, 
then, is the last result of human thinking concerning things divine. Shall 
we go back again and travel all the dreary waste ? We say, No. Shall we 
leave the nations around us to work on and on through their historical ages, 
to come in later generations to our children or our children’s children, saying, 

Sirs, we would see Jesus,” or looking up from the bleak world to heaven, 
calling in broken-hearted despair, “ What is truth Î ” To any rationalist he 
haci two things to say. First, what is human reason I What are its powers 1 
On what ground do you affirm the authenticity of what it defines ? There 
was not one rationalist out of ten thousand who could answer the question to 
his own satisfaction, much less ours. The second point is, Have you read 
history . If you have, profit by it. Standing on our own ground, and be­
lieving we have a revelation from God, which must be made powerful in our 
hearts and minds, by the Holy Spirit, for our salvation and eternal life, what 
is the present place for the Scriptures in the scheme of evangelistic work by 
which we can bring the Gospel to bear on the heart, mind, character, and 
everlasting destiny of the race ? God has always respected the human mind 
according to its constitution, and has always dealt with it after a rational 
fashion. He has never required faith from man without giving ample grounds 
for it. So from the beginning, when God knew, as He always must have 
known, that the time had come to speak to man lest man should go to de­
struction, He has always authenticated the message. First, He has given to 
some of His servants a message to men, and then He has given something to 
authenticate the message, so that no man need receive it until he could justify 
the reception of it as wholly rational. When God spoke to any of the patri- 
archs, He manifested Himself so that the patriarch should see Him. He then 
gave His message. The patriarch was to speak to others and repeat the 
message, and he had some sign, some token from God that he had received it 
from God, and was authorized to declare it to men. The same obtained in re­
gard to the prophets. Moreover,God is truth, and He will not co-operate with 
any man who is not true, and will not endorse a message which is not true. 
Christ uttereth the truth. Nicodemus stood up to explain the philosophy of his 
teaching as related to his miracles—" We know that thou art a teacher come 
from God, because no man can do these miracles unless God be with him.” 
God does not send His mighty power in connection with a message that is 
untrue. Christ said, “ Believe my words if you are spiritual, but if you are 
not spiritual, believe me for the work’s sake.” When Christ gave the com­
mission to His Apostles, He told them first of all that the Gospel would be 
completed by the Holy Spirit. “ He shall take of mine and show it unto 
you. He shall bring to your remembrance whatever I have said unto you, 
and you shall have power to work miracles.” They went forth with the 
power of Christ, and the power authenticated the Word, and

Hon Vice-ChanceHor Blake, in seconding the resolution, said that they 
must all be grateful to the Rev. Dr. Duryea for the eloquent and stirring ad­
dress he had delivered. The rev. gentleman had made them feel that in the 
grand work of discipling the world they and the American nation were one 
He might take the opportunity to say that he did not believe any person 
could take the Bible and carefully read it without finding in it the li»ht 
which it was intended he should find, and it was because he implicitly be­
lieved in this as he did in his own existence that he saw that they should 
not keep this treasure to themselves, but distribute it throughout the length 
and breadth of the land. It was because they believed that Christ was the 
power of salvation, and that they thought that others should be taught to 
know Him. A great deal had been made of the fact that, notwithstanding 
the introduction of the Bible, idolatry, infidelity and sin still existed. He 
could only say that he knew of no period in the world’s history in which God 
was glorifying Himself to a greater extent in His Word than at the present 
time. If they cast their eyes over the world and saw what the Bible was 
doing, they would be surprised to see that the power of God was the same 
now as in the day of Peter. He concluded by referring to the fact that in 
July an International Convention of the Young Men’s Christian Associations 
was to be held in Toronto, and expressed a hope that the Rev. Dr Duryea 
would attend and bring two or three more like himself, who could address 
them in the same stirring manner.
