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Enemy Is

Yielding Ground

Slowly

Allies Apparently Change Policy on West
to That of Constant Hammering—Fear
Yet as to Russia—Scandanavia and
Spain Working up Against Teuton

The German armies in France are slowly yielding ground before the relent-
less pressiste exercised by Generals Haig and Nivelle and the vital question is as
to whether their morale can be maintained under the terrific pounding to which
they are subjected day and night. Apparently the allied 'commanders have
-abandoned the policy of sudden thrusts at chosen points and are relying on a
zonstant hammering over a wide front in the belief that sconer or later the iron

German ring must either break or crack.

While there is little immediate prospect of sensational developments in the
battle area, the political situation remains fraught with many possibilities. The
latest news from Russia indicates that the crisis in that country continues acute
and the menace that Russia may withdraw from the Entente or be plunged in-
to chaos still throws its shadow over the future: The Russian sadicals are ap-
parently as determined as ever to reject the war programme of England and
Fr?:e, but they show almost as much recultance as Berlin to define their pre-
cit®aims. A conference is projected at which the coalition government will
e asked for a frank statement as to its position and there are uncomfortable
rumors that the Russian radicals intend to force a repudiation of Russia’s treat-
tes with the other members of the entente.

On the credit side of the account is the rising tide of indignation against
Germany in Scandinavia and Spain. The anti-German faction in Sweden has
been powerfully reinforced by the action of the Germans in sinking three Swed-
ish grain ships in violation of their own agreement to respect the safety of ves-
iels. Spain is still awaiting a reply to her protest over the sinking of the Span-
ish steamer Patricio, also destroyed while sailing under a German guarantee, and
the tone of the Spanish press is increasingly pre-emptory in its demand that
Germany be compelled to respect Spanish rights. What effect the course of
svents is having on the German people remains a practically. sealed book.

APPEAL AGAINST
ECONOMIC WAR
ON GERMANY

New York, May 22—An appeal to the
Entente Allies governments not to make
any world struggle probable by begin-
ning an economic war upon the Central
Powers, so soon as -a treaty of peace
js signed has been made by Jacob H
Schiff, Dr. Charles W. Elliott, George
Haven Putnam, Charles S. Fairchild and
more than a score of other prominent
Americans. The complete text of the
appeal, which was addressed. to Arthur
Jan.es Balfour and Rene Viviani and
their colleagues on the British and French
commissions to the United States, was
forwarded by the visiting commissioners,
jt was announced last night, to their
respective governments on May 19. As-
serting that the proposed economic war
would impose upon future generations
burdens too great to be borne, the ap-

al declares that if the world is to

kept at peace, “economic peace based
upon freedom of trade as well as free-
dom of the seas must be established and
maintained.”

This, it is asserted, “is the one sure
and enduring foundation for a league of
honor or a league of peace, for disarma-
ment, for the reduction of burdens upon
the people, and for true and prosperous
dcmocracy throughout the world.”

BY ALL POSSBLE SHPS

The Seized German Liners te Help |
Carry War and Railroad Sup-
plies

Washingtor, May 22--All available
American ships, the seized German liners

and all the ships Great Britain can spare
from her own needs, probably will soon
be carrying war munitions and great
quantities of railroad supplies to Rus-
sia.

As part of the united effort to hold
fast the Russian provisional government
against German influences, and encour-
age a Russian military’ offensive the Al-
lied war committees are making pmpar-l
ations to furnish the necessary transpor-
tation for supplies to properly equip and
maintain the Russian armies. The first
problem will be to transport some 100,-
000 tons of supplies already piled up in
the United States, and the second will
be to keep a stream of supplies moving.

In addition to supplying war muni-
tions, the important railway leading
from Archangel is to be equipped with
American locomotives and freight cars
to bring it to its fullest degree of ef-
ficiency in moving the great quantities
of material which will pour in during the
five months the port is free from ice.

The Russian Embassy here has ar-
ranged for the railroad equipment and
the war committees are arranging for the
transportation. Official announcement
probably will be made later.

AMERICAN INVENTION
10 MEET MENACE OF
GERMAN SUBMARINE

Philadelphia, May 22.—The Philadel-
phia Press publishes a story to the ef-
fect that “America has found the per-
fect answer to the German submarine
terror.”

1t is said to be a merchant submarine
standardized at about 7,500 or 8,000 tons
deadweight, of such speed that it can,
even when submerged, easily elude any
surface pursuers, and non-sinkable.

