No Hope. of Starving Germany 
But SheWill Be Soundly Thrash­
ed—London Recruiting Serge­
ant’s Effective Way of Putting It

Montreal, Dec. 11—A London cable 

to the Gazette says:—The most grim 
and sensational tragedy that has marked 
the history of the Canadian troops in 
England, occurred on Thursday night, in 
the quiet Hampshire village, Grayshott, 
where Jacques Marcus Ozanpe, of the 
41st, the French Canadian Battalion, in 
command of Lieut. Col. Archambault, 
was brutally murdered in a stable.

Lieut. Coderre, the only occupant of 
a house near the stable, was taken into 
custody. He strenuously denied being 
implicated in the crime.

The body of the. sergeant, who is be­
lieved to be a native of the Channel 
Islands, was terribly mutilated. The 
head was almost se)vered. A carving 
knife and a bloodstained towel were 
foiind in the vicinity of the body.

The crowds became so great that it was manifestly a physical impossibility 
to examine all the applicants before midnight, which was set for the end of the 
Earl of Derby’s plan. The authorities therefore decided to permit attestation 
under the Derby plan until midnight of Sunday, If the rush still continues, re­
cruiting officers will make a list of applicants, and theae men will be permit­
ted to present themselves for attestation up to midnight of Wednesday.

New York, Dec. 11—The London cor­
respondent of the Herald says:

No definite information has reached 
London that would locate the new 
Angio-Erench line in the Balkans. Mili­
tary observers here are not even certain 
whether the allied force is on Serbian 
soil or has retired altogether into Greece. 
The latest advices, however, indicate that 
the tine yesterday was formed just in­
side the Greèk frontier. This view is 
confirmed by German official advices 
which say all the allies have been driven 
from Serbia.

The official messages from the front 
to London and Paris make it clear that 
a general retirement has been in progress 
for four days—a retirement necessitated 
not only by superior forces on the front, 
but by severe pressure on both flanks, 
gpd the presence of Bulgarian irregulars 
in the rear, that have been threatening 
the railrpad connecting the army with 
its base at Saloniki.

New York, Dec. 11—A cable from 
London to the New York Herald says : r

“I am now absolutely certain we will 
win this war,” was the naively neutral 
declaration of Colonel George Harvey, 
editor of the North American Review 
last evening as he was preparing to leave 
for America on board the Rotterdam on 
Monday. He is going after a sojourn, 
during which he saw not only cabinet 
ministers, and heard at first hand their 
opinions on the outcome of the struggle, 
but personally inspected the reserves—an 
immense army of 4,000,000 which still is 
in the mating-—and the wonderful de­
velopment of the great munitions which 
controls more than 2,500 factories, em­
ploying more than a million men and 
women, and has transformed, as if by 
magic, the balance of shell power, which 
a year ago was three to one in favor of 
the Germans, to a ratio of five to one in 
favor of the allies.

"Enemy Reports.
Berlin, Dec. 10—The retreat of the 

British and French expedition in Serbia 
Is being conducted with great difficulty. 
Their main force has been unable to 
disengage itself and retire unhampered, 
leaving only rearguards behind to delay 
their pursuers. Instead of permitting 
them to do this* the Bulgare and Teu­
ton troops are maintaining thé closest 
touch with their retiring • foe, who is 
therefore forced to retire fighting at 
every step. This, it is reported here, 
explains the loss of six British guns 
south of Strumitsa.

Sofia, Dec. 11—The French and Brit­
ish armies continue to fall "back before 
the Bulgarians, who have occupied a 
number of additional positions formerly 
held by the allied troops, says a report 
Issued at the war office here today.

Penalty For Supplying Liquor to 
Soldier—Two Cases

The Board of Trade -, of Quebec has 
asked the St John board to press for 
the erection of larger grain elevators at 
Quebec, Halifax and St. John, so as to 
bring the grain traffic of the west 
through Canadian ports instead of 
through United States ports. The Que­
bec board, in its letter to the St. John 
boards, says:

“The crop of this year in wheat and 
oats is over 600,000,000 bushels. The 
whole elevator capacity of Canada is 
only 71,000,000 bushels.

“The Quebec board has asked the 
government to commence with 10,000,- 
000 bushels storage at each of the ports 
of Quebec, Halifax and St. John.1

Father Wm. Hogaa IsGIVES UP HOPE

When this is under­
taken it will be necessary to adopt a 
regular grade and the problem which 
this will involve hardly can be appreci­
ated without seeing them plotted on the 
plans.

