Within a week, it is declared, Roumanie will be at war. Her first act will 
be an attack upon the tear flank of the Austro-Germans in Galicia. According 
to reports, the Roumanians are already preparing. The wheat crop has been 
harvested.

Following closely the action of Roumanie, Bulgaria and Greece are expect­
ed to enter the war. Greece’s intervention is being delayed only by the illness df 
the king.
BRITISH AVIATORS WRECK

It is very heavily armored 
and has sufficient lifting power to carry 
a gun which is almost as big as a can­
non.

Zurich, June 26—Telegrams received 
here from Lisbon state that a declara­
tion of war agaihst Germany and Aus­
tria is imminent. Portugal in this case 
is to send troops to France, and she will 
also attack the German colonies in Af­
rica.

Chatham, N. B., Jiflie 26—The Danish barkentine Atlantic, which arrived in 
port yesterday has on board two French fishermen whom they picked up os 
June 19 about 800 miles northeast of R ewfoundland. The men are Georg» 
Mesnil and Hodierne Eugene and hail from the little French fishing village oi 
Fecamp at the mouth of the Sienne, near Havre. They left home on March 26 it 
the fishing schooner St. Lion. They were out in a dory attending to their net» 
when a dense fog came up and they were unable to find the schooner. When the 
fog lifted their vessel was not in sight and they were in the most dangerous 
plight being without food or water. They spent five days and nights in the dory 
and when picked up by the Atlantic were unconscious. ■

Today they are none the worse for their experience and their first ques­
tion related to the progress of the war. they not having heard any definite news 
since March. They are both anxious to get home and join their colors.

On the Dniester during the night of 
the 23rd the Russians drove back be­
yond the river the remainder of the 
Germans who crossed the previous day 
in the Kosany district. In the region 
of Martynoffstany on the evening of the 
28rd they captured the remnants of the 
enemy who had crossed the Dniester, al­
together fifteen officers and about 700 
men. Notwithstanding the disastrous re­
sults of these crossings the Germans and 
Austrians attempted the same night to 
throw their forces across the Dniester by 
bridges constructed south of Bukaszo- 
wice. The fighting continues.

The Times recently reviewed the ex­
haustive summary of conditions in Can­
ada prepared by the Canadian Northern 
Railway Company from data supplied 
by 2,000 reliable correspondents in all 
parts of the country, east and west.

When we think of the fifty-seven 
houses with only one bathtub in the 
block, and the present use of the site of 
those over-congested and unsanitary 
dwellings, we cannot but admire the 
wisdom and public spirit of those who 
brought about the great change. 
Sanford Park is only one of many 
neighborhood centres in the great city, 
Which has learned that it is far better to 
provide such places than to let the peo­
ple swelter in congested areas without 
any such preventives of . disease and 
vice and crime. Such centres make for 
cleanliness,
health, good citizenship, justice 
brotherhood. After five 
the Stanford Park commissioners close 
their annual report with these words:

London, June 26—I have learned that 
especially careful provision was made by 
the Germans before the war to dominate 
Calais, which was considered the gate­
way to Britain. An organised attempt 
was made to control the factories of the 
district. Calais included a large number 
of Germans among its civilian population 
and their arrogance and bravado damp­
ed the spirits of the French.

A marvellous service of espionage was 
instituted. Taverns were kept by Ger­
mans and through their intoxicated cus­
tomers they tried to obtain much preci­
ous information. A number of villas situ­
ated strategically inexplicable at the time 
because of their singular transformations 
and changes, are quite explained now. 
In one of these the police found a com­
plete apparatus of naval war signals, a 
strong wireless telegraphic apparatus, 
and solid platforms capable of support­
ing big howitzers and other heavy guns.

HELPED IN GOOD CAUSE

Washington, June 25—As a result of 
the commander of the French cruiser 
Descartes having landed marines at 
Cape Haytien, Hayti. to protect foreign 
interests there, the navy department has 
ordered the armored cruiser Washington 
from Vera Cruz to the Haytien port.

No United States ship was available 
in Haytien waters to send a1 landing 
force ashore because of fighting between 
government and rebel troops, and the 
French commander did pot stand on 
ceremony, but put his marines on the 
beach promptly. The naval yacht Eagle 
was supposed to be observing the Hay­
tien situation, but had gone to Guan­
tanamo to coal.

Admiral Caperton, commanding the 
squadron on the east coast of Mexico, 
is taking his flagship to- Hayti, so by 
virtue of seniority on his arrival he will 
be able to take charge of the situation. 
It is expected the French will be 
promptly withdrawn, and Admiral Cap­
erton will then thank them for their ser­
vices in the interests of foreigners.

The situation in Hayti is reported 
to be even worse than it was a year 
ago, when the administration had under 
consideration proposals for strong meas­
ures In Hayti which would restore law 
and order.

By all the rules Plympton should have 
left a fortune of some pretension ; but 
he was a high UVer and an eccentric, 
whereas Drouet, though of the quality 
of the average leading man on Broad- 
yrmy, was a clean-cut, methodic man of 
affairs who knew enough to conserve his 
earnings. Thçlr respective bequests il­
lustrate the ways of the actors of the 
old school and those of the new, though, 
a number of the old. actors, survivors of 
the period of the romantic school, have 
taken good care of their incomes.
