Although he declined to say that the
American fleet alone could successfully
defend Hawaii and the Philippines in a
conflict with Japan, the admiral had no
doubt of the ability of the United States
to control the seas in a naval conflict
with that country. Contending that ul-
timate naval success stil rested with
dreadnoughts, he declared the submar-
ines would not seriously affect the vital
principles of naval warfare.

An important insurance case came up
for trial btfore Mr. Justice White in the
Chancery Division this morning.

On
March 5, 1912, the plaintiff’s mother,;

She obtained an interim re-
ceipt from Henry King, who was agent
at the time, and paid the first premium.
When the policy was sent down from
head office it was discovered that the
amount of insurance was $300 instead of
$1,000, and the policy was returned to
be corrected. At the same time, owing
to a mistake in the applicant’s age, she
was required to pay an additional !
amount, bringing the pyemxum up to
about $88 which was paid. The policy, !
it is said, was never returned to the
plaintiff or her mother.

MADE. N CAMADA PLES

(By Peter McArthur.)

The enthusiastic campaign that is be-
$ng carried on in advertisements and
newspaper articles to induce people to
use articles manufactured in Canada has
much to commend it. When Canadian
products are equal in quality and price
to thosé secured from other countries
there is no excuse for mot using them
and in that way making work for Cana-
dian laborers, giving employment oY
Canadian ecapital, and keeping Canadian
ymmoney at home. But there is a danger
that this campaign may not be made
broad enough in its scope to take in all
‘the manufacturers or indeed—to give the
word its true meaning—to take in the
‘only real manufacturers. The word Is
.derived from two Latin words, manus—
e hand, and facto—I make. A manu-
#facturer was originally a man who made
ithings by hand, but nowadays we think
! of manufacturers almost entirely as men
~who make things by machinery. This
does not mean, however, that there are
no real manufacturers left in the world.
The farmer is a manufacturer in the
truest sense of the word for practically
everything he produces is done by the

rk of his hands.

Take the apple for instance, the most
exquisite and finished product of Can-
adian manufacture. Working in part-
mership with nature, the orchardist man-
sfactures apples just as truly as the
amachine users make shoes or under-
clothes. He may not use steam and elec-
tricity in his great outdoor factory, but
he uses the illimitable power of the sun-
ghine and the air. To produce a perfect
apple he usually begins in the winter
time when he laboriously scrapes away
superfluous bark, cuts out dead or too

luxuriant limbs, and prunes back the
gadding twigs. All this work he is
obliged to do by hand—a true manufac-
turer. Then, he takes his spraying out-
fit and gives the trees a tonic bath of
lime sulphur, which is also hand-made,
and is at the same time an offence to the
nostrils. Three times at least he must
give this spraying and if you imagine
that it does not mean hand work of the
hardest kind just try it.

When the fruit is set it must all be
thinned by hand so that the apples will
not touch one another or be injured by
rubbing against branches and twigs.
Only in this way is it possible to manu-
facture perfect apples. When the ap-
ples are ripe they must be picked by
hand, sorted and graded by hand, pack-|
ed by hand, and when they reach the|
consumer they are usually eaten from
the hand.

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THE WAR NEWS.

Good news from land and sea was
flashed over the cables last might, and
was read with intense satisfaction by
Canadians this morning. The sinking

~ of three German cruisers by a British

squadron in the South Atlantic gives
ground for hope that three more, of
which two are now being pursued, will
also soon be sunk or captured. The un-
easy feeling which had ppevailed since
the disaster to Admiral Cradock and his
ships off South America has now given
place to one of renewed confidence in

\ the complete efficiency of the British
navy. When the Admiralty set itself
seriously to the task of removing the
German menace to British commerce the
major portion was quickly - accomplish-
ed. Vice-Admiral Sturdee, who was in
command of the victorious squadron off
the Falkland Mands, was in London
only a month ago. St. John people are
the more deeply interested in this Brit-
jsh success because Vice-Admiral Stur- |
‘dee is a cousin of Col. Sturdee of this
city; d recenty entertained Major
Sturdee and Captain McAvity of St.
John in London.

