Chicago, Oct. 24—Forty thousand loco-
motive engineers and firemen employed
by ninety railroads running west of
Chicago, have notified officials of the
lines that they will terminate their pres-
ent labor agreements on November 10

and demand a wage increase aggregating
$50,000,000 a year, according to state-
ments in railroad offices here yesterday.

The railroads, in turn, notified War-
ren S. Stone, chief of the Brotherhood
of Locomotive Engingers, and W. S.
Carter, chief of the firemen, that they
would welcome a readjustment of wage
schedules.

In addition to a wage increase the
firemen. and engineers are asking for a
joint contract with the roads. The ad-
vance sought ranges between twenty-
five cents and $1 a hundred miles, ac-
cording to the nature of the service.

Huerta Declares Himself

Mexico City, Oct. 24—In addition to
having read a lengthy statement where-
in President Huerta sets forth the poli-
cles of his administration, the members
of the diplomatic corps, who gathered at
the palace upon his invitation yesterday,
heard him give his personal word that
he was positive that if the elections on
next Sunday will show him to have a
majority of the votes, he would consid-
er it to be his duty to instruct congress
to declare all such ballots void.

He also gave his own explanation of
He
went over all of the ground set forth
in his manifesto issued after the dis-
solution, and added that proof that the
deputies had engaged in fostering revolu-
tion had been found in their desks and
upon their persons.

General Huerta gave his most solemn
assurance that the sole use that he has
made, or will make, of his power as in-
terim president is, first, to establish peace
in the republic and, second, comply with
the law of his country in holding fair
elections, so that the choice of the Mexi-
can people, whoever it may be, shall be
installed in power.

Huerta said that his government was
determined at all costs to protect the
lives and interests of foreigners in
Mexico, but that the government was
equally determined that the domestic
affairs of Mexico shall be settled by the
Mexicans themselves.

None of the rescued can throw light
upon the cause of the éxplosion or the
location of the miners yet entombed.
With the exception of .Jose Fernandez,
a miner taken alive from the sixth
chamber last night, none of the rescued
men was working near the section of
the mine where the explosion occurred.
Fernandez has not recovered sufficientiy
to talk of the disaster, but government

Evidence gathered by the Internation-
al Carnegie Commission in its searching
inquiry into the atrocities committed by
the different belligerents during the
Balkan wars reveals incidents of hor-
rible savagery, not only on the part of
the Bulgarians, whose cruelty had been
fully brought to light in the press, but
also similar facts relative to the Greek
methods of “vengeance.”

The commisison believes it has estab-
lished the authenticity of letters which
testify that the Greek soldiers made use
of the forbidden dum-dum bullets, while
many other atrocities are also disclosed.
Every facility for investigation was
given the mebers of the commission by
the governments of Greece, Turkey, and
Bulgaria, but the inquiries did not ex-
tend to the Roumanians.

Montreal, Oct. 283—A passenger on the

Mr. Johnson, who is an Englishman,
came, to this country nearly ten years
ago and all trace of him .was lost by
relatives. For ten months the executors
of his uncle’s will advertised in every
part in Canada. After ten months’ ad-
vertising they put a notice in a Calgary
paper, which Johnson, who at the time,
was driving a milk wagon there, an-
swered.

This was four months ago and since
then he has been in communication
with lawyers both in Melbourne and
London. To straighten out -matters
they sent him his faré home, he abso-
lutely refusing to pay it himself, He
declared that his position as .driver,
which he still held, did not pay him
enough to afford to return to England.

They sent him enough money to pay
his passage first class, but Johnson re-
fused to travel first class and bought a

CONDITION OF POTATO
MARKET IS VERY BAD

Shipments Fr;:m Abroad Make® Prices
l;ncertain; Boston and N. Y. Markets
Opverloaded.

(Bangor Commercial, Wednesday.)

The condition of the potato market is
very bad at this time and the outlook
is not encouraging if judged from the
standpoint of an estimate of 100,000,000
bushels shortage.

