LAVISH,IN CHARTTY, HE
DES N WORKHOUSE

Grimbsby Merchant, Once Very
Rich and Generous, Gave Too
Freely and Ended Life as
Pauper

London, July 18—A life of strange visis-
situdes has just ended at Grimsby, where
Robert Day Melhuish, once the port’s
principal fish merchant, has died a pauper
in the workhouse. : T

Going to Grimisby as a poor lad, Mr.
Melhuish soon gained a prominent posi
tion!in the fishing industry, at that time
undergoing revolutions as a result of the
advent of steam trawling. He created the
biggest private ,business in the industry
and amassed a huge fortune, but his suc-
cess was his own undoing.

His generosity was lavish and reckless.
While he gave huge sums for every form
of charity, often he would send his carts
laden with choice fish to the poorer parts
of the towns, where his .men distributed
it freely. His- popularity was unrivaled.
When he was nominated. for election on
the school board he headed the poll with
a majority of 6,000 over his nearest op-
ponent, and after the declaration he was
drawn around the town in a landau, pre-
ceded by a band of music and followed by
thousands of cheering men and women.

Later he fought Grimsby as a parliamen-
tary candidate, but was defeated. Then
adversity overtook him and he became an
inmate of the work-house. Hiss former
friends found him a cottage in the coun-
try, in which to end his days, but he drift-
ed baek to the work-house, where he died.

PREMIER'S SONS ARE
GVING GREAT PROMIE

Junior Asquiths in College and at
Bar Show Scholary Traits of
Their Distinguished Father

i London, July 18—There is a saying that
a great man generally overshadows his son
but Prime Minister Asquith’s family is
showing a striking example of heredity
in scholarship.

Pierpont' Morgan; who shares with him in
the controlling-intevdst in':the Mereantile
Shipping Trust iniishe  British-Afriean
Steam Navigation. Company, in’the Elder-
Dempster Shipping Cempany, and in the
West India Mail Seryvice, which gives them
the virtual . command of the steamship
trade with thé West Coast of Africa, and
between (ireat Britain and the West In-
dies..

Lord Pirrie is a great advocate of the
policy of protection, —for the United
States. According to him, the English
shipbuilding industry would receive- an
overwhelming and crushing blow, if Uncl.c
Sam were to adopt free trade. “If Ameri-
ca allowed material for the construction
of ships to.enter free of duty,” le_declar-
ed on one memorable occasion, “we. should
have to establish our shipbuilding yard_s
over there, and I have always that possi-
bility in view, though I do not regard it
as a probability.”

Lord Pirrie formerly occupied a very
important place in Unionist councils, and
his conversion to LiberaJism aroused so
much bitterness in - Conservative ci;‘cles
that when he was nominated to Knight-
hood of St. Patrick, some,three or four
years ago, all the other knights of the or-
der, with the exception of Lord Castle-
town, declined to attend the chapter sum-
moned at Dublin Castle by the viceroy for

the purpose of investing him with the dig-|/

nity and the insignia of the order.

The consequence was that for tl}e first
tifne within living memory, a Knight of
St. Patrick was invested privately b\ the
viceroy without any .chapter, and without
sponsorship. 2

The viceroy, Lord -Aberdeen, may be
said to have retaliated for this affront, by
bestowing upon Lord Pirrie the comptrol-
lership of the viceregal hpus_ehold, thus
making him the principal dignitary of the
court of Dublin Castle. As such, he took
a leading part in thé chapter of the Order
of* the Knights of St. Patrick held last.
week by King George in Dublin, for the
purpose of investing Eield Marshal Lord

Kitchener and the Earl of Shaftesbury,

with the insigunia. .
Whitaker Wright's Home -

Lord Pirrie makes. his principal home’ at
Witley Court, in Surrey,’ which he pur-
chased from the estate ofi the late Whit-
taker Wright, a prometer, ‘who escaping
to! New “York on the .collapse of his
schemes, was arrested .on landing, taken
back to England, tried for fraud at the
0Old Bailey and committed suicide by swal-
lowing a deadly poison in court while .the
presiding judge was in the act of pronounc-
ing sentence.

Whitaker Wright :had set out to con-
struct for himself a home uns}zrpagse(l in
splendor and at the time of his ruin, had
spent more than $5,000,000 on the place.

New French Minister

Justin dé Belves, the new minister of
foreign affairs of France, is a rather dis-
tinguished 16oking man, of sixty-three, who
for the last fifteen years has been. prefect
of the Seine, that is to say, civil.governor,
of the metropolis. As such it has been
hisduty  to .reconcile the. views of the
national government, of which: he was the
executive as far as Paris was coneerned,
with those of the' various metropolitan
mayors and of the municipal eouncil of the
capital, i ;

