HANOVER.

On the 20th February Kmg
Ernest opened in person he Ses-
sion of the States of Hanover.
After the celebration of Divine
Service in the Castle chapel, the
wembers of the States repaired to

f

the hall of the legislative body and

took the oath tendered to them by
the hereditary marshal of the king-
dom, Count Munster. The prince
royal also attended at this cere-
mony. At a quarter past two
o’clock the 1oyal cortege left the
castle, and on reaching the legisla-
tive palace His Majesty was receiv-
ed by the hereditary marshal and
the members of the boards of both
houses. The king having then
entered the hall, seated himself on
his throne, the prince royal being
on his right, and the grand digni-
taries of the crown on his left,
and delivered the following speech:

« Noble Lords, worthy and

My anxious desire to sce
assembled round my throne th

“this kingdom 1s
it i1s for me
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tates, to give yeu
unquestion oof of the up:
rightness of 1 itentions, 1 will
shortly cause to be aid before you
the draucht of a new coustitution
for my kingdom, based on the
principles which have so long se-
cured the prosperity ot the penple
of Germany. 1 indulge the hope
that my views will perfectly coin-
cide with vours on all the main

I declare that the session of the
States is opened.”’

After delivering this speech,
the King left the hall to return to
his paiace. The roym cortege
followed in the same order as on
its way to the house, and His Ma-
jesty received on his passage
through the streets, as well as on
his arrival before the palace, une-
quivocal proofs of the satisfaction
and affection of his subjects.

We have this week to notice a
discovery wiich will produce a
gieater change in t:‘c arrange-
ments of domestic lite, than any
discovery perhaps that has been
made for a hundred years past;
we allude to the substitution of
oas for coals in the warming of
Thouse s, 10 coo,mw aperations, &ec.
&c. The principle on which this
15 done Is so very simple, in its
application so very easy, as to en-
sure the speedy and exteasive
adoption of the improvement 1n
every place where a supply of gas
can be abtained. The pnnc'pie 18
_as easy to describe as it is toapply,
and is simply this : the mixture of
gas with five or six times its bulk
of atmospheric air, and the burn-
ing of the mixture through wire
gauze.
The modes of this may be vari-
ed according to the tasteand fancy
of the consumer, and great room
for the d splay of taste is afforded :
but we shall describe one of the
simplest modes of application as
best suited for general purposes.
Supposing then the fire is wanted
near the ordinary position of the
grate, a gas pipe is laid to the spot,
.and the jet is fixed pointing up-
wards, so as to be about 4 inches
from the floor or hearth stone.-—
This jet is surrounded with a sheet
1iron pipe, or cylinder, of a diame-
ter from 38 1-2 to 7 in. according
to the quantity of fire wanted, and
of the height required, say from 1
to 3 ft., and the top of the cylin-
der is covered with a piece of fine
wire gause, kept in its place by a
small iron hoop, circumscribing
the cyiinder in the same way as
the hair cloth is secured on the
common seive. :
We have spoken of the mixture
of gas with 5 or 6 times its quan-
tity of atmospheric air, and the
question may arise, how are we to
mix substances which are neither
visible nor tangible ? It fortunate-
iy happens that no care on this
’ pmm I8 necessary. The bottom
__ of the- cyhndm which circum-
_ scribes the Jet, a1 d in which the
xture of gas and air takes place,
_supporters fastened on it to
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raise it an inch or two from the
floor, or openings are cut out of
lmu-\i,wiw 1!»“‘% SO as to zui:z;:t
the aw fr "’iy to euter at the bot
These openings can be easi;_" vari-
ed bv dampers to admit such a
quantity of air as may on trial be
found most advantageous. The
top of the (‘yimdu may pass
throunh an iron plate, which may
be kept on a level with a wire
gduse, and which plate will serve
to hold cooking utensils in the
kitchen, or m'mtlepleu: ornaments
mn dmwmg rooms, and bed-rooms.
If this top plate as it may be call-
ed, which mmay be of any size or
shapu reqmred be exac tiv on a
level with the wire gause, “then it
will be necessary to place onita
small stand, so as to heep the bot-
tom of a pan, or kettie, 3 or 4 1n.
from the wire gause. A perforat-
ed piece of casy iron may be laid
on the top of the wire gause, for
the purpose of raising the flame a
little above 1t, and of thus render-
ingr it wmore durable.

We need scarcely add, that any
number of these fire places can be
fitted up in a kitchen range so that
if room permit, a dozen or a score
of pots may be botling, each on its
own fire while to ma’u one boil
fiercely, and another to simmer
slowly, no labour with poker and
tono% 1s required ; all that 1s ne-
cessary isa small touch of the stop
cock, by which every fire in the
range may be made to burn with
different degrees of intensity.

With respect to price; it is
found that one jet will be qu'te
sufficient for the cooking and
warming purposes of an ordinary
small famnhy, occupying a room
and kitchen, and who are in the
habit of keeping only one fire
burning. In the lwhtnw of fires,
no chips, peats, no pamng and
blowing with the mouth or bel
lows is necessary ; and what in
many cases is hmhly linportant no
time is lost. A person in kindling
a fire has only to wurn the stop=
cock, app'ly a lucifer or other
match, and his fire in a. second is
in_readiuess for boiling a kettle or
frying a beef-steak, either of which
it will do in a very few minutes.
tere, then, are coals wholly dis-

| pensed with--here is a total eseape

from the n 1isance of cinders, ashes
dust, and what is still more annoy-
ing--smoke.

CoAL 1IN FrRANCE.—Some veins of coal
have been discovered in the neighbour-
hcod of Mantes, and close to the village
of St. Martin-la-Garrene, which pramise
to be of considerable value. The cele-
brated Dolomieu had visited this spot m
1792, in order to ascertain the existence
of coal there, that 1dea having been sug-
gested by the discovery of several layers
of bituminous earth, but he was unsuc-
cessful. M. F. Garnier has been more
fortunate, and states its position to be
immediately uuder a layer of plastic clay,
either greenish or greyish in colour, in a
district bearing the marks of ma 20y Vio-
lent convulsions.
