There are apt to be some interesting 
developments In the tailors’ strike situ­
ation In a day or so, that Is if the 
merchant tailors persist In their In­
tention of bringing help here from Bos­
ton, as they have informed the Star 
that they will do.

One of the leading firms affected told 
the Star this morning that one of the 
strikers had gone back to work, and 
that several others had agreed to do 
so on Wednesday, also that several 
men will arrive here tomorrow or Wed­
nesday from outside points to go to 
work.

The strikers say It is their Intention 
to hold out and that under the Cana­
dian alien labor law the merchants 
cannot bring men here from American 
points to work without laying them­
selves liable to a heavy penalty.

The law they refered to is chapter 
60-61 of the Victoria Statues of 1897.

Section I reads:
Section I. From and after the pass­

ing of this act It shall be unlawful for 
any person, company, partnership or 
corporation in any manner to prepay 
the transportation, or in any way to 
assist or encourage the Importation or 
Immigration of any alien or foreigner 
into Canada, under contract or agree­
ment, parole or special express or Im­
plied, made previous to the importa­
tion or Immigration of such alien ot; 
foreigner to perform labor or service 
of any kind in Canada.

Section three of the act says:
For every violation of any of the 

provisions of section one of this act the 
person, partnership, company or cor­
poration violating it by knowingly as­
sisting, encouraging or soliciting the 
immigration or Importation of any 
alien or foreigner Into Canada, to per­
form labor or service of any kind un­
der contract or agreement express or 
Implied, parole or special with such 
alien or foreigners previous to his be­
coming a resident In or a citizen of 
Canada, shall forfeit and pay the sum 
of one thousand dollars, which may 
be sued for and recovered by His Ma­
jesty's attorney general of Canada, or 
the person duly authorized thereto bg 
him, as debts of like account are now 
recovered in any competent court In 
Canada, the proceeds to be paid Into 
the hands of the receiver general 
Separate writs may be brought for 
each alien or foreigner who is a party 
to such contract or agreement.

One of the merchants has already 
brought a man here from a provincial 
town, and It Is known that negotia­
tions have been going on with several 
other in various parts of the (provinces. 
This, of course, Is no violation of the 
law, but It Is declared by the unions 
that If any men are brought here from 
the States action will be taken.

whole of the Japanese fleet had not 
returned to Port Arthur since the 15th 
Inst, when besides the battleship Hat- 
suse, another big vessel struck a mine 
and was towed away disabled.

The gunboats and torpedo boats re­
turned to the port on the 20th and the 
Russians succeeded In, sinking a. small 
gunboat and two torpedo boats.

PORT ARTHUR READY.
The Russians are now confident of 

holding Port Arthur with a thousand 
men stationed there, exclusive of the 
navy and the crowd of mechanics work­
ing on the damaged warships, all of 
which, except the Cxarewitch and the 
Retvlzan are ready to Join the fleet, 
There will also be ready for sea service 
by Juno 1st. The entrance to the har­
bor has been cleared and small boats 
now pass In and out freely from Port 
Arthur to Dalny. ,

SAN FRANCISCO, May 23. — Or­
mond, the world fame* horse, Is dead. 
He was killed at the Menloe Park stock 
farm of W. O’B. MacDonough to re­
lieve great suffering from paralysis.

Ormond, who was foaled in 1883, the 
son of Ben d’or-LUy Agnes, bred and 
owned by the Duke of Westminster, 
won every race that he started In 
and earned for his owner In stakes the 
sum of $142,326. He also had the dis­
tinction pf winning all three ot the 
great events of the British turf, the 
one thousand guineas, the Derby and 
the St. Leger. He was eventually sold 
to his late owner for one hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars for breeding pur­
poses.

ST. JOHN’S, N. F.. May 23—The

JAP CAVALRY WIPED OUT.
There has been no fighting in the 

vicinity of Port Arthur up to Satur­
day since the Klnchau fight, when two 
squadrons of Japanese cavalry 
wiped out, only eight men of which 
escaped. Several unsuccessful attempts 

made by the Japanese to land 
troops at Tallen Wan last week. It is 
said, on the way over passengers on 
the Junk Just arrived, heard firing In 
the vicinity of Port Arthur last night. 
They have reported to the Japanese 
consul here that a wreck in the Liao 
Tung gulf is dangerous to navigation, 
and It is possible this is the other ship 
said to have been damaged at Port 
Arthur on the 15th, as the Japanese 
fleet is known to have entered the 
gulf after the disaster to the Hatsuse.

