Beginning tomorrow at 
sunrise the people of Rome and those 
of all nations now in the Eternal City 
will be admitted to pay their last fare­
well.

Until 5 o’clock this afternoon the re­
mains of the dead pope lay in the 
throne room of the Vatican, where the 
leaders of the diplomatic, clerical and* 
civil world were allowed to pass the 
bier. The ceremonial tonight, when 
the body was conveyed from the 
throne room to St. Peter’s was one of 
the most striking of all the obsequies. 
Curing the ’day the Congregation of 
Cardinals m# and decided to hold the 
conclave under the identical relations 
St the conclave which elected Leo.

ROME, July 22.—At 8 o’clock this 
evening all was In readiness to take 
the body of thq pope from the Vatican 
to the Basilic* yof St. Peter’s. The 
mournful procession gathered around 
the bier, which was gently lifted by 
the Sediarl, who In the lifetime of Leo 
XIII., had carried him in the Sedia 
Gestatoria. The dead pontiff was now 
clad in all the pqmp of his holy office.

The golden mitre, the gilded stole, 
the white cope, the red thasuble, the 
pontifical pallium, and the papal tunic 
ell were there. Xeading the proces­
sion as it passed out of the throne 
room came the grooms carrying light­
ed torches.

The old King house on Germain 
street is rapidly being demolished, but 
the workmen find the task of pulling 
down the structure one of great diffi­
culty, so strongly has it been built 
and so well preserved are the timbers.

Of this great 
tract the Boers, through Gen. Joubert, 
Capt. O’Donnell and the committees 
now in Holland, have contracted for 
100,000 acres. If the settlement Is a 
success they WAS purchase more.

“The Lopez estate is situated In the 
state of Tamaullpas, of which Vic­
toria is the capital, said to.be the rich­
est state in Mexico. Two splendid 
rivets, the Soto la Marina, and the 
Corozal, flow through lt. and on the 
Gulf are two.fine harbors, that at the 
mouth of the first-named river being 
superior to that of Tampico. The cli­
mate Is good, and there Is no reason 
why under Boer development this state 
should not become the most prosper­
ous in Mexico. From the stock on the 
estate we have contracted to furnish 
the first settlers with 3,000 cattle and 
1,000. horses, they to select them from 
the vast numbers in our possession.

“The I Mexican government is de­
lighted with the coming of the Boers. 
Gen. Joubert and I called on President 
Diaz last week and explained to him 
what we had done and purposed to do, 
and secured his endorsement. After 
listening for a time, the president in­
terjected a characteristic remark. He 
said; "We have a great country full 
of nuts, but no teeth to crack them.’

“All the household goods, agricul­
tural implements, etc., of the settlers 
will be allowed to enter without pay­

THRILLING EXPERIENCE.Tomorrow will be 

addresses fromA reporter of the Chronicle saw Mr.

Mr. Lucas was very elated with the 
success he and his companions had 
achieved and in the course of con­
versation said: “The United States 
government makes substantial appro­
priations for representatives from vari­
ous departments at all the large ex­
positions held and the National Mu­
seum at Washington has always been 
well represented. On each occasion it 
has been the desire of the government 
to have something new sent from the 
museum—something that will be of in­
terest to the public and add to the 
museum’s collection.

"We have always wanted to repro­
duce a full sized whale. It has never 
been undertaken before and we hope 
it will prove a great attraction at St. 
Louis. By the courtesy of the Cabot. 
Steam Whaling Co. of St. Johns, Nfid., 
we were able to make a mould of a 
fully grown whale. The company, 
which has a station on the south coast 
of Newfoundland, allowed us to use a 
whale and make a mould over It. We 
took the material to do so with us 
and waited until there was a good 
large whale brought in. Then we had 
it drawn up on the shore where we 
placed the plaster on It and made the 
mould of the body: When the blub­
ber was stripped the head was cut off 
and the mould of it made.

“The Colonial Manufacturing Com­
pany .which procures all the carcasses, 
sold us a very large one and gave us 
assistance In cutting it * up and pack­
ing It.”

