She replied in a fearleas way, ‘Oh, don’t
mind me, I can swim, look,’ and she struck
out sgeinst the covrent. At this time ]
saw Harper and Miss Snowball skating to-
wards us. Harper was throwing off his
overcoat and gauntlets. I shouted to bim,
‘For God’s sake, Harper, don’t you come
in too.!
Hereplied fearlessly : ¢What else is there
for me to dc?’ and plunged towards M's:
Blairwho was swimming against the current
about ten feet from me. I had been under
weter and up again before this bappened.
This is bow I became separated irom Miss
Blair. I had taken in a great deal of water
and was well nigh atrangled,but I mavaged
to keep my head and shout for help. Short
ly atter Harper {plunged into the water I
went down again, and when I regained the
surface I was under the ice,and the current

had carried me away from Miss Bleir and
Harper. Waen ljfelt the ice over mv head

I siruck out with my fist in a forloia jhops
of breeking through My hand weat through
and I forced my body up tkrough the ice.
I cleared myself of all the §water I could
and sta:ted to shout for help. ;I was com-
pleiely exhausted and had a bard time to
keep from going down. I shouted
time after time for help, and at last
[ heard a response. 1 shouted to eave Miss
Blair, that she was in the water with Har |
per. The voice which responded to me was
Treadgold’s. He had come up the river
with Mtss May Blair, and heai.pg my call,
csme to my assistance. I repeatedly called
to him to save Miss Blair, and he as often
told me that Miss Blair was all right. 1
asked where she was and he said she was
over on the bank with the rest safe. 1
then asked where Harper was, and Tread-
gold told me that he was all right slso. I
replied that they could not be, as they
were in the water. Treadgold, having
been with Miss May Blair, thought that I
was referring to her, and this, I suppose is
how the oonfusion took place. About the
seme time that Tieadgold arrived on the
scene Miss Snowball returned from Gatin-
ezu Point with » man nsmed Blais, who
bad trailcd & punt over the ice to the opeo
waer.

To Reduce the Girth of the Hips,

No figure can be lithe and graceful if
there is an ¢xcess of circumference below
the waist. ‘This is a problem over which
many s womsn, with an otherwise shapely
figure, has worried herselt. Inordinately
large hips will spoil the «ff1ct of an other-
wise good figure, to eay nothing of dis-
astrons effacts to smart gowns, for mo
perfection ot cut will hide the presence of
overmuch flesh.

To redace the girth of the hips, one
exercise is snggested which c.n be taken
without any appliances.

It is to stand erect on a slight elevation
from the ground, with the weight on the
lg

R:lax the other leg, and with the power

from the thigh fi ‘st swing the relaxed leg
forward and backward ; then swing it in a
¢'rcle around the strong leg.
During these swinging leg movaments
keep & steady poise ; the body from the
hips upward must be qiite motionless.
The qaite interesting statement is made
that & woman bas reduced the s'z) of her
bips no less than four inches by this and
similar exercise, Another one may be
mentioned.

Bend the knees, aud rise on the balls of
the feet rapidly balf a dczin times or
more.

Do not strain or push with the body; it
must be easily maintained erect and free
from tension. Do not work the arms.

These exercises cannot be practiced too
often if reduction of the siz> of tha hips is
desired. Too large & waist is also another
lion in the path, but rather too lsrge a
waist than one too small ; rather the gen-
erous inches of Venus than a wasp-like
v.sion.

It it is desirable to reduce the size of
the waist, or improve its shape, try sway
ing back and forth as far as possibls with
out losing the baisnce; tha body must be
erect, with the arms extended vertically
above the head; the hands touching.

For a vyariation, raise alternately the
right and the left foot, holding the knee
bent at & emall angle.

The “Footl ig” Cacton,

There exists in the Manchester and
other °North Country’ mills a custom
known as ‘footing,* which compels the girls
employed to furrish wine and liquors on
holidsys and festival occasions for them-
selves and the men workers. Public at-
tention has just been directed to this cus-
tom by Canon Hicks, of Salford, who in
his capacity of chaplain to the Sa'ford hos-
pital, has seen the meny evils to which it
has led, says the London Telegraph.

For the first year, perbaps, after a girl
has entered her mill or factory, she will
not be asked or expected to join with her
elders in ;one of these *footings.’ Tem
perance bas been strongly advocated
among the youngiin Manchester, as the
rolls of Bands ot Hope and church and non
conformist schools can show, and numbers
make their working start in life as pledg-
ed abstainers, But with the firat promo-
tion, a birthday or a wedding in the fam-
ily the unfortunate girl s reminded by
those who ought to know better that the
¢ footing’ will be expected to celebrate the
event. Her wuges at these eaily stages
cannct be large, snd to provide the bottle
of whisky, the bottle of port and the sub
stantial plum cake which is the orthodox
form for this ,useless imposition to take,
she must either ,deny herselt for weeks
some infinitely more desired article o
dress, and save patiently, or lay upon har
poor little shoulders a miserable burden
of debt or borrowing.

