The
British Consul-General at Antwerp, in his report for 1910,
gives a table showing the relative progress of Brit'=" and
German shipping entering the port of Antwerp during the
years 1890-1910. From it we learn that the British ton-
nage increased from 2,354,680 in 1890 to 5,824,271 in 1910,
or by 147 per cent. On the other hand the German ton-
nage rose from 612,990 in 1890 to 3,626,820 in 1910, an in-
crease of 495 per cent.

Natural gas is
now being piped to Moncton and neigh-
boring towns, and if the supply of gas
is abundant as it is believed to be, a
pipe line will be run to Sussex and on
to St. John before very long.
