Copenhagen. April 25, via London. 
The movement for the overthrow of 
Chancellor Von iBethmann-Hollwag, 
halted for a time by the adoption of 
ruthless submarine warfare, is again 
becoming evident in Germany. The 
agitation is encouraged by dissensions 
over internal reforms, possible peace 
terms and food troubles. The Pan- 
German, Conservative and National 
organs arc today sharply campaign­
ing against the Socialist peace pro­
gramme and take the chancellor 
severely to task for not dissociating 
himself and his administration from 
Scheidemann and his propaganda.

The Conservative Deutsche Tags» 
Zeitung demands a strong hand at the 
helm which alone, It says, can save 
the country from the .breakers to 
which it is heading on the dangerous 
Scheidemann course.

Other papers arouse the chancellor 
of staking and losing the imperial 
prestige on the Emperor's Easter 
manifesto .which failed to satisfy any 
party, but Von Bethmann-Hollweg's 
strength lies in the fact that his ene­
mies have no points of unity in their 
general discontent.

Sir Robert Borden And Great South African Lead­

er Attract Much Attention By Their Addresses 

In Old Land on Development of British Empire.

Surgeon-General Jones Says 
That Unless Recruiting 
Improves There Will be 
Few Men Overseas Fit 
For Service

For the (first time since they came 
to this country to attend the meetings 
of the Imperial War Cabinet Sir Rob­
ert Borden and General Smuts had an 
opportunity yesterday of addressing 
the British people. The occasion was 
the luncheon given by the Empire Par­
liamentary Association to the Over­
sea Ministers. The presence of Gear 
eral Smuts in this country is signifi­
cant. What does it import? When re­
sponsible government was granted to 
the Transvaal and the Orange Free 
State, about ten years ago, who pos­
sessed the presc ience to recognize that 
■that act of faith would contribute to 
the defeat of Germany? It would have 
seemed a preposterous idea to any 
other people that, the rebellion hav­
ing been crushed, the rebels should be 
given the fullest liberty within the 
freest of all Empires. This war has 
supplied the eloquent sequel to a de­
gree of statesmanship which will stand 
forth In the annals of this oentury as 
the triumphant justification of our 
stewardship over about one^quarter of 
the eâi^h's surface. A new Dominion 
has been created out of jarring and 
dangerous elements, and thus made 
« contribution to the defeat of Prus- 
eianism. Nothing has impressed the 
world more, and nothing has strength­
ened the Allied cause more, than the 
fact that in this struggle the enemies 
of yesterday are beside us in defend­
ing principles which we now share in 
common. Ours is exhibited as a fight 
for freedom. Of what that fight means 
as a test of strength aud endurance.
Sir Robert Borden, who was one of 
the speakers at the inaugural gather­
ing of this association in 1912, remind­
ed us in his eloquent speech yester­
day. He spoke to the Empire people, 
when lie urged that the times called 
for sacrifice—the sacrifice of economic 
theory perhaps, and certainly of er­
rors. We must mobilize our resources 
to attain victory. “Waste in time of 
peace." the Canadian Prime Minister 
declared, “is a sin; in this time of na­
tional stress it is a crime." That is a 
truth we welcome from this Oversea 
visitor. His crisp sentences might 
well be displayed prominently in even- 
home, in every factory, and perhaps 
even on board ship and in regimental 
messes. Victory -will depend largely 
on the extent to which each one of us the world.
Is willing to check waste of labor, 
food, opportunity, and time. We must
l>e provident—even miserly—in our j have stumbled upon a seed of promise 
habit of life if we are to preserve what 
Is dearer titan life itself.

