London, April 20,-^Mujor J. C. P. 

Wood, who was forced to descend off 
the Irish coast while flying from East- 
church to Limerick on the first leg of 
his proposed flight across the Atlantic, 
has sent the following message to the 
Weekly Despatch:

"I was obliged to descend twelve 
miles from laud. I am still & com­
petitor and hope to be ready to, start 
early In May.”

The Despatch says that Major 
Wood's airplane, the Shamrock, is 
packed on a freight car on a siding at 
Holyhead and probably will be sent to 
Easlcliurch tomorrow.

Lancaster Parker, who was flying 
with Major Wood in an escorting ma­
chine, landed in a field on the Island 
ot Anglesey, In the Irish Sea, unhurt, 
the newspaper says.
. Captain C. C. Wylie, navigator for 
Major Wood, describing the flight in 
the Despatch says:

“We crossed the Thames at Grave­
send and llew over Hendon and Wat­
ford northward and then westward 
along the coast against the wind atrfl 
in toad patches of fog. We were 2.40U 
feet up off Anglesey when the engine 
suddenly broke down without warn­
ing. I took over the piloting, Major 
Wood giving his attention to the en­
gine tout descent was inevitable. We 
entered the water quietly and undam­
aged. We both climbed under the 
carriage to preveït* the machine from 
turning over and lit cigarettes. Two 
rowboats came out and took ua ashore 
half an hour after our descent.

"Later we got a motorboat and at 
ten o’clock began to tow the machine 
to Holyhead. Our petrol gave out when 
we were hatf way and the attempt was 
abandoned till dawn, when it was re­
newed. We reached Holyhead after 
the machine had been 22 hours in the 
water."

Faria, March 22.—(Correspondence 
of The Associated Press.)—Now that 
the dust of crumbling thrones that 
wrecked whole dynasties in their foil 
has somewhat cleared, that Emperors, 
Czars, Kings, Grand Dukes, Archdukes 
and Princelings have abandoned the 
tottering structure of Central Europe, 
It may not be uninteresting to com­
pare the present condition of these 
rulers with that which they occupied 
six months ago.

The story of the fall of the house of 
Hohenzollem would All volumes. It 
to a far cry from the dreams of world 
dominion, the dictation of peace In 
shining helmet and spurred boots ar­
rayed in the Palace of Versailles, to 
the little villa hidden among the low­
lands of Holland. Morose and tacti- 
turo, William Hohenzollem, second 
and last of the name, Is awaiting the 
Judgment of the Peace Conference 
within the narrow confines of the es­
tate of one of the few men in this 
world who still have the courage to 
term themselves hla friends. The only 
recreation from which this former Em­
peror seems to derive any pleasure or 
solace torn his shattered dreams is In 
wood-chopping. He still maintains 
quite close relations with the present 
German government His staff, and 
bis servants, are paid by the "Hoffmar- 
schaUamt” in Berlin as was the case 
when he was emperor. The number of 
bis attendants however, has been 
greatly reduced but what is left of 
them are still state officials. A few 
weeks ago the Herr Hohenzollem ap­
peared to be In financial straits but his 
exchequer has been replenished by 
remittances from Germany.

The Crowfi Prince at Wierlngen af­
ter a few interviews has been silent. 
Silence from him and silence concern­
ing him Is considered the- bitterest 
form of punishment that could be vis­
ited upon him.

A feeling of pity not untinged with 
sympathy seems to .characterize the 
attitude of the world at large toward 
Charles, the former Emperor of Aus­
tria. With his mother, the former Em­
press Zita and the children he led a 
lonesome, dreary Ufa In the ancient 
Castle of Eckartsau. Very few ser­
vants remained in attendance for gold 
was scarce at Eckartsau. Col. Sumer- 
hayee' of the British army, command­
ing a small British force, acted more 
in the capacity of a mentor and advis­
er to the former Emperor than that of 
o Sir Hudson Lowe. But life was 
sad at Eckartsau and young Charles 
was said to be wasting away under 
the weight of his chagrin. (Charles 
and his family have since sought re­
fuge in Switzerland.)

