TWENTY-FIVE HURT 
II RAILWAY ACCIDENT,

Syracuse, N. Y., July 8.—Fred D. White, 
of Andrew 1). White, United State» 

ambassador to Germany, committed sui­
cide this afternoon at his home, No. 609 
James street. Prolonged ill-health and 
a persistent and exhausting nervous iti- 
ease is given as the only possible explan­
ation of his act.

Mr. White had appeared to he in usual 
health during the day and had attended to 
matters of business in the management of 
the White estate. He was alone in the 
house with the servants during pert of 
the late afternoon, Mrs. White and her 
son being out. She returned shortly after 
5 o’clock and sought him in his library. 
She found that he had been making out 
his usual checks in the transaction of busi­
ness and had evidently broken off abrupt­
ly. SRte went through the house looking 
for him and to the bathroom on the second 
floor. She there found him lying dead on 
the floor. A bullet from a rifle had passed 
through his brain and death had been in­
stantaneous.

Some 18 years ago, on completing hir 
course at Columbia Law College, Mr. 
White had a severe attack of typhoid 
fever from which he never recovered. 
Stomach and intestinal troubles resulted. 
Later His nervous system became weak­
ened and within a few years neurasthenia 
deveHoped. "

About a year ago he suffered a severe 
attack of the complaint. During the 
recent hot spell another attack of the 
disease came on, leaving him m a state of 
acute nervousness.

REPORTED MILITARY Columbus, 0., July 8—'The Pan Handle 
passenger train No. 19, known as the New 
York express, due here at 1.45 p. m-, was 
“side-wiped” by a switch engine just out­
side the Union station here this afternoon. 
Twenty-five people were injured, seven 
of them being so badly hurt that they 
were unable to proceed on their way west. 
They were: J. W. Ohapin, Indianapolis, 
Ind., side crushed; Helen Ghavouc, Mar­
ion, Ohio, badly bruised about head; 
Cora Joinings, Orrville, Ohio, right arm 
sprained; Mrs. Flynn, Elwood, Ind-, head 
bruised; Mrs. James Coan, Elwood, prob­
ably fatally injured. Leon Coan, Elwood, 
head badly bruised*and bad scalp wound;. 
Samuel C. Fulsen, badly bruised and cut 
by broken glass.

The passenger train was approaching 
the station at a rapid sliced when a switch 
engine with a cut of cars, dashed out 
from a siding, striking the third coach of 
the passenger. This coach and the one 
immediately following were demolished. 
The injured were removed to the Union 
station where they were made as com­
fortable as possible.

Soon as the wreckage could be dumped 
from the track new cars were substituted 
and the train proceeded on its way west.

St. John’s, Nfld-, July 8—The British 
steamer Delmar, Captain William», from 
Dundee, June 29, is ashore at Renews, 
on the east coast of Newfoundland and 
a mile from the wrecked Orient Steam 
Navigation Company’s steamer Lusitania. 
The steamer Delmar belongs to J. F. 
Wilson & Co., of West Hartlepool and 
London and is of 1,511 tons net.
Delmar was caught on a reef in Black 
Head Cove and struck amidships. Her 
bow and stem are free and the 
hopeful of floating her at high tide »t 
midnight. She is carrying only a small 
cargo and no passengers except the wife 
of the captain, the couple being on their 
wedding trip. A heavy sea is running, but 
the vessel is in no great danger and the 
crew remain by her.

She struck about 4 o’clock this after­
noon. A dense fog prevailed and this, 
with the current, caused the disaster.

The wind is freshening and if the Del­
mar is not floated tonight tonight she 
may become a derelict. Two ships are be­
ing fitted out to proceed to her relief.

STRAWBERRY WEEVIL '
Scientists Claim Them as Determining 

Factors in Flavoring Fruit.
Ohio Farmer Describes One He Has Haâ 

la Successful Operation for the 
Past Five Tears.

