Chicago, May 4—Sheriff Thomas E. Bar-<S> 
rett, of Cook county, will take active con­
trol of the strike situation tomorrow morn­
ing.

Two hundred deputy sheriffs were sworn 
in this afternoon at the office of Sheriff 
Barrett, and it is expected that 2,000 depu­
ties will have been enrolled by tomorrow 
evening.

A committee of prominent business men, 
headed by John U. Shedd, of Marshall, 
Field & Co., went to Springfield this after- 
noon to lay the situation before Governor 
Deneen, and to declare that in their opin­
ion conditions in Chicago were such that 
the militia is imperatively needed, ine 
Chicago Clearing House Association this 
afternoon adopted sweeping resolutions de­
claring that it was their opinion that the 
state troops should be,at once called out.

Provinoial Subsidies.
When the government resolution was 

taken up in committee making provision 
for the federal subsidy to be paid to the 
province of Alberta, Dr. Sproule inquired 
whether, when this question was under 
consideration, the government purposed 
readjusting the subsidy basis with the 
other provinces.

The minister of finance answered that 
the provincial subsidy in question was a 
very larg matter, and called for serious 
consideration before any new arrangement 

made. For his own part he had never 
been able to see why it was thought neces­
sary at confederation to base the per 
capita provincial subsidy on the population 
of the respective provinces in 1861. In his 
judgment the subsidy payments should 
have been made to correspond with the 
changing population of the respective proi- 
îuoes, although, perhaps, the rate ought 
not to be as high as to the more populous 
provinces, because their proportionate 
needs were not as great as those with scant 
and scattered settlement.
Readjustment Will Apply to All. pd.

The premier repeated the assertion he 
has made on previous occasions that in 
his opinion the fathers of confederation 
fell into a mistake when they set up this 
provincial subsidy arrangement at the 
time of the union. It was done because ot 
the objection on the publics part to the 
idea of direct taxation for provincial pur­
poses. However, the subsidy principle had 
■Seen clearly acknowledged in the confed­
eration act, and there was nothing for par­
liament to do now but loyally live up to 
the compact. The application of the prov­
inces for a readjustment of their subsidy 
allowances would be taken up at no very 
distant time. If any change was to be 
made, it must apply to all the provinces.

David Henderson, Conservative, of Hai- 
ton, contended that the new provinces in 
the Northwest should be given the control 
of their public lands. It would make them 
more economical.

“Retaining 'their public lauds in Ontaiio

Fifteen Hundred Miners, With Band, 
Marched to Mine and Got Work­
men to Quit.

Elmira, N. Y., May 4—Fifteen hundred 
striking miners gathered in Bloeaburg 
(P. A.), this morning at 4 o'clock and 
soon after started to march to Morris Run 
in order ito frighten and buy off non­
union men who have taken their places in 
the Morris Run Coal Mining Company'* 
mines. Reports this afternoon say that 
the strikers succeeded in getting a large 
percentage of the men to not only quit 
work, but to leave Morris Run. The strik­
ers furnishing the money to them whiwl 
had been supplied by the National Mine 
Workers Union.

The citizens elected him a'inember of the 
town council, which body he continued to 
meet with fçr several years. From 1877 to 
1879 he tilled the office of reeve, and of 
mayor the following year. In December, 
1880, Thomas Oliver, sitting member for 
North Oxford, died, and Hon. Mr. Suth­
erland was elected in his place. He con­
tinued to sit for the same riding till his 
death.

He had directed the organization of the 
Liberal party in Ontario and arranged the 
political torus of the Liberal leader in 
that province and the west since 1893. lie 

major of the 22nd battalion Oxford 
Rifles. He was a member of the Privy 
Council, and on Sept. 30, 1899, he was 
made a member of the cabinet without 
portfolio. He was acting minister of the 
interior from April to August, 1900, and 
acting postmaster-general in 1901 during 
the absence of Hon. William Mulock in 
Australia.

The government of New Brunswick hav­
ing taken up the subject we can look for 
results. Our provincial executive are fully 
alive tô their responsibilities in all mat­
ters. We have a great field for effort 
along the fertile valley of the St. John, 
where splendid farms for those who have 
some capital to invest can be secured. We 
have also thousands of acres of land for 
settlement. The development of our water 
powers is about to be undertaken on a 
large scale as a result of recent legislation. 
Many new industries will be established, 
and there will be a pressing demand for 
labor. There is already a demand for 
domestics. The policy of our provincial 
government is not a new one. They are 
not simply following Ontario, although 
they have had the benefit of the experi­
ence of that province. They are putting 
their plans into effect at a time when it 
is reasonable to expect that the best re­
sults can be obtained.

