Sir George E. Car-
tier and Hon. Mr. Langevin, the political
leaders of the Catholic party in Quebes see
very clearly that the rights of the Catholics
of Quebec and Ontario to Separate Schools
isalso ** at stake’’ in the matter, if the
question be opened up and if it once be ad
mitted that the Confederation Act is not
forever binding in this particular.

The
clauses of the Act of Confedera ion had
been drawn up after the most matuare deli
beration, and with every rezard to the de-
licacy of the question. The address tended
to place the rights of the Catholics of the
Dominion in the hands of a Protestant ma
jority. Was that right ? Was that wise ?
I'be Protestants of Lower Canada bhad no
cause of complaint, and never would have
so long as the Catholic majority were ac
tuated by the present liberal sentiments ;
but if the motion was right with regard to
the Catholic minority of New Brunswick
the Protestant minority of Lower Canada
might come and say, ** Repeal the last
education law passed in Quebec.”” The
question of education rested entirely with
the Local Guvernment, and yet the hon.
member would imply that the Dominion
Government had power to deal with the
matter. The member for Laval should re
flect before assenting to such a proposition,
for if it were accepted all the dangers woul.
arise that were sought to be avoided at Con-
federation.

At this interesting moment, to the aston
ishment of all present, his face assumed a
new character, and his whole frame appear.
ed agitated by a new passion. It was not
tragic, it was evidently an endeavor to sup
press a laugh.

In a few seconds the old attendant nobles
appeared to be affected in the same manner,
and the beauteous Cordelia, who was lying
extended on a crimson couch, opening her
eyes to gee what occasioned the interrup
tion, leaped from her sofa, and with the
majesty of England, the gallant Albany.
and tough old Kent, ran laughing off the
stage.

The audience could not account for this
strapge termination of a tragedy in an)
other way than by supposing that the
dramatis persone were seized with a sud
den frenzy : but their risibility had a dif-
ferent source.

The Latest in the‘T)omain of Swind-
ling.

A NEW WRINKLE FROM OLD AUSTRIA.

A curious swindle which had contrived
to gain the sanction of the Government has
come to light in Austria. Several compa
nies have been organized at Miskolez to
provide endowments or outfits in the evgut
of marriage. The individual who origi-
nated and stands at the head of the most
dangerous of these organizations is a law
yer, who rejoices in the euphonious desig-
nation of Stephen Eordogh. On the 4th of
February last tho number of tho members
of this associatiott was about fourteen
thousand. The lowest sum insured each
member was five florins; and the whole
amount insured at that date was, thero-
fore, at least scven million florins. The
actual assets of the company, however,
amounted to only 336,000 florins. The
purpose with which almost all the mem
bers of the association joined was to get
married as soon as possible, and so realize
the sum insured on payment of the smallest
amount possible. Fhe éompany was organ-
ized in August, 1871, dnd 335 of its mem-
bers having married since that date, the
¢ >mpany has paid out 125,000 florins during
that period. It may be considered certain
that before the expiration of a year from
the organization of the company at least
half of its members will have married, and
upon the assamption that 500 floriny is the
smallest sum insured, as is the fact, the
whole amount which will become payable
within the year yill be at least three mil-
lion florins. W here is the company going
to get this money ? The expenses of man-
agement are in couformity with the rest of

the scheme. The President, Secretary,
Cashier, and Bookkeeper of the company,

under the by laws, were each to receive
five florins upon each marriage that oc-
curred for every thousand members bolong
ing tv the Association, that is, each were
to receive five florins while the number of
members were as many as one thousand
and less than two thousand, ten florins so
long a8 the number of members were as
wany as two thousand and less than thres
thousand, and so on. In the evént of the
occurrence of 3,000 marriages during the
present year, President Hordogh and bis
confederates would each teccive the snuj
little sum of 45,090 florins. The charfer
was probably granted by the government
to the company in ignorance-of its real
character.

The Labor Agitation.

THE GREAT noymzm OF WORKINGMEN.

There has seldom been known such a
wide-spread movement of dissatisfaction
among the workingmén of America as that
oow in progress; and, as if some subtle
coni.ection cXisted between the répresenta-
tives of these great forces the world over,
the peasantry of England and of Scotland,
and even the gcrvant-girls ol Great Britain
are at the same time agitating for reform
ia their conditidn. The Yocus of the
movement is in New York, where the par-
tial success of the carpenters has given
courage to othet trades to-unite in urging
their demands upon employers, until the
openingjweek finds the cabinet-makers, the
bricklayers, the plumbers, the carvers, the
upholsterers, varnishers and gilders, all
either ““ on a strike,”” or serioasly medi
tating such action. As a comsequence,
the industry of the metropolis is sadly ob-
structed, buildings in proces of construc-
tion are deserted by the workmen under
whoase busy bands they have been rapidly
rising, factories are silent, city iniproves
ments are abandoned ; and in the place of
productive labor there are uselegs procers
sions through the streets and excited meet
ings in public halls. Meantime the Mich-
igan miners have carried matters so far
and so violently that arrests are being
made by armed troops ; in Richmond the
trades are preparing for a demonstration
against the employers; and in our own
city the agitation is not witl out its effect.

It must be said, to the credit of the New
York strikers, that they have umiformly
refrained . from the violence which hax dis-
graced the action of the miners of Michi
gin, peaceful efforts being recomimended
from the first, and  suoh counsel bein
gdcepted and acted upon in apparent
fuith.

So long as it is
thought necessary to array labor against
capital and fight to its end a pitched battle,
in order to secure reforms in the condition
of workingmen, so long will the victory be
a barren one for either party. With their
present organization it is evident that'the
strikers in New York have their employers
temporarily in their power, but such a
condition of things cannot long exist under

our system of fiee labur,and the nextturn of

The Case of Small Pox.

The City has been startled by the an-
nouncement that a case of small pox has
been among us for several days,and that the
patient died yesterday. The man’s name
is Theodore Wilbur, a seaman, who came
to this city by the Buston steamer on Tuer=
day evening, from Matanzas via Portland.
He felt symptoms of illness on the boat,
and when be reached St. John went tostay
with his uncle, Mr. Oliver Bailey, on Duke
street, near the Madras School building.
Dr. Allison was called in, and, suspecting
small pox, ordered a lad who was in the
house to-be disinfected and sent away, and
the patient removed to an unoccupien
room, Mr. and Mrs. Bailey, showing
decided marks of vaccination, were allowed
to rcmain. After the removal to the room,
s1ys the Freeman’s uotice of the affair.—

The doctor awaited the developement of
the disease which in a few hours showed
itself to be small pox of the most virulent -
type—known to medicai men as the hemor-
rhagic small pozx. 1t differs from the dis-
ease as it is commonly seen, in this, that
no eraptions are visible, and that it invari-
ably proves fatal on the third day.- fo
difficult indeed is it to discover the disease,
in its first stages, that medical men are
very often led to confound it with some
other disease. Indeed we are told that
many of the medical authorities now in use
contain no mention of it at all, and that
until within a very few years it was un-
known in this part of the world. The
period of incubation lasts for about thirteen
days, which would bring the victim back
to about the time when he left Matanzas,
where there can be no doubt he contracted
the disease.

We are assuredly that there need be no
fear of the spread of the contagion. De-
eeased had not time to associate with any
person 1n the city after his arrival, and as
far as regards his companions on the
steamer, we are told that at the then stage
of the disease it was almost impossible that
itl could have been transmitted to any one
else.

The statements of all the morning papers
agree in declaring there is no ground for
alarm.
