indeed, we regret to say that our own sctive workers, members of the
Genoral Committee, have seemed to take loss interest in our devotional
gatherings than ever hofore. ' The usual routine of meetings have been
held.. ' Sunday afterrioon service in the Mission Churoh hag been kept up
vogularly | for nine months of the year ; during ' the ‘other. threq
b 4
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months the * Evangelical Alliance” held Gospel Services in tho Rink, and
your Committee thought it prudent, to discontinue our meeting.  The
Word has been faithfully expounded by both laymen and clergymen. The
attendance has been about as usual, and the attention given to the precious
truth apparently earnest, but the fruit has not appeared. We are still encour-
aged by the assurance that God's word will not return unto Him void, and
we doubt not many a heavy laden one has been comfor ted, many a heed-
less one warned, many a tempted one strengthened, and many a stranger.
has been made to feel at home by finding himself amongst Christian breth-
ven. Bro. J. S. Smith and his earnest band of teachers have been unre-
mitting in their labors among the children of the neighbourhood, and e
doubt many of the young who are witnesses and listeners to much that is
bad through the week, and would have but little opportunity of ever learn-
ing anything that is pure and true, ave, through the influence and teaching
of these devoted workbrs, learning those things which will benefit and
bless them in after life.

The female teachers have met at intervals for the purpose of making up
clothing and distributing i¢ pmong those children who would otherwise
have to regain at home in winter, while the Superintendent and male
teachers have béen holding Gospel meetings on Sunday evenings, and
meetings for the entertainment and instruction of the parents during the

week, thus gathering many of the latter together and gaining their sym-

pathies and confidence in the special work for the children. May God

abundantly bless these workers and give them great snccess in their
efforts. , N} . :

Prayer Meeting, open to the public, the Thursday Evening Prayer Meet-
ing, for young men only, and the Saturday Evening Bible Class, at which
the Sabbath School lesson of the following Sabbath has been studied dur-
ing the past year.

Though this amount is not very large, the fact of any deficiency at all
is one which the Cc i feel to be d ing of serious consideration,

and arising as it does mainly from the falling off of subseriptions and
donations, requires the earnest attontion of all the friends of the Association.

Your Committee are pleased to report a small increase from the use
of the rooms of the Association, also from proceeds of lectures and ofher
sources, which has aided our revenue a little, They would ask all mem-
bers to pay their subscriptions promptly ; and would also ask an  increaso
in amount from all who can afford it-—so as to prevent in future any oceasion
to report a deficiency as in the present instance. !

The nett amount received by the General Funds from building in 1876,
may be estimated at about $400, besides the amount received for use of
hall and other rooms—in all oyer 8600. :

The matter of unpaid subseriptions towards the building fund having
been referred by the General Committee to this Committee, during the
past year the Secretary has desoted a considerable amount of time in the
‘endeavour to collect them, and has succeeded in getting $500, which has
been paid to the Treasurer of the Building Fund ; of the remaining §2883
still unpaid, about $1,000 may be considered good.
