The Assassination---A Graphic
Deseription

Of the Scourging and Cruci-
fixion of Our Saviour.

The Terrible Crown of Thorns--
Sacramental Day Services.

BrookLyy, June 3.—The congregation

at the Tabernacle sang this morping :
1'd sing the precious blovd he spiit, "
My ratsom from the dreadful guili.

This is Sacramental day, and a large
number of persons joined the church,
making the communicant membership
4,194, But this isonly a part of the great
attendance that Sunday mornings and
evenings overflow the immense audience
room. The Rev. T. De Witt Talnrage,
D. D., took for his text the passage:
““Whosoever doth not bear his cross, and
come after me, cannot be my disciple.”
Luke xiv, 27. He preached the fol-
lowing sermon:

The cross was o gibbet on which erim-
inals were put to death. It w.s some-
times made in the shape of the letter T,

sometities in the shape of the letter X,
sometimes in the shape of the letter I—a
simple upright; sometimes two cross

pieces aguinst the perpendicular bar, so
that upon the lower cross piece the crim-
inal partially sat.  But whatever the
style of the cross, it was always disgrace-
ful and always agonizing,

When Darius conquered Babylon he
put 200 captives to death on the cross.
When Alexander conquered Tyre he put
2,000 captives to death on the cross. Se
it was just an ordinary mode of punish-
ment. But in all the forest of crosses on
the hillsand in the valleys of the earth
there is one cross that attracts more at-
tention than any other. It is not higher
than the others; it is not made out of
different wood; there is nothing peculiar
in the notch at which the two pieces are
joined; and, as to the scene, they wit-
nessed crucifixions every few weeks, so
that I see g reckless man walking about
the hill and kicking carelessly aside a
skull, and wondering who the villain was
that had so flat and misshapen a head;
and here is another skull, and there on
the hillsile is another skull. Indeed, the
Bible says it was *‘a place of skulls.”
But about the victim on one of these
crosses all ages are crying: ‘“Who is he?
Was he a man? Was he a God? 'Was he
man and God?”

Through the darkness of that gloomy
day, I come close up enough to that
cross to see what it is. It is Jesus. How
did he come there? Had he come up on
the top of the hill to look off upon the
beautiful landscape, or upon a brilliant
sunset? No. He came thereill and ex-
hausted. People sometimes wonder why
Christ expired so quickly on the cross, in
six or seven hours, while other victims
have been on the cross for forty-eight
hours before life was extinct. I will tell
you the reason. He was exhausted when
he came there. He had been scourged.
We are horrified at the cruelties of the
whipping post, but those cruelties were
mercy as compared with the scourging of

Jesus Christ.

I saw at Antwerp a picture made by
Rubens—Rubens’ picture of the scourg-
ing of Jesus Christ. It was the most
overmastering picture I ever looked at
or ever expect to see. As the long
frocked official opened the door that hid
the picture, there he was—Christ with
back bent and bared. The flagellator
stood with the upper teeth clinched over
the lower lip, as though to give violence
to the blows. There were the swollen
shoulders of Christ. There were the
black and blue ridges, denied even the
relief of bleedi There was the flesh

adhering to the whips as they were lifted.
There were the marks where the knots
in the whips gouged out the flesh, There
stood the persecutor with his foot on
the calf of the leg of the Saviour, bal-
ancing himself, Ol the furious and
hellish look on those faces, grinning ven-
geance against the Son of God.

Ohl how
cruel and how stubborn were the thorns.
And when that cap of thorns was put
upon Christ, and it was pressed down
upon him, not five wounds, but ten,
twenty, thirty—I cannot count them.

