The Fat Stock Show.
The attendance of citizens and the
Interest manifested in the fat stock,
dairy and poultry show, which clos2s
this afternoon, have not been as great

as in certain smaller cities, The same
complaint was made when the show
was held in Toronto. There are sever=
el reasons for this. The occasion was
new to London, and the style of ed-
wertising that would be suitable to
wmaller places was not adequate to
tmpress the importance of the event
upon & city preoccupied with many
Interests just previous to the holi-
days. We venture to say if the show
Is brought here again, as it ought to
be next year, it will attract vastly
more attentton, It is of great import-
ence to Canada, and the section it
wisits 1s highly favored. What should
be done next year is to have a strong
Yocal committee appointed by the City
Council, to make all the arrangements,
and the show should be boomed
throughout the early fall, instead of
feaving everything to the last mo-
ment. If this is done we predict that
the fat stock show nwill be as large a
guccess, relatively, as tbe Western
¥air,

Buffalo Vs. Montreal.

The Buffalo Express sagely remarks
fhat the more the Canadians
mmong themselves over the
syndicate, the better it will suit Buf-
falo. The attack on the syndicate or-
fginates in this country from mere po-
litical spite, and shows 2 flagrant dis-
regard of national interests, If there
Is not enough public spirit in Montreal
ta defeat such narrow-mindedness,
then so much the worse for Montreal.

A monopoly is ab-
wolutely impossible, And yet the ene-
mies of the Conners syndicate have
the childishness to say that Mr. Con-
ners is an enemy in disguise, and has
B deep-laid scheme for seizing control
of the St. Lawrence route, and the
harbor of Monitreal, in order to keep
the grain «wrade for the city
of Buffalo, where he resides.
I'he best answer to this lunacy is to
be found in the Buffalo press, which is
daily denouncing Conmers as an en-
emy to Buffalo’s Interests, and crying
out that the syndicate’s operations will
be ruinous to the local shipping and
grain trade by diverting traffic to Mon-
treal. The fact of the matter is that
Conners, as a far-sighted and vigilant
eapitalist, sees that the St. Lawrence
route is bound to spring into great im-
portance at once, and he proposes, if
possible, to be first on the ground. His
willingness to spend seven or eight mil-
llons in this country as & starter is
pretty good proof of his confidence in
the future of the Canadian waterway
B8 & supreme factor in the transporta-
kion problem.

Meanwhile Buffalo sincerely hopes
Rhat Montreal will be foolish enough to
phut kthe door against Canadian enter-
prize.

Chairman McEvoy’s address of wel-
come was bright and hearty: They
were honored by the presence of a
distinguished company, he said. They
had with them the spiritual healer
without his sermon, the physical heal-
er without his drugs, and the political
healer without his boodle. (Laugh-
ter.) He eulogized the faculty and as-
sured them of the sympathy and love
o€ the students.

‘“The Queen” was duly honored.

The toast to “Our Dominion and
Provinee” was drunk with great en-
thusiasm. ;

8Sir John Carling responded with a
stirring speech. He predicted that be-
fore long the gallant soldiers of Great
Britain and Canada would establish
in South Africa, freedom, justice and
civilization.

Dr. McKay, of Ingersoll, replied to
the same toast, and appealed to the
patriotism of those assembled. Canada
was not simply a country of 6,000,000}
pecople, but a part and parcel of the
greatest empire the world ever saw.
The sending of a contingent to South
Africa had done much for the consoli-
datlon of the empire. Referring to
Canada’s advantages the speaker said
her alienists were the equal of those in
any country, but there was room for
Improvement in equipment in some of
the public institutions. For instance,
the London Asylum for Insane lacked
an infirmary. Those from whom the
state took their freedom should be
well cared for.

Col. Culver, United States consul,
made an eloquent and thoughtful re-
ply to the toast to “The United
States.” He urged the students %o
make the visions of youth a reality,
by laying the foundations of life deep
and solid. The cordial relations be-
tween the United States and Canada
gave him great pleasure. The possi-
bility of trouble between the two
countries had been referred to. It was
useless to think of such a thing. The
interests of both were dovetailed to-
gether too well. Embroilment would
mean the retarding of civilization.
Under President McKinley the United
States was enjoying a greater degree
of prosperity than ever hbefore, of
tha dual spectacle in the Philippines
and South Africa, Col. Culver sald
that when the smoke of battle passed
awayv 1t would be found that it had
been an advantage to the whole hu-
man race, and that the sacrifice was
not too great. The people of both
countries would then know what it
was to live under a just and liberal
and safe government.

Dr. Moorhouse, when called upon toc
respond for the faculty, was given an
ovation. His address was full of Kindly
and timely acdvice for the students. He
also dealt with the advantages-and
the great importance of the Western
University to the city. Tt tended to
elevate the standard of education In
T.ondon, to induce outsiders to take up
thelr residence here, and enabled many
to get university training who would
not otherwise be able to. The gradu-
ates now number nearly 200. It was
time to establish an alumni asdocia-
tion. Of the influence of a medical
school, the deza said that perforce it
must raise the standard of medicine in
the community.

Dr. Meek’'s name was also coupled
with the toast. He said the medieal
department af the Western University

the city. 'A police force was necessary
for the protection of life and property
of citizens. The officers were appoint-
ed by commissioners consisting of the |
county judge, the mayor and the police
magistrate. It was reasonable to sup-f
pose, considering the responsible posi- |
tions held by these commissioners, that
they mwould select good, honest and
capable men to become members of the
force. His honor enlarged upon the
arduous duties and the responsibility ;
of the policemen. It was very unfair, |
to say that their word,
given under oath, could not be relied
on. It had been said against the police
that on the day of the riots no at-
tempt had been made to arrest any of
the stone-throwers, and ‘that if such
attempt'had been made the disturbance
would have been quelled. The police-

doing wha't they did. It had been shown
on the evidence for the defense what
was the size and character of the
crowd. For a handful of policemen
to have attempted to arrest a stone-
thrower in ‘the face of that crowd
would not have been prudent. They
were but half a dozen arrayed against
thousands. It was admitted by the
defense there was a riot. The question
was, Did 'the defendant participate in
1t? What excuse had he for being
there. He left his work ®t noon and
went to East London, remaining there
all day without his dinner or supper.

He had said he went with the 1nten-l

tlon of seeing his brother, but he did
not go 'to his brother’s ‘place.

The judge went on to deal exhaust-
ively 'with the evidence as to stone-
throwing. On the one side were the
statements of Potter, Fitzsimons, Egel-
‘ton, Black and Robinson. It
the Jury believed their state-
ments, then the defendant was
guilty. Opposed to their evidence were
the statements of the witnesses for the
defense. Some of these witnesses said
that for three hours they never took
their eyes off the defendant? <Could
such evidence be ‘believed?.

Much had been said about this being
a strife between union and non-union
men.
