In a detailed discussion 
of the subject, he attacked the entire 
field of foreign tissue grafting, in­
sisting that the grafting of skin or 
organs from other animals, or even 
from other men did not yield satis­
factory or permanent results.

"With the record of -11 these fail- 
ures." he said, "a surgeon should not 
waste time or energy with organ 
grafts taken from another individu 
when the results will most certainly 
be nil. Between animals of the same 
species, even, there are unknown bio­
logical differences that prevent the 
survival of the transplanted arteries. 
Rejuvenating human beings by the 
grafting of monkey glands is simply 
mythology."

Officals of the local organization 
of Home Bank depositors find in 
Judge McKeown’s report, tabled in 
the House of Commons yesterday af- 
ternoon, what they consider very sub- 
stantial support of their claim that 
the depositors should he reimbursed 
to the extent of the eight and a half 
million dollars deposited after 1916.

Judge McKeowns report is on 
findings of the royal commission ap- 
pointed by the Dominion government 
to investigate the failure. of the 
Home Bank.

Louis Dambra, president of the 
local organization declared this 
morning that he was sufficiently en­
couraged to predict for the deposi- 
tors a reimbursement of most of their 
money. 25 per cent of which they 
have already obtained

Mr Dambra conferred at noon with 
the secretary of the association, and 
lit has been arranged to call a meet- 
ing of the depositors next week. H. 
H. Higginbottom was reached by 
long distance telephone, and asked 
to address the meeting Mr. Higgin- 
Ibottom has been connected for some 
time with the national executive of 
the Depositors’ Association, and came 
east from Calgary at the commence- 
ment of May to work in the interest 
of the depositors at Ottawa. He is 
expected to bring first-hand informa­
tion concerning the report, and will 
also be in a position to make a 
prediction on future prospects

There is no doubt that local offi- 
cials consider this report the most 
encouraging sign vet offered that 
they will recover losses sustained in 
the bank failure. They highly com­
mend the promptness and despatch 
of the royal commission appointed.

Plans recently drawn up for the 
new Church of Christ, Disciples, 
would indicate the erection of a 
building of handsome appearance and 
exceptionally fine accommodation.

Secretary Cramp has declared that 
almost every large union has been af­
flicted by rebellions, such as that 
now in the railwaymen’s union, and 
this was exemplified in the recent 
Southampton dock strike in connec­
tion with which there was promiscu­
ous warfare between the workers and 
employers waged despite the fact that 
the unions concerned desired to re­
main at peace. In this instance, how­
ever, certain unions acted promptly, 
and two of them went to the length 
of expelling the recalcitrant members.

Similar expulsions took place over 
the boilermakers' dispute, a short time 
ago.

"The effort of many obese people." 
said Dr. McLester. "to avoid all 
starchy foods and to eschew all 
sweets is without reason. Carbohy­
drates are the :°f source of energy 
for the maintenance of body tem­
perature and, in overwhelming mea­
sure. for the production of work Not 
only are simple sweets, when credited 
with their proper caloric value, of 
no harm, but when taken at the 
proper time they will permit the 
patient to rest. satisfied with a 
smaller quantity of food. If we 
would hold the patient down to a 
minimal intake and at the same time 
satisfy him, we should always add to 
the heavy meal a little dessert."

"Enough food to satisfy" was the 
slogan, with emphasis on food that 
tends to stick to the ribs longest. "It 
is not necessary to resort to freak 
diets," said Dr. McLester. “in order 
to accomplish a. reduction in weight." 
He urged finally a warning against 
too rapid a reduction, considering 
three to six pounds a month, con­
tinued sufficiently long, as a satis­
factory speed. In the same section, 
special attention was given by the 
physicians to the use of water in the 
treatment of various diseases in the 
forms of baths and packs.

(a) There had been no reduction in 

the amounts due to the bank from their 
heaviest debtors, but on the contrary, 
further capitalization of Interest had 
taken place.

(c) The dividends paid in the mean­
time, amounting to over $190,000, had 
been paid out of money belonging to 
depositors.

(d) A further loss of assets had been 
sustained, but the auditors were unable 
to state with any certainty as to the 
amount of such loss

2. The only steps that the government 
could have taken to save the situation 
would have been to make thorough in- 
vestigation into the bank’s affairs, 
which would have resulted:

Judge Judd sentenced George Trach| 
to a term of seven years in the Ports-! 
mouth Penitentiary on a charge of' 
assisting in the holdup of the 
Standard White Lime Company at1 
Beachville on December 3 last, when 
$3,400 was secured. Trach wept 
bitterly.

The accused, when placed in the 
witness-box. said that he lived in 
St. Catharines and was not in 
Beachville or Woodstock on the day 
in question. Regarding the robbery 
he staunchly denied having been 
implicated. Roy Martin, an employee 
of the New Central Garage, this 
city, swore that Trach purchased 
oil and gasoline from him a short 
time previous to the holdup. Miss 
Frances Lazenby and Thomas Moyer, 
who were in the office at the time of 
the holdup, said that a few minutes 
after they had made up the payroll, 
two men. with pistols in their hands, 
entered the office. The shorter of the 
two. whom both- identified as the 
prisoner, took $200 from the safe and 
the payroll, amounting to $3,200, from 
a tray on the table. The taller man 
stood guard in the doorway.

