This grand old vine is growing '
the Cumberland Lodge portion of
the royal gardens at Windsor, and is’
known as the Cumberland Lodge
vine. It is one of the descendants of’
the famous vine at Hampton Court,
which was planted 189 years dgo,
and it has outdistanced ita venerable
parent in dimensions, in vigor and in,
productiveness.

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The Solomion Islands lie East of
New: Guinea. The two northerm is-
lands belong to Germany and the
others to Great Britain.

Neither coun.ry has done anything
to develop them. The interior of the
islands is alwost unknown,
reason is that the npatives are ex-
tremely hbostile and exrioring par-
ties have never dared to venture far
from the coast.

Traders take lives in their hands
and live on the shores of a few is-
lands, but rarelv venture out of sight
of the sea. As shiys approach Bou-
the largest isiaund, they
see many miless away the great
‘Kroaprinz Range, extending through
the centre aand rising to 8,000 feet;
but though mariners have seen these
mountains for centuries no white
man has ever visited the range, be-
cause the region between it and the
sea is densely peopled by the most
warl ke of savages.

Carl Ribbe, ' a German naturalist,
has had the cvurage to spend two
years at trading stations along the
coasts, He hus just written a book
that bristles with information about
these islands and their iahabitants.
sketches the land, the rpeople, and
the vegetable and animal  life, and
his book, “Two Years Among the
Capnibals of the Solomon Islands,” is
especially timely because @0 little
has been written about this archi-
relago.

ALWAYS LIABLE TO ATTACK,

Ribbe says that there 18 no more
dangerous trade in the world than
that with the,  Solomon islanders.
The traders art hable ro be attack-
ed at any time, ‘Loaded revolvers
are always in their beits,

If the trade were not extremely
crofitable white men could not be
induced to live there, 'The natives
gather large quantities of cocoa~
nuts, and are anxzious to sell them,
though their  commercial. instinot
does not kee: lhemi from killing the
white trader if they oatch him off
his guard.

They sell their commodities for a
song in com arison with prices ask-
ed hy other Pacific natives who
know the whites better. The trad-
er in the Solomons buys 100 cocoa-
nuts for a iece of cloth worth
about 15 cents.

The natives are at the same ri-
diculous disadvantage-in éxchang-
ing other comwmuoditics and so the
traders continue Dbusiness relations
that are so profitablz to them. They
dry the meat uf the cocoanut un-
der the trogical sun, turping it into
cosra, which vesse's take away to
Europe, where the oil is expresskd
for soap making and other purposes.
