An Act to authorize the construction of a Ship Canal to
connect Lake Superior with Lake Huron.

‘VHEREAS the improvement and advancement of the Province Preamble.
V¥V generally will be greatly benefited by the construction of a Ship

Canal, whereby shipping from the Lower Lakes may pass into Lake Su-

perior ; Be it therefore enacted, &ec., '

5 That when any nuinber of persons not less than twenty shall have sub-
scribed a sufficient amount of Stock or sums of money as shall amount
to a sum of money adequate in their judgment for the construction of the
said work, and shall have executed an instrument aceording to the form Manuer of
in the Schedule in this Act contained, and shall have registered the forming the
10 said instrument in the office of the registrar of the County of York, who Compasy.
is hereby required to receive and Register the same, and when it shall
be shown to His Excellency, the Governor. General of this Province,. or
the person administering the Government of the same, that an amount
equal to ten per cent upon one-fourth of the Capital Stock so subscribed
15 for has been paid in to the - Treasurer of such intended. Company,.. it
shall and may be lawful for His Excellency the Governor General of this

works, or which may hinder, prevent or obstruet the making, completing,
using or maintaining the same, and also io make, build, erect and set
up, wharves, quays, landing places, and all other works, ways, roads
and conveniences as the said Company shall think requisite, also from
time to.time to widen or enlarge the same, as well for the carrying or 20
conveying goods, commodities, timber or other things to and from the said
Canal, as for the carrying or conveying of all manner of raterials neces-
sary for the making, crecting, furnishing, altering, repairing, extending
levelling or enlarging the works of or belonging to the said Canal; Pro-
vided always, that nothing hereinbefore contained shall extend or be 25
construed to extend tocompel the owner or owners of any. Jands or rights

to lands, timber, stones, earth or other matter or thing to sell, convey or
otherwise depart with the same to the said Company, without a reason-
able compensation therefor, and in case of any disagreement between,
the Company and the owner or owners, occupier or occupiers of such 30
lands or things as aforesaid, it shall and may be lawful for the Directors

of the said Company to nominate and appoint an indifferent person, who
together with one other person nominated and appointed by the party or
parties so disagreeing, shall elect a third, which three shall be the arbi-

And be it enacted, That so soon as said Company shall, by 49
Proclamation, be declared to be a corporate body in accordance with this
Act, itshall and may be lawful for any two or more of the holders of stock
as subscribed for to call a General Meeting of the Subscribers, of which
due notice of not less than fifteen days shall be given in the Official
Gazette, of the time and place of such meeting, and it shall and may be 45
lawful for the holders of Shares in said Company to proceed to the
election of seven Dircctors for the said Company, and such election shall
then and there be made in the manner as herecinafter prescribed ;.and
said Directors so elected as aforesaid shall hold their office until the first
Monday in Jutie following, unless a vacancy or vacancies in such Board 59
