KEROsENE O11..—Many of the fatal accidents
that occur throagh the agency-of this descri
tion of oil are cansed by the scandalous J
mixture of naptha with the fluid. Pure
kerosene is in itself harmless, unless under
improper usage. There is a law against render-
ing it perilous, which provides that none shall
beé sold for illuminating purposes, that gim
at a lower degree of temperature than 100° of
Fahrenheit. But the law is disregarded, and
kerosene is tly adulterated by the more
volatile and dir::eroun naptha, which is almost
excluded from private houses in consequence of
its treacherous character. If, therefore, pure
kerosene be burnt, no danger need be appre-
hended ; but if the spurious article be used,
instead of that so_well qualified for the lamp,
it is almost impossible to jct in what
manner it may reveal itself. We should,
therefore, recommend all burners of kerosene
to purchase that oil with discrimination. —/n-
surance Journal.

THE LATE FINANCIAL CRISIS.
A gratifying quietness of tone pervades
the answer of the Bankers to the inquiries
of the Senate committee respecting the mone-
tary derangement in October, 1867. These
answers include the opinions of, the lead-
'ing Bankers on the important question of
the curréncy, 4 subject with which they
are of course supposed to be peculiarly
familiar. 1f the labors of the cormittee
Lave no farther practical result than evolv-
ing the views now placed upon record they
have done the state some service by drmwing
attention to the unsatisfactory state of the
currency, and the need of a speedy and
thorough alteration in the present laws.

The Province of Ontatio was on the eve
of a crisis at the period referred to. The
Bankers seem to be all agreed upon that
point, and the majority of them are also of

one mind as to the cauges of that state of
things . The only imporfant variation in the
views expressed is in the answers given by
Mr. Paton, Genersl Manager of the Bank: of
Pritish North America, \nnol from the high
position opcupied by thie Bank which that
gentlemar represents, as well as from the
authority which attaches to his long expei-

ience, it becomes necessary to ascertain

whether or not his opinions really do differ
from the éthers on any material points.

$n reading the évidence, we gre struck by
the difference between Mr. Paton and the
sthers as to the causes of the derangement.
Mr. Paton says the caudes were the failure
of the Commercial Bank  with the ¢oncomi-

cant results of such m disaster on the

customers of that institution, and he adds
that-

“ These causes were aggravated by the
failure of seéveral commercial firms, by tife
fall in the price of breadstuffs in England,
anrd more especially by the temporary excite
ment produced hy the suspension of the
Commercial Bank, resulting in a run on
some of the banks i Ontario, whose liabili
ties were disproportioned to their available
resources, and who, in self-defence, and as
a measure of precaution; re juired to curtail
their dis-ounts and increase their assets,
The excitement was allayed by the banks
meeting the run upon them, and also by the
action of the Government in publicly an-
nouncing that the notes of all tlhe banks in
the Province, with the exception of those of
the Bank of Upper Canada and the Commer-
cial Bank, would bé received in payment of
duties.”

nnous, answer. It is to be remembered that
the question refers specially to the period
embraced within the dates from the 15th of
October to the middle of November, 1867.
Will Mr. Paton gives the names of the
several commercial firms whose failure during
that month had an appreciable effect on the
state of public feeling respecting the banks!
So far as bur memory serves us, there were -
only one or two failures in Hamilton, and
these certainly did not lead any persons in
Ontario to doubt the solvency of their pub-
lic institutions. Did the price of breadstufls
fall so very materially during that thitty
days in England as Mr. Paton would have
us believe, or was it not merely in Oanada
that the great fall took place? 'Were the
liabilities of the Western banks dispropor-
tioned to their available resources, consider-
ing the state of trade and the prospects of
the country? We think not. A reference
to any of the published statements will shew
that the banks held perfectly sufficient re-
gerves, and it will be seen that Mz. Paton
himself admits that the excitement caused
by the fallure of the Commercial Bank was
allayed by the other banks meeting the run
opon them. Will Mr. Paton then explain
why action by the Government became neces-
sary at all? The inference which. e would
have us draw would of course be, that it was
solely in consequence of the causes he him-
self enumerates ; but when we ponder the
answers given by every other banker of at-
therity, we are driven to the conelusion that
Mr. Paton but trifles with the facts sad
tampers with that straightforward homesty
of expression which alone can give his atgu-
ment due weight. All attribute the disturb-
ance in financial affaifs to the failure of the
Commercial Bank, but those who have added
anything to this primary cause, almost unani-
mously express other opinions than these
recorded by Mr. Paton, as to the manner in
which the natural effects of that failure were
intensified by other causes.

