Fire—First Time

English Coast Was Ever Bombarded—Admiralty Says That the
Situation is Developing—Uncertain at Noon as to What the Out-
come Would be—Life and Death Struggle is Now Being Fought.

[By - Special Wire to the Courier]

LONDON, Dec. 16, 11.52 a.m.—
A German fleet made a sudden dash
into the North Sea to-day shelled
Scarborough and Hartlepool, English
coast towns on the North Sea to-day,
and engaged certain units of
British fleet.

Four German cruisers appeared otf
Scarborough at an early hour and be-
gan to bombard the town. It is ap-
parent that they had no difficulty in

dropping shells into the city. Panic|

seized the people and many of them
fled from their homes.

The residents of Hartlepool were
aroused from their sleep by the
sound of heavy gun firing.  They

flocked to the streets and thence
made their way to the beach to learn
what was going on. In a few mo-

ments shells from German cruisers |

began dropping into Hartlepool.
whereupon the crowd along the shore
broke for shelter. Panic also showed
itself at this point. Fear took pos-
session of the people and many of
them abandoned their homes and fled
inland . :

The news of this naval raid was
announced at 11.30 o’clock this morn-
ing and it threw London into the
greatest state of excitement that has

the |

prevailed cince the outbreak of the
war.

The preliminary announcement of
the Admiralty made no mention of the
damage to Scarborough, which is a
{ fashionable sea resort on the North
| Sea, 37 miles northeast of York, anda
little over 200 miles from London, o~
| to Hartlepool, an important shipping
centre, about forty miles iforthwest
of Scarborough.

| It could not be ascertained at first
| whether this German attack was de-
i signed merely to spread panic among
{the British people, or whether its
| purpose was to engage the British
| fleet in a general action or to act as

ion the British coast.
| Neither Scarborough nor Hartle-
pool are fortified. Scarborough has a
population of 40,000 people and dur-
ing the summer months, the seaside
hotels are crowded. At this time ot
the year, however, the hotels are
comparatively deserted. Hartlepool,
together with West Hartlepool, has a
population of about go,000.

Scarborough, which it is announc-
ed as being shelled by the Germnas
to-day, is a seaport and fashionable
resort in England. in the northern

|

part of Yorkshire, on a headland, ex-
tending ito the North Sea, .It is 37
miles northeast of the important Eng-
lish city of York. It isalittle over 203
miles from London.

Scarborough has been popularly
styled “queen of watering places.”
The town has a large spa, an inter-
esting aquarium, a museum and a
fine drive and promenade pier. The
permanent population of the place is
more than 40,000. ;

Hartlepool-is a seaport and muni-
cipal borough of England in the
southeast portion of the County of
Durham. It is about forty miles
northwest of Scarborough on a prom-
ontory that extends into the North
Sea. Its population is about 25,000.
Adjoining Hartlepool is West Hartl=-
pool, a city of-more than 65,000 in-
habitants.

The Hartlepools, which are pro-
vidéd with a vast system of docks,
before the war had an active trade
with the Baltic ports and with
Hamburg, Antwerp and Rotterdam.
'The chief industries are shipbuilding,
iron founding and the construction ot
Imarine engies.

', The bombardment of cities on the
least coast of England by German
cruisers is the first overt act of ths
war against British territory. Never
before has the coast of England been
attacked. It was felt that the Britisn
fleet in the North Sea was sufficient

to render this possibility very remote.

The official announcement given
out in London that British flot-
illas have been engaged with the en-
emy is evidence that there has been
a naval fight in the North Sea. No
knowledge as to the outcome is at
hand.

Immediately upon the outbreak of
hostilities the British fleet or at
least a considerable portion of it,, sup-
posedly tok up positions on the

eastern side of the North Sea by

which the German warships were held
in check or close to their naval base
at Wilhelmshafen, the mouth of the
Tlbe, and elsewhere on the western
coast of Germany, This patrol has
been maintained since early in Aug-
ust. It has from time to time been
penetrated by German submarines,
but so far as is known the instances
when German cruisers or battleships
have broken tthe British line and
emerged into the North Sea have
been few and far between. -
Despatches from Germany for as
much as a month past have indicated
in one way or another that the Ger-
mans were making preparations at
their sea base for naval activity. Very

little detail of what was going on has |sa

come out, nevertheless these mes-
sages led to the belief that the Ger-
man ships might soon attempt some
manoeuvre.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST
LAND REGULATIONS.