The craft, the invention of Simon
ILake, according to the Press, is capable
of submerging within half a minute and
has been so standardized and simplified
that the first one may be turned out
in four months and others after that at
the rate of three or four a week.

Rio Janeiro, May 22.—President Braz
has sent a message to congress recom-
mending the revocation of the decree of
neutrality in the war between the United
States and Germany. Congress is ex-
pected to accept the recommendation by
a large majority.

The message declares that the order to

‘|.the Brazilian authorities enjoining the

observance of neutrality was intended

"{to have effect only until congress met.

It continues: “Today, in consideration
Pf the fact that the United States is an
integral part of the American union, in
consideration also of the traditional pol-
icy of Brazl, which has always been
governed by a complete unity of view
with the United States and, finally, in
consideration of the sympathies of a
great majority of the Brazilian nation,
the administration invites congress to
revoke the decree of neutrality.”

London, May 22.—The German prize
court at Hamburg has decided adversely
on six pleas entered with it to secure the
release of the Brazilian steamer Rio
Pardo, which was captured by German
warships on December 9, 1916, and taken
into a German port. The Rio Pardo at
the time of her capture was bound from
Rotterdam for Hull with a cargo con-
sisting largely of provisions.

VON TARNOW HAS
REACHED ROTTERDAM

Rotterdam, May 23, via London—
Count Tarnowski von Tarnow, Austrian
ambassador to Washington, has arrived
here after an uneventful voyage from the
United States. He will leave for Vienna
on a special train tomorrow morning. At
the same time his fellow passengers,
Admiral Paul von Hintze, dismissed
German minister to Pekin, will entrain
for Berlin.

London, Ont., May 22—Acting on be-
half of all the women organizations of
London, Mrs. H. A. Boomer, president
of the Council of Women today tele-
graphed Premier Borden protesting
against conscription of boys of eighteen.

The women declare youths of that age
are not sufficiently developed physically, ~
mentally, morally or spiritually to real-
ize the responsibilities entailed by enlist-
ment and urge that the age be raised to
twenty.

Montreal, May 22—A petition was
presented at the City Hall this morning
asking the city council to protest to the
government at Ottawa against putting
conscription in force without a referend-
um to the people.

Copies of the petition are being wide-
ly circulated about the city.

Quebee, May 22—Alderman Dussauit,
at last night’s meeting against conscrip-
tion, announced that on Friday he will
present a motion to the city council ask-
ing that the council register against con-
scription. He also announced the near
creation of an anti-conscription league
throughout the entire district.

Ringing Speech by
Leader in Ontario

NO TIME FOR PARTY RULE

Can Canada Do What Nene of
Dominions or Allies Have Been
Able to Do, Adaqutely Meet

_ Situatien by Purely Party Ad-
ministration ?

“Let us frankly admit that we cannot
reinforce men at the front by the existing

voluntary measures. This has been ob-
vious for the last year. We must either
use the militia act or adopt other meas-
ures not less effective to meet the situ-
ation.”

This was part of a ringing speech de-
livered by N. W. Rowell, K. C, M. B P,
before the Canadian\Club of North Bay
on last Wednesday.

“When we ask why measures that ap-
pear to be urgent and esscntial to Can-
ada’s full participation in the war have
not been taken, we are told that the
adoption of these measures might alienate
support from the government and that

you could mot expget either political ;

party to imperil its position by adopting
them. This view_of politics should be
repudiated by all patriotic citizens. Sure-
ly after three years of war the time has
come for us to realize that this issue is
vastly bigger than any party or all part-
ies combined.”

“What matters it,” said the speaker,
“if parties fall, so long as Canada and
liberty live, and the great democracies
triumph’ in their struggle against auto-

cracy? Do you see any prospect of our|
being able to do in Canada what none |

of the dominions or our allies have so
far been aple to do, namely, adequately
to meet the situation with a purely party
government, and to administer the great
affairs of the war on a party basis? Do
you see any hope of our moving forward
as a united nation, exerting our utmost
effcrts to win the war, and grappling
courageously with our own domestic
problems, unless we also create a war
government?

Do we not need a government which
will command the confidence of the

whole people, which will have the moral |

authority to adopt the measures neces-
sary to meet the present critical situation,
and which wil move courageously and
quickly along the path of duty, irrespect-
ive of personal or party copsideration?
Is not this Canada’s present and most
urgent need? iy

“The demand today for increased food
production becomes increasingly insist-
ent. The demand for ships could not be
more urgent than it %. The supplies of
munitions must be maintained. And our
gallant men at the front are calling for
reinforcements to take. the places of those
who are falling in battle.