As it stands Market Square is one of 
the best examples the city has of the 
historic method of making a street with 
absolutely no regard to grades except 
those established by nature.

There is another aspect of this whole 
question which must appeal especially 
to parents. The discovery that there 
was in the city a group of young girls 
•who had lost a right conception of 

'.Ir.oral conduct at once raises the ques­
tion: How many more girls are tread­
ing the same path of moral danger? 
How many parents do not know where 
their little girls are between the close of 
school and supper time—and in the ev­
ening? How many very young girls 
are away from their homes till late in 
the evening without proper companion­
ship and protection ? How many homes 
are such that the girls are eager to get 
away from them, and learn to tie that 
they may accomplish that purpose and 
reach the street and its temptations? 
Do the citizens generally know that 
there are young girls in the streets at 
night who do not hesitate to accost 
young men? What sort of training did 
those girls receive in their homes? And 
bow much do their parents care about 
what may happen to the children?

The time has come for plain speak­
ing, not merely in the Interests of mor­
ality, but of the children who ans in 
many eases, thoughtlessly and with no 
warning knowledge of the consequences 
destroying their own future. An awful

Senator Lodge did what President 
Wilson’s supporter failed, to do. jfje 
put American tives above American 
lars, and American babes abgve. bales of 
cotton, and declared that matters, of. first 
importance should first be' considjredj 
He was willing to oppose violations of 
commercial rights as affecting the United 
States, but regarded it as better becom­
ing the dignity of a great nation to en­
sure the protection of the lives of its 
citizens. Congress should stand, above 
«11» he said, “for morality and humanity 
in the dealing of nations with each 
other.” Senator Lodge knows, and Sena­
tor Hoke Smith also knows, that Britain 
has done her utmost to observe the rules 
of warfare, and to respect the rights of 
others, while Germany has violated every 
principle of morality and every law and 
instinct of humanity; and Senator Lodge 
expresses the feelings of the great mass 
of the people of the republic when he 
puts lives before dollars and demands 
that emphasis be placed where it be­
longs.

Last night’s despatches from Washing­
ton tell us that the objectionable Ger­
man attaches, von Papen and Boy-Ed 
have been recalled by the Kaiser, and 
also that relations between the United 
States and Austria have reached a crit­
ical atage. There is no danger at all of 
a breach between the United States and 
Britain.

Prince Goes to Flanders

iSubject : “What Is It to bi Uidar the Law? 
What is It to be Under Brace ?"

It is slightly more than a year ago 
since the future King of England was 
granted the desire of his heart, and was 
given permission to go to the front. He 
had earlier requested that he should be 
sent, but Earl Kitchener had refused. 
Finally, when the young man had per­
suaded his father and his mother, the 
War Secretary consented and the prince 
became a lieutenant in the Grenadier 
Guards, and was sent to Flanders. He 
was soon transferred to the headquarters 
staff and has served with it since the be­
ginning of the war, carrying despatches 
for Sir John French and discharging 
other impqrtant functions. Many 
stories have come bark in the letters of 
private soldiers bearing testimony to the 
fact that the Prince of Wales is no mere 
figurehead, but is sharing in the dangers 
and hardsips of the campaign. One of 
the best authenticated deals with his de­
termination, despite the persuasion of 
others, to get into danger, if by doing so 
he can accomplish anything. When re­
monstrated with not long ago as to the 
value of his life, he observed that he had 
plenty of brothers and that if he were 
killed his place would be well filled.
Praise from French

Some months ago Sir John French 
made the following report concerning 
the Prince of Wales i

“His Royal Highness continues to 
make most satisfactory progress. During 
the Battle of Neuve Chapelle he acted on 
my general staff as a Laison officer. Re­
ports from the general officers com­
manding corps and divisions to which he 
has -been attached agree in commending 
the thoroughness with which he per­
forms any work entrusted to him. His 
visits to the tropps both in the field and 
In hospitals have been greatly appreci­
ated by all ranks. His Royal Highness 
did duty for a time in, the trenches 
with the battalion to Which he belongs.”
In the Trenches