The other cheering intelligence that
comes to Canadian readers this morning
was the news of the surrender of a
‘Purkish commander and his army to
the expeditionary force from India,
which is operating at the head of the
Persian Gulf. The victory gives the
British ¢ontrol of the rich country from
the junction of the Tigris and Eu-
phrates to the sea. The British victory
was gained with a loss of only forty-
one killed and one hundréd and twen-
ty-three wounded. 7

The holy war proclaimed by the Sul-
tan threatens to have an unexpected re-
sult. It is said that the Mohammed-
ans in Tripoli are showing signs of & de-
sire to rebel against Italy, and the last
thing that ?trhy and Germany desire
at the moment is to have Italy enter
the war. The German success at Lods,
while ' tﬁey captured that city, is not
negarly 'as‘important as was feared when
the news first came. The Russians say
that they abandoned the city some time
before the Germans entered it, and that
their fighting strength is practically un-
impaired, as heavy reinforcements have
been brought up. They claim, moreover,
to be gaining successes farther south
in the neighborhood of Cracow.

Today’s news tells us that Austria is
disturbed by .the fact that in a recent
battle with the Servians three Czech
regiments revolted, and declared their
sympathy with Servia. The Servians
claim to have gained substantial suc-
cesses againsy the Austrians during the
last two days. : :

The conditions in France and Belgium
have not been materially altered during
the last few days. The Allies are still
pressing slowly forward at several points
and the Gegman defensive ‘has' evidently
been weakened by the withdrawal of
troops to take part in the struggle
against the Russians in Poland. Day by
day the strength of Germaany is being
weakened, while, the cordon of steel
around her is being gradually tightexkd,
and her hope of final victory grows less
and less, as news of fresh disaster comes
without the news of compensating vic-

tories.

SOUND ‘BUSINESS CONDITIONS

At the annual meeting of the stock-
holders of the Bank of Montreal yester-
day, optimistic statements were made
by the president and general manager
Mr. H. V.; Meredith, the president, in
‘ the course of his address said: 3

“I am glad to be able to say that from
the reports which reach me from all
parts of the country, legitimate business
is' fundamentally sound. While trade

« generally is quiet, and in many branches
restricted, especially taose dependent
upon construction work, there is com-
pensation, in a measure, by activities in
others which provide the vast supplies
required by the war.

“A general suspension of new under-
takings is apparent. Agriculture—the
backbone of the country-—continues
prosperous, notwithstanding a shorter
crop yield, owing to the high prices be-
ing paid for grain and other farm pro-
ducts. The great increase in tae number
and value of the live stock in the north-
west is especially gratifying.

“Farmers are preparing to increase the
acreage of land under crop, and manu-
facturers are taking advantage of the
situation to extend their sales where for-
eign competition, for the time being, has
been eliminated. There is, moreover, an
undiminished confidence in the future
which is ‘an asset of no little importance.

“Considerable unemployment exists,
but the extent of it is probably over-
pstimated, and I think our position in
tais respect will compare favorably with
that of other countries.”

Mr. Meredith pointed out that because
of the war (it is difficult to obtain capit-
nl for construction and development
work, and therefore a period of rest and
recuperation may be expected, and pru-
fence and economy in expenditure
should be exercised, but an effort made
at the same time to enlarge our export
trade.

Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor, gener-
sl-manager, said that the people of Can-
sda are adjusting themselves to the

our energies turnéd to the development
of our great natural resources “we ean
look forward with confidnece to eventu-
ally emerging from present conditions a
wiser people, with our affairs on a
healthier, more normal and sounder bas-
is than that with which we have been
threatened.

Asurances such as these, from men
who have their finger on the financial
pulse of the country, are very gratify-
ing, and should go a long way to
strengthen public confidence.