For the last two weeks the yards in
both Boston and' New York have been
kept constantly overloaded and conse-
quently prices declined from 78 cents f.
0. b. New York to 65 cents and as low
as 60 cents. This supply was all do-
niestic stock. October 16, 4,000 bags of
Belgium potatoes were landed in New
York and it is reported that there is 40,-
006 more bags on the way. These pota-
toes sold in New York at $1.50 per bag
as compared with $1.75 to $2.00 per sack
for the domestic stock. New Brunswick
potatoes are also selling in Boston at 54
cents to 55 cents and Maine’s at 55 cents,
56 cents and the top price is 58 cents.

Owing to an abundance of stock in
the vards much of the stock remains on
the track longer than they should and
this combined with the unusual warm
moist weather conditions, considerable
rot has developed and this also has a
tendency to lower prices: The growers,
however, are not anxious to sell for pres-
ent prices hoping when the weather be-
comes colder prices will then advance.
Owing to the uncertainty concerning the
foreign supply future prices cannot be
detegmined with any degree of accuracy.

The shipments of potatoes from New
Brunswick, Belgium and Holland are
causing much uneasiness among the
farmers.

An economical way of frying onions
is to place sufficient cold water at the
bottom of the pan to cover it, then slice
the onions and put them into the pan
with a piece of dripping the size of a
walnut. Fried in this way they will not
burn.

New York, Oct. 28—Great Britain and
the United States wil] clash again in na-
val conflict next year—when Sir Thomas
Lipton comes across the Atlantic with
SBhamrock IV to win the America’s cup,
which he has failed to do upon three oc-
casions.

The 1914 contest will be between com-
mon sense, modern racing yachts of ap-
proximately 75 feet water-line length.
That is they will measure not more than
75 feet at the surface, in racing trim.

In the past the racers were limited to
90 feet water-line length. The designer
could build his craft as wide as he wish-
ed,. as deep as he desired and pile as
much canvas upon the hull as he saw
fit.

During the last thirty years eight
races have been sailed for the cup, And
now, waiting 11 years Lipton is return-
ing for another try. The races to date
were as follows, the challengers being
named first: Genesta—Puritan, 1885;
Galatea—Mayflower, 1886; Thistle—
Volunteer, 1887; Valkyrie II—Vigilant,
1898; Valkyrie III—Defender, 1895;
Shamrock 1—Columbia, 1899; Shamrock
II—Columbia, 1901; Shamrock III—Re-
lonce, 1908.

During thirty years the water-line-and
sail-area rule gradually produced an ex-
treme type of yacht, with great beam
and length on deck, extreme draught,
carrying an enormous spread of sail, ne-
cessitating a large crew.

The effort to carry the largest possible
sail spread showed in hull and material.
Rellance, on a water-line length of 89
feet 8 inches, measured on deck, 145
feet, 27 feet beam and 20 feet draught. A
cross section of the hull
shallow champagne glass with a flat floor
and hard bilges carried well into bow
and stern sections. The result was that
Reliance immersed fully 105 feet when
heeling at 20 degrees, giving her a tre-
mendous advantage in windward work.

The use of special steel and Tobin-
bronze enabled the designer to reduce

a 75 and a 90-foot racing sloop. The

‘Herreshoff hung 95 tons of lead in the
keel of Reliance and spread 16,247
square feet of canvas on her.

Reliance cost approximately $150,000
and the running expenses were propor-
tionately heavy. It gequired 50 men to
handle her and when the race was fin-
ished she was useless.

A 756-foot modern yacht such as the
next race calls for carries a sail area
approximately equal to that of the 85
or 90-footer of 20 years ago and is large
enough to provide a thorough test of
the designer’s skfll and the racing crew’s
ability.

Construction eost is cut in half and so
is operating cosi. Moreover, under the
new rule a yacht is built, which, when
the race is over, can be used as a fast
and serviceable cruiser.

The accompanying drawing, reproduc-
ed from the Scientific American, shows
at a glance the general reduction in size
and increase in handiness of the 75-foot-
er.

The 75-footer’s deck length is aboul
105 feet, beam, about 20 feet and draught
about 18 feet 9 inches, while the lead is
cut from 95 to 87 tons. The boom is
shortened from 115 feet to 84 feet and
the spar from boom to topmast from 155
feet to 111 feet, Cost drops to $80,000
and running cost one-half,

Various Causes for Traffic Delays and
How Affect the Passengers.

South bound cars eame straggling
at intervals, but those going north were
stalled for a distance of several blocks.