‘The mayors have mostly been sacialists,

and so, too, is almost invariably the ma-
jority of the. municipal council. The re-
sult is that these city dignitaries and the
national government are constantly at
loggerheads, and it had been the task of
M. de Selves to keep the peace between
them. How well he has succeeded is shown
by the fact that he held the office of gov-
ernor from 1896 unti] last week, being ad-
vanced in the meanwhile to the rank of
senator and to that of Knight Grand of
Cross of the Legion of Homor. He is a
nephew of that M. Charles de” Freycinet
who has been frequently premier and who
has held cabinet office since 1877 more of-
ten than any French statesman now living.
In fect de Selves shares much of his uncle’s
suavity, kindliness of character and utter
freedom from' official arrogance. He is
very well to do,"has a beautiful country
place in the Department of the Dordogne;
has-a wealthy wife in the person of }Miss
Garrison, and was' for six years postmaster
general of France.
As civil governor of Paris it has fallen
to his lot.to.welcome officially. all the for-
eign monarchs and royal and imperial per-
sonages visiting the French capital, and
thus it happens that there is hardly a
single ruler in Europe with whom he is
not personally aequainted, a matter of con-
siderable advantage to him as minister of
foreign affairs and incidentally to his
country, when one bears in mind how
influential is the role played by sovereigns
in influencing the foreign policy of their
respective. governments.

WEALTH. 1S FOUND
"IN GARDEN GRAVE

Vanished Sixteen :Months Ago;
Now Known to Have

Beén ‘Murdered

Belgian ‘Landowner’s Valet Decoyed
From House and Neyer Saw Master
More—Body Just Found With Cord
Tied About the Neck

On March 30, 1910, Ver-
cruyze received late at night ah' urgent
‘communication begging him to go ‘at once
to his' native village . to. see 'his mother,
who was seriously 1ll. Hé started “at”once,
but. found” his mother perfectly well and
she .denied all knowledge of the letter he
had receivd. P

Fearing the worst; Vercruyze returned -to
Le Versinet to find his ‘master gone. M.
Jooris, an intimate friend of the missing
man and a woman friend were staying at

their depositions, he Had gore away with-
out saying where. Vercruyze informed his

munichted *with,. but -their most- exhaust-
ive researches 'proved fruitless. *

mersch revealed curjous details as to his
habits and “thie ‘yisits he used té receive.

From Nova Scotia and Maine to Ontario
‘and Michigan the recent period of intense
heat and dry weather has been accompani-
ed by great destruction by fire. Brad-
street’s -thus sums up the situation:—
“Enough can be gleaned from the press
dispatches to render certain the fact that
the hot spell has been one of the most;
disastrous that the country has ever ex-
perienced. The deaths of human beings
directly traceable to the excessive tempera-
ture must be counted by hundreds, and
animals have suffered to an even greater
extent, while the crops have naturally suf-
fered in sections from heat and drought.

Large numbers of people are reported to
have perished in fires which destroyed sev-
eral towns and mining camps in the Por-
cupine district in Northern Ontario. For-
est fires have also caused widespread dam-
age in northern Michigan, where some
towns are reported to have been practical-
ly wiped out, while others have suffered
severely from the flames. Fires have also
been raging in the Moosehead Lake timber
district in ‘Maine.and in the neighborhood
of Concord, in New Hampshire. The loss
to property has naturally beeu very great,
though an dccurate estimate caunot be!
made until the work of de tion shall
have been stayed.

Hal Chase. Has Hard Luck

Six times in his big league career Hal
Chase has been disabled either by illness
or injury and compelled-to stay out of the
game for weeks at a time. Before he had
the smallpox in the spring of 1908 Chase
says he never was ill a day. There is no-
thing frail about Chase, so he says, but he
has been conspicuonsly unlucky in being
laid up. =

Chase’s first mishayy was in 1805 in De-
troit. Jack Powell then on the New York
team, was batting a ball out to the out-
field in preliminary practice. The leather
went on a line and struck Chase over the
eye as the latter was stooping. That acci-
dent laid the king of first basemen up for
six weeks. In 1906 he broke some small
bones in his hand in sliding, and was out
of commission for three weeks. In 1007,
he was s%ikeq on the right arm and Wwas
incapacitated” for six weeks. He carries
a long scar, from thaf wound.

The. smallpox visitation was in 1909, and
in 1910 Chase was taken ill i Detroit and
had to take a three wheks’ rest. He at-
tributes the fater hospital experience to
having refurned to the ball field too soon
just after convalescing from the smallpox.
The after effects of playing ball again be-
fore he had fully recovered- his strength,
he thinks, told on him in'the following sea-
sons. This year he Wwhs again taken sick
in Detroit, and kept- out of the game for
three weeks.

Athletic
Upheval at Yale
New Haven, Conn., July 17—It is gen-
erally believed here ¥hat a big upheaval
is impending in Yale athletics. The belief

is quite general that an upheaval is nec-

essary. Yale has lost every series in the
four major sports this year, except foot-
ball, and in this its team failed to defeat
Harvard, and was defeated by Brown and
West Point. For the first time the track
team was defeated by Princeton, the base-
ball team lost both to Harvard and Prince-
ton series, and the crew was defeated by
every eastern university of any importance
except Columbia.

1t is understood that two of the inci-
dents of the reform will be the fight that
two of the professian] coaches—John Ken-
nedy of the crew and Billy Lush of the
baseball nine—must make for their places.