OFFICERS SELL POW­
DER TO CHINESE.

BERLIN, May 23. — A correspondent 
of the Frankfurter Zeltung, writing 
from Harbin, under date of April 15, 
gives striking detail illustrative of the 
conditions of the Russian army and 
the friction existing between the Rus­
sians and the Chinese. He says that 
two officers, Lieut. Col. Korlinsky and 
Staff Captain Ignotowich are in the 
Harbin prison awaiting the carrying 
out of sentences to death imposed up­
on them for selling large supplies of 
gunpowder to the Chinese from the 
army depots. The officers charged the 
Chinese $25 per 36 pounds, but their 
supplies running low they filled the 
boxes partly with sand and placed a 
layer of gunpowder on top. At the 

time they raised the price to $50. 
The Chinese merchants, Incensed at 
the swindle, caused the matter to he 
made known In higher quarters and a 
watch was set, resulting In the detec­
tion of the officers in the act of sell­
ing gunpowder to Russian interme­
diaries. By similar means the robber 
bands arc well supplied with the most 
modern rifles and plenty of ammuni­
tion. Although it Is prohibited to sell 
arms to the Chinese, it is well known 
that every native village possesses a 
regular arsenal containing the best 
repeating rifles, Including many of the 
German model of 1900.

The robber bands have grown bold­
er and more active than ever.
In a few weeks of the letter to the 
Frankfurter Zeltung, a band number­
ing as many as 2,000 men attacked a 
well guarded railway station. 
Russians asserted that they positively 
recognized Japanese officers In com­
mand of the assailants.

That all the other speakers at the 
banquet, both Liberal and Conserva­
tive, were unanimous In advocating a 
referai of the present tariff along 
higher protection lines, would confirm 
Mr. Longley’s assertion but for the 
feet that, unfortunately, these “Can- 
ada-for-Canadians” Liberals have at 
present no voice in the councils of the 
party to which they nominally belong.

Hon. Mr. Fielding is minister of 
finance now, and he and those who 
with him are masters of this country’s 
present policy are openly antl-protec- 
tionists. Not that they advocaté com­
plete free trade, for they admit that 
the money to conduct the country’s 
business can be raised by a customs 
tariff more satisfactorily than in any 
other way and that it Is Impossible to 
frame such a tariff without imposing 
duties on some articles which are or 
can be made or produced In Canada 
and thus giving protection, incidental­
ly, to those Canadians who may hap­
pen to manufacture or produce those 
articles. But they are careful to insist 
that such protection must be inciden­
tal; that the tariff must te Imposed for 
revenue only; that the revenue is Its 
only excuse.

Rev. Mark Guy Pearse, the noted 
English worker, who has been In Can­
ada for some months, came to the city 
on Saturday and is the guest of John 
E. Irvine. Yesterday forenoon he 
preached in Portland Street Methodist 
Church, and in the evening at Cen­
tenary, having very large congrega­
tions at each service.

Speaking of his work in Canada, 
Mr. Pearse said that one of the most 
remarkable points 
total absence of drunkenness, which 
makes the country to one used to Lon­
don slums a perfect paradise.

Mr. Pearse has been in the country 
since last August and during that time 
has been able to send £1,000, proceeds 
of his lectures, to forward his work In 
London.

In connec­
tion with the mission a sisterhood was 
organized, which was superintended by 
Mrs. Hughes. This society started a 
day nursery, carried on mothers’ meet­
ings, opened club rooms, and has gen­
erally done much good work.

The rescue work .has saved 
hundreds of girts, and for the laboring 
classes entertainment has been pro­
vided.

The financial strain, coupled with the 
ceaseless exertion, hastened the 
death of Mr. Hughes, but Mr. Pearee 
continues in the work, and his trip to 
Canada is in the interests of the or­
ganization which is doing so much.