Mr. Lucas declared that the whal­
ing season was very ^*kward this 
year, but there would likelv be a large 
catch in the near future. The com­
pany at Fortune Bay had taken up to 
date 106 whales, while another station 
had taken 137. The bulk of the oil is 
shipped to Glasgow, where it is made 
into jute fibre, tanning extracts and 
to some extent into soap. The bulk of 
the meat goes to the United States.

Mrs. Merrill number two 
here on Thursday evening, July 16th, 
and has since been staying at Miss De- 
voy*s boarding house on King street.

When you have broken down all dis­
tinction between God and his creature 
man, when you have Identified Him 
with His universe, there Is nothing left 
but pantheism; there certainly Is left 
no hope of divine personal relationships 
and an Individual immortality, 
not In what he asserts, but In what he 
fails to assert that marks the weakness 
of Emerson. Tennyson was a panthe­
ist, but he was something more—he 
was a Christian pantheist, 
made the mistake of robbing God of 
what I have called at the beginning of 
this discourse His “humanity."
Tennyson God was something 
than an “eternal energy,” something 
more than a "power that makes for 
righteousness," something more than 
the “oversoul", even—He was a super­
personal Being whom man may wor­
ship as kindred to himself and to whom 
he looks with Immortal hope. Speak­
ing in general terms, we might say that 
the religious belief of Carlyle wss hard­
ly »s satisfactory as that of Emerson, 
yet so far as this doctrine of Gqd’s na­
ture, we find in Carlyle what we fail to 
find in Emerson.

Perhaps there is no better way of ap­
preciating the stanch and heroic char­
acter of Meredith’s faith than by turn­
ing to the novels of such a writer 
Thomas Hardy. The supreme power of 
the universe to Hardy is heredity.
With all his genius, I feel safe in say­
ing that his is the most vicious influ­
ence in our literature. In such books 
as Tess and Jude he has thrown com­
mon decency aside, and we find him, 
after the manner of his high priest,
Zola, reveling in the squalid and ob­
scene. His idea of art is false and pens 
verted. Of Jude’s courtship of Ara­
bella a certain critic has pithily said,
“It Is enough to sicken a scavenger."
The author, in trying to be plain, 
ceeds only In proving himself dlscust- 
lng. Mr. Hardy tells us in a brilliant 
paper on Candor in Fiction that "the 
crash of broken commandments Is as

through the abundant circulation df 
such books, that there was some sort 
of conflict between religion and liter­
ature. Modern literature may assail 
an effete theology, as does the science 
of the day, but both alike have 
thing but a welcome service for true 
religion.

We must begin our view of modem 
literature by an admission that much 
of it, while religious in tone and whol­
ly free from irreverence of any sort, 
Is, nevertheleas^rcmouncedly agnostic, 
has no positive note whatever. This I 
would call the literature without vis- 
don. Those of you who have read that 
powerful book entitled “Without Dog- 
»a“ may recall the following striking 
passage: "Nowadays only provincial 
phfloeophere cling to that worn-out 
creed of atheism. Philosophy of our 
times does not pronounce upon the 
matter; to all such questions it eays: 
T do not know’ and that T do bat 
know’ sinks Into and permeates the 
mind. When questioned upon the im­
mortality of the soul, it says the same, 

.‘I do not know;’ and truly it does not 
know, and cannot know." Here we 
•have described the attitude of not a 
few of our really strong writers In 
English. To all questions of theolo­
gical import they have the answer, “I 
do not know.” They quietly take for 
granted ymt religious objects in the 
nature Of things cannot be known. It 
never occurs to them that science need 
not be confined to the phenomena pi 
the five senses. A scjence of theology 
Is an impossibility to their minds. The 
words of the apostle, “He that loveth, 
Fnoweth God,” are meaningless to 
them. These writers would cut us 
away from all celestial Influences and 
shut us up to a dull and hopeless ma­
terialism. Coleridge’s wise remark to 
the effect that one should take care 
lest he make terrestrial charts without- 
taking celestial observations would 
pass as the veriest folly with them. 
They make the most strenuous efforts 
to prove that the heavens have never 
opened and God has never spoken to 
man, if. Indeed, there le a God.

But after all allowance has been 
made f#r those writers of skeptical or 
agnostic tendency, there remains a 
wide range of the noblest writing that 
may be well deecrtbed as pyphetlc.