It is bad enough when ehe alone has to
supply her co-workers with ‘driok, for in
such case the quality available will not
be followed by serious atter consequences.
“The worst occasions are at “Whitsuntide
and Christmas -or -big public holidays,
when all the ‘women furvish their ‘footing,
upon the samée scalé, aud ‘much drunken-
‘teds is-the Yéwult. A - pegrettable feature
of the evil is that men should be so dead to

countenance and eneourage it as they do,

by participating ip the drink. Indeed,
whenthe ‘footing® is bought the ides is
that the whisky or rum is for the men who
share in it and the wine for women, though
now it is not uncommon to purchase spirit

only.

In soma of the mills and factories eff)rts
have been made to suppress ‘footing* by
forbilding them sbsolutely upon the
premises. Pcactically, however, this at-
tempt at remedy has proved almost worse
that the disease, as the only result hat
been that the caronse in such case is
transferred to s public house, where even
greater excess is indulged in. The more
respectable women themselves would hais
a delivarance with gladness, but at present
the system seems too strong for them.

About eighteen months ago the ficst out
side attempt to break down the habit was
made, whzn an ‘Anti Footing League‘ was
formed. Its rules were simple, and its
members pledged themselves: ‘First, to
take no intoxicating drink in connection
with f)oting,birthdays and other occasiens
in the mill or elsewhere ; second to try to
exclude intoxicatingadrinks from all such
occasions, and, tbird, to trv to induce
others to join this lesgue. Etfforts on be
hslf of the sex are, very well organizad
and united in Manchester,through:the dis-
trict branch of the National Union of
Women Workers, and this msvement was
raadily supported by the various c'ubs and
societies befriending the class. Among
others which took it up was the Girls' In.
ttitute, an immenss non sectarian estab
lishment, whers hundreds of hot dinners
are served daily at thejlowest possible cost
which has its lodging houses, ev:ning
classes and & host of other endeayors at
Ancoats, in the very heart of the manufac-
tories, as well as holilay and conval:rcent
homes olsewhere.

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C. P. R. AND INTERCOLONIAL.

The complicated problem of transporia-
tion is forcing itselt on public attention in
Canada, and the leading interests of the
D.m’nion resliz; that important changes
gnd improvements must be effected in the
pear future says the Toront. Globe. A
period of discontent is cerlain to bring
forth a wide variety of echemes and
suggestions, The Halifax Board of Trade
bas declared in favor of handing over
the Intercolonial Railway to the Canadian
Pacific Company, to be managed and
operated as a part of that system Th>
resolution makes the transfer conditional
on the making of such arrangements as
will retain Government ownersbip of the
road, promote local tr.fli*, and lead to the
extensive development of Canada in export
and import business through the ports of
Quebec, St. Jobn, Halifax and Ssdney.

A resolution was passed at the same
meeting calling for the establishment of
fast line of steamships equal to any sailing
out of Ncw York. The transfer of the In-

tercolonial to the Canadian Pacifi: Riilway

company wou'd be a most important move,
and the Boards ot Trade that will be sp
proached on the matter by the Halifox
bosrd should consider it carefully before
expressing their views. The Mari'ime
Piovinces have mow an excellent rail
way system connecting the two Provin-
cial capitals with tke city of Montre:1
This system was built and its varions ¢X-
tensions have been made for the purpose
of supplying transportation facilities to the
importsnt area served, and itis now
operated with that .end in view, the earn-
ing of profite being a secondary considera-
tion. Its value to the Maritime Provinces
cannot be estimated by the volume of its
business, large ws tbat has grown, for it
bas been a regulator of rates and charges
by other transportation routes. ‘
While it was a purely locsl concern,with
but little prospect of yieldiog a profit to
any private corporation, there was no sug-
gostion ¢ moving it from the control c.)(
Railway Department. But now that 1t is
a force in the transportation business of
eastern Canada, & regulator of rates, and
an important link between the com-
mercial |metropolis and the Atlantic
ports, it bas sssumed & more attrac-
tive aspect. ~ The merchants and
manufacturers of esstern  Canada
should consider well the dificrence between
s railway service maintained for the
accommodation of the public and one
maintained with a siogle eye to the ea'n
ing of dividends. An entirely dfferent
policy would bs .adopted to the Interco-
lonial it it should pass under Cinadian
Pacific management. The secret discri-
minations practised extensively on all
railways under corporate control would
soon be felt. Servic s mot prcfissble
to the company would be disconiinued
vithout regard to the convenience ot ship-