General Smuts’ speech was a con­
tribution to our stock of political wis­
dom. The distinguished officer who 
has won new honors in East Africa re­
minded us. as well perhaps as these 
deluded serfs of the German autocratic 
machine, that "the British Empire is 
not founded on might or force, but on 
moral principles—on principl 
freedom, equality, and equity.” 
no disparagement of the devotion, sac­
rifice and courage of the other Do 
sacrifice, and courage of the other Do­
minions to hold that South Africa, the 
youngest of them, lias done better than 
any. As General Smuts pointed out. 
th© white population id this section of 
the Empire Is not British, but Dutch, 
and fifteen years ago it was “locked 
In deadly conflict with the British Em­
pire." The Germans believed that 
they were the heirs to the best end 
most fertile regions of the African 
Continent : today, largely owing to the 
fine soldiership of the Boers, assisted 
by Indian troops—an almost miracul­
ous association—the German flag is 
to be seen only “in a small, fever-rid­
den district." That is the dimension 
to which German weltpolitik has been 
reduced In less than three years ; the 
work of thousands of patriotic eons of 
the Fatherland lies In ruins, because 
Its foundations were unsound. These 
men of myoptto vision had confidence 
In tile "mailed fist”; they believed In 
the influence of a supreme War Lord, 
with millions of armed men at his beck 
and call, and a fleet of great power to 
make the German flag feared in the 
oceans of the world. Perhaps the Ger­
mans are (beginning to recognize dim­
ly the character of the only Imperial­
ism which the workbconsctence will mar

We are confronted with a confedera- 
tin which has no counterpart in his­
tory; it lias always seemed a. crazy 
thing to the Prussian mind, as they flj 
did not hesitate to tell us in years 
gone by. It Is full, they declared, of 
anomalies and contradictions, and is 
lacking in all the visible emblems of 
strength; it Is after no pattern that 
man ever conceived in his inner con­
sciousness. That is all quite true.
The British Empire is a much larger 

and more diverse problem than any­
thing we have seen hitherto,” as Gen­
eral Smuts remarked, “and the sort of 
constitutions we read about in the | 
books—the sort of political alphabet 
which has been elaborated in years 
gone by—do not apply to, and wouJd 
not solve, the problems of the future."

We know 
what it stands tor. but we are ignor­
ant how it shall be cultivated. His­
tory lends us little guidance. It is 
crowded with the records of Empire» 
which have flourished and passed. 
It throws little or no light on our Im­
perial problems. The constitutional 
student searches in vain for a solution 
of the riddle with which we have to 
deal We have had a hundred and 
one answers supplied since the Im­
perial Federation movement of the 
seventies under Mr. W. E. Forster, but 
they all have been turned down. And 
we believe that> the secret of failure 
may be found In one of General Smuts’ 
significant sentences : “We should not 
follow precedents, but make them." 
We are navigating unknown and un- 
ohartered seas with an ancient com­
pass as our sole guide; as we move 
forward we have to watch the needle 
and see that it continues to point to 
free development of each of the na­
tions under the British flag. When 
the needle becomes deflected, we may 
be certain that we shall run on the 
rocks on which other Empires have 
been wrecked. But our past history, 
and particularly the place which the 
Union of South Africa holds today, 
may give us courage. It needed a high 
standard of statesmanship to develop 
what we know as the British Empire; 
it involved the ignoring of precedents 
and the abandonment of pre-oonceiv- 
ed ideas. Confronted with a new sit­
uation which has come Into being since 
the war opened-, there is an appear­
ance, perhaps, of confusion of thought, 
but it really does not exist, because 
there is complete agreement as to the 
goal. “All that we want," as General 
Smuts, in his wise pronouncement ra­

Before he ibogan to discuss his ex­

periences In the Central Empires Dr. 
Eastman eaidi:—

"1 desire to state the circumstances 
in which I went to Vienna as a mem­
ber of tha American Physicians’ Ex­
peditions Committee, in co-operation 
with the American Red Cross. Before 
accepting this commission I consult­
ed with the War Department and 
ilearaed that it was highly desirable 
that American surgeons should know 
something of modern surgery as it 
Is applied to soldiers -wounded in mod' 
ern wars. Now that I have returned 
I shall offer my services to the War 
Department.

"When I was a medical student I 
studied in Germany and Austria. It 
was very congenial, therefore, tor me 
to be sent to Vienna.

"I- recently had a talk with Dr. Sa- 
barsky, of the International Food Com­
mission of the Central Powers, and he 
told me that the food crisis had1 reach­
ed its lowest ebb and would thence­
forth begin to improve. Dr. Sabarsky 
seemed sanguine over the prospect. I, 
of course, had no way of determining 
the exact conditions, but I am inclin­
ed to believe that the alleged food 
shortage in the Central Empire ha» 
been greatly exaggerated.