Some weeks ago there arrived at the 
Swiss frontier a pale, thin youngster 
of thirteen years of age. He gazed 
absently about apparently taking no 
interest In what was going on about 
him, listless, dulL Under ordinary 
circumstances this young man would 
have been received with pomp and 
honors and addressed as His Royal 
Highness, Archduke Robert He is 

plain Master Hapsburg come to 
Switzerland for the benefit that the 
clear, limped air of the country might 
afford to his weakened lungs.

Marla Theresa, grandmother of the 
former Emperor Charles and her

)( daughter, Marla Annunciata, reside in 
the Vienna Palace. Archduke Eugene, 
former commander of the Southwest­
ern front Archduke Max, who has re­
sumed bis law study at Vienna Univer­
sity; and all the families of the Arch­
dukes belonging to 
Branch are living, to the Toscane 
Archduke Salvator, son-in-law of the 
late Franz Joseph is at Watisee Cas­
tle; Archduke Frederick at Weitburg 
Castle at Baden near Vienna; his son, 
Albrecht, is a student of agriculture at 
Altenburg, Hungary; Archduke Joseph 
and his family live in Budapest; Karl 
Stephen at Saybuech ; while Archduke 
Leopold Salvator and family have left 
the country and are thought to reside 
In Spain.

Ridicule and humorous remarks are 
always heard when the name of Con­
stantine of Greece is mentioned. The 
news that “Tino” hae no funds Is re 
ceived everywhere with pitiless mirth. 
“Tino’s” troubles with his servants 
are subjects of conversations on the 
boulevards and fill the columns of hu­
morous publications. “Tino” Is now 
at the Dolder Hotel in Zurich and is 
said to be meeting his bills regularly 
but the size of his tips has shrunk. 
The flow of paper marks which came 
from Germany during the reign of Em­
peror William has been stopped and 
although it has been officially denied 
the rumor persists that the former 
Queen Sophie, the sister df the form­
er Emperor of Gemany, had had to call 
upon some friends to visit the pawn­
shops with some of the regal jewels.

King Nicholas of Montenegro di­
vides his time about equally between 
Nice and the Hotel Meurioe in Parla 
When he is not busy pinning decora­
tions’ on unsuspecting visitors he is 
working hard to regain his throne. 
There is strong opposition among 
some of the five big powers to Nich­
olas returning to Cettlnje either as 
king or as a prominent citizen.

Of the smaller princes, Joachim, 
youngest son of the former German 
Emperor has been living in a hotel on 
Rigi Mountain, Switzerland under the 
name of Count Mansfeld.

Rupprecht, the former Prince of Ba­
varia of western front fame, was the 
guest of the Bishop of Coire, Switzer­
land, for some weeks but his present 
whereabouts are unknown. Rupprecht 
has never recognized the Republic of 
Bavaria and his last words upon leav­
ing Belgium were: "I abdicate noth­
ing; I renounce nothing.”

Louis, the erstwhile King of Ba­
varia, succeeded in entering Switzer­
land and the lieutenant in charge of 
the frontier port of entry was arrested 
for allowing him to depart without pro­
per passports. Louis was travelling as 
a commercial man.

Most of this galaxy of Kings, Em. 
perors, Dukes, Princes, etcetera, are 
short of money.

Mr. Cronan was counsel for B. F. 
Keith from 1898 to 1908. In his bill of 
complaint he alleges that in 1910, "as 
well as before and after that date,” B. 
F. Keith was gixring to various women 
"property of considéramle value” and 
‘permitting them to interfere with and 
to some extent manage some portions 
of his business.” He says that Paul 
remonstrated with his father, and as a 
result, was discharged from his fath­
er's employment.

In 1910, after the death of B. F.

London, April 19—In an article on 
Imperial preference and the solidarity 
of the Empire, N. Grattan Doyle, M. P.

Hith­
erto the mother country has conceded 
nothing for the preference she receives 
in the Canadian tariff, but, during the 
war, the position has been completely 
changed. The

THE FEDERAL GRANT.