We made It ourselves of three- 
quarter-inch" galvanized pipe with 
lead laid in all the threads to insure 
its being air tight, writes Rufus B.

sweet, the best and easiest way is 
to first rinse well with cold water, 
then wash and scald with plenty of 
hot water,

In washing a barrel churn, first 
rinse well with cold water, then 
plenty of hot, and give several turns 
of the churn and drain off. In this 
way the churn will be sweet and 
clean, no cloth or brush being used.

Some have trouble in cleaning the 
outside corners where the cover goes 
on. Pouring hot water directly from 
the tea kettle into all the cracks 
and corners is an effectual way to 
destroy all germs of dirt. An oil­
cloth on which the churn stands 
when in use, and also when washed, 
is a great convenience.

If there is one place more than an­
other where perfect cleanliness should 
be observed, it is in the dairy, for 
there is nothing so susceptible to 
odors and uncleanliness as milk, 
cream and butter.

U. S. Proclamation Goes Forth for 
Distribution of Oklahoma Lands.

Washington, July 6—Thirty clerks of the 
general land office will leave tonight for 
Oklahoma to conduct the opening of tihe 
Kiowa, Comanche and Apache Indian 
lands. The proclamation will be promul­
gated Monday and two land officers will 
he established at Reno and Law-ton.

The proclamation opening to settlement 
the lands ceded by Indians in the Terri 
ibory of Oklahoma, provides for the open­
ing of the land in these reservations which 
ore not reserved, at 9 a. m., August 6, the 
lands to be open to settlement under the 
homestead and town site laws of the 
United States.

The proclamation says that beginning on 
the 10th instant, and ending on the 2ith, 
those who wish to make entry of land 
under the homestead law shall be register­
ed at the land offices at Reno and Law- 
ton. Each applicant will be required to 
show himself duly qualified. Registration 
cannot be effected through the use of the 
trails or the employment of an agent, ex­
cepting that honorably discharged soldiers 
and sailors may present their applications 
through an agent, no agent being allowed 
to represent more than one soldier. Ap­
plicants will be given certificates allowing 
them to go on the ceded lands, and ex­
amine them in order to aid t'-iefh in making 
an intelligent selection. The order of the 
application is to be determined by draw­
ing, commencing at 9 a. m. Monday, July 
29, under tihe supervision of a committee 
of three appointed by the secretory of the 
interior. Preparatory to these drawings 
[the legistration officers will, at the time 
of registering each applicant who shows 
himself duly qualified, make out a card, 
.which must be signed by the applicant, 
stating the land district in which he de­
sires to make homestead and giving such 
a description of the applicant as will en­
able the local land officers to thereafter 
identify him.

bear no other distinguishing label or mark 
[than such as may be necessary to show 
that it » to go into the drawing for the 
land district in which the applicant desires 
to make entry. These envelopes will be 
separated according to land districts and

Canada Thistles.

Canada thistles should be mown In 
July. They are then in blossom. 
Cut stems a few inches from the 
ground; cut only those in blossom. 
Those that do not bloom this year 
cut next year, for they will then be 
in bloom. When the Canada thistle 
has seeded, it has finished its mis­
sion; it then dies. Cut with what­
ever suits. A strong, light scythe is 
best. The thistle rarely has suffici­
ent vitality to recuperate and throw 
up new stalks.

In Austria, where everything in the 
shape of fuel is being carefully investi­
gated, sawdust is impregnated with a 
mixture of tarry substances and heated 
to the proper temperature; it is then pass­
ed over a plate of iron heated by steam, 
from which a screw conveyor takes it to 
a press, where it is compressed into bri­
quettes of tihe required sizes. The press 
turns out nineteen per minute, weighing 
two-fifths of a pound each, and measuring 
6 in. by 21 in. byi 11 in. One factory pro­
duced last year 7,000,000 briquettes.