Vto run that would mean binding the city 
and the citizen» to these exorbitant prices 
for twenty long years. This looks like a 
return to the lurid plundering days of the 
Prefontaine regime. It has been shown in 
New York and many other cities that gas 
can be delivered at the burners for from 
twenty-six to forty-eight cents. There is, 
therefore, no rhyme or reason in our pay­
ing ninety cents and a dollar for twenty 
yearn, or a moment longer than we are 
obliged. To pay a dollar a thousand feet 
for gas today, now that we know how 
much leas it costs to produce, is not to be 
thought of when a new franchise era is 
under consideration. Those aldermen who 
vote for any such imposition stand a good 
chance of losing their jobs.”

The Witness is regarded as a newspaper 
of sound ideas with respect to financial 
matters. Isn’t it surprising that the con­
servative Witness is not found crying out 
that the poor stockholders of the Montreal 
gas concern must not be robbed? The 
Witness, it seems, does not see why some 
citizens should tax others excessively. The 
Witness must have heard of “vested 
rights,” but that does not prevent it from 
demanding light at a reasonable rate,

The difficulty is to frame an arrangement 
that would be fair to all end would in no 
way lessen the self-governing powers of 
the (Monies. Canada is moving toward 
the acceptance of a larger responsibility 
in the matter of defence, and a satisfactory 
arrangement may not be far distant. The 
tendency of some British newspapers and 
public men to hurry matters has the oppo­
site effect, if any.

THE SEMI-WEEKLY TELECRAP A firm of garment manufacturers had a 
dispute with its employes. The employes 
were garment makers, yet they were able 
to enlist the aid of the teamsters, a much 
more powerful organization, which sought 
to prohibit the delivery of goods to the 
firm or the removal of goods from its 
premises. But the garment makers and 
the teamsters fell out and the teamsters 
then said they were ready to go 
back ,to work. The firm declined to employ 
all who had gone on strike, saying the 
teamsters must apply as individuals and be 
treated jukt like other applicants. In 
other words, they had forfeited their jobs. 
The teamsters then declared that the strike 
would go on, and that nobody would be 
allowed to haul anything to or from the 
firm’s place of business. Men who were 
ordered by other employers to deliver 
goods to the firm, refused to do so, and 
were discharged. An express company dis­
charged a man for thus disobeying orders, 
and all of its drivers promptly went out. 
So the strike spread until nearly all the 
drivers in the city were involved.

Employer after employer whose business 
was thus affected because of a matter with 
which he had primarily nothing to do, 
joined the employers’ association to tight 
the strike, taking the position that the 
teamsters’ union must not be permitted to 
say what .this or that employer of labor 
must do under certain circumstances. It 
is pointed out that the express companies,^ 
for instance, are common carriers, and can 
be sued for failure ' to accept and deliver 
goods. Yet the teamsters’ union says their 
business must be suspended. -Realizing 
that federal interference may be necessary 
before business can be resumed, the em­
ployers have organized a cartage company 
whose teams aire protected by injunctions 
issued by a federal court. If the city au­
thorities are unable or unwilling to en­
force respect for the federal court’s orders, 
the court may call upon the United States 
government for protection, in which case 
the strikers will have regulars from the 
plains and not local and perhaps sympa­
thetic policemen to deal with.

Both sides are well organized and have 
plenty of money, and a desperate struggle 
is to be feared. Many lives may be sacri­
ficed; but in the end it will be proved that 
no organization can set the law at defiance 
and either dictate to the united employers 
of labor or prevent independent labor from 
accepting the employment offered. Chi­
cago, unfortunately, is a .peculiarly danger- 

city in which to fight out an issue of 
this character, but the lesson learned may 
be of unusual value and may establish a 
needed precedent.

! CABINET MAKING
k The Carleton Sentinel shares the belief 

recently expressed by the Fredericton 
Gleaner, that coming cabinet changes will 
include the retirement of the Minister of 
Railways. The Gleaner’s theory is that 
Mr. Emmerson, as a minister, is 
unsatisfactory. The Sentinel gives no 
reason whatever for its statement 
about Mr. Emmerson, but says that 
Mr. Frank Carvell, M. P., is the coming 
man, and that Mr. Emmerson may become 
lietitenant-governor and be knighted, or 
may go to the bench. The Sentinel may 
or may not know what it is talking about. 
As to that Mr. Bmmerson’s friends can 
find out, no doubt, by exercising a little 
patience, and they are accustomed to that 
exercise. Says the Sentinel:

“There have been rumors that our pro­
vincial leader, Hon. H. R. Emmerson, may 
retire altogether from politics in the near 
future. The Minister of Railways has al­
ways been a sturdy Liberal and deserves 
well of his party. There are those who in­
cline toward the view that he may at some 
not too distant day take a seat upon the 
bench. The Sentinel scarcely holds this 
opinion. We would not be much surprised 
to learn that our next governor will be 
none other than Hon. Henry R. Emmer­
son. There has even been a whisper going 
around that with the honor a knighthood 
may be thrown in.