There were three or four absences that
made the scene worse, First, there was
the absence of water. The climate was
hot, the. fever, the inflammation, the
nervous prostration, the gangrene had
seized upon him, and he terribly wanted
water. His wounds were worse than
gunshot fractures, and yet no water. A
Turk in the Thirteenth century was cru-
cified on the banks of a river so that the
sight of the water might tantalize him.
And oh! how the thirst of Christ must
have tantalized as he thought of the Eu-
phrates and the Jordan and the Amazon
and all the fountains of earth and heaven
poured out of his own hand. They of-
fered him an intoxicating draught made
out of wine and myrrh, but he declined
it. He wanted to die sober. No water,

Then, my friends, there was the ab-
sence of light. Darkness always exas-
perates trouble. I never shall forget the
night in the summer of 1873, in the
steamer Greece, mid-Atlantic, every
moment expecting the steamer to go
down. All the lights in the cabin were
blown out. The captain came crawling
in on hands and knees, for he could not
stand upright, €o violently was the ves-
sel pitching, and he cried out: *‘Light
up, light up!” The steward said: “We
can'tlight up; the candles are gone and
the holders are gone.’" The captainsaid:
“I can't help that; light up.” The storm
was awful when the lights were burning,
worse when the lights went out.

Then there was the absence of faithful
nurses. When you are ill, it is pleasant
to have the head bathed and the hands
and feet rubbed. Look at the handsand
feet of Christ, look at the face of Christ,
There were women there who had cared
for the sick, but none of them might
come up near enough to help. There

was Christ's mother, but she might not
come up near enough to help. They said:
“Stand back, stand back; this is no
place for you.” The high priests and
the soldiers wanted it their own way;
they had it their own way.

The hours pass on and it is 12 o'clock
of the Saviour's suffering, and it is 1
o'clock, and it is 2 o'clock, and it is al-
most 8 o'clock. Take the last look at
that suffering face, wan and pinched,
the purple lips drawn back against the
teeth, the eyes red with weeping and
sunken as though grief had pushed them
back, blackness under the lower lid, the
whole body adroop and shivering with
the last ckill, the breath growing feebler
and feebler and feebler and feebler until
he gives one long, decp, last sigh. Heis
dead!

O! my soul, he isdead. Can you tell
why? Was hea fanatic dying for a prin-
ciple that did not amount to anything?
‘Was he a man infatuated? No; to save
your goul from sin, and mine, and make
eternal life possible, he died. There had
to be a substitute for sin,. Who shall it
be? ‘Let it be me,” said Christ; “let it
beme.” You understand the meaning
of that word substitution. You were
drafted for the last war; some one took
your place, marched your march, suf-
fered your wounds and died at Gettys-
burg. Christ comes to us while we are
fighting our battle with sin and death
and hell, and he is our subststute. He
marches our march, fights our battle,
suffers our wounds, and dies our death,
Bubstitution! Substitution!

How do you feel in regard to that scene
described in the text, and in the region
round about the text? Are your sympa-
thies aroused? or are you so dead sin,
and so abandoned by reason of your
transgressions that you can look upon all
that tearless and unmoved? No, no;
there are thousands of people here this
morning who can say in the depths of
their soul: *No, no, no; if Jesus en-
dured that, and all that for me, I ought
to love him. I must love him, I will
love him, I do love him, Here, Lord, I
give myself to thee; ’tis all that I
can do.”

But how are you going to test your
love, and test your earnestness? My text
gives a test. It says that while Christ
carried a cross for you, you must be will-
ing to carry a cross for Christ. *“Well,"”

An officer of a neighboring church told
me that he was in a store in New York—
just happened in—where there were
many clerks, and a gentleman came in
and said to a young man standing behind

is cross. You have not carried the cross
until it fetched the blood. der his
there was a pool of carnage that plashed
the horses’ fetlocks. You have friends
to sympathize with you in carrying the
cross. Christ trod the wine press of
God’s wrath alone, alone! The cross
that you and I ought to carry represents
only a few days or a few years of trial,
The cross that Christ carried for us had
compressed into it the agonies of eternity.