Arthur Guzel, the crown star wit­
ness. who was arrested in Windsor 
several weeks ago for having failed 
to appear at the preliminary hearing, 
told about Trach asking for the use of 
his car that he may rob a lime com­
pany. Guzel requested permission to 
leave the courtroom, and then bolted 
for one of the front doors.

Greater Than a Gerrymander.
The London Free Press can see only one 

thing in any attempt at redistribution, and that 
is a political gerrymander that will enable the 
King government to remain in power by slicing 
and cutting ridings. It ignores the fact that 
there are representatives of three political 
parties at Ottawa on the redistribution com­
mittee, and that they have been in session for 
months trying to work out a system that will 
be fair to all concerned.

The Free Press quotes J. P. Moore as saying 
that the proposal to equalize the ridings of 
London and East Middlesex "is simply a crime." 
He continues that the people will be so incensed 
that both ridings will return Conservatives. 
From his point of view, then, there does not 
appear to he much to worry about.

Apart from the angle of political bias, has 
Mr. Moore any suggestion to make about equal­
izing the riding of East Middlesex, which, with 
a population of 27,994 by the 1921 census, has a 
member, while London, with 53,838 at the same 
census, has also one member?

A political gerrymander is the last thing 
anyone desires, nor should the word be used 
until the report of the committee has been pre­
sented. and it has become apparent that some 
such thing has been attempted.

Securing a fair redistribution of Ontario 
seats is in itself a serious problem. It is more 
serious in several ways than any political con­
sideration can be. because by our present system 
of giving representation we work on the basis 
of population, which gives increased voice and 
power to the larger centers of population, and 
takes it away from the rural ridings and the 
smaller municipalities.

A proper conception of this problem makes 
the use of the word gerrymander and the per­
sistent striving for political advantage fall 
clumsily into the background where they rightly 
belong.

The drift of population in Ontario in recent 
years has been away from the farms, away from 
the villages and away from many of the towns. 
It is not a desirable state of affairs from many 
angles. It is producing many of the unemploy­
ment problems that the cities have to face. It 
is making it harder for the farms to compete in 
the matter of securing labor.
of this movement. They know that the buying

The cities themselves are feeling the effect 
power of the districts around them is not as 
great as it was. and cities are no better off than 
the district which they serve. There are limits 
to the power of any center of population to take 
in people and sustain them, and cities now are 
holding too many people who are not performing 
any necessary service. They have managed to 
attach themselves in some capacity to the lino 
between producer and consumer, and there they 
stay. In too many cases they simply make the 
producer get less and the consumer pay more.

When redistribution comes on a basis of 
population only, the seal of official approval is 
given to this movement from the land toward 
the cities. It makes the rural communities less 
powerful in the places where our laws are made 
and where the policies of the country are decided 
upon. It makes the people who have a real 
problem, out in these depopulated areas, less 
able to voice their case and secure the redress 
they are entitled to and which they must have 
if we are to secure a well-balanced scale of 
advantage between city and country.

Retain Leadership on the

Toronto, June 12. J. W. Mitchell’s 

presidential address featured the open­
ing session of the Bond Dealers’ As- 
sociation here today. In the year ended 
March 31, he said, they had participated 
in the distribution of $507,917,000 bonds, 
largest of any post-war year. This 
was a matter of pride, but the fact that 
$349,000,000 were federal, provincial and 
municipal bonds and non-productive, so 
far as creating national wealth is con­
cerned, was to be regretted.

"Small wonder, therefore, that in a 
year of generally unsatisfactory business 
there is a universal demand for re­
trenchment in all governing bodies, it 
is the general conviction that, the de­
flation of the expenses - of government 
has not kept pare with the deflation 
of ordinary business activities," he 
said. "The action taken in the United 
States toward tax reduction makes 
similar action here necessary. Tax re­
form is even more in demand than tax 
reduction.”

Effective service has been rendered 
in the various provinces by the bond 
dealers along the line of "blue sky" 
protection, but the lack of uniformity 
in the provincial laws was the cause 
of considerable trouble to bond dealers, 
and Mr. Mitchell suggested that they 
should compile a standard blue sky law 
and submit it to the provinces.

Women's Side.
The case on behalf of the farm 

woman was very ably presented by 
Mrs. M. H. Switzer, who declared 
that there is unfair discrimination 
against the farmer in that his prod- 
ucts are watched more closely, by the 
law, than are those of the manufac- 
turer.
"If the farmer dilutes his milk or 

his maple syrup he is fined, yet a 
manufacturer of woolen goods could 
put 40 per cent cotton in his goods 
and sell it for pure wool, and a shoe 
manufacturer could put brown paper 
into boots and sell them for leather 
ones," she declared.

"The lot of the farm woman is a 
hard one," she added, pointing out 
that in addition to doing all the or- 
dinary house work of the city woman, 
and looking after her chickens and 
other odd chores she often goes into 
the fields to help.

She said that a short time ago un- 
cooked pork was sold by a. St. Marys 
butcher for 65 cents per pound, while 
pigs at the same time brought the 
farmer 71/2 cents per pound. Mrs. 
Switzer thought that such a differ- 
ence between the two prices was ob- 
viously unfair.

Mrs. Switzer was warmly applaud- 
ed when she declared with ve- 
hemence her feeling that those re- 
sponsible for the failure of the Home 
Bank of Canada ought to be severely 
punished.

Egg Grading.