“Its effects were greatly aggtavated by
the injudicious instructions issued by the

Bank of Montreal to its Manager and Agents
throughout the country.”

Here then we. have the joint opinions of
20 less than six gentlemen, all conversant
with the true state of the case, most of them
pesiding in Ontario, each thoroughly inde-
pendent of the other, and the opinions they
have formed confirmed by various expres-
sions nsed by all the others, except Mr.
Paton; and all agreeing that the financial
derangement, although originating with the
failure of the Commercial, would have been
tided over but for the anomalons position
held by the Bank of Montreal The interest
of that bank did not lie in the maintedgnce
of the general credit at all hazards, and its
policy seemed to indicate & full knowledge
of the powers it wielded and a determination
to use its position unsparingly. The only
material exception to this view, as‘we have
mid, is on the part of Mr. Paton, but evem
his dissent is rather an inference than a posi-
tive statement. It is hard to suppose that
he, having weighed the whole question and
stated so minutely the causes which aggra-
vated that crisis, should unintentionally omit
that which all the others agree to have been
the chiel aggravation of the prevailing dis-
tress. It is harder still to believe that Mr.
Paton should have blinded himself to the
influence which the fear of the Bank of Mon-
treal exercised over tlie other banks, as well
a4 over the public mind, when that influence
Was 50 patent to all the others. '

The contrast between Mr. Paton's feplies
and those of the other bankers is remarkable
throughout. Let ws examine whether the
conclusions generally expressed that the
Provincial Note Act of 1866 has been a bane
and not a boon, is or is not corrrect. And
inasmuch as Mr. Paton has taken one view
and the other bankers another, we shall first
r« his statement, and then treat all

others, for the sake of perspicuity, as a
whle. 1!
There is one jmportant point to be con,
sidered, and it is this. What proportion
of specie was considered sufficient to be held
Sguinst circulation and deposits in
years, and what amount is considered neces-
®ary now?! The importance of this question

is palpable at a glance when we consider
that on the reply hinges the great consider-
ation, whether the banks in Ontaric were
imprudently weak in their specie reserves
considering the general state of trade at the
period under consideration. Mr. Paton had
already said :—*“ The effects upon
the banks of Ontario have salutary.
Larger reserves are now deemed necessary,”
implying, of course, that formerly the banks
held insufficient reserves. When asked to
explain what was considered a sufficient re-
serve, he says : —

““Not less than one third of immediate
liabilities ought to be held in specie and

tender notes. Thhhcm‘;p:tﬁon
current deposit sccounts by the Bank of
British North America, in addition to a
large reserve in New York, available at any
time when required.”

Mention is here specially made of circu-
lation and current deposit accounts, leaving
it to be inferred that that other liability to
the public, technically called *‘deposit re-
ceipts,” comes under the same rule of one
third. No inference could, by any possi-
bility, be wider of the mark, or more un-
warrantable. It is true that legally a bank
can demand a week or ten days notice before
it can be required |to repay these interest
bearing deposits. Practivally, however, a
hukdanmdm, such notice during the
time of panic would increase the chances of
a continued run.! Yet the Bank of British
North America has no less than $2,250,000
in this shape, which Mr. Paton declines to
look upon as & demand liability.