HE sole head of a family, or any male

over 18 years old, may homestead 2
quarter section of available Rominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta.
Applicant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency +but not
Sub-Agency) on certain counditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
babitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in good
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section
along-side his homestead. FPrice $3.00 per
acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also DO acres extra cultivation. Pre
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
Lomestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside siy months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and

Wil You Help The Hospita
for Sick Children, the Great
Provincial Charity ? —3»

Dear Mr. Editor:—

Thanks for the privilege of appeal-
ing through your columns on behalf of
the Hospital for Sick Children. The
Hospital takes care of sick and de-
formed children, not only in Toronto,
but in the Province, outside of the city.

This coming year, of all the years
in the Hospital's history, has a more
serious outlook, as regards funds for
maintenance, than any year that has
passed its calendar.

So many calls are being made on the
purses of the gemerous people of To-
ronto and Ontario, to help the soldiers
of the Empire, that as I make my
daily rounds through the wards of the
Hospital, and see the suffering chil-
dren in our cots and beds, the thought
strikes me as to whether the people
will as of old, with all the demands
made upon them, answer our appeal
and help to maintain the institution
that is fighting in the never-ending
battle with disease and death, in its
endeavor to save the stricken little
ones in the child-life of Ontario.

Last year there were 394 in-patients
from 210 places outside of Toronto,
and in the past twenty years there
have been 7,000 from places in the
Province other than Toronto.

It costs us $2.34 per patient per day
for maintenance. The municipalities
pay for patients $1 per patient per
day; the Government allows 20 cents
per patient per day; so, deducting
$1.20 from $2.34, it leaves the Hospital
with $1.14 to pay out of subscriptions
it receives from the people of Toronto
and the Province. The shortage last
year ran to $18,000.

Since 1880 about 1,000 cases of club
feet, bow legs and knock knees. have
been treated, and of these 900 had
perfect correction. Nearly all these
were from different parts of the Pro-
vince outside of the city of Torento.

Remember that every year is a war
year with the Hospital; every day is
a day of battle; every minute the
Hospital needs money, not for its own
sake, but for the children’s sake. The
Hospital is the battle-ground where the
Armies of Life have grappled with the
Hosts of Death, and the life or death
of thousands of little children is the
issue that is settled in that war. Will
you let the Hospital be driven from
the field of its battle to save the lives
of little children for the lack of money
you can give and never miss?

Every dollar may prove itself .a
dreadnought in the batfle against
death, a flagship in the fleat that ights
for the lives of little children.

Remember that the door of the Hos-
pital’s merey is the docr of honpe, and
your dollar, kind reader. ma¥ be the
key that opens the dcor for some-
body’s child.

THE SITUATION.

By far the outstanding feature is
the important news, conveyed early
this morning over the Courier special
leased wire, that German vessels com-
menced to bombard the British coast.

They were enabled, apparently, to
get at close range under the dense
folds of a fog. At the time of writing
it is not known to what extent the
demonstration has devéloped, but if it
leads to a final test between the rival
fleets in the North Sea, the action
should become decisive. With su-
perior numbers in craft, and with
highly-trained and fearless command-
ers and men, there is little need to
doubt that the best British traditions
will be fully upheld.

This is the first shell bombardment
of the shores of Albion. A Dutch
admiral by the name of Van Tromp
had the best of a British fleet under
Admiral Blake in the Straits of Dover,
and afterwards sailed the main there
with a broom at the masthead; but
that was away back in 1652.