“There is no obligation resting on a
man of one race that does not equally
rest on all Canadian citizens, no matter
what their racial origin. To suggest that
any class should be excluded is to impugn
their loyalty and devotion to Canada, and
to create serious difficulties for the fut-
ure. What we most need in Canada at
this time_is to unite our people of all
races in a whole-hearted effort to help
win the war and grapple with our own
domestic problems. The men who would
seek to divide loyal Canadian citizens in-
to hostile racial groups are not true
friends of Canada, of the Empire, or of
the cause of liberty.”

TURKS KILLING JEWS
WD RESIST PLLAGE

Washingten Gets Cenfirmation of
Reports of Atrocities in Pales-
tine

Washington, May 22.—Confirmation
that the Turkish military authorities in
Palestine, as well as Turks of the civil
population, are committing terrible at-
rocities against the Jews in Palestine,
have reached Washington in official re-
ports, quoting extracts from Egyptian
newspapers. Many of the Jews who re-
sist the pillage accompanying the execu-
tion of the order for their expulsion are
banged, and the authorities are declared
to be encouraging the civilians in perpe-
trating these outrages.

It is reported that Jews have been ex-
pelled in considerable numbers from Jer-
usalem, especially the younger Jews, and

| are being driven to unknown destina-

tions northward of that city. Refugees
are deprived of their property, no ¢om-
forts or conveniences are allowed them,
and they are said to be destitute and
suffering great hardships both from want
and from the unsanitary conditions at-
tending their exile.

Philadelphia, May 22. — President
Judge Martin, in common pleas court,
has signed a decree authorizing the re-
moval of Harry K. Thaw to the Penn-
sylvania Hospital for the Insane in this
city, from a hospital where he has been
confined since an attempt at suicide sev-
eral months ago following an indictment
in New York, charging him with as-
saulting a school boy.

. Washington, May 22—Confidential in-
telligence received here through a diplo-
matic channel discloses, according-to the
Foreign Affairs News Service, a local or-
g-nization, that the Russian provisional
government’s plan for the deportation of
the dethroned Czar and Cearina has been
defeated, at least temporarily, by Lhe
the Council of Workmen’s and Soldiers’
Deruties. The government had decided,
it was said, to banish the former ruler
and his consort, together with their son,
tc England, which country had volun=
teered an asylum for them.

It was also made known =the sama
news service reports, that the Councit
of Workmen'’s and Soldiers’ Deputieg had
been responsible for the refusal of Grand
Duke Michael to accept the regency..'The
council was reported to favor a republic-
an form of government, while the major-
ity of members of the provisional mina
istiy were for a monarch; under a liba
eral ~onstitution.

The reason for the council’s opposi=
tion to the banishment of the Czar and.
Czarina has been attributed to its desira
to deprive them, together with the
Cearevitch that was, of a portion of their
immense fortunes, a commissioner having
already been appointed to take over their
domains. Their combined wealth is esti-
mated to total $9,000,000,000, which,
formerly yielded them a prodigious in-
come, which members of the council hava
declared was scandalously squandered.

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THE IRISH PROBLEM

All friends of Ireland and all the
people of the British Empire will en-
tertain the hope that the coming con-
ference of Irishmen of all shades of poli-
tics and religious faith may result in the
adoption of a constitution which will re-
move the Irish question from the realm
of bitter controversy and bring lasting
tranquility to that troubled island.

Premier Lloyd George has taken =
bold step. He has challenged all Irish-
men to get together and compose their
differences. It is to be regretted that
Sir Edward Carson at the very outset
adopts an attitude unworthy of a great
jeader. 1f he is correctly reported he
declares that whether the Ulster Union-
ists adopt a wise or an unwise course he
will “be with them to the emd. The
statesman who thus stamps himself a
partisan first and a patriot second is not
jn the same class with Lloyd George.
But the Irish people, north and south,
are put on trial, and if they fail to agree
upon a plan of self-government within
the Empire they will no longer be able to
lay the blame on England. Everybody
outside of Ireland is convinced that if
once the north and south got together
in a friendly spirit, forgetting former
feuds, they would be able to establish a
“form_ of local self-governnent which
would grow more and more satisfactory
ds yvears passed. They are now given an
opportunity, and those portions of the
Empire which have consistently favored
home rule for Ireland look to the people
to justify the faith which lay behind
‘resolutions passed from time to time
wrging that the experiment of home rule
be tried. ;