This cold, formal picture of the fu­
ture sovereign of the British Empire is 
elaborated In many letters from the 
trenches, says a correspondent of the 
New York Herald. Frequently he passes 
along the network of glorified ditches by 
which the British troops have barred the 
enemy’s advance for the last year. 
Whether shells are passing overhead or 
not makes no difference to the smile 
with which the officer Prince greets the 
guardians of these trenches. Through a 
periscope he examines the German line, 
listening to the explanations of the situ­
ation given by the officer in command 
at the particular section. There is no at­
tempt to prevent the Prince from get­
ting too near the firing line, indeed it is 
doubtful if he would submit to any man­
oeuvres to keep him out of the danger 
rone, but the picturesque story that he 
had a narrow escape from death at Loos 
1$ devoid of truth. The Prince’s auto­
mobile is well known all along the Brit­
ish lines, and plays a large part in the 
many narratives of his unassuming kind­
ness. He has often overtaken wearied 
soldiers on the wayside and picked them 
up and carried them to fheir destination, 
many of the men being ignorant of the 
identity of the pleasant young staff of­
ficer who has befriended them in so 
practical a manner. One of the “Tom­
mies” helped along in this way was soon 
chatting in regular soldier fashion with 
the two officers who had picked hlny up, 
and in a gush of confidence eventually 
displayed a photograph of he “girl he 
left behind him.”
His Father’s Picture

In reply to an enquiry whether he car­
ried any similar memeritos of home, the 
younger of the officers remarked smil­
ingly. “Well, I’ve got my father’s photo- 
with me, and I’ll make you a present of 
that if you like.” The soldier’s surprise 
was turned to a confused amazement 
when his companion took a sovereign 
from his pocket and placed it in his 
hand. Behind the lines the prince is just 
as popular, for he spends much of his 
spare time in inspecting the hospitals 
and the recreation rooms of the men go­
ing about unobtrusively. When, sports 
meetings and football matches are arrang­
ed he often is to be found looking on, 
and indeed he takes a keen interest in all 
that concerns the troops.
From Boy to Man

In one year the future King of Eng­
land has grown from an irresponsible 
boy to a man who has been through the 
most terific experiences of the war. He 
has met his future subjects, not as an 
heir apparent, but as a man and has 
“made good.” with them. Not in a cen­
tury has any British prince come into 
such close contact with those whom he 
will one day reign over' and there are 
not many younger princes who could 
have stood the test so well. Unlike the 
Crown Prince of'Germany, he does not 
pretend to be a military genius. He is 
satisfied if he can “do his bit.” like his 
brother officers, and to have the admira­
tion and respect of the private soldiers 
with whom he comes in contact is his 
sugicient reward

Says Mr. Simonds:—
“The first difficulty for the Rouman­

ians lies in the fact that they desire to 
acquire territory from both sides. Na­
tional aspirations cannot be completely 
realized by the defeat and partition of 
Aus i la-Hungary, for this would leave 
Russia in possession of Bessarablrf and 
probably pave the way for a Russian an­
nexation of Bukowlna. In addition, Ser­
bia claims the- comer of Temesvar facing 
Belgrade, which holds 280,000 Serbs. This 
Is the Panceova district, much discussed 
last spring. Could the Roumanians real­
ize their dream and retake the lost prov­
inces. Roumania would become a state 
of 105,000 square miles, with a population, 
of some 14,000,000. Compare this with 
an area of 121,000 for Great Britain and 
111,000 for Italy. It would have for na­
tural frontiers the Danube, the Dniester, 
the Transylvanian Mountains, separating 
it from Northern Hungary, end the Mar- 
os, dividing it from Central Hungary. Of 
this 14,000,000 of people upward of 11,- 
000,000 would be Roumanian, and there 
would be in the minorities no group 
which would threaten national integrity, 
for the alien population shows on the 
ethnological maps as scattered archipe­
lagoes, not solid blocks adjoining race 
brothers across the proposed frontiers.”

The Desolation of Belgium.

Yesterday I spent in Belgium. I have 
never in my life felt so thrilled by pity 
and indignation. I went along the 
Belgium firing lines, and I looked out, 
and I saw in one direction an endless 
sea of war where the people had opened 
the floodgates and inundated their own 
land tn order to protect themselves. The 
water is saltish, aqd I was told by Bel­
gians there that it will be ten years af­
ter the end of the war before that land 
can be properly cultivated again. I then 
drove where there was no water for 
miles, tlirough villages and towns with­
out a single living inhabitant. There was 
not a single civilian in some of these 
towns. There were a few Belgian sol­
diers living in cellars, but there was not 
a building standing. Such a scene of 
desolation and horror you cannot con­
ceive. Churches battered to the ground, 
and, what should touch us even more 
nearly, every house battered to the 
ground. To go down the centre of the 
street you have to climb over heaps of 
broken furniture, broken statues of the 
Virgin and of our Lord, and the little 
utensils and household goods of these 
people in one great mass of ruin. The 
bombardment still goes on.