The appeal to be made to the citizens
next week by the Germain Street Broth-
erhood on behalf of the Free Kindergar-
ten will doubtless meet with a generous
response. Local institutions of perm-
anent value should be sustained as well
as would be the case if there were no

war in progress. The great value of the,

Free Kindergarten has been fully de-
monstrated in St. John, and it is only a
question of time when it ‘will become
a part of the public school system, as
it is already in most enlightened coun-
tries. Until such time as the board of
education is in a position to assume the
full responsibility, the institution must
be supported by the citizens, and all who
have familiarized themselves, even in the
most limited way, with the work that is
being done, realize how important it is
that the work should be continued and
enlarged. Moreover, it is but fair that
the burden of financial responsibility
should be lifted from the shoulders of
the earnest women to whom the city
owes the introduction of the Free Kin-
dergarten, and whose unselfish labors
have kept it in existence and broaden-
ed the scope of its activities. Not only
are children who have attended the
Free Kindergarten brighter and more
promising pupils when they enter the
public schools, but the influence upon
the homes of the children is good, and
much brightness is brought into them,
especially where cases of extreme pov-
erty are discovered.

In 'ais review on the war situation in
Europe the military critic of The New
York Times says under date of Dec. Ts

The activity in Belgium shows that
the allies there are taking advantage of
every opportunity to press back the
German lines. The cutting of the levees
along the Yser has permitted the low-
lying ground on both sides of the river
to be inundated to such an extent as to
preclude the movement of large bodies
of troops in tais region. The narrow
passageways along the roads and dykes
are so easily-swept by artillery fire, that
frontal attacks are well nigh hopeless.
British Are Pushing On

This throws to the front the import-
ant operations in the Belgian field to the
higher ground near Ypres, where the
British troops aave recently. gained
ground. Their advance from Ypres along
the railroad toward Roullers is aimed at
the railway system of Northwest Bel-
|gium. If the British can press their ad-
[ vance along the north side of the Lys
River, they can force the Germans to
evacuate their positions along the Yser
and the Belgian coast.

Confronted the Japanese

Throughout the long cenige of the bat-
tle line in France tae fighting consists
of the short range work of siege war-
fare. To reach the working parties in
their deep trenches it is necessary for

the projectiles to drop nearly straight

down upon them. This problem con-
fronted the Japanese in their siege of
Port Arthur in 1904, and was solved by
them by the development of the trench
aowitzer. This gun fires a small shell
or grenade at a high angle, so that after
travelling from 200 to 500 yards, ac-
cording to the powder charge used, it
will fall into the enemy’s trenches. At
still closer ranges similar effects are ob-
tained by the tge of hand grenades. For
short distances these may be hurled di-
rectly but the usual method is to swing
them on a cord and let them fly when
taey got up speed.
Uses of Tunnel Warfare |

When the opposing trenches get with-

in range for hand grenade bombard-

ment, it becomes almost impossible to
make further progress by trenches with-
out prohibitive losses. The advancing
troops then have to take to burrowing.
Tunnels are driven forward as rapidly
as possible by frequent reliefs, working
at high speed, for short periods.

Two tactical uses are made of this
tunnel warfare. One is to drive the tun-
nel' under tae enemy’s position, to place
a big charge of explosive there and then

SEES GREAT FUTURE

German Officer Writes of Its Use
in Warfare—Constantly Enlarg-
ing Under-sea Craft

The Norddeutsche Allgemeine Zeitung
publishes an analysis of Germany’s sub-
marine policy from a prominent Ger-
man naval officer who foresees the com-
ing of vastly iarge submarine boats, or,
rather, submarine ships.-

“It is of vital importance,” he writes,
“for the future development of submar-
ines (U boats) that torpedoes should be
brought to the greatest possible per-
fection. Such improvements depend on
the torpedo tubes and torpedoes with
which the boats aré furnished, on their
speed and efficiency, as well as on their
handling and management.

“The number of tubes and consequent-
ly of torpedoes has been constantly in-
creasing. Thus English submarines have
as many tubes as six and even more, so
‘that we may soon be able to speak of
submarine ships. One of the causes
which led to the enlargement of sub-
marines was the desire to provide them
with more torpedoes so that they might
take full advantage of a fortunate en-
counter with an enemy. At present U
boats generally are the size of their sis-
ters, the faster torpedo boats,

“At first U boats were merely intend-
ed to defend the home coasts, but soon
their unexpected efficiency destined them
to become independent rulers of the
waves. They were able to remain un-
der the water for some time and were
fairly safe and secure. Undersea naviga-
tion, being comparatively smooth even
in an agitated sea, pointed out the de-
sirability of building boats which could
be on the sea at least as long as tor-
pedo boats. It is known from war re-
ports that at present we are sufficiently
advanced to send U boats independently
all over the North Sea and the Baltic.