"pers or of (ke travelling public. The dis-

criminations adopted to favor the boats of
the company on the upper lakes might be
used for similar purpoges in the “Maritime
Provinces. In fact, tho transfer of the
road would put the eastern Provinces com-
pletely under the domination of the Can-
adian Pacific Railway, snd create that
state of affsirs which is causing serious
dissatisfaction in the west. It is mot an
adverse reflection on the Canadian
Pacific railway to say that it is operated in
the interests of its shaveholders, nor that
jts uncontrolled monopoly results in seri.
ous abuses. Such evils as have developed
are inserent in the system that'has been
allowed to grow up- We must absolutely
reirain from creating or strengthening
transportation monopolies till we have
demonstrated eur ability to control those

already in existence. The wording of the
resolution of the Haliflax Board of
Trade, and the provisoes ~attached,
suggest that it was the result of &
compromise botween divergeat views.
But it deals with one of the most important
fea'ures of our transportatio problem. At
the present time, and in the light of cur-
rent tendencies in regard to the mansge-
ment of highways, the transfer of a railway
from pitblic to private control would seem
a retrograde step. A railway system like
the Intercolonial is too important and val-
usble a possession to be lightly parted.
with, especislly while it may be used to
bring pressure on private corporations
otherwise apparently beyond public control

The subscribe’s to the York and Corn-
wall Cotton Mill stock ought to have s
splendid investment. They only - paid
sixty cens on the dollar for theirstock and
there is hardly a doubt of its paying
dividends the first year. The only wonder
is, that the iseue wasn't subscribed for two
or tiree times over.

BOFT 00AL STOVF, NO SMOKE.

E. R. OCakgon's luvention May Solva the
Fue¢l Problem,

Stovemen of Albany snd Troy are
discussing an invention which. they sy
w'll be as revolutionary as that of the
sewing machins, says a N. Y. despatch,
The inventor is E. R. Cshoon of Trov,
and the invention that of a fire box which
burns soft coal without emoke. They
believe Czhoon has at last -solved the
problem -of perfect conbustion in the
burning of vituminous coal. In bis stove
all the carbonaceous gases are consumed
which bitherto have escaped through the
chimaey flaes in the shape of dense smoke.

The stovs bas been inspected by chem-
ists. railroad men and representatives of
some of the coal companies, and their
estimate of the results of its development
sre far reaching.

Half of the 4,000 000 stoves manufac-
tured in the United States each year are
used to burn soft coal. It will be possible
to burn this coal with as much cleanliness
as bavd coal. It will result, they say, rot
only in the substitu'ion throughout much
of the West of bituminous cosl at $2 50 a
ton for anthracite at $7 or $8, but also in
u'ilizition of (he great lignite fields of the
Dakotas and the Northwest, which wuntil
now have proved of little value.

Fuel will thus not only ke eheapened,but
1.rgely saved by the mcreased power ob
tainz!e frcm a given qiantity by burniog
the 85 per cent gas as well as the 65 per
cent carbon. This would save millions of
dollars in fuel bi'ls, take the smok3 out of
every locomotive stack in the country and
end the smoke nuisances in the large cities.

Caboon formly lived 10 Newark, N. J..
doing a wholesale crockery business in
New York. He was the inventor of ore
of the first successful burners ot kerosere
oil. What he learned of combustion in
that line he applied to the burning of soft
coal without smoke. For eight years he
bas been putting his morey into models
for fire boxes, testing them and throwing
them away until bhe produced the stove
that does the work. He has eaten up most
of bis capital, but in its stead he holds
twenty six patents covering 3820 claims
protecied in the United States and the
principal European countries.

Several New York financiers and rail-
road mea erejinterested in the formation
of a company with & capital of $1,000,000,
the orginization of which is being perlect]
ed.

First models of the stoves and ranges
bave been set up in one of the 1'roy foun
drics  Three ot them, con:ected with a
single chimaey and burning ordinary wmine
ran soft coal {ull b'as' fail to produce smoke
ruffi tient to be discernible across the sireet.