“The people necessarily have had 
Con-

allowed only thirty-two eggs a day. But 
we had plenty of war ibread. And it 
wasn’t so bail. During the ten months 
I was in Vienna I lost forty pounds. 
But that wasn’t due so much to lack 
of food as It was to worry about my 
wife and children, because I. didn’t 
hear of them for six months on a 
stretch.”

"How about the man power situation 
In the Central Empires?"

Youths Wounded In Battle
“I think," replied Dr. Eastman, “that 

the shortàge of men is only just now 
beginning to become a serious prob­
lem. In our hospital we treated many 
youths of seventeen years for wounds 
received on the battle line, as well 
as many men well In the fifties. So it 
seems they are using up men at both 
ends who had hitherto been exempt 
from service. I noticed that they were 
beginning to draft men who were 
formerly in the hospital service.”

“Do you think that the Austrians 
will stand by "Germany to the end?”

"I have a-distinct impression,” re­
plied Dr. Eastman, “that although the 
Austrians are sick and tired of this 
war they are prepared to fight it 
through to tiie very -last ditch, if ne 
cessary.”

"How about th«^ situation In Hun­
gary?”

“The Hungarians," said Dr. East­
man, "have been fighting a separate 
war, with the Germans, Austrians, Bul­
garians and Turks as their allies. The 
food situation in Hungary was better 
than anywhere else in the territory 
of the Central Powers.”

There 
seems to be a better feeding in Wall 
Street and they expect Washington 
to be reasonable In the taxes.

With the tremendous earnings of 
stocks, like U. S. Steel and Bethlehem, 
and most industrials, with the excep­
tion of increased freight rates for the 
railroads, the United States Goverh- 
ment Is to spend 5,000,000,000 dollars 
in the country, we do not see anything 
to be bearish on.

The Canadian bank statement for 
March will show approximately » 
thirty million increase in deposits. As 
most companies in Canada are strong 
financially with large surpluses, we 
do not know of a single company 
whose dividends will be affected by 
the new taxation.

THE SELECTIVE DRAFT SYSTEM.
We’mmsmmmmmmmmm»The congress of the United States 

has before it the administration's con­
scription army bill, which If passed 
will immediately enable the adminis­
tration to start training a vast mili­
tary force for a stroke against Ger­
many. While it is never safe to pre­
dict in advance of the actual vote 
what action a free assembly of men 
will take, and while It certainly would 
be quite gratuitous to suggest what 
action ought to be taken by America's 
representatives in congress, yet as we 
view the situation of the world-war 
and the present attitude of th^United 
States, we cannot but be impressed 
by the present debate at Washington 
and that to which it may not unlikely 
lead. At the present Juncture two 
separate plans are being considered 

•by congress for the securing of ade­
quate military force. These are the 
“volunteer plan” and the "selective 
draft." The latter, as is well known 
has the approval of the president and 
strange as it may perhaps appear to 
our readers, It is being fathered, in 
congress by a man who himself was 
born in Germany, Representative 
Kqhn of California. The volunteer 
plan on the other hand Is being pro­
moted by Chairman Dent of the mili­
tary committee.

Newspapers throughout the United 
States are voicing their opinions or 
the opinions of their constituencies 
on' this subject and here, also, some 
surprises are being registered. While 
there can be but little room to doubt 
the fact that by a method of conscrip­
tion the speediest and most severe 
knockout blow could be delivered 
against the enemy, yet here and there 
in places where the pro-German sym 
pathiee were supposed to be strong­
est, leading papers have supported 
this form of compulsory military serv­
ice. War is a business, truly a grim 
business, in which the life-blood of 
men and women Is the price paid pn 
demand for the securing and mainten­
ance of what is demanded by those 
who fight. If this contention is cor­
rect, and we believe that it is irrefu­
table, rhen this war business ought to 
be conducted upon business lines.

wellNew York, April 24—Conscription is 
not needed 4o raise a great and effic­
ient body of workers for military, in­
dustrial, and agricultural service, pro­
vided the volunteer system is properly 
regulated. That is the lesson that 
Canada has learned since the outbreak 
of the war, according to Paul U. Kel­
logg, who has recently made a thor­
ough study of the situation in that 
country. Indiscriminate volunteering 
is worse than indiscriminate compuls­
ory service, he says, in the opinion of 
Canadian authorities, but both are in­
ferior to a volunteer system where 
the process of selection is regulated 
by a modern census and efficiency 
methods.