Of the Federal Government's con­
tribution towards the construction sf 
permanent highways, New Brunswick 
will be entitled to a lump sum of 
eighty thousand dollars, together with 
flftj cents per head of population, 
bringing the total amount available to 
this province up to two hundred and 
fifty thousand dollars. According ti 
the conditions now outlined it is pro­
posed that this sum shall represent 
forty per cent, of the expendit/ure to 
be made by this province on such 
permanent roads. New Brunswick it­
self providing by the sale of deben­
tures or otherwise the other sixty 
per cent, or three hundred and 
seventy-five thousand dollars. Should 
puch a plan be eventually adopted 
this province will have the privilege 

-r'tnessing such an orgy of extrav­
agance on the part of the Honoranle 
Peter Veniot as will wipe out all his 
past records. With six hundred and 
twenty-five thousand dollars more in 
bis hands, the irresponsible Minister 
of Public Works, who managed to 
spend more than a million dollars 
during the past- year without building 
cue inch of permanent highways, wi'l 
find himself in a position to heln 
every one of his numerous friends.

If would be a great misfortune to 
New Brunswick if such a .plan as 's 
now proposed were adopted with ro 
restriction placed bn the method cf 
expenditure. As has been evidenced 
by the results of the pasü year ; 
financing, the present Provincial 
Government is not a government de­
serving of the trust and confidence o* 
the people, and should not be per­
mitted a free hand in the expenditure 
of a government fund such as this, 
or of a capital account raised by th- 
piovince itself. There should be a 
•sufficiently effective check kept on 
this work to guarantee to the people 
of New Brunswick and to the Govern­
ment of Canada that every cent, will 
go into the construction of really 
durable roads, that it is not paid out 
fr.r ditching and grading and similar 
ordinary repairs as has been done in 
3918. And there should be provision 
that such durable roads as may b- 
decided upon shall be constructed by 
competent contractors at prices fair 
ami reasonable in the open market. 
For the accomplishment of this end 
the Federal Department of Public 
Works will be well advised if it ap 
points one or more representative? 
on a committee which will have in 
marge the expenditure of this six 
hundred and twenty-five thousand 
dollars in New Brunswick when that 
expenditure is to be made. New '

The Legislature of 
New Brunswick has placed itself on 
record as favoring the postponement 
ot the trial of the New Brunswick 
men involved until all necessary evi­
dence can be secured, many of the 
x»itmesses interested being scattered 
throughout Canada. It has already 
Veen made absolutely clear that the 
trouble in Rhyl was a protest against 
existing conditions, a violent expres­
sion of disappointment over the un­
necessary delay in transport! ot troops 
to Canada, and it is equally clear from 
the action already taken by the mili- 
tsry authorities in England that th? 
complaints ot the men wore justified. 
The Olympic and Aquitania which 
v-ere diverted from Canadian service 
to please the people ot the United 
States have, since then, been re­
stored, and since the riot occurred 
the Olympic has made a trip to Hali­
fax. the Adriatic which has taken 
the place of the Aquitania for a round 
trip has also arrived, and the Car- 
mania, a third big liner, is now in 
Canadian service. Apparentdy it re­
quired the death of a number of 
Canadian soldiers to bring the over­
seas. military-' authorities to their 
.senses, but from all accounts the 
looked-for reform in the methods of 
demobilization has not yet been com 
pîetëd. There is stdll complaint on 
the other side that the men who have 
served longest are being kept lr. 
France, Belgium and Germany until 
the last, and that those who but re 
ceutlv went over are given first 
chance to return.

It has done some things that are 
worth while, very much so, and it is 
working out a programme that will 
unquestionably lighten the burdens of 
the rural community. Especially will 
this be true with respect to the soldier 
settlers who will be established 
farms under, conditions more 
able than anything hitherto devised in 
this country for new settlers.

Mr. Black's chief concern, in connec­
tion with the re-establishment of sol­
diers in civil life is to “make the farm 
safe for the returned man." He does 
not want any chances taken with these 
overseas boys. No encouragement 
will be offered a candidate for land 
settlement unless there Is reasonable 
evidence that the individual is serious 
to his intention to make farming a 
success and that he possesses the qual­
ification* necessary for doing so. The 
returned soldier has earned more than 
the right to a 50-50 chance of making 
a living He is going to be placed, 
if the intentions of the Soldier Settle­
ment Board are carried out, in a bet­
ter position than that, lt ought to be 
a moral certainty that the soldier 
settler will make good. Everything Is 
going to be in his favor, as far as it 
can be determined. In the purchase of 
agricultural implements for the sol­
diers going on the land Mr. Black has 
laid it down that the Board must get 
better prices for soldier settlers than 
the prevailing figures, and to this end 
he Is working to buy direct from the 
factories and to ship to central distri­
bution points so as to eliminate much 
qf the cost of handling.