Une of the most interesting exhibits n 
the Baris Exhibition tvas a bed canopy 

of spiders’ silk. This masterpiece 
of strength, lightness, and elegance comes 
troin the looms of Tananarive, and thous­
ands of spiders of a certain species, called 
the lialabcs, have contributed to its pro­
duction. This new industry has been 
named araneiculturc. Although still in its 
infancy, it has a very interesting history, 
which has been recently narrated by one 
of its most ardent promoters, Lieutenant 
J. Maroix, from whose work upon the sub­
ject the following information is derived. 
Various attempts have been made at dif­
ferent times to utilize the thread of the spi­
der, but to Father Cambone, a French mis- 
sionary to Madagascar, is due the credit 
of having first brought these attempts to 
a successful issue. The spinning Dialabe, 
whose superiority over the rest of his 
tribe was soon recognized by Father Cam- 
bone, is a large, black insect of very un­
attractive appearance. These spiders arc 
very plentiful in Almerma. where they live 
ui>on trees and feed upon raw flesh. Hun­
dreds of thousands are found in the en­
virons of Tananarive, where they multiply 
with extreme rapidity.

The first experiments oNFather Cam- 
bone were made in the simplest manner- 
The spiders were imprisoned in match­
boxes, and by slightly compressing the ab­
domen he managed to extract .and wind 
upon a little reel turned by hand a thread 
that sometimes attained a length of 500 
yards, lie was soon able to reach two 
conclusions: That the spiders gave out 
the longest threads soon after laying their 
eggs, and that in a month they can under­
go two or three windings without incon­
venience, producing about 2,000 yards cf 
thread. These experiments were con­
tinued by the director of the professional 
school at Tananarive, but it is to the ni- 

of the sub-directors that 
the apparatus which permits the 

thread to be wound mechanically and to 
be twisted and doubled in the quickest 
and most practical manner. This is done 
by means of a curious little machine not 
easy to describe, in which the spiders are 
imprisoned by the throat while undergo­
ing the operation. Young Malagasy girls 
go daily to a park near the school to 
gather 300 or 400 spiders, which they cany 
in osier baskets with wooden covers, to be 
divested of their webs. M._ Nogue has at 
present a supply of 220,000 yards of thread. 
The average production of the workshops 
of Tananarive is 40,000 yards a month- 
Generally, after having submitted to the' 
reeling operation, the spiders are put back 
in the park for a couple of weeks. Each 
one of them before it is exhausted spins 
six or eight times what an ordinary silk 
worm can give, and at every operation 
furnishes a thread about 350 yards in 
length. Although the silk of the Jialabe is 
iifty-two times finer than that of the bom­
byx, its strength is much superior. Its 
color when first spun is a beautiful gold, 
and it requires no carding or preparation 
of any sort before being woven.

Court Does Not Consider Master of 

Armenia Can Be Censured.
WOMAN ACCIDENTALLY SHOT. ■F. H. Harding, agent of the department 

of marine and fisheries, has submitted the 
following opinion on the disaster of the 
steamer Armenia at Negro Head after 
holding his court of inquiry:

Tiie court holds the steamer was care­
fully and properly navigated after enter­
ing the Bay of Fundy.

ATTRACTIVE INDUSTRIES.Minins OF INTEREST 
IT LOCH CAPITAL.AT THE EDGE OF NIGHT. Window Glass and Bituminous Coal Indus 

tries in Fine Condition, ,;

Bütitsburg, Pa., June 27—The window 
glaee and bituminous coal industries in 
Western Pennsylvania were never before 
in suctli an attractive condition from the 
workers’ and employers’ viewpoints: to 
tlhe workers, because wages are high and 
the employment continuous, to the opera­
tor because he has no strikes and can 
got good rr.itos for his products.

The Window Glass Workers’ Associa­
tion has $350,0C0 worth of trust stock, 
which pays six per cent., under the agree­
ment which terminated the year’s fire and 
arranged the September resumption. The 
order also has $51,000 in bank here draw­
ing (interest. The glass men’s wages, up 
to the high-priced blowers, range from 
$170 to $520 a month. Out of this they 
have to pay only _one per cent, a month, 
or from $1.70 to $5.20 a month tax to 
the association. Thus the best blower is 
able to make $4,000 in eight months’ work 
and have the four warm months to visit, 
go fishing and get rested for the next sea­
son’s labor. What profession is better 
than that? The glass workers’ wages 
have advanced 70 per cent, since 1890, 
and are now the highest ever paid since 
1868.