“ • * * Mr. Emmerson’s successor in 
the railway department will be a New 
Brunswicker. Of the Liberal delegation in 
the House from our province it is no re­
flection upon the other members to state 
that they in keeping with the party in 
general recognize the member for Carleton 
aa the most likely future cabinet minister 
from our province.”

The Sentinel mentions other changes, 
and adds: “The changes we have spoken 
of will not all come at once. Some of them 
may never happen. All are probable, a 
few are certain.”

This is quite oracular. Also H would ap­
pear to show much consideration for Mr. 
Carvell, and no great amount for Mr. Em­
merson. The Sentinel may now be read 
out of the party by Mr. Emmerson, as the 
Gleaner was early in the session. The 
Woodstock journal is somewhat rash in in­
viting the lightning—unless it has seen the 
slate.

exacting excessive rates for services which 
were, and are, unsatisfactory. It was held 
fn one case that the city must buy out an 
existing company before municipal owner­
ship end operation could be permitted, in 
another,case the city was denied an exclus­
ive franchise although companies enjoy 
•ueh frsnehnea.

■In the Island Legislature several mem­
bers asserted .that the people of Charlotte­
town must not enter into competition with 
the présent fighting company unless they 
had first agreed to buy the existing plant 
at a price to be fixed by arbitration. More 
than two-thirds of the members, however, 
decided that the people of Charlottetown, 
if they were dissatisfied with the present 
price and quality of light sold to them by 
the company, could not be compelled to go 
on buying it, but should be free to set up 
a lighting, RjROt 0* tb,il own.

Men who 
imjjpt in public utilities have no rights so 
grefkt as are the rights of the people whose 
streets they use. The day of long term 
franchises, wi of exclusive franchises for 
private persons, is passing.

St. John, (N. B.), gets interested en­
ough over the report of an engineer con­
nected with the work of construction of 
part of the Norfchren Maine Seaport rail­
road line to display in good sized type the 
prediction that Stockton Springs “may 
be a rival to St. John’s port.” Evidently, 
the St. John editors are not thoroughly 
acquainted with the enormity of the work 
nmt well under way on the outlet line to 
the 'big B. & A. territory, else the city 
might have had occasion to have had a 
fit months ago, but when one of New 
Brunswick’s own citizens steps across the 
border from Maine and makes predictions, 
then St. John pricks up its ears and grows 
interested.

Under date of Sunday, the Moncton 
(N. B.), correspondent of a St. John paper 
sends in the following item:

“P. S. Archibald, consulting engineer 
with A. E. Trites, in the construction of 
seventy miles of railway for Bangor & 
Aroostook in Maine, spent Sunday at 
home here. He says work is progressing 
favorably and there’s every prospect that 
Contractor Trites will finish the work 
within the time specified, Oct. 31.

“Speaking of the B. &. A. system and 
new seaport opened by the company at 
Stockton, the Moncton engineer says St. 
John people better keep their eyes on the 
'developments going on at this new sea­
port as it may sometime become a serious 
competitor with the port of St. John. He 
points out that from Brownville Junction, 
where 'the B. &. A. and C. P. R. connect, 
the distance to Stockton is only 78 miles, 
while the distance from Brownville Junc­
tion to St. John is 190 miles.

“Wharves, to cost $1,000,000 are already 
projected at Stockton and the company 
say this is only a beginning; so, evidently, 
they liave something in view beyond local 
traffic.”

The Commercial has from time to time 
mentioned the possibility of Stockton 
Springs becoming an outlet for a port, 
possibly a considerable part of the busi­
ness of the Canadian Pacific railway trans- 
Atlantic traffic. Natural conditions favor 
the place and it remains to be seen if the 
down river port dosen’t realize some of 
the expectations of its fondest supporters.

Baron Kaneko, discussing Japan’s losses 
and the future of the war, says: “We 
have lost, alas! close upon a hundred 
thousand lives in this most holy war. We 
are prepared to sacrifice not only a hun­
dred thousand more, but ten hundred 
thousand, and another million after that, 
to sustain and vindicate the undoubted 
rights of our people.”

Even a naval reverse 
would not discourage a nation ready for 
such sacrifices.