There has some one come here today
whom you have not observed. He did
not come through the front door; he did
not come down any of these aisles; yet
I know he is here. He is from the east,
the far east. He comes with blistered

foot and with broken heart and cheeks
red not with health, but with blood from
the temples. I take hold of his coat and
Isay: ‘It does not seem to fit thee,”
“‘No,” he says; *‘it is not mine; it is bor
rowed; it does not belong to me now.
For my vesture did they cast lots.” And
I say to him: “Thine eyes are red as
though from loss of sleep.” He says:
*Yes, the Bon of man had uot where to

lay his head.” And I touch the log on
his back and I say: *Why carriest thou
this?’’

New MaryLAND, June 1. Arbor day
waa duly observed in district No. 1, New
Maryland Friday, 25th. Some very nice
tlower beds were made and a great
variety of flowers planted therein, which
added very much to the appearance of
the school yard. Six fine trees were also
planted in honor of the following per-

devices of the most inhuman nature.

We are informed that after Bersus bad
murdered the Persian Prince Darius, he fell
into the hands of Alexander the Great, who
“caused two straight trees to be bent and
one of his (Bersus) legs to be made fast to
each; then suffering the trees to return to
their former posture, his body was torn as-
sunder by the violence of the recoil.
Plutarch records the follewing horrible fate
which was awarded Mithridates the mur-
derer of Cyrus. A wooden case was pro-
cured in which his body was confined in the
supine posture, but through which the head
and extremities projected and were exposed
to view. They gave him victuals daily
which, if refused, he was compelled to ac-
cept by pricking his eyes. Afterwaris
they made him drink a mixture of wilk and
honey, which they poured into his wouth,
and also smeared the same freely over bLis
face, leaving him exposed to the fierce rays
of the sun, the result of which was that bis
head was soon swarming with flies and in-
sects. From the accumulations within
the case were engendered immense numbers
of animal life which soon attack the body
and destroy the vitals, Thbe historian in-
forms us that with much difficulty Mithri-
dates found death after having been con-
sumed in this manner for seventeen days.

Upon good
authority very serious doubts may be enter-
tained regarding the occurrence of this al-
leged blush, inssmuch as the nerve centres
presiding over this act—refl f blushing,
are instantly robbed of their normal supply
of blood, thereby rendering this reflex or an

prove that inhuman or cruel methods of cap-
ital panishment bave in any way had the
effect of legsening the prevalence of acts of
high crime. Itis the assurance of certain
death that alone deters the would be mur-
derer, that stays the uplifted dagger of the
assassin, at the time, and the form of death
itself is purely a secondary and subordinate
consideration of trifling weight.

To this end the report recently made by
& commission appointed for the purpose
of recommending & more humane means of
ioflicting tbis penslty, appointed by the
legislature of the State of New York, has
brought the matter prominently before the
public mind. After having devoted overa
year to the consideration of the subject,
baving thoroughly investigated the various
means whick have been employed in the
past and from the observation of & series of
carefully conducted experiments on the
lower animals, they arrived at the conclu-
sion that a sufficiently powerful current of
electricity will juvariably suffice to bring
about instaut and paioless death. A cur-
rent ot electricity of a few amperes strength
is sufficiént to stun & man, snd we are in-
formed that Tyundal, the English scientist,
in one of his experiments, accidentally re-
ceived & heavy charge from an electrical ap-
paratus, and there ensued in bis system au

appreciable 1nterval in which ell the powers
of life appeared to be held in abeyance, and
during which he experienced no pain.