Later, in 1658, the Spanish Armada
made a bold attempt to attack the
shores of Great Britain. They had
130 vessels, mostly of large size, bear-
ing 19,295 soldiers, 8,000 mariners,
2,000 oarsmen and 2,000 volunteers of
the most distinguished families of
Spain. They called themselves in-
vincible. The British force held in
readiness to meet them was only 30
vessels, but before the actual conflict
the number was augmented, mostly
by volunteers in small ships, to 181.
The total was 17,472 men as against
31,295. What happened is a matter
of ‘history. Fire ships were sent
among them, with disastrous results;
in boarding contests the British got
all the best of it, and later a terrible
tempest further decimated the shat-
tered vessels. It was the most disas-
trous naval defeat in all History and
shattered* tire -power~of Philip, throw-
ing open the commerce of the Indies,
hitherto closely guarded.

With regard to the general aspect,
the Allies are still doing gradually
well in France and Belgium, while
events in Poland are still largely a
case of as they were.

THE SITUATION IN MEXICO.

The wide nature of the.world’s
greatest war Has completely over-
shadowed events in Mexico. They
are still at each others throats t}‘l_ere
to an even worse extent than ever,
and the temporary occupancy of
Uncle Sam did not abate the chaos
one whit, on the contrary seems to
have accentuated it.

Theodore Roosevelt who recently
spoke, of himself as having become
“the privatest kind of a private,” could
not in the natural course of events
stay (very long that way. He has
now entered the lists in. his usual
vigorous manner as an unsparing
critic ‘of the United States govern-
ment with regard to the state of af-
fairs in the land of the sombrero.

His views are being widely .pub-
lished in U. S. papers through 2a
press syndicate. “To say,” ‘he re-
marks, “that we did not go to wdr
with Mexico is a mere play upoa
words. A quarter of the wars of his-
tory have been entered into and car-
ried through without any preliminary
declaration of war, and often with-
out any declaration of war at all.

“MARK YOUR MEN,
LANDERS.”

Sapper George Comber, Royal Eng-
ineers, the son of a Redhill trades-
man, relating his experiences, speaks
of the grim horrors of war being r2-
lieved by the football instinct of our
scldiers. He says:

Those who condemn football wouid
not say a word against the game if
they had seen or heard what I have
in passing to and from the trenches
and firing line. = The grim horror of
war is r_.lieved by the football instinct
When the
Royal Highlanders were ordered to
mtke a charge in the engagement
they jumped out of the trenches, and
might have been kicking off in a cup-
tie final. They commenced to shout
“On the ball Highlanders,” and “Mark
your men.” They continued yelling to
one another until they had driven the
Germans back. “Mark your men,” the
officers'and non-coms. joining in ts
loud as they could. Who can say
“Mark your men,” did .not have a
stimulating effect upon the Highland-
ers?

The French soldiers cannot under-
stand the sangfroid of the British
troops. One day at Bethune the Lin-
colas had a game of football, -and
the Frenchmen looked on. During
the game a German aeroplane came
over and dropped a few bombs, ' but
no one was injured. The game was
stopped, and there was a rush for
the rifles. They fired, but did not
wing the aeroplane, and a French
machine gun was brought into action.
It brought her down and the game
was continued. The Frenchmen cheor-
ed the players, and one of them said
to me, “You English are very, very
misunderstandable. Fancy playing
football when German bombs are
dropping from the skies.”

Private E. S. Knell, Army Service
corps, writes:

You will be interested in the fol-
lowing, I am sure Two footballs ar-
rived, and were given to our fellows
to-day. The “football season opened
at once. A lady, in the district, who
owns a big chate.au. placed her
grounds at the disposal of the
troops.

Natural it w
therefore, that he should become
deeply interested in the war and the
outcome of his reserches has resulted
in a series of icent add
upon the-war, which have been ex-
pounded as only Mr. Raymand with
his flow of eloquence could expound.
His latest speech, “Canada and the
War,” given under the auspices oi
the Y. W.C.A. litcrary club was at-
tentively listened to at Victoria Hall
last night. .

Dr. Hart sang, “The Lads in Red”
and so well appreciated was his ef-
fort that an encore was demanded.