THE AWAKENIN

'l'he‘cyes of Canada are turned this
week lo Montreal and Ottawa. The
people are eager to- learn what the
great Win-the-War Convention in Mon-
treal will propose, and what reception
jt will get from the government at Ot-
tawa. Then there is the attitude of the
government itself toward conscription
and the extension of the life of parlia-
ment. If Sir Robert Borden proposes to
go on winning the war with the pat-
ronage committee, forcing through a bill
to enable him to give this country par-
tisan government till'the end of.the war,
he will not get very far with his pro-
gramme, especially as the present house
is in no sense representative of the Can-
ada of today. Whatever parliament
might be justified in doing if partisan-
ship were eliminated and the country as-
cured that non-partisan efficiency would
be the watchword of united parties to
prosecute the war, the country will not
be content to submit to a continuation of
the governmental failure which has
made it necessary for citizens from all
parts of Canada to come together in
convention at Montreal to tell the gov-
ernment what it should do. Beyond the
mere statement that conscription is to
be applied to men, there is no indication
of a new policy to aid in winning the
war. There is nothing about equality of
service on broad lines, nothing about
{food (-;ntml, and nothing to indicate
that partisanship will not rule in the
whole militia department as in the past.

All this talk about the wonderful fu-
ture results of the imperial conference is
merely thrown out to divert attention
from the thing that should be done now.
(anada’s present duty is quite enough |
the attention of Canadian
statesmen, and if there are some who
see over the party fence they
should be replaced by men big enough
for the task in hand, which is to unite
and nobilize all Canada on a war basis.
Canada is the only country at war in
which pure partisanship has inspired the
rulers since the beginning. The easy
complacency with which " Sir  Robert
Borden and his followers have assumed
that the war offers a providential oppor-
{unity for toryism is not matched any-
where in the British Empire or among
Britain's Allies. If now we are to gel
down to business and try to do what
should have been done long ago, there
must be a great change at Ottawa, and
it may mean a general election.

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NORTHCLIFFE WRITES OF VISIT 10
CANADIANS AT THE FRONT

Ll ¥

(By Lord Northcliffe in London Himes.)
Headquarters of the Canadian Army,

France—A brilliant late summer Cana-

dian morning in Winnipeg—Labor Day,

when hour after hour a procession of

stalwart trade unionists, with their music

end banners, passed along the .—\meri-‘l

<an-looking streets, bearing proudly the
emblems of their trades.

The half-forgotten scene was in my
mind as I waited by the roadside in
Flanders to see the same men, square-
jawed, on their way through the snow
to lhe ordeal of the firing line. For some
of these Canadians it was their first trial;
others had been “over the top” again and
agein in the raids in which they have
been so. successful in capturing and agi-
tating the enemy.

In appearance Canadian soldiers, of
whem we see far too little in London,
owing to the action of the Canadian gov-
ernment in segregating them, more close-
ly resemble British soldiers than any of
the others from overseas. Many are of
a great stature, especially the Scotsmen
from Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and
Cape Breton, some of the descendants of
the disbanded Highland regiments of
long ago. Quite a number speak Gaelic-
Most of the other English speakers are
of the strong and stocky Canadian and
American type, which has resulted from
a generation or two of the natural life
of the out-of-doors men. The French-
Caradians are smaller, but they are

1'?’he Canadian front in France is a re-
plica in miniature of the whole vast Do-
minion. It is a world of the railroads,
the forests, the farms, the mines, the
lakes, the rivers, the banks, insurance,

real estate, the lumber camp, and, dare Il

whisper it? even politics.

The Canadian soldiers have had good
and bad luck. At home many of them
are accustomed to and willing to rough
it in all sorts of ways, and they were,
therefare, inured to discomfort. They
had not experienced damp mud, and the
dreadful mud of that first rainy winter
on Salisbury Plain was a piece of real
misfortune. They bore their trials nobly,
though so arduous were the conditions
that-the actual morlality was serious. All
their ill-luck, however, has now been
more than balanced by the all-important
fact that they have secured for their
leader one of the ablest, as well as one of
the best liked generals in the whole war
—Sir Julian Byng, a worthy representa-
tive' of a great fighting family.

The Canadians call themselves the
Bing 'Boys, after the popular musical
comedy. Quite lately they gaily signal-
led back from within a few yards of
the artillery barrage that “The Bing
Boys are Here,” denoting their arrival at
the second German trench.