Within two hours of his return he ap­
peared on the platform at the Queen’s 
Hall to appeal to Irishmen in London to 
enlist in the London Irish Rifles. Mr. 
Redmond who was only able, as he ex­
plained, to get back to London in time 
to address the meeting by crossing in a 
troopship, gave an account of his out-1 
standing impressions as the result of his 
visit, and intimated he would publish a 
connected story of his experiences in a 
few days.

Mr. Redmond said: When I was in­
vited some weeks ago to address a meet­
ing in support of the London Irish Regi­
ment I gladly accepted the invitation, 
and I have for some time been looking 
forward with the greatest pleasure to the 
occasion. But events so fell out that at 
the last moment I was very nearly pre­
vented from being here tonight, and 
I could not have been here it I had not 
had the privilege of coming from France 
this afternoon in a troopship. I have just 
concluded a visit to the French and 
English and Belgian lines. I have just 
finished the most interesting, the most 
thrilling, and the proudest week of my 
life. (Cheers.. That week has been so 
crowded with incidents, so full of blend­
ed pathos and pride, and so full of inter-

The Statistics,

With the aid of charts the speaker 
showed the statistics of immigration 
covering the past fourteen years, and its 
courues. The figures for the year 1918-1* 
were 884,478. Of these, 184,726 were. 
non-English speaking peoples. These latt 
ter, again, were foreign to each other. 
The Canadians were an amalgam which 
tirast bind together these adverse peoples.

Mr. Woodsworth oceûjpied the pulpit 
lb St. Paul’s Methodist efiareh yesterday 
morning and gave an address on the re-" 
lation of the church to the problem of 
Immigration.

WILL WE BECOME,8
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Forum Speaker Propounds Ques­
tion — Other Alternative, He 
Says, is Divided Nation

A few pertinent questions calculated 
to give his audience thought, and which 
were not very easily answered, were 
propounded at the People’s Forum last 
night by J. :S. Woodsworth, secretary of 
the Canadian Welfare League, one of the 
founders of the first Forum in Winni­
peg six years ogo. He has been its 
president ever since. Mr. Woodsworth 
spoke on the “Foreign Bom,” and praised 
tre Forum movement as a factor in the 
Canadianizing. of our immigrants.. Im­
migration to Canada has been so great 
that it will, soon be a question, not of 
what we will do with the new arrivals, 
but of what they wJU do with us. As 
many fortigners have arrived in Canada 
during the last fifteen years as there 
were Canadians fifteen years ago. ~ We 
must either mix with these people and 
become a composite or mongrel race, dr 
we may remain separate and be a divid­
ed nation. If we mix with them, what 
will be our national ideals or our nation­
al politics ? The west will soon be large­
ly populated by foreign-bom, and will 
cease to take its ideals from the British 
Ontario.
Future Lies with Immigrants.

The future lies with them, not with 
the Canadian-bom, but with the immi­
grants. If the United States did not

Then I was presented to the King of 
the Belgians. (Cheers.) There is no 
more heroic figure and no more tragic 
figure in the world today, or perhaps in­
deed it would not be too much to say in 
the pages of history. There he is, a mail 
of magnificent physique, in the bloom of 
manhood, living for the last fifteen 
months in a little detached villa on the 
sands, within about thirty feet of the 
sea, facing the cruel, melancholy sea, 
right in the shell area with shells falling 
all round or from time to time.

From the Irish Troops to Ireland
In conclusion, let me say that I have 

brought Hack from the Irish troops from 
the front a message to Ireland. I told 
them that I brought them a message 
from Ireland of sympathy and of pride 
and encouragement, and they asked me 
to bring back the message to Ireland 
that they felt, every man of them, thaï 
in this war they were fighting, not mere­
ly for the absolute principle of liberty 
and right, not merely to avenge Bel­
gium, but that they were fighting for the 
freedom and prosperity of their own 
beloved Ireland. (Cheers.) All they ask 
is that Ireland will stand by them. Ire­
land has sent them to the front, Ire­
land’s duty is to stand by them; and 
what I would say to the Irish people is 
that Ireland would for ever be disgraced 
in the history of the world if, having 
sent these men to the front, they did not 
raise the necessary reserves to fill every 
gap that may arise in their ranks.