“Our U boats are constantly enlarged
so thatr they may surpass the enmemy’s
boats in size\ and fighting value, but
chiefly in order to make an even wider
use of them,

“Previous’ submarine successes show
that with some good fortune it is not so
very difficult to attain good results. But
the handling of U boats more than of
others requires a great deal of persever-
ance, caution and courage. Of course it
must be admitted that the prospect of
a great success is a powerful impetus and
stimulus for everyone who is engaged in
submarine action. To hunt up the en-
emy is often left to chance, but it re-
quires considerable time and experience
to get within shot of a vessel and to
succeed in eluding the pursuer. It is a
' recognized maxim for U boats not to

withdraw from the theatre of battle un-
til every prospect of shooting at an ob-
ject is gone. During the attack the
periscope, which serves to indicate what
is in sight on the surface of the water,
. is exposed to sight no longer and often-
[m* than absolutely necessary. The peris-
cope is the most valuable part of the
diving boat and betrays its location. At
the same time the wake left by the pas-
sage shows the boat’s courst; hence these
submarines are at a great advantage
which make ready for attack without
exposing the periscope except rarely and
‘Any moment the
enemy by successful shooting may spoil
a submarine’s good chance; hence ir re-
quires much skill on the submarine’s
part to fix the proper time for discharg-
ing the torpedo.

“If a menaced ship cannot escape from
danger in time it will take the offensiva

must be prepared for the onslaught and
attempt to evade the danger sideways
or to dive deeply.

“Submarines are, relatively speaking,
a greater source of strength to a feebler
naval power than to a more powerful
one. So we can quite understand that

even the mightiest navies feel somewhat
paralyzed if they are opposed by an en-
emy provided with a fair number of
submarines. An efficient means of com-
batting the U boats has not yet been
invented, but might be looked for, in the
first place, in the shape of some air-
craft.”

Of the best troops called up
for the first effort, one-fourth have cer-
tainly gone and probably more. Of all
the troops, trained.and untrained, so far
incorporated by Germany, one-fourth
have gone, for she has certainly not yet
summoned in any shape more than sev-
en million men since the beginning of
tae war—it is doubtful if she has sum-
moned six million. Of all available ma-
terial for anything approaching a true
army a quarter has already gone.

Mr. Belloce states that the German of-
ficial casualty lists place the proportion
of wounded to killed as 5.456 to 1, which
he insists is far too low, since experi-
ence shows that it is seldom less than
ten to one. Making it eight to one. Mr.
Belloc finds that the Germans lost be-
tween 910,000 and 1,100,000 men in Bel-
gium and France up to the middle of
October and 850,000 in the east. He adds
850,000 incapacitated by illness or éx-
aaustion or other natural causes. He
stateg that the French held 65,000 Ger-
mans as prisoners before the first of Oc-
tober.

Sir Frederick Sturdee, K.C.B, C.V.O.,
C.M.G., is a man of werld-wide reputa-

February, 1880, with
three first class certificates and in 1886
won the gold medal of the Royal United
Service Institution for the prize maval
essay submitted that year. He returned
to the Vernon as a senior staff officer
in 1889 and in the following January
was appointed in command of her ten-
der, Vesuvius. He was advanced to
commander in July, 1893, bejing at the
same time selected for service as an as-
| sistant to the director.of naval ordnance
and torpedoes at the Admirdlty. In this
latter appointment he remained for more
than foyr years and gucceeded in. win-
ning the R. U. S. I, gold medal for the
second time in 1894, He was in com-
mand of the Porpoise at the Australian
station from November, 1897, to June,
1899, when he was advanced to captain
in recognition of his service in command
of the British forces at Samoa, which
also won him the C. M. G.

He was assistant director of Naval In-
tellegence from October, 1899, to Octo-
ber, 1902, and was also a member of

The success of
the vice-admiral in so quickly dealing
with the enemy and in searching out
and destroying her cruisers, has been due
no doubt to his long experience, his keen
resourcefulness, steady nerve and the,
fine and fast ships under his command.