Jobn D Green, until recently manager
of the Albany Foundry Company and a
stove man well koown tbroughout (he
Urited S:ates, is one of the men connecied
with the enterprtse. He said to a 1epoite;:

“The theory of conbusiion is to get air
and juel togetber in proper quintities
heated to the required degiee. Chemisis
bave never been able to do this with solt
coal for practical purposes. Cahoon
effscted it through introducing superheated
air into the fire box on all sides of the fuel
and he did it by means of a down draft.

The Siate chemist of
one of the Northwestern States sta ed an
analysis of lignite provided for 7 per cent.
ashes. He was astonished when we burned
9 pounds of lignite 221£ hours and bad but
3/ of a pound of ashes.

So he ordered Probationary Offizer Van
Ksuren to make an iovesii:ation, witha
view to findiog out whether the man was
wortby ot help in some other and more
lesting form.

for nine or ten years of the Mission of the
Immeculate Virgin on Latayette pl:c»,
better known as Father D um3oole’s home
Policeman Jobn McLughlin. who is detain
ed at the home, was then sent for. He said
that Montgomery was perfectly honest and
reliable, the only trouble with him beirg
an incate weakness of intellect and lsck of
ability to shitt for bimself.

Bargzghors Jolnlag the new Uieps o
{National Seouts.

London, Nov 80 —For some time pas’
the Bntish troops in South Atrica have
been assisted by various bodies of cap
‘tured or surrendered Boers who have vol
unteered to serve against their fellow coun:
trymen. Mapy of these ‘Tame Bogers,
ae they hbave been cbristened, seem to
bave been it fluenced chicfly by & keen
desirs to help to put an end to the war
80 that they may get back to their farms
while there is still some stock in the count-
ryand belore everything has fallen in al
most irreparable ruin. Bennet Barleih writ
ing of those new sllies of the Britisb, says :
‘There is a gratifying unanimity of opin_
ion among our commanding officers who
bave the good fortune to number a com-

part of their troops, that no more capable
and trustworthy men than these are to be
found in the army. Circumstances have
led to the enlistment of many of them in
our colonial snd irregular forces much
sooner than anticipated. And it is satis-
factory to fiad that their numbers are in-
creasing. It met with adverse criticism
from many quarters at first when Lord
Kitchener assented to the arming of our
«x-opponents who had taken the oath and
wished to help us to put down the irrecon
cilables, and so hasten the adyent of peace.
But it was an astute stroke o' sound policy
upon his part. Ere this I have written
how well our new Boer fellow citiz ns
have bebaved in action under Col.
R 'mingfon, Major C. Ross and others,
who lead smsall columns and take great
risks. Neither Remington nor Ross would
be without their aid, for as scouts they are
perlect and as fighters and comrades true
as steel. I hail the granting of commission
to the daring epirits among these, our late
foemen. Many of them are men who
have been captured in arms, and, seeing
the tolly of further resistance, have taken
the oath of neutrality and attempted to
settle down peacefully upon their home.
steade.  In not a few instances they have
received stripes, been tbrown into jail,
and otherwise maltreated by their forme
friends upon commando because the
dec'ined to bresk their oaths. Ol fourte n
now with Licut. Col. Sewart‘s column
every man of them was for months kept it
duressat Paul Pietersbure—or dorp.

I bave watched and admiced the scou’
ing of tho Tame Bogers upon the last trek
In setting out they appear much like other
irregulars, as it there were a want of pur-
pose and direction. But then that latter
yiew, naught could be more erroneous, for
their movements disclosed that every
trooper amonz them wus instilled with tb,
full sense and koowledge of his duties,
They bumped steadily along, going far and
wide, and their keen vision and veldt crait
put them in possession ot all the features
of & locality in a trice. Some ef tha Brit ish
Boer troops muintain most excellen,
discipline, drill with pracision, wear khaki
demurely, and salute with the smartness of
western regulars.

‘In one respect they are far ahead of the
average ot our men. Their horse is their
tirst care on returning to or when in camp,
and with their own hands they carefully
sce to its feeding, grooming and comfort.
In advance, flanking duty, or rear guard
they are good. Gen. J. Campbell has a
company of them upon whom he pins much
faith, and as for Lieut.= Col. Ste vart, like
Col. Remington other succsssful leaders of
ours, he would not be without them on any
acconnt. Their judgement and knowledge
of enemy’s number and wheresbouts are
intuitive ; their information of his move-
ments and intentions mest relisble? They
bave no diffi ;ulty iu extracting information
from Koffirs. With us they bave but one
fault to find, and that is that we don’t sail
into the ‘Wild Boers’ and fight them on
every possible occasion.

‘If we want to end the war and not keep
South Africa as a training school for our
soldiers they say that we must give the
‘irreconcilables’ no rest day nor night, and
not be overgentle when we oatch them.