Writing in the current issue of the 
Survey, Mr. Kellogg tells of the crea­
tion of the Canadian National Ser­
vice Board in September. 19>16, by or­
der in council under the War-Measures 
act. This board to a considerable de­
cree controls recruiting and the distri­
bution of volunteers. It is composed 
<xf a director-general and a director in 
each military district in Canada. The 
former is Richard B. Bennett, M. P., 
from Calgary. The secretary is C. W. 
Pederson, also of Calgary, and Ktiown 
for his statistical work in agriculture 
in the Northwest territory.

“To their mind," Mr. Kellogg writes 
"the war-time employment of Canad­
ian man-power simmers down to the 
efficient utilization of each man’s pow­
ers; and for this the male population 
resolves itself into three major types— 
the fighting man, the working man, 
and the paying man.

Man-Power Survey Made
“Its first responsibility, as the Na­

tional Service Board saw it, was to 
discover deficiency or surplus in the 
human resources of Canada for each 
of these three purposes. This, they 
felt, could be shown by a man power 
inventory addressed to all citizens and 
an occupation survey which would 
drawn on employers and organiza-

Mr. Kellogg adds:
“The response." to quote Mr. Ben­

nett, “was beyond expectations. Frank­
ing privileges were accorded the na­
tional service so that the returns in­
volved no extra outlay. The ordinary 
Canadian census costs from $7f».000 to 
$1'.000,000. This cost less than $50,000. 
and we promptly secured within 10 per 
cent, of what the census gets In the 
same age and sex classifications. The 
census developed rapidly three classes 
of military prospects: (1) Men from 
eighteen to thirty without dependents. 
(2) men from thirty to forty-five with­
out dependents; (3), men from eigh­
teen to forty-five without more than 
three dependents. By March the 
Board had turned info the military de­
partment 20.000 cards of military pros­
pects of the first class.

“The Board has power to prevent 
men from enlisting who are needed in 
occupations where they have skill— 
for example, send them back to the 
farm. England had to return four di­
visions of shipbuilders and coal-miners 
who enlisted in the first wasteful per­
iod of recruiting. A nation should not 
let the wild cry for soldiers from a 
thousand sources stampede Irreplace­
able men needed at home to make 
those Soldiers effective. It takes six

Lessons For the United States 
This, then, is the system which the 

Dominion is developing under its Na­
tional Service Board to approach the 
problem of demobilization, and which 
in the view of the officials of the 
Board would have conserved time, re- a 
sources, and efficiency in the earlier A 
period of recruiting, such as the Unit- m 
ed States is now entering.

The London Times is authority for 
the horrible report that the Germans 
have actually instituted the practice 
of using the bodies of their dead sol­
diers for the purpose of manufactur­
ing lubricating oils so badly needed to 
replenish their diminishing stores.

Council May Order Plebi­
scite on Matter — West 
Side Survey Deferred,

Daylight saving is still in the air, 
so far as the city council Is concerned:, 
and they will meet again today to de­
termine whether a plebiscite shall be 
taken on the question. Commissioners 
MoLellan and Russell expressed them- 
«elvee in favor of the by-law as it 
stands at present, and Commissioners 
Wigmore and Fisher against, which 
put it up to the mayor to cast the de­
ciding vote if the question were put, 
and he suggested the holding of a 
plebiscite and letting the people de­
cide the question for themselves. The 
tender of J. A. Gregory was accepted 
tor deals; the West Side survey was 
referred back and the application for 
permit to erect a garage on Dorches­
ter street was referred to the com­
missioner of safety.

The mayor presided" and all the com­
missioners were in attendance.

On motion of Commissioner Russell 
the tender of J. A. Gregory for 200,- 
000 feet of deals at 121.50 per thous­
and was accepted.

Commies loner Fisher moved that 
the city engineer be authorized to 
expend the sum of $500 in compiling 
the West Side survey, but this was re­
ferred back for further information.

G, Ernest Fairweather, architect, 
applied for permission to build a gar­
age on Dorchester street, and this was 
referred to the safety commissioner.