Wilson Not “Alone in Paris." Monroe Doctrine and Constitution
It may be admitted without serious 

langer of contradiction that the 
President of the United States lias 
tome influence in Paris. Of that I 
think Americans should be proud, not 
jealous. But it is a great mistake to 
suppose that he is “alone in Paris." 
There are other persons on the Quai 
d'Orsay. On Jan. 25 the representa­
tive* of tlie 14 nations in the Peace 
Conference voted unanimously that 
’ the league should be created as an 
intergral part of the general treaty of 
peace." That was not because those 
men thought that there would b 
chance of getting a League unless it 
was included in the peace treaty, lt 
was because they knew there was 
no chance of getting a real peace 

‘without the League. Every reason­
able observer who has been over 
there—General Maurice, Audre Tar­
dieu. Philip Gibbs, Frederick Palm­
er. Morgenthau. Wickersham — all 
agree that this i* true. No league 
means no peace worth having. The 
quality and value of the peace depend 
upon the existence of the league.

It is said that the League implies 
the abandonment of national ideals 
and duties, that it is unpatriotic, that 
it creates a super-state, that it is a 
step in the direction of International­
ism. Not one of those tilings is true.

The very title “a league of nations" 
implies for every one of the high con­
tracting parties .the continuance of 
national existence, otherwise they 
could not participate in the league as 
nations. it provides a method of 
realizing national ideals of peace and 
security It devises means of per­
forming national duties in open, just 
and honorable relations between na­
tions. based upon international law a: 
the rule of conduct between govern-

"this proposed league is contrary to 
our Constitution; it take* away tho 
powers bf Congress, it throws out the 
Monroe doctrine, and binds us to sen! 
our boys to tight in every war that 
breaks loose anywhere."

If that were true all of us ought, 
in my opinion, to appose it. But. will 
you believe it. there is no trace of 
any of these things in the proposed 
draft of the League. Not a single 
one of them is true.

Nobody has proposed that the 
treaty shall become a part of our law 
by any other than a Constitutional 
method, namely, negotiation by the 
President and Secretary of State, and 
ratification by the Senate.

Nobody has proposed to throw out 
the Monroe doctrine; on the contrary 
Article X of the draft leaves it valid 
for America, and extends it by saying 
that the territorial integrity and in­
dependence of all states members or 
the League shall be respected ana 
preserved as against external aggres­
sion. But as to the means of carry­
ing out this obligation, the council of 
the League can only "advise," and the 
nations are at liberty to follow the 
advice If they choose.

Nobody has proposed that the pro­
visions of tlie draft shall be put into 
effect In any other way than by the 
constitutional action of the various 
nations in the League. For example, 
the Congress of the United States will 
retain its constitutional power to 
regulate commerce with foreign na­
tions, to define and punish offenses 
against the law of nations, to declare 
war to raise and support armies. The 
league does not suggest that anybody 
except Congress shall do these things 
for the United States.

Let us dismiss from our minds 
then, all those bogey-pictures of the 
League of Nations which tlie polit- 
cians have painted. Let us get away 
from the picayune idea of downing or 
boosting any particular man by our 
action upon this subject. America 
is far too large and great to follow 
any such petty and parochial politics 
In a matter which concerns her own 
highest interest^-and the Welfare of 
the world. Her attitude on this mo­
mentous question must be based upon 
the facts in the case, élearly seen and 
rationally judged. The important 
thing to do then is to ask what this 
proposed League of Nations really is. 
This will be discussed in a subsequent

Training of Candidates.

In the training of candidates who 
may not have sufficient practical ex­
perience in farming to equip them for 
the duties which they are going to un­
dertake.