The “downtrodden” miner hereabouts 
is faring very well. There has been no 
strike. His wage has increased GO per 
cent since 1896. The ordinary labor ms’ 
wages are $2.10 a day. The loaders can 
tan earn $2.G0 to $3 a day, and some make 
$3.50. Plenty of diggers earn $100 and 
some $150 a month if they stick to work. 
Not all do this, of course, for there are 
mines and mines and varying management.

■ These are rates for .the best places ad­
mirably run with new appliances and 
'brain* under as weSl as above ground. 
The wages are for eight hours’ labor. Of­
ten -the diggers and loaders must wait for 
oars and accidents to machinery and the 
ocaaiional disasters must be reckoned 
with. The miner, digger or loader is a 
skilled workman. The digger must have 
a knowledge of mines, his own in partic­
ular. He must have an idea of seams 
and cleavage and be able to estimate the 
probability of a fall of rock. There is 
much in the economy of his labor—get­
ting down tlhe most coal with few blows. 
He Jiiiwt keep, his wits about him, par­
ticularly if it be a known dangerous mine.

The English and Welsh miners are much 
fewer in number compared to tfhe total 
ffliian they were ten years ago. The new­
comers are Austrians and Hungarians, 
trained in the 'mines in the old country. 
The English miner is getting his boys into 
the filed and iron mills, in the electrical 
works and machine shops. They are try­
ing a new tune in labor. They want 
above g found, away from darkness and 
explosions. In the upriver country and 
over the border in Wec-t Virginia arc many 
negro miners, but good judges say they do 
not make skilled workmen in that line. 
They are notional, do not want to work 
steadily and lack independence and initia­
tive.

He also sketched the dif­
ferent kinds of diopter meetings and the 
nature of discussions to'be entered upon 
t her colt, that the men might be more 
properly and thoroughly developed in re­
lation to the task. His many practical 
and business-like suggestions we:e dis­
cussed by members of the chapters and 
before closing the subject of helpful kinds 
of question books was brought up for 
discussion, Mr. Carleton giving advice as 
to the manner in which this portion of

Washington, July 8—The position of the 
British government relative to the vari­
ous mining, railroad and other concessions 
in the Transvaal is fully disclosed in a 
blue book covering this subject, which lias 
just reached Washington. The subject is 
of the very first importance to the state 
and war departments, as some of the 
most troublesome and weighty problems 
now confronting them arise from claims 
of various concessionaries in the Philip­
pines, Porto Rico and Cuba. Great Brit­
ain's coarse may establish a valuable pre­
cedent. Moreover the most important < f 
the concessions in our insular possessions 
and in Cuba are claimed by English cor­
porations.

The issue was made last Septem’oer 
when Sir Alfred Milner, the British High 
Commissioner promulgated the celebrated 
order, “9 of 1990,” giving notice that the 
British government reserves the right to 
decline to recognize or to modify any 
concession made by the late South Afri­
can Republic “without proper legal 
authority or contrary to law, or the con­
ditions of which have not been duly com­
plied with, or which appears to affect pre­
judicially the interests of the republic.”

The British government apixfinted a 
commission to pass upon the whole sub­
ject. This commission has made an ex­
haustive report set out in the blue book. 
It lays down some important principles. 
One interesting statement is this: “On 
the first of September, 1900, her late 
majesty annexed the territories and oblit­
erated the sovereignty of the South Afri­
can Republic.

“It is clear that a state which has an­
nexed another is not legally bound by any 
contracts made by 1 he state which has 
ceased to exist and that no court of law 
has jurisdiction to enforce such contracts 
if the annexing state refuses to recognize 
them.”

The commission also asserts the right 
to “examine whether the rights which it 
is asked to recognize have in fact been 
duly acquired,” a point of interest in the 
Unban cable controversy. It accepts Sir 
Alfred Milner’s most important suggestion 
in the declaration that the new govern­
ment is justified in cancelling or modify­
ing a concession when “the maintenance 
of the concession is injurious to the pub­
lic interest.” The conclusions of the 
missioners have not yet been accepted 
and enunciated by the British government 
itself so far as the blue book shows.