GOLDWIN SMITH Wiscasset, Me., May 3—An indictment 
has been returned by the grand jury of 
the Lincoln county supreme court against 
Bishop Robert W. Codman, of Portland, 
head of the Episcopal church in Maine, on 
a charge of criminal libel upon W. How­
ard Gardiner, of Camden.

The action grows, it is said, out of a 
dissension in the church at Dresden. Mr. 
Gardiner was one of the active partici­
pants in the affair, and in the course of 
the discussion over the same, letters were 
written, it is claimed, by Bishop Codman, 
in which reference was made to Mr. Gar­
diner as “an excommunicated man.” The 
facts claimed are that Mr. Gardiner was 
never officially excommunicated, there be­
ing -no such record to that effect. The 
pastor of the church in which this occur­
red was the Rev. Mr. Plant, at Gardiner; 
and the original trouble was over property 
rights at Dresden.

Bishop Codman says he has engaged 
counsel to defend himself against Mr. Gar­
diner’s libel suit. The bishop preferred 
not to discuss the -matter, saying that he 
wished to hold quite aloof from it until 
the proper time; Mr. Gardiner lives at 
Camden, and has been very prominent. He 
was in the Camden water fight and has 
been in other pu Idle matters, being a posi­
tivist of the pronounced type. He is an 
Englislunan, and a man of much force of 
purpose and of general culture.

A FALSE PROPHET
((Montreal Gazette).

Henry J. Morgan has contributed to the 
records another phase of Prof. Goldwin 
Smith’s false prophecies regarding the 
political union of Canada and the United 
States. In 1900 Prof. Smith expected to 
die an American citizen “if he lived a few 
years longer.” Such an expression of opin­
ion was his privilege; but there are some 
who will be pardoned for thinking that it 
and the basis upon which it was founded 
but ill accord with the claim made today 
that he is “a true Englishman” and “had 
nevefc for a moment lost eight of the in­
terest or honor of hie own land.”

Investigation has shown a serious break 
in the intake pipe of the Hull waterworks 
at a point where the water would in the 
ordinary state of affairs be contaminated 
with sewage. In part, at least, it is in­
ferred that the recent outbreak of intes­
tinal disease, which carried off so many 
children is attributable to the effect of 
drinking polluted water. In large centres 
of population constant vigilance is the 
price of public health, and neglect is re­
flected in the mortality lists. , Municipal 
authorities elsewhere would do well to ex­
amine their sources of water supply. It
may save them worry and loss of life.

SYDNEY’S DRY DOCK
New York, April 28—Ion Perdicaris, 

captured by the -bandit Raieuli,The North Sydney authorities have de­
cided, subject to the ratification of the 
ratepayers, to extend aesitance to Captain 
Farquhar’s proposed dry dock scheme at 
that port. As indicated by the wording 
of the resolution, much care was evidently 
■taken that the bonus would be properly 
earned before being paid. On the com­
pletion of the plant a bonus equal to one 
per cent, of $150,000 (this doubtless being 
the estimated cost of the dry dock) will 
be paid the company, and for a period of 
fifteen years thereafter a bonus of one 
per cent, on the amount of money paid 
out annually on the labor performed at the 
dry dock will be granted. In addition to 
the foregoing concessions there will be ex­
emption from taxes and free water for a 
period of twenty years. Free water and 
exemption, from taxes for a similar period 
will also be granted to a wrecking and sal­
vage plant located at North Sydney. The 
.bonus is by no means heavy ; $1,500 is to be 
paid on completion, and placing the annual 
l>ay roll at $10,000, a sum of $1,000 will be 
paid yearly for 15 yeans. One advantage 
to the town from an arrangement like this 
is that it will not have to borrow the 
money to be paid out. On the other hand 
the annual bonus together with free water 
and no taxes is an advantage which no 
company can afford to overlook. There is 
also a substantial federal subsidy of three 
per cent, on cost of construction offered 
for the establishment of a dry dock. If 
the company represented by Capt. Farqu- 
har is in earnest the enterprise should soon 
be assuming -practical shape.

Washington, May 3—At midnight to­
night Secretary of the Navy Morton open­
ed a telegraph switch on the grounds of 
the American railway appliance exhibition 
which started a time signal from the naval 
observatory on its way around the world.
The wires of the Western Union and Pos­
tal Telegraph and Cable Companies were 
used.

It was explained that owing to the war 
in the Far East it might not be possible 
to make the circuit of the earth tonight 
but in just seven seconds the signal com­
pleted its circuit.