Let us enquire in what manner death |
from electricity can be painlessly eftected. |
Sensation travels aloog the nerves at the |
rate of about 110 feet per second. Electri- |
cal currents, in proportion to theirstrength,
travel at the rate of from 2,000 to 280.000
miles a s2cond, manifestly being capable of
attaining & greater degree of speed than
even the rapid flight of light itself. From
this it follows that & powerful current, sufli-
cient to insure fatal results, can be applied
to the human body, before sensibility could
make its circuit, and convey to the great
nerve centres along the nerves, the irritation
inflicted. The immediate effect of & current
of this great strength and quantity is to
absolutely paralyze the entire nervous
tract through which it passes. Thus &
shock of tbis character passed through the
system involving the nervous supply to the
beart, would instsutly paralyze that organ,
and loss of consciousness and desth imme-
diately follow. For this purpose the
electrlc light wires could be tapped of a
special line from the electric light plant
could be constructed it desirable. Tho
New York commission recommends o
chair with & metallic head and foot-rest, in
which the condemned man could be seated
in & half reclining position. One
wire could be connected to the con-
ducting head rest, which shall fit
closely to the upper and back
portion of the neck, aad the other to the
foot rest. The culprit (barefoot) with the
feet and neck previously moistened to in-
crease the conductive preperty of the in-
tegument, thus securely fixed in the chair,
the sheriff or other official at the execution
shall, at & certain sigoal of which the vic-
tim may not be cognizant by making pres-
sure on the butlon of an apparatus, com-
plete the circuit and continue the current
until life is pronounced extinct.

It has been urged
a3 an objection against the use of the guil-
lotine that the scene presented was a ter-
ribly bloody one, which is admitted, but
which seems amply compensated, for on the
score of instant death occasioned by it,
whereas in the case of hanging, which, while
free from that objectionable feature, it in
most ingtances furnishes one of & much mor
g d in the 1 d
agony which the culprit suffers. Unless, as
rarely occurs, the neck is broken or dislo-
cated, the victim is slowly strangled to
death, the horror of which only those who
have witnessed the like are able to appre-
ciate. We are painfally aware of the sad
bungling which often results, even where
the utmost care has been taken to insure
immediate death. Particularly objection-
able does hanging appear where the offen-
der is & womsn., There seems something
less horrible, if possible, in a woman ap-
hing a block, aud p ing her bared
neck to the axe of the executioner, than
falling & victim to the gallows considering
fally the spectacle which the latter often
Ppresents,

The custom also of permitting large num-
bers of people to be present to witness the
act, exercises & demoralizing effect on the
mass, and although the offence may be of s
most wanton and atrocious nature their dis-
position is frequently to martyrize the un-

wretch and declare

shock of the feelings. Let the anticipation
be that s judicial death will be ioflicted in
private, and in an iostantanecus way, and
the mode will be freed from fruitless appeals
for sympathy.” They recommend for obvi-
ous reasons that the newspapers be restric t-
cd from publishing an account of the de-
tails of an execution. They also propose
that the body be handed over to the doctors
for dissection, with the evident bhope of hav-
ing this consequence exercise an 1nfluence
ng criminal acts. This
latter proposition is in our opinion unwise
and uncalled for, and whatever degradation
and igoominy might possibly attend its
operations it will reflect more disgracefully
upon its originators than upon the unfortu-
nate victim.

They forther suggest an amendment of
the present eriminal laws go far as relates
to sentence of death as follows:—"The
death warrant shall be directed to the ageut
and warden of the state in the judicial dis-
trict where the couviction hus taken place,
commanding the warden or agent to do ex-
ceution of the gentence upon gome day with-
in the week thus eppoiuted. The defendant
shall be kept in svlitary covfincmen the
State prison, and only his counsel,physician,
a priest or minister, and tie members of his
family may see him. The time of the execu-
tion within the week appointed shall be left
to the discretion of the agent and warden
to whom the warrant is directed. No pre-
vious announcement of the day nor hour of
the execution shall be made, except to those
who are to be present.”

MORE SUDDEN DEATHS.
r—A Woman D: oPs
Dend.

Our North Lake correspondent writes : At
an early hour on Friday morning Noah
Hawkes was drowned in Eel River about
two miles above the North Lake mills near
the dam that crosses the river. Mr. Eliot
Murchie, with his crew of men, bad got their
drive through the lakes and was working
along the river. The unfortunate young
man was not one of the workmen, but had
been around the camps for a day or two
On the morning of the accident he told the
cook he was going out on & log. The cook
warned him against the danger, bat he ven-
tured out and was making his way down
the river on a log, when he lost bis balance
and fell into the water. He called for help,
but before the men could get to him he had
sunk to the bottom. He was about 18 years
of age, and led an aimlegs life, living around
from place to place wherever he could get
work that suited him.