After a brief introductory speech
emphasizing the lack of realization of
the seriousness of the war, as it ai-
fected Canada, Mr. Raymond.began
his address: :

Canada had taken a great part in
this gigantic struggle. Of all the hun-
dred nations taking a part in the war
none of them had such a claim to
victory as had Great Britain. Of ail
who prayed for peace, who had such
a claim as Britain. During the preg-
nant .days of early August, England
had not asked for war, yet it was the
culmination of the German arms for
a struggle for the mastery of Europe.
They had accused us of being a rob-
ber nation, of perfidy and of all man-
ner of atrocities, but what of their
conduct? Referring back to the Brit-
ish policy of all ages, the sgpeakur
showed it to be one of right. Britain
had never asked for war. The French
had been conquered by right. Canada
has been maintained by the same
token against French attack. Right
again triumphed in the struggles of
the United States against the unjust
decrees of King Geerge. Look at Ger-
many, they had an area of 280,020
square miles and a population of 65,-
000,000, an average of 300 to
square mile. They wanted to expand
and had a great area of habitable
colony, some of 1,135,000 square miles
of it, but the Germans was not popu-
lar there. In all their colonies they
had 1,800,000 or only twice the num-
ber in Toronto. Why did they not
populate their own colonies. he ans-
wer was simple. They preferred the
fregdom which existed under tie
Union Jack, the very issue upon
which this war was being fought.
Under the spread eagle they had not
freedom. They did not feel as mea.
Hence they emigrated to British col-
onies, Great Britain had ever cherish-
ed the ideals of liberty. The Kaiser
had said might was right, and we had
answered right is might. That was
our plea. It was the plea of honor.
Wellington, Napoleon and Shak<s-
peape had. maintained -it. Napoleon
had placed the ratio of right at three
to one. Sh.kespeare had held that a
man was thrice armed when his cause
was right.

There was no part of the Empire
which had not immediately respoad-
ed to the call when war was proclaim-
ed. At once all party politics had beza
dropped. Ireland, India, Australia
and Canada at once rallied to the aid
of the Mother Country. Canada would
not be behind other colonies in the
matter of providing warships. She
had sent her best, her blood and bons,
the bravest of the brave, 33,000 of them,
it was not much to say. It might not
be a great army in the line of battle,
but they were nevertheless a mighty
unit. If they were formed up four
deep and marched between Burford
and Brantford the last would be leav-
ing Burford as the fgst reachead
Brantford. It was Canada’s quota nd
we were proud of them, for their sac-
rifice and Canada’s sacrifice was one
of the features of the war. There
were not more brave or athletic
tl;loops than those who had left Can-
ada.

The mastery of the seas was Bri-
tains, and had been maintained for
hundreds of years. The fact that a fl>-
tilla of 32 ships could, in these days
of war, cross the Atlantic without
molestation, proved beyond doubt
that Britain held the key to the seas.
70,000 troops had come from ‘the
other sides of the world. Was the
mastery not worth it?

The colonial and Imperial sides of
the war had been reviewed, now ai
to the Canadian side. In no corner of
thé Empire was there. any lack of rc
sponse to the call to arms. The Ger-
mans had thought to catch us at a
disadvantage. But they did not know
us. They did not understand the rul-
ing of her 315,000,000 subjects of the
British Empire, Should they rise, it
wotild require an. army larger than
that of the German Empire to hold
them down. The unity was effected
by the underlying spirit of liberty,
which life under the flag meant. Thuas
it was that instead of Germany having
to fight the 45,000,000 of the British
Isles, she was‘fighting against the
whole Empire. ;

The proudest boast of a Canadian
was logically, this, that Britain was
the mother of Parliament and that
the credit and the glory of thos fact
was Canada’s.

Rome had taught the world the
power of organization. To Greece
we were indebted for works of art,
but the mission of the British race
was -the liberty of the subject. Had
Canada been oppressed by the Britisn
rule they would have followed the
example of the thirteen states. They
had rebefled righteously and had at
last peacefully. obtained their inde-
pendence. It was something new for
a colony to break away but at the
same time it spread a great light 01
the much vexed question of imperial
government. Canada had alighted up-
on an easy, and, at the same time
peculiar way of settling the prob-
fem. The glory of the Canadian,