Sir Julian Byng.

There is still an old lurking suspicion
of the Imperial officers which lingers in
tre overseas’ mind, and dates back to
General Braddock’s mishandling of the
American colonists and the treatment of
young Colonel George Washington, then
fighting for England. These doubtings
do not apply to Sir Julian Byng, who
has the absolute confidence and affection
of his warm-hearted and practical army,.
Sir Julian is a big, well-made man, with
strong jaws, strong ears, and a strong
walk, distinctly handsome, with dark
blue eyes. I wish that the French and
German custom of circulating photo-
graphs and colored prints of their gener-
als could be adopted, and that Byng’s
picture was as well known in Canada as
Nivelle’s anl Petain’s are already known
in France. His military experience is as
complete and varied as that of any officer
at the war. He was in the Sudan expedi-
tion, went through the South African
campaign, was commander of the entire
Egyptian Army, earned distinction in the
Dardanelles, and is now the idol of the
Canadian Corps. His Canadian col-
leagues, General Currie, General Watson,
General Lipsitt, and French Canadians
with names like Dubue and Papineau, all
speak with the same enthusiasm of their
chief. At his right hand is General Cur-
rie. a huge Ontario man, who made his
way west, gathered in a fortune in real
estate and insurance in the delightful
town of Victoria, B. C., end has proved
himself as.good a soldler as man of busi-
ness. He is probably one of the biggest
generals in the army, and certainly one
of the most silent. General Watson,
whom I have known for several years, is
the owner of the Quebec Chronicle.

From General Lipsitt I learned much

about the very varied constituexltfof this

| most interesting-army. I had previously
| visited the Canadians, when young Cap-
!tain Papinexu, a descendant of the fam-
loug rebel family and a Rhodes scholar,
!had given me some of the information 1
rocord in this
undertaking.

Infectious Adaptability.

Fach of the British armies in France
has its own characteristics. One of the
keynotes of the Canadian character is
quick adaptability. The boy who works
the lift in the Vancouver hotel and tries
to sell you a corner lot may, within
twelve months be running his own real
estate office or developing some industry
far away on the Yukon. The atmosphere
of adaptability in that climate is infecti-
ous. The London suburban clerk, who
has stood the dull imprisonment of tube,
typewriter, and bed sitting-room until
nature has burst his bonds, catches on
to the Canadian life in most cases with
a rapidity that is due to the vitalizing
sunshine and the opportunities that offer
themselves to everybody except those
who are born temperamentally as “quit-
ters.”

Sir Julian Byng and his Canadian gen-
erals have utilized this adaptability to the
utmost. Be it remembered always that
the Dominion troops are undergoing ex-
periences in contrast not known to our
own men. Whereas the difference in life
In England and Flanders is not very great,
the difference between Dominion life and
European life is vast. The absence of
sunshine and the damp, the difference of
the diet and the surroundings, constitute
an hourly and daily contrast between|
North American life and ours. It is the
French Canadians only whe have an ad-
vantage over the others. Billet them in a
French village and they are at once at
home with the inhabitants. Their Louis
IV. accent does not differ as much from
the ordinary French as do the argots of,
let us say, Picardy and the Midi.

Natural Map-Makers, ]

Byng and his Canadian generals have|
utilized the specialties of the daily work
of the Canadians with signal effect. He
and his officers “get together,” to use an
expression often heard in Canada, con-
tinually in conference and lectures. By
this means they have found out’exactly
what particular aptitudes the Canadians
can bring to bear in beating the Boche.
One speciality is map-making and sur-
veying. For obvious reasons the Cana-
dians are probably the greatest map-
makers in the world, just as they are the
greatest railroad builders. They are
map-makers by necessity, for they have a
rich and largely undeveloped territory
forty times the size of the Old Country,
which is being mapped and surveyed
continuously. For the better accomplish-
ment of their purpose they have not only
developed their own map-makers, but
have absorbed the best talent from Eur-
ope. That skill has now been developed
in the Canadian army in France. When
I revisited Sir Julian two features of his
small personal workroom attracted my
attention-—the theatre posters of the Bing
Boys and the red-hot maps showing Ger-
man positions of yesterday afternoon
which had been already photographed by
aviators, developed, mapped, printed and
arculated up and down the line. This
would be “going some” even in Fleet-
street. Accurate photography and map-
ping of the enemy lines is a life saver
of the first importance. How often in the
earlier days of the war did we bow our
heads before heavy casualty lists caused

brief account of a great|
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{no deterrent to the Canadians, to whom
twenty and even forty below zero arc not
unknown. s

Home Equipment.