Washington, Dec. JO—The long expected storm in congress over the ad­
ministration’s conduct of .the defence of American rights on the seas broke in 
congress today, when Senator Hoke Smith, Democrat, demanded an investi­
gation of Great Britain’s interferences with neutral trade, and Senator Lodge, 
Republican, replied with a demand that any investigation include the loss of 
American lives.

To Senator Smith’s resolution for an investigation of trade interferences, 
Senator Lodge, who is the ranking minority member of the foreign relations 
Committee, offered an amendment for investigation of the law and the facts in 
the submarine attacks on the Lusitania, Falaba, Hesperian, Arabic, Gulflight 
and Ancona, and of the plots and conspiracies against the neutrality of the 
United States, to which President Wilson referred, in unmeasurable terms, in 
his address to congress Tuesday. Both resolutions were referred to the foreign 
relations committee, on which further action will depend. Their introduction, 
however, has served to bring out the first debate of the session on a subject to 
which all minds had turned.

Washington, Dec. 10—Diplomatic re­
lations with Austria are in grave dan­
ger of being broken off over the sinking 
of the Italian liner Ancona, with the 
loss of American lives. All officials here 
■sontinue to preserve silence over the 
negotiations with Austria, but through 
the veil which has been drawn around 
the situation is seen a crisis just as 
grave as that which attended the sub­
marine negotiations with Germany.

OF THE WEEK IN ST. JOHN
(Ottawa Free Press)

Many Free Press readers have re­
sponded to our invitation to send us 
clippings of articles which they may con­
sider of sufficient interest to republish. 
One forwards the following from the 
Galloway Advertiser, published in 
Stranraer, Scotland, November 18:

An active and prominent Pan-Ger­
man politician, Privy Councillor Flamm, 
who is also recognized as an authority 
on naval blatters, being among other 
things, .professor of marine architecture 
at the Charlottenburg Technical Col­
lege, has published a grave warning to 
bis fellow-countrymen in Germany not 
to underrate Britain’s efforts in this war, 
nor the magnitude of the task of 
breaking the British empire’s power. 
After- pointing out how small the Brit­
ish losses have been in proportion to the 
population of Greater Britain, Geheimrat 
Flamm continues:

England is the only country which has 
so far achieved through this War a 
great increase of territory. Since the 
outbreak of hostilities last year, Eng­
land has won territories In German 
Southwest Africa, Kamerun, Togoland, 
the South Sea Islands, Egypt and so 
forth, covering an area of something like 
two million square kilometres, or more 
than five times the else of the German 
empire. England has gained all this 
without being seriously injured herself. 
She has had no alien armies sweeping 
over her home lands* as we Germans 
had the Russians overrunning our prov­
ince of East Prussia, or as the Austrians 
suffered the devastation of Galicia. The 
handful of shells and bombs dropped on 
England by Isolated warships and air 
cruisers have been nothing compared 
with the other betigerents. No, we have 
hardly inflicted a scratch on England.

There is very little increase in the 
cost of living in England, and, so far as 
tlie working classes are concerned, any 
rise in the price of food has been more 
than counterbalanced by higher wages 
and liberal war allowances. The work­
ing classes of England are actually more 
prosperous now than before the war. 
The moneyed classes in England may 
feel the pinch of higher taxes, but the 
general commercial prosperity of Bri­
tain seems likely to be augmented by 
the results of the war.

It is absolutely incorrect to pretend, 
as many blind and foolish Anglophobes 
are doing, that Britain's naval suprem­
acy has been destroyed. I have already 
demonstrated in another publication, that 
the British fleet is stronger today than 
before the war. British naval suprem­
acy _ is so Overwhelming that it 
has ’ reached the superlative degree. 
British maritime superiority cannot 
become greater than it is at the 
present moment. It is only danger­
ous and mischievous when Germans 
have a false impression of these matters. 
It is a far better policy to see things as 
they are; nothing, could be more peril­
ous to Germany than to underrate Eng­
land’s power and resource.