Ih connection with the application 
Commissioner MoLellan spoke of the 
proposed increases in fire insurance 
rates, and intimated that the city 
should be careful 
for the erection of building which In­
creased in any way the fire hazards.

The opinion was expressed that 
wholesale Increases were not justified, 
and in answer to a question by the 
mayor Commissioner Wigmore stated 
that the pressure had only dropped 
seven pounds at the plug, and two 
pounds at the office on Leinster street 
during the recent fire on Prince Wil­
liam street, which he thought was a 
very good showing.

Daylight Saving.
The mayor presented the petitions 

for and against the daylight saving by­
law. That against had 6,126, and that 
in favor 3,525 signatures, and he asked 
for an expression of opinion on the

Commissioner McLellan was in 
favor of the by-law and did1 not think 
it should *be changed by petition.

Commissioner Russell thought the 
by-law should stand as it was.

Commissioner Wigmore (was in favor 
of cutting it out this summer in view 
of the Inconvenience caused last year.

Commissioner Fisher was in favor 
of the by-law personally, but felt In 
view of the Jarge petition presented 
against it lie would have to vote for 
rescinding it.

The mayor approved of the daylight 
saving plan, but did not feel like mak­
ing a decision and suggested that Its 
coming into , operation be deferred un­
til May 20 and a plebiscite taken in 
the meantime.

No action was taken, and it was de­
cided to adjourn until this morning 
at 11.30 and secure the opinion of the 
city solicitor on the matter of the 
city's authority to take a plebiscite 
on the question.

serviceA most Interesting letter dealing 
with the war situation has been re­
ceived In the city from E. D. McPhee, 
who is with the 17th Canadian Re­
serve Battalion In Bramshott camp, 
Hants England. Mr. MacPhee was 
at one time principal of the Sackvllle 
High School, and from there he went 
to Acadia Academy ae Instructor in 
Latin and master In the academy. His 
letter In part is as follows:

"At present I *m In England with 
the C. E. F., expecting to go to France 
soon—then over the top with the 
'best of luck.’ The military life is not 
as varied as civil, but it Is not oner­
ous or distasteful, and the self satis­
faction, caused by the knowledge of 
being a unit in the great whole now 
pushing on to victory, atones for the 
separation from one’s friends, and the 
interruption of one’s life work. Can­
adian boys are never more happy than 
when they see from the lofty decks 
of the steamship the dimmed lights 
of Liverpool—unless it be when they 
see the busy wharves of Havre.

“The C. E. F. now in England has 
been organized into a provincial re­
serve, by which men from one section 
of Canada will reinforce men from 
their own section. This will expedite 
demobilization as well as encourage 
provincial rivalry. The unfits are 
divided Into provincial depots.

‘England Is meeting the changed 
and unusually uncertain conditions. 
She takes any new development as 
commonplace. A mobilization of her 
entire army, which years ago would 
have taken weeks, now takes one or 
two days. Yet this arouses no unusual 
excitement. Her women have proven 
to be worthy daughters of the land, 
and are farming, working in factor­
ies, driving taxis—all this as well as 
motor ambulances and stretcher-b 
er work. These things we have re­
garded in Canada as for the men, and 
I hope conditions will never demand 
any such sacrifice of home ties in 
Canada, for England is paying the 
‘long price of war.’

"I doubt if there is any extensive 
emigration from England after the 
war, because the depletion of her man 
power will make it imperative for land 
owners to induce tenants to remain 
at home.

"In setting forth some of the hopes 
of every Canadian in khaki, the Brit­
ish Empire should not be as unpre 
pared for peace as it vjm for war. I 
contend that the present colonial 
system is Inadequate and cannot re­
main. Now, in the "time when molds 
are being cast for years to come, it is 
bqt proper that those who control and 
organize should provide for the days 
to come. It might be as well to im­
press the young men and women of 
the constituency with a desire to 
a peace guaranteed by a federation 
of states, not on the basis of mutual 
understanding* for these are less bind­
ing than sacred treaties, but on the 
basis which will guarantee freedom, 
fairplay and foundation for all. Im­
perial federation Is no longer a dream, 
and a federation of the world Is 
road to days of peace and prosperity.