D. L. Hutchinson, director of the St.
John observatory, a Western Union oper­
ator, a friend of the director's, and a 
representative of The Telegraph were in­
terested spectators in the instrument room 
of the observatory of the attempt to send 

electric current round the world.
The experiment was carried out on the 

initiative of the American Railway Asso­
ciation with the approval of the secretary 
of the United States navy in honor of the 
International Railway Congress which is 
to meet in Washington today, The occa­
sion was. regarded as of great importance 
by reason of the close affiliation between 
railroads and the telegraph and for the 
opportunity of checking 
time.

The last attempt to make the circuit of 
the glolie took place last New Year’s eve 
and was only partially successful. A 
her of interesting data were sent, however, 
from many of the principal observatories 
of the world. The following are some of 
the figures given in seconds, showing the 
time taken by the message from Washing­
ton to the points named: Toronto, O.OO;
Lick Observatory, 0.05; City of Mexico,
0.11; Manila, 0.37; Greenwich, 1.33; Syd­
ney (Aus.), 2.25; Wellington (N. Z.), 4.00;
Cordoba (Eng.), 7.7.

D. L. Hutchinson had made every prep­
aration for the interesting event last 
ing. The chronograph in his office was 
ready to record in ink the beats given 
every second by the ticker which was con­
nected with the Western Union’s direct 
line to Boston on one side and with North 
Sydney (C. B.) on the other.

Precisely at 12.55 St. John time 'the 
beats began and continued for five minutes.
During this interval every tick of the clock 
in Washington was transmitted over the 
wires except the 29th second of each min­
ute, the last five seconds of the 
minutes and finally the last ten seconds 
of the last minute.

A summary of the past winter’s logging 
operations in Maine indicates a total cut 
of about 700,000,000 feet, as follows, says 
the Bangor News:

Moosehead lake, 36,500,000 ; East branch 
and main river, 31,300,000; Dead river, 19,- 
500,000; total, 126,800,000.

Androscoggin river—Operations in both 
Maine and New Hampshire aggregate 250,-

second growth pine.

Ma chias river—About 15,500,000 feet.

This is about 50,000,000 to 75,000,000 
short of tbe maximum cut in recent years 
in Maine, but it is greatly in excess of 
estimates made last fall.

Edward Cole who was arraigned in the 
Municipal court last week on the charge 
of having murdered John Steeves, the 
Hillsboro (N.B.), man whose body was 
found in a pasture at Falmouth a week 
ago Sunday, was on Saturday taken over 
to the jail after having been in confine­
ment in a lodging room at the police 
station continuously since late Tuesday 
evening. Only his attorneys have seen 
him since his incarceration and one of 
them stated Saturday evening that Cole 
was cool and composed, manifesting no 
alarm as a result of his sudden predica­
ment. Mrs. Cole has left her home at 
380 Cumberland avenue and gone to her 
grandmother who lives on Spruce street.

Following the arrival of Mr. Wright, the 
uncle of the murdered man, David Steeves, 
the father, has readied town. Naturally 
he is very much depressed over the awful 
affair, but is holding up bravely. He 
states that he will never rest until this 
cruel slaying of his promising son is fer­
reted out to the furthermost and the 
guilty man run down, 
ing with his sister, Mrs. O’Brion, who lives 
in the western part of the city. Sfhe is 
the wife of John O’Brion who works with 
the Grossman brothers at the plant of the 
Berlin Mills Company.

David Steeves was well acquainted years 
ago with the Cross man family before they 
left Hillsboro (N.B.), ‘to come to Port­
land; and he has 'been spending consider­
able of his time ' with the Grossman 
brothers since his arrival. Saturday even­
ing he went out for a walk with the two 
brothers—Holiert Grossman and Sanford, 
who came here with “Jack” Steeves, re­
mained at the Crossman home at 318 Cum- 
‘berland avenue.

Certainly, one of the most important fea­
tures in 'this highly interesting case re­
volves around the point as to the daily 
whereabouts of Edward Cole during the 
last two or three weeks, 
only person who can furnish any definite 
information on this leading question ie 
the wife of Cole—and she has been request­
ed by her husband’s counsel to make no 
talk to outsiders. Saturday evening an at­
tempt was made to clear up this doubt. A 
call was made by a reporter at the home 
of Cole and the family who have been liv­
ing in the upper tenement of the Cole 
house were questioned along these lines.

A Tuberculosis Hatchery.
A leading physician of this city informs 

us that, at the present time, there are 
probably thirty case berculosis in the 
hovels on the throe upper streets, between 
Jacob and Sack ville streets, and that the 
district named is simply a breeding ground 
for the white, man’s plague. Successive 
dwellers have inherited the legacy of dis­
ease left behind on the floors and walls 
by those who have inhabited the rooms 
before them. It is impossible to make the 
sufferers themselves observe -the ordinary 
precautions suggested to thera^-such as 
those in regard to spitting, for example— 
and the ho.ribly insanitary condition of the 
dwellings makes- death almost a certainty 
to those attacked by the disease germs.