On the same afternoon of the accident two
of the men working on the drive for Murchie
got upset out of a canoe, and both bad a
very narrow escape from drowning.

A Barn With all its Contents Con-
sumed--A Genuine Sensation,

The fire spook i3 again at large. This
time it 13 carrying on its work of devasta-
tion in & hitherto quiet home at Howland
Ridge near Millnlle. On Friday and Sat-
urday of last week it was currently repo-ted
about town that mysterious fires, similar to
the Wondstock fire mystery, had broken out
in the home of Duncan Good near Millville,
and was destroying his property and peace
and bappiness. The report, however, was
not credited at the time, but has been since
confirmed by eye-witnesses of the mystery.
The report is true enough—too true for Mr.
Good's likiog. Itis the talk of the whole
country round about and hundreds have
gone to visit the scene of desolation. Mr.
Estey, merchant at Millville, was among
those who visited Good's. place at the time
the fire spook was doing its work.

He states that while he was there and ex-
amining the different places where the fire
had broken out, an almanac hangiog from
a peg on the side of the wall

Suddenly Caunght Fire,
and in an instant thealmanac was enveloped
in flames. He stood aghast. He was in-
formed that that was the forty-seventh fire
that bad thus mysteriously occarred during
the 48 hours previous to his visit. Curtains,
bedclothing, cushions, carpets, books,
articles of clothing, had alike been visited
by the fire spook. The fires, however, oc-
curred only in the day time, and when they
were least expected. Not only were
The Mysterions Fires
confined to the house, but the barns and
outbuildings were also haunted by the
strange visitant, one of the barns being
totally consumed by the fire spook. Mr.
Pinder, of Nackawick, was also an eye-
witness of one of the unaccountable fires
and bas many remarkable stories to tell
about its work. During Wednesday of last
week the fire fiend proved the most destruc-
tive, fire breaking out in nearly every hour
of the day, first in the bouse then in the
barns or some of the outbuildings.

Our-Millville correspondent writes under
date of June lst:

At last we have a thorough sensation, all
all our own, which looks as if it might bave
the effect of giving usa world wide celebrity.
On Howland or Beckwith Ridge, some two
miles east of this village, live a family name
Good, who have for years been working and
living along the same as the rest of us poor
mortals, with nothing pointing to the great
celebrity they are now evjoying. This
sylvan quietness was broken suddenly last
Monday by the appearance of fire in their
dwelling, which was easily extinguished,
but

This forernnner was followed
on the fullowing day by the breaking out of
fires, very mysteriously, in different parts of
their dwelling, covsumiog clothing, bed-

peared to be of an infiammatory nature. This
continued all through Tuesday and Wednes-
day, until the family were compelled to re-
move from the dwelling.

OGue of the odd phases
of the affair is that the fire does not catch at
night, or while any one is looking for it.

On Thuraday, about 1 o’clock, their barn
caught and was consumed, with some farm-
ing implements and about six tons of hay.

Mr. Good, in describing the fire in the
barn to your correspondent, said it appeared
to flame up instantly, and in an inconceiv-
ably ghort time the flames burst from every
quarter. This fire resembles very much the
burning which caused so much excitement
in Woodstock about a year ago.

The inhabitants, for miles arcund, have
vigited the scene, and it is rather amusing to
listea to the different causes assigned for
this. It may well be styled mysterious fire,
witcheraft, wisitants from the world of
spirits, judgments for sins, &c. It appears
to have brought to the surface all the latent
superstition natural tothe natural man, The
most sensible reason, according to my miund,
aad I have minutely examined the premises,
igput forth by Mr. Earle, rallway agent here,
who claims it is caused by the escape of
natural gases only inflammable when com-
ing in contact with certain gases contained
in the atmosphere we breathe. Let the cause
be what it may, it is certainly to us mysteri-
ous,