What surprises the war investigator is
not only the quickness with which the
Dominion men have taken to warfare,
but the completepess with which their
government have equipped their armies.
The Canadians brought everything with
them, from highly skilled surgeons and
nurses to maple sugar. Lvery one knows
that there are no better hospitals in the
world than such institutions as the Roy-
al Victoria in Montreal, and Canadian
nursing is fafous all over North Am-
erica, from Edmonton to Quay West and
North Sydney to San Francisco. It was
to be expected, therefore, that despite
the criticisms of disgruntled politicians
the Canadian medical arrangements in
France would be éxcellent. One of the
best that I have seen since the beginning
of the war is the fine hospital at St.
Cloud, just outside of Paris.

I spent a couple of days with the Can-
adian soldiers and found that they had
no cause of complaint of any sort, except
that, unlike the British; they cannot go
home on leave, and are therefore doubly
exiled, and that they were equipped at
the” outset with the Ross rifle, which
they told me was an excellent weapon
for match shooting, but a_real friend to
the Boche, as a Nova Scotian explained
when it came to warfare. Fortunately
it does not take a Canadian long to make
up his mind. The Ross rifle was auto-
matically abandoned by the soldiers, and

{ they are now armed with our serviceable
| weapon, which is as able as any to with-

stand the mud and violence of war. .
The Old Freach Element.

Just a word as to the constitution of
the Canadian army. The earliest con-
tingents were naturally composed of a
considerable proportion of emigrants
from the Old Country. Latterly, native-
born Canadians have predominated. In
fact, on my second day with the Cana-
dian troops 1 encountered nothing but
Canadians, both French and English
 speaking, with the Americans 1 de-
scribed the other day. The French Can-
adians have so far not enlisted in num-
bers commensurate with the population
of the great French provinces. But those
who are in France are enthusiastic sold-
jers. 'Their enthusiasm is largely
the cause of their French kinsmen. It is
probable
explained in Quebec by some of the
brave French priests

worthy. To meet them marching along
a cobble-stoned road of Flanders. dressed
exactly like onr English soldiers, but
speaking French, is one of the thousand
confusing incidents of the front. Captain

Frenchmen have brought back to France
the old folk-songs taken away by their
ancestors between two and three centur-
ies ago. Sometimes as they pass through
the French villages singing their songs
the old inhabitants come out to hear lilts
that had almost passed from their mem-
ory. A Parisian journalist told me that
their French has intermingled with it

by rhachine guns from a German trench
that had been overlooked in the planning
of a bombardment.

1 have described so many armies in
outline and the broad outlines of our
armies are so singular, that I can only
here deal with a few of the marked dif-
ferences. The Canadians are great as
raiders. RBach raid, as 1 have before
pointed out, is a battle in miniature, and
sometimes quite a large battle. One of
the very first of these modern raids, if
not the first, was successfully accomplish-
ed by the Canadians at Messines. I find
that people at home do not quite realize

maany sea terms. The emigres of that
time were largely from Brittany and its
ports, and to this day they continue the
sea talk of their fathers.

One of my Canadian glimpses was a
little procession of shattered-looking en-

{emy prisoners with -their crestfallen of-

ficers, all in very different mood from
those with whom I conversed twelve
months ago. They were not only cow-
ed, but what I have never seen in Prus-
sian officers before, shabby as to their
clothes. It was explained to me by a
Canadian who spoke German that it is
the arrival of the big guns that has

the significance of these sudden and vio-
lent pounces on the German trenches.

Such a slaughter of men as
there was there I have not yet experi-
enced, for in two days our division was
wiped out. I cannot help wondering
that I came off with a whole skin, but
there were not many of us.”

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REGISTRATION DAY
10 6E MEMORABLE
N UNITED STATES

Washington, May 21.—Announcement
has been made that as soon as President
Wilson signs tme army draft bill, which
was passed by the senate, he will issue
a proclamation fixing a date for a na-
tional registration day throughout the

country. This is to be made virtually
a national holiday.

Secretary- of War Baker, chairman of
the council of the national defence, has
asked the state councils of defence to
take the lead in making the day a mem-
orable one. The state councils will have
the co-operation of the Chambers of
Commerce of the United States, and the
naticnal committee of patriotic and de-
fence societies,

The broad scheme of the registration
day, which will come fifteen days after
the signing of the selective draft bill,
would be to get a prompt rush of re-
cruits. It is expected that at least 10y~
000,000 men will respond to call on reg-
istration day. Polls for registration will
be opened up everywhere.