The fable spread in Germany that 
England’s immunity from invasion has 
been destroyed is dangerously mislead­
ing. It is true that a few airships have 
flown over the island, but it requires 
much more than individual Zeppelins to 
abolish England’s insularity. There 
may be some vulnerable points of the 
British Empire overseas, but England 
herself is practically unassailable.

Do Germans realize that British im­
ports and exports are going and com­
ing with the same regularity as in times 
of peace? When in every week from I,- 
500 to 2,000 Ships of appreciable ton­
nage enter and leave British ports it 
cannot be said that British trade has 
l>een Injured, or British maritime su­
premacy destroyed. Equally misleading 
is the statement that English credit has 
been shattered all over the world. Let 
us abandon there Infantile imaginings, 
and face the hard facts of the formid­
able task of crushing England, “our su­
preme enemy.”

Sydney, N. S. W., Nov. 20—The 
launching of the cruiser Brisbane here 
last week marked an epoch in the his­
tory of the Australian Commonwealth in­
asmuch as she is the first cruiser to be 
built practically wholly by any of the 
overseas dominions of King George, and 
ahe is the largest ship of any type yet 
set afloat under the British flag in the 
Southern Hemisphere. Her tonnage is 
6,400. She is a sister ship of the fam­
ous Sydney and the Melbourne.

While it has taken longer to build the 
ship here than it would in one of the 
English naval yards, it must not be for­
gotten that the force which has been 
busy upon her for about two years at 
the "Cockatoo Island naval dock here 
had 6» be created for the purpose. The 
boilers Were built entirely at the Cocka­
too plant and, while the material of the 
main propelling machinery was import­
ed, the turbines themselves were 
sembled by the engineering staff on 
Cockatoo Island. The construction of 
the latest addition to the Commonwealth 
Navy was under the direction of two 
experts sent Out by the AdmiraRy. It 
is hoped to- have her In commission about 
the beginning of August next. The 
largest war vessels launched previously 
in Australia are the destroyers Derwent, 
in December, 1914, and Torrens,'in Aug­
ust last. ' As soon as practicable another 
cruisef of the same type as the Bris­
bane, to be called the Adelaide, will be 
begun at the Cockatoo Island yard.

Naturally, the launching of the Bris­
bane was made an event of noté. She 
was named by Mrs. Andrew Fisher, wife 
of the prime minister,' who is from 
Queensland, after the capital of which 
the warship is named. The governor- 
general, Sir Ronald Munro Ferguson, Mr.
Fisher, various of his governmental col­
leagues and numerous others in public 
life, attended the ceremonies. One if 
the guests was the American Consul- 
Gneral, Mr. Brittain.

Speeches laudatory of the British 
Navy, the part Australia has played in 
the war, and the foundation of the Com­
monwealth Navy* were made after the 
lanching. Mr. Hughes, the Federal At­
torney General, said that “the blindest 
of men must see that it Is in the Pacific 
that the mat problems will have to be 
faced. There has already, one might say, 
been a knocking at the door," and none 
but the incurably and hopelessly blind 
can surely fail to see, though dimly, the 
problems that lie ahead. We all hope 
that this present great war will be the 
last, but it may not be the last, and if 
we know anything of human nature, it 
will not be the last The thing to do is 
to be prepared. That is the only safe­
guard.

“I hope we shall live to see patrolling 
the Paciftc squadrons made up of Can­
adian, Australian and New Zealand 
ships. The lessons for us is this: There 
can be no salvation for civilization ex­
cept by preparation and readiness. We 
cannot do better than to take the ad­
vice of Cromwell to heart. Let US put 
our trust in God, but keep our powder 
dry.”

Just what Mr. Hughes meant by 
“problems that lie ahead” does not ap­
pear, unless it be the division of territory 
in the Pacific which has been affected by 
the war, and Which must figure in the 
settlement of peace.

The minister for the navy, Mr. Jensen, 
said in responding to a toast to the 
Australian navy that he was about to 
take steps to send several Australian 
marine engineers to England to study 
the construction there of submarines 
with a view to the ultimate construction 
at craft of that description in the Com­
monwealth, and he continued:

“A great feat has been accomplished 
by the Australian Government in send­
ing away seventy ships since the com­
mencement of the war. Up to date these 
seventy ships have taken 90,000 troops, 
officers and nuises, besides 24*270 horses, 
from Australia. Thirty-one ships out of 
the seventy have made one voyage, thir­
ty-three ship} have made two voyages, 
and six have made three.