It would seem to be the place of the 
state to insist on precautions being taken, 
but the state as represented here does not 
take official notice of the germ. The result 
is -that family after family occupying the 
foul shacks on parts of Brunswick, Albe­
marle and Grafton streets, contract the 
disease and help to spread it. It would be 
of interest to read the names of some of 
the property owners on those streets; per­
haps we shall publish them some time.

Halifax will never be a city of the first 
class, no matter what efforts we put forth 
for its advancement commercially, while 
the sore spot constituted by the district 
mentioned is suffered! to exist in its midst.

Washington, April 28—Professor Klein, 
F. R. "S., has recently finished his investi­
gations regarding the relation of oysters 
to typhoid fever, and United States Con­
sul Halstead, at 'Birmingham, England, for­
wards to the department of commerce and 
labor the conclusions reached and made 
public by the Fishmongers’ Company. They 
are as follows:

Oysteis readily take into their interior 
the bacillus typhosus which has been in­
troduced into their shell or into the sur­
rounding sea water. Oysters clean at start­
ing rapidly clear themselves of the ingested 
typhoid bacilli if they are kept in clean 
waiter which is frequently -changed. Oys­
ters clean at starting clear themselves of 
the ingested bacilli to a less extent arid 
slower if .they are kept in a “dry” state, 
i. e., out of sea water. Oysters from a 
polluted locality c clear themselves of the 
ingested bacilli to a less extent and at a 
slower rate, even if kept in sea water,than 
oysters clean at starting. Oysters from 
a polluted locality retain itlie ingested ty­
phoid bacilli to a markedly larger extent it 
kept “dry,” i. e., outside of the water. The 
process of “clearing themselves” of the in­
gested typhoid bacilli cannot be owing to 
the oyster merely “passing out” these ba­
cilli, but must ibe due to a large extent to 
an inherent power of the oyster of directly 
devitalizing the microbe. Experiments with 
the “dry” oysters prove this, and it is also 
evident from the rapid rate at which this 
microbe disappears from tike oysters kept 
in clean water if compared with the very 
small number found at the same time in 
the surrounding sea water. Oysters which 
had been affected with typhoid bacilli and 
were then kept in a “dry” state until they 
had practically cleared themselves, When 
subjected to reinfection with the bacilli, 
appear to be less capable of dealing with 
them, even if kept in clean sea water,than 
reinfected oysters which have always been 
kept in the* water. This is explicable on 
the obvious supposition that oysters kept 
some days out of the water do not possess 
the same degree of activity and vitality 
in their tissues as those which have been 
kept under normal conditions. Oysters 
from a polluted locality, containing a large 
number of the bacillus coli, very rapidly 
clear themselves of this microbe, whether 
kept in or out of the water. This shows 
that bacillus coli is foreign to the oyster 
and is rapidly destroyed by it. When, 
therefore, it is present in the oyster, it 
must have been derived from the surround-

At the present time 
we have reached a point where we must 
take care not to go to extremes in length. 
There has been a great deal of talk about 
long pigs, and I think that some of us are 
inclined to go to extremes iu this direction. 
We want length with development between 
the extremities; but if you have extreme 
length you will also have weakness with it, 
and you will get a bare loin and back,which 
is an undesirable condition. He must be 
careful, therefore, to avoid that class of sire 
or dam.

There is one point in connection with 
breeding that I should like t mentilnnoewyp 
breeding that I should like to mention. Many 
people tell me that while the first litter of 
pigs they have from their sows is usually 
very successful, in the next litter they have 
only two or three pigs, and these are not 
very thrifty. This is brought about largely 
by the condition of the sow at the time of 
mating. If she is very much reduced in 
flesh and in a weak condition at the time of 
mating with the boar I believe that invar­
iably the pigs will come weak and un­
thrifty, and often in small litters.

The Dairy and Produce Review, of San 
Francisco, publishes the report of various 
state hospitals as to the cost of milk pro­
duction from their herds. The hospitals are 
required by law to keep an account of the 
feed cost of the milk from their several 
herds. The report here given is for the 
month of November last. We think our 
readers will agree that the cost is very low.

The (Produce Review very pertinently asks 
why it should cost nearly 17 cents a gallon 
to produce milk at the Stockton Hospital 
when others make it even for less than ten 
cents a gallon. . „ ,. . . , .