As outlined by the national committee
of patriotic and defence societies, gener-
al celebrations with ringing speeches and
parades, will be the order of the day.
Governors, mayors and other prominent
men will speak from rostrums emblaz-
oned with the national colors.

School children and fire departments
are to participate in the parades. The
place of honor in the street parade will
be given to young men of registration
age. Uniformed troops will be their es-
cort. Business organizations are to be
asked to turn out. Every business place
and residence in the country is expected.
to fly “Old Glory.”

“At the close of the registration there
will be a grand rally with speeches,
songs, and music in front of the court
houses, town halls, or other public plac-
es. For some time before registration
Cay, teachers will talk of it' to their pu-
pils and ministers to congregations.
There will be local newspaper adver-
tising.

“Placards will be placed on automo-
biles, trolley cars, delivery wagons and

other available vehicles. The meaning
of the day will be impressed upon the
alien population by posters printed in
foreign languages. The epirit of the oc-
casion, it is said, will be one of joy~
ous, uplifting idealism—a nation battl-
ing on behalf of the principle that ‘the
world must be made safe for demo-
cracy.’”

As this movement is to secure a regls-
tration which is hoped to break all rec~
ords, no effort will be made to draw
people from other registration commun-
ities. Each section will put on its own
programme and confine the celebration
to its own people. Each community will
endeavor to make a récord for itself on
registration day.

C. A, Hayes Takes
| Gutelius’ Place

. C. R. Manager Now Head of
C G R System—Other Pro-

motions Fellew

Ottawa, May 21—C. A. Hayes, at pres-
ent general traffic manager of the Inter-
colonial railway, will succeed F. P. Gute-
lius as general manager of the Canadian
government railway system, according to
an announcement made by the minister
of railways and canals to your corres-
pondent this afternoon.

Mr. Hayes will take charge of a rail-
Mr. Hayes
is recognized as a railway man of ex-
ceptional ability and came to the Inter-
colonial from the Grand Trunk about
four years ago when Mr. Gutelius was
appointed general manager of the govern-
ment system. As a traffic expert he has
few equals in Canada, and his promotion
is regarded in government circles as well
deserved.

Other important changes are also an-
nounced. D. A. Story, at present general
freight agent, becomes general traf-
fic manager, succeeding Mr. Hayes.
He has been for many years with the In-
tercolonial and has been of great assist-
ance in helping to build up the I. C. R.
to its present position. D. S. Brown, now
superintendent of the Sydney division,
has been appointed assistant general su-
peritendent to have charge of the eastern
lines of the government system to Quebec
city.

F. B. Brady will be in charge from the
Quepec bridge to Winnipeg. This will
mean that Mr. Brady’s present jurisdic-
tion will be divided at the St. Lawrence
and he will have charge of all the lines
west of that river, and J. K. McNellie
and Mr. Brown will have charge of all
lines east of the river. W. A. Cowan will
be assistant to Mr. Brady.

(From a Staff Correspondent of the Assoclated Press).

British Headquarters in France, May 21, via London—So com-
pletely did the British artillery do its work before the attack between
Croissilles and Bullecourt that 3,000 yards of the Hindenburg line are
totally missing. This segment of the German defences was complete-
ly wiped out.

Ajrplane photographs taken May 1 show beautiful symmetrical
zig-zags, but the latest pictures taken contain no trace of the trenches.
The support line also was badly *‘strafed,”’ some 6,000 yards of it
pow being in British hands, leaving the Germans holding the remain-
ing 2,000 yards. The Hindenburg front kine between the south end
of the captured trenches and Bullecourt is in dire danger, as it is

flanked on both sides by the British.

The engagement was really made up of two attacks, one in the
early morning, when seventy prisoners were talken, and the -second
late in the afternoon, the two netting some 150 prisoners for the day’s
work in this sector. The German artillery response was very feeble,
and the counter barrage during the attack was particularly weak.

ALLIED TRADE PACI
FRIGHTENS THE HONS

“A Matter of Extreme Gravity for
Germany,” Says One Teuton
Paper

London, May 22.—The following ap-
peared in the Rheinisch Westphaeliscje
Zeitung, the most violently anti-Ameri-
can of the big industrial papers. The in-
terest of the article lies in the fact that it
shows that the scare regarding German
after-war trade, which has started in
the banking press is now spreading in the
annexationist, industrial and Socialist
ranks.