That is the value of letting daylight shine 
into these accounts. Very likely the dairy­
man of the Stockton Hospital imagines he is 
doing “as well as anybody," like very many 
farmers. Nothing but an actual cow census 
will show up thejse fearful differences.

Every creamery* and cheese factory in tne 
land ought to institute just such investiga­
tions as to the cost of milk with each patron, 
for the year, and furnish each with a report 
so he can see himself exactly as he is in 
comparison with other patrons. It would 
not cost more than $100 to take such a cen­
sus, but its effect In clearing away a lot of 
self-bumbuggery would be worth thousands 
of dollars every year.

The steers had been brought in from Medi­
cine Hat, and had cost, lauded at Neepawa, 
about $35 apiece.

Paralysis of Hogs.
Many farmers in the corn-growing and 

corn-feeding sections of the country have 
considerable trouble with young pigs get­
ting paralysis of the back and limbs. The 
cause is usually the overfeeding of young, 
growing pigs on a corn diet. 
the pigs too rapidly, with the result that the 
weak bones of a growing pig cannot support 
the rapidly put on flesh. The flrst symp­
toms noticed are that the pigs refuse their 
feed and walk rather stiffly, continuing to 
grow worse until they can barely raise 
themselves upon their front legs. The pigs 
die of starvation, as they cannot drag them­
selves to the trough. . ,

To prevent young pigs.getting sick, a very 
small amount of corn should be fed them 
while nursing their mother^. Then gradu­
ally increase the amount of corn. When 
weaned, feed ground feed of bran, shorts, 
corn, and a little bone-meal, mixed with 
sufficient milk to make a thin slop.

After young pigs are paralyzed it is best 
to take all corn away from them and see 
that they are placed at a trough of milk 
in which has been stirred bran and^the fol­
lowing tonic:

Wood charcoal................
Sulphur..............................
Sodium chloride ... .
Sodium bicarbonate...
Sodium hyposulphite .
Sodium sulphate. ...
Antimony sulphide (black antimony).... i

These ingredients should be completely 
pulverized and thoroughly mixed. 1 he dose 
of this mixture is a large tablespoonful for 
each 200 pounds weight of hog to be treated, 
and it should be given only once a day. 
When hogs are affected with these diseases 
they should not be fed on com alone, but 
they should have at least once a day a soft 
feed, made by mixing bran and middlings or 
middlings and corn meal, or ground oats 
and corn, or crushed wheat, with hot water, 
and then stirring into this the proper quan­
tity of the medicine. Hogs are fond of this 
mixture; it increases their appetite ana 
when thev once taste of food with which it 
has been mixed they will eat it, though 
nothing else would tempt them.

Animals that are very sick and that will 
not come to the feed should be drenched 
with the medicine shaken up with water. 
Great care should be exercised in drenching 
hogs or they will be suffocated. Do not turn 
the hog on its back to drench it. but pull 
the cheek away from the teeth so as to 
form a pouch, into which the medicine may 
be slowly poured. It will flow from the 
cheek into the mouth, and when the hog 
finds out what it is, it will stop squealing 
and swallow. ,

The medicine may also he used as a pre­
ventative of these diseases, and for this 
purpose should be put in the feed of the 
whole herd. Care should, of course, be 
taken to see that each animal receives its 
proper share. In cases where it has been 
given a fair trial it has apparently cured 
most of the animals which were sick, and 
has stopped the progress of the disease in 
the herds. It also appears to be an excel­
lent appetizer and stimulant of the processes 
of digestion and assimilation, and when 
given to unthrifty hogs it increases the ap­
petite, causes them to take on flesh and as­
sume a thrifty appearance.
Waste Through Ignorance.

“There are still extensive regions in the 
United States where barn manure is consid­
ered a farm nuisance. In a county in Ore­
gon the neighbor is welcome to haul away 
this manure, and that neighbor is likely to 
be a thrifty German with a large garden; 
in other Oregon counties the manure is 
burned. In a California county ithe manure 
is dumped into ravines; it goes to the creek 
in Oklahoma; It is hauled to a hole in the 
ground or put on one side of the field in 
Kansas; in South Dakota farmers burn it 
for fuel. In North (Dakota farmers haul 
barn manure to piles-and leave It there until 
it disappears: farmers in Missouri deposit 
it bv the roadside, and in Idaho scrapers are 
used, and It is often seen piled as high as

,t. John, N. B. The problem of making good butter in all 

parts of Canada seems difficult of solution. 
Farmers' butter or dairy butter, as it is 
known among the retail trade, has improved 
a great deal since the travelling dairies were 
sent through the country, but even yet much 
of it never reaches a better market than 
“cooking butter,” which means, of course, 
that it sells for considerably less per pound 
than standard table butter. Farmers have 
all the conditions under their personal con­
trol and as the making of good butter is a 
comparatively simple process, the wonder is 
that they do not manufacure a first-c-ass 
article, put it up in attractive packages and 
get the highest market prices. The troub.c 
seems to be that too many farmers wives 
make their butter by rule-of-thumb and 
do not apply the scientific knowledge, which 
may be had for the asking from any of the 
dairy schools.