“Britain having failed to achieve the
military defeat of Germany, and there-
by eliminate us from the world markets,
does not despair of achieveing this end
by other means. She has, therefore,
summoned an imperial conference with
the object of contracting unions with
the colonies. When the first Paris con-
ference took place, we did not think
much could come of it on account of the
many rival interests concerned which
! seemed to make united action impossible.
If, however, Britain now succeeds in es-
tablishing an imperial customs union
against us, the matter becomes one of
cxtreme gravity for Germany, for there-
by a uniformly directed economic hege-
mony will be created which, on account
of its weight, will draw into its orbit a
number of smaller states where the re-
sources will be used to the common end.
This will be intensified a thousandfold
if America throws in her weight, de-
ciding to join hands with the old coun-
try for defeat of a ‘common enemy.”

Tewnshend Is
Wall Gared For

International Red C;oss Sends
" News of British General Captur-
ed by the Turks

London, May 5.—General Fownshend, |

who was captured in Kut-el-Amara in
the early campaign in Mesopotamia, is
lodged in the Villa Hampson at Prin-
kipo, an island in the Sea of Marmora.
He praises the thoughtful attention of
the Ottoman authorities for his com-
fort. :

This statement is made by the inter-
national committee of the Red Cross in
their latest reports. Delegates of this
society have visited many ‘depots, where-
in British, French and Indian officers are
placed, and they report that it must be
recognized that the Turkish authorities
had made serious attempts to alleviate
the .hardships of these officers in cap-
tivity. The report says:

“In general the best hotels and private
houses have been placed at the disposal
of the British and French officers. With
some exception, the officers have not
made any complaints as to their lodg-
ings and food. As for the soldiers, the
question is different. We know that the
Turkish, soldiers are subjected to the
same regime; they are content with very
little, endure the greatest privations, and
are accustomed to the smallest amount
of nourishment. The Europeans, prin-
cipally those coming from Kut, have
been so weakened by the marches across
the desert that one can understand their
restoration to health would be render-
ed difficult by an insufficient diet. When,
as at Afium Karahissar, they have to
work, their strength is taxed to an ex-
tent which is not in proportion with
their power of resistance. This implies
no blame on the Turkish authorities, but
is’ the result of exceptional circum-
stances.” ;

At Eski Shehr, 66" Indian Mohamme-
dan officers are lodged in the best pri-
vate houses in the town. At Brusa, which
was visited on November 21 and 22,
fourteen British officers, including six
generals, were at the Hotel Brotte and
Hotel Osmanich.

At Afiun Karahissar on November 28
there were 67 British officers, 482 British
soldiers and 228 Indian soldiers. The
quality of the food was satisfactory, but
the quantity rather too small. The dele-
gates received an assurance from the
Turkish high command that the prison-
ers shall not be obliged to work more
than eight hours a day; they receive ex-
actly the same food as the Turkish sol-
dier.

The delegates declare themselves ex-
tremely satisfied with the arrangements
made by the British authorities for the
housing, feeding and clothing of Turk-
ish prisoners.

GANADA HAS LARGEST
GOLD MINT I WORLU

Ottawa, May 22.—The total amount of
gold received by the Canadian treasury
from the United States since the outl-
break of war has been $104,926,710, and
the total amount of gul'd received from
all sources during the same period was
$950,606,105. The large amount of gold
being sent to Canada was due to the
exchange situation. At the beginning of
the war gold was sent from the United
States to Canada for Britain, but in De-
cember, 1914, the flow changed and Brit-
ish gold was sent to Canada for trans-
mission to the United States.

The result of this great influx of gold
has been to give to this country a mint
with the largest capacity for refining
raw gold in the world. The present ca-
pacity of the mint is 250,000 ‘ounces, or
$5,000,000 per. .week. Since September,
1915, there has been received at the mint
$225,000,000 of raw gold, all of which
has been refined here.

There is some encouragement for the
consumer to bé:found by a glance over
the grocery market records for the last
week. For the-first time in many weeks
the list of ‘principal products shows sev-
eral reductions’ <

The mpst important feature, of course,
was the drop’/in: flour, Manitoba now
being quoted $1.40 lower and Ontario at
a reduction of sixty cents as compared
with the ‘figures -a week ago. The re-
duction, ‘it is said, has not had the ef-
fect of stimulating sales, as purchasers
insist on waiting until they are sure
the bottom has been reached.