Our Canadian creameries also have their 
difficulties. There is, however, some ex­
cuse for them as they cannot control the 
crude product—the milk and cream—and 
therefore are unable to make good butter out

Pounds.Breeding Boars and Sows.

The conditions governing the selection of 
animals for breeding purposes and for feed­
ing purposes are somewhat different, said 
J. E. Brethour before the Swine Breeders’ 
Association meeting. If I am interested in 
the production of animals for breeding 
poses I would, of course, make a . very care­
ful study of pedigree on both sides. If. on 
the other hand, I was interested merely in 
the production of feeding pigs, I would leave 
such things as pedigree to the breeder, be- 
cause time is too short for every feeder to 
go into the pedigree of his sires, for usually 
he uses a pure-bred sire and a grade sow 
in producing pigs for feedÿig.

In studying the pedigree of pure bred pigs 
with the view to selecting breeding animals,
I look for the strains that have produced 
animals with the characteristics I require. 
If I wish to use a sire upon a certain family 
I first want to know the characteristics of 
the family of the sire. The characteristics 
of length is especially prominent in some 
families; others are shorter; others have the 
style of head you wish to produce; others 
have not. In making my selection 1 would 
not take two extreme types, but I would take 
families that are carefully bred up to an 
even standard. 1 would be very careful in 
seeing that the ancestors were of a type 
desirable for the production of the kind of 
carcase the market requires. If I were pro- 
during animals for the bacon market I 
would have that in view, and I would use 
sires of that type.

In the first place, the character of an ani­
mal is impressed in the head or face devel­
opment. For instance, if the cheek is rough 
and flabby it is an indication of roughness 
and unevenness of the body. If an animal 
has a narrow head you will find that it is 
narrow on the back and rump. With an ex­
tremely long head you will invariably find 
a long, bare shank and a rib that is de­
ficient in flesh covering. Having seen the 
head, an expert will not require to see any 
other part of the body, but it takes a good 
deal of experience to enable one to judge 
an animal successfully from its head alone. 
One is also able to tell, in the same way, 
the class of feeder you would expect an ani­
mal to be. If it has a narrow head and a 
small, sunken eye you will at once conclude 
that you have a shy. slow feeder and a 
sluggish pig. A prominent eye is an indi­
cation of good vitality. A narrow head is 

indication of weak constitution and lack 
of vital force. .. ,

The jaw should be strong but smooth and 
clothed with good strong muscle. An ani­
mal with such a head is capable of masti­
cating its food well, it also has plenty of 
room for breathing, and will have good lung 
power. If the jaws are fairly wide at the 
back you will usually find that the heart 
girth is all right. A wide jew indicates vi-

The people of Denmark seem to know tne 
requirements of the British market and 
cater to the tastes of the British consumer 
with encouraging success.

plan has been adopted. The whole milk 
system is more conducive to making a fine 
quality of butter than the cream-gathering 
plan because the highly concentrated article 
is more subject to contamination and presup­
poses perfect cleanliness on the part of all

Union Men at Their Rate Now.

He is free to engage what foremen and 
men he wishes and there is nothing to in­
dicate that he will employ other than 
members of the Longshoremen’s Associa­
tion and he will pay the rate of wages 
fixed by the association, at least tempor­
arily. -Meanwhile, at the request of the 
shipping men, the president of the board 
of trade has called a meeting of the board 
to which are invited the shipping men, 
stevedores and officers of the Longshore­
men’s Association.

They 
also will present facts bearing upon the 
conditions in other ports, the rate of 
wages paid there, etc. There is expected 
to be a general discussion.
Hope Rate Will Be Lowered.

In speaking of the matter to a reporter 
yesterday, a shipping man said that it is 
hoped that between now and then, and 
after hearing presentation of the ship­
ping men’s case, the longshoremen will 
change their minds on the wages question 
and come down from the 40 cent rate.

The federation of the steamship men, 
he said, was hurriedly accomplished but 
if there were no change by the longshore­
men it would be given a more permanent 
character and there was the possibility of 
bringing in men from Montreal or else­
where, because the skipping interests were 
determined- not to pay the 40 cents.
