REBELLION N BRTISH W_AFRICA

Told Prominent
Boers That Rifles
Were Available

Cape Town, via London, Sept. 9.—
Details of an attempt to foment an-
other rebellion against the British in
South Africa were disclosed at the
trial yesteraay at Bloemfontein of
two Nationalists, Van Der Merwe

and Schonken, on a charge of high
treason. The men are alleged to
have approached a number of prom-
inent Boers, including General - De
Wet, to whom they told ‘that large
stores of rifles were available, and
that certain Boer Generals were will-
ing to lead a revolt.

General De Wet, who informed
the @Government of the movement,
testified that he warned the men a-
gainst attempting another uprising.
The hearing was adjourned.

P —_—

Gesmeral De Wet, commiander-in-
chief of Orange Free State forces in
the Boer War, headed a rebellion
against the British early in the pres-
ent war. He was captured, convict-
ed of high treason and sentenced to
six years’ imprisonment and a fine
of $10,000, but was released from
prison on December 21, 1915.

RUSSIAN GENERAL

Succeeds in Escaping from
Prison Camp.

He Had a Perilous Experi-

Petrograd, via London, Sept. 9.—
General Korniloff, formerly com-
mander of the 48th Russian division,
who was captured by the Austro-
Germans in Galicia in May 1915,
escaped from the prison camp in
which he was held in Austria, and
has arrived at Bucharest, it is an-
nounced by the semi-official news
agency. The Russian general reach-
ed the capital of Roumania after z
month of adventures in Lis trin
across Hungary, walking by night
and hiding by day. Frequently he
had to go without food for days.

In one forest he -was halted by
Hungarian gendarmes who killed one
of his compamnions, also an escaped
prisoner. General Korniloff,- suc-
ceeded in escaping and after hiding
for a time, continued his journey to
the Roumanian frontier. At the
time of hig capture he was reported
to have been seriously wounded.

Very slowly, but inexorably ¢en-
eral Niville edges forward his lines
toward Vaux, simultaneously 'en-
croaching on the German occupation
of the remnants of Chapitre wood,
and enlarging his gains at Fleury.

The daily Toll of German prison-
ers in the Verdun sector 'indicates
the relentless French -activity.:” Al-
though captured in smaller batches
at Verdun than on the Somms, the
taking of prisoners by Gemeral Ni-
ville is more significant,” as theé Ver-
dun operations comprise a consist-

Germans were rounded up in  the
Vaux-Chapitre section in twenty-

four hours, and 1,000 from south of
the Somme. .

Between Vermandovilliers and
Chaulnes, the Germans reverted - to
their old style phalanx formation for
assault—the tactics used before the
French re-equipped themselves with
machine guns—but the machine guas
withered the Gérman storming col-
tlmns, driving the survivors to shel-
er.

The momentary lull in the Somme
offensive is not a breathing spgce,

ters. The ineffectual counter-attacks

SITUATION

THE

The Balkans are once more Very
much in the limelight and a tremend-
ous battle is raging on the Southern
Roumanian front. The Bulgarians
reinforced by Austrians and Turks are
marching in two columns and have
taken two fortified border positions,
while the main portion of the Rouman-
jan army has been invading Transyl-
vania. However, Russian troops are

now rushing to the assistance of the
new ally and if the tide is turned into
victory, the invasion of Bulgaria will
commence from the north. One cor-
respondent expresses the opinion that
if the Balkans fall to the Allies the
Teutons will sustain a staggering blow,
which will hasten the end.

SEED GRAIN

And Potatoes from the Dom-
inion Experimental Farm

1916-1917.

By instructions of the Hon. Min-
ister of Agriculture a distribution
of superior sorts of grain and po-
tatoes will be made during the com-
ing winter and spring to Canadian
farmers. The samples for general
distribution will consist of spring
wheat (about 5 1lbs.), white oats,
(about 4 1bs.), barley, (about 5
1bs.), and field peas (about 5 1bs.).
These will be sent out from Ottawa.
A distribution ef potatoes in samp-
les of about 3 lbs. will be carried
on from several of the experimental
farms, the Central farm at Ottawa
supplying only the provinces of On-
tario and Quebec. All samples will
be sent free by mail.

Only one sample of grain and one
of potatoes can be sent to each farm.
As the supply of seed is limited,
farmers are advised to apply early.
Requests received after the end of
: Decemnber will probably be too late.
Anyone- desiring a sample should
write (post free) to the Dominion
€erealist, Experimental Farm, Ot-
tawa, for an application blank.

He provided an
automobile to convey the party to
and from the Sanitorium, entertain-
ed them to supper at the Bodega
Tavern and afterwards showed them
the many points of interest in that
up-to-date place. The Tele-
rhone City has a magnificent
Y.M.C.A. erected at a cost of $165,-
000; a new library, a peach of a park

Brant’s monument; a new post-of-
fice whose cost equalled the Y. M. C.
A. and many smart business struc-
tures. A monument to Graham Bell,
the inventor of the telephone, is un-
der construction.

The deputation was well repaid
by their visit and gathered informa-
tion which will be of good service
here.

The News-Record, through the
courtesy of the Brantford Courier,
is able to present three views of the
Brant Sanitorium and an interesting
story of the good work being carried
on in that city.

Miss Kathleen B. Summers, the
superintendent, who is both a highly
intelligent and tactful lady, was very
ready to impart:details of the system
and management, and the delegation
appreciated the reception tendered |
them.”

“There is an abundance of evid-
ence that the Brant Sanatorium for
the treatment of persons suffering
from tuberculosis 'in its different
stages is performing a valuable
work. >

“At present it has sixteen patients.
Two boys of ten or twelve years of
age; young men and several girls
in their teens: men and women
of middle life and older. And they
are nursing them back to health,
slowly perhaps :in some instances,
but seemingly surely by all.

“Complete rest, fresh air, simple
foods, such as milk, eggs and fruit,
cheerfulness and, the ability of their
relatives to visit them frequently all
figure in the healing of the diseased
Jung tissues and the regaining of
‘health and strength. It was stated
by the lady superintendent that sev-
eral young men who had been treat-
ed at the Brant Sanatorium had re
covered so completely that they were
able to enlist as soldiers for over-
seas service.

Any one who has visited a house
where an afflicted person lay, has
sensed the odor of the affliction
in the air. In a sanatorium, such
as that at Brantford, there is nomne
of this. The atmosphere is pure
and wholesome and everything s
spick and span as the dining room
of a good home. They might seem
to be tired patients taking a re-
cure. The great accomplishment is
that tuberculosis patients recover
health.”

Mr. J. Williamson, of the Brapt-
ford Starch = Company, a business
triend of Mr. J. A. Lang and Chair-
man of Brantford’s Industrial Com-
mittee met the party at the depot
and acted as host. He provided an
automobile to convey the party to
and from the Sanitorium, entertain-
ed them to supper at the Bodega
Tavern and afterwards showed them
the many points of interest in that
up-to-date place. The Tele-
rhone City has a magnificent
Y.M.C.A. erected at a cost of $165,-
000; a new library, a peach of a park
in the heart of the city, containing
Brant’s monument; a new post-of-
fice whose cost equalled the Y. M. C.
A. and many smart business strac-
tures. A monument to Graham Bell,
the inventor of the telephone, is un-
der construction.

The deputation was well repaid
by their visit and gathered informa-
tion which will be of good service
here.

The News-Record, through the
courtesy of the Brantford Courier,
is able to present three views of the
Brant Sanitorium and an interesting
story of the good work being carried
on in that city.

Miss Kathleen B. Summers, the
superintendent, who is both a highly
intelligent and tactful lady, was very
ready to impart:details of the system
and management, and the delegation
appreciated the reception tendered
them.”

It was stated
by the lady superintendent that sev-
eral young men who had been treat-
ed at the Brant Sanatorium had re
covered so completely that they were
able to enlist as soldiers for over-
sea3 service.

Any one who has visited a house
where an afflicted person lay, has
sensed the odor of the affliction
in the air. In a sanatorium, such
as that at Brantford, there is none
of this. The atmosphere is purc
and wholesome and everything s
spick and span as the dining room
of a good home. They might seem
to be tired patients taking a re-
cure. The great accomplishment is

that tuberculosis patients recover
health.”

London, Sept. 9.—The want of

i food in Antwerp is so great:that the

children can no longer stand the
strain of a full day in school and

| class hours have been reduced on ac-

count of the pupils’ debility.

The significance of this can hardly
be appreciated where people are re-
ceiving plenty to eat and, prosperity
is prevalent. If this is the state of
the children the condition of their
parents can only be imagined.

The Empire has promised to sup-
port these people, to guard their in-
terests and care for them and their
children in their helpless state, but
this report from Antwerp is one
which should set Britons and Cana-
dians to thinking. To Canada, Bel-
gium must look for most of her aid,
for there are the life-saving
fields of wheat that make the flour
which is the one salvation of these
people.

The Belgian Relief Committee has
its branch at 59 St. Peter Street,
Montreal, and also sub branches and
local committees throughout the Do-

minion. These branches are exert-
ing every effort to give these Bel-
gian children—starving. in their

seats in school—the bare food that
is justly theirs. The task is a big
one and needs the co-operation of
the father and mother of every Ca-
nadian school child. Two dollars
and a half will save two of these
children and their parents from
starvation for a month. Why not do
it now?

MYSTERY

The Master and Young er
Found Dead To-
gether.

Both of Them Had Taken
Poison.

London, Sept. 5.—In regard to the
strange case of Frederick Newton
Bryan, aged forty-seven, master of
Leweés Workhouse, and Vinnie Row-
ena Rushworth, aged sixteen, book-
kgeper at the institution, who were
discovered dead in the.master’s sit-
ting-room, a coroner’s jury found
that Bryan had committed suicide
and had persuaded Rushworth to
take her own life.

The coroner remarked to the jury
that this was tantamount to a ver-
dict of murder against the man.

The inquest was opened at Lewes
workhouse and lasted some hours.

At the suggestion or the coroner,
the jury were first taken to the scene
of the tragedy, where it was recon-
structed by two police officers, who
laid in the exaect position in which
the unfortunate couple were found.
Each object in the sitting-room was
just as it was found at the time of
the tragedy.

The father of the girl Rushworth
stated that Vinnie had been em-
ployed at the workhouse for the past
two years as bookkeeper, having
gone there at the age of fourteen.
She was a very lively and jolly girl,
always happy, and singing all the
day long. She never had any trouble
at all. She was looking forward to
spending a fortnight’s holiday at
Selsey with him. Rooms had been
taken, and he went to the workhouse
on the very night of the tragedy to
see her in reference to it, quite un-
aware that anything had happened,
and quite prepared to take her away
that night.

Here the story was taken up by
Maud Pratt, a maid at the work-
house; who stated that the master
came into the kitchen for a jug of
hot water, explaining that he was
proposing to sample some cafe-au-
lait from tins which stood on the
dining-room table. She also recalled
that two days previously the master
had called her attention to a jug
which was standing in a recess by a
cupboard near the fireplace, remark-
ing that it contained poison which
he was mixing for rats, and telling
her that on no account was she to
touch it.

Thought the Pair Asleen.

Another maid, Harriet Mainwood,
'spoke to going into the dining-room
to announce that lunch was teady.
She found the master and the girl
seated in chairs near each other, ap-
parently asleep. She got no reply
to what she said, and went away.

Mrs. Greenslade, seamstress at the
workhouse, said she visited the room
an hour later and saw the master
and the young woman sitting in
chairs dead. Two cups which had
contained coffee and several samples
of cafe-au-lait were on the table
with a bottle of cyanide of potassium
and a bowl of bread. She called in
the labour master.

Noah Stedman, the labour master,
deposed that he saw the master in
his office and told him that rats were
still attacking the peas in the gar-
den. The master said, “Yes, T must
mix that stuff up. I forgot it.” Wit-
ness said they had had' cyanide at
the workhouse for two years for kill-
ing wasps. When he was called to
the room he found one jug on the
table containing cyanide and ' two
‘others containing pure water.

Dr. Fawcet spoke to examining
the bodies and to making a post-
mortem. He discovered that in both
cases death was due to poisoning by
cyanide.

A police-sergeant called said he
went to the infirmary and carefully
searched all papers and books be-
longing to the dead man. The only
letter he could find was one address-
ed to a Mrs. Appleby, at Lewes,
which was lying on the table. It ran
as follows: —-

I am sending you nine rabbits,
and shall be glad if you will do the
best you can with them. Send the
cheque to Mrs. A. Bryan, as the
missus runs that part of the show
and takes all the profits, while poor
Pa pays the food bill.

All the official papers were found
fully in order. This was explained
by the clerk to the guardians.

The Widow’'s Evidence.

Mrs. Bryan, wife of the dead man,
stated she was away at the time of
the tragedy. She was not aware that
the girl had a sweetheart, although
she frequently chaffed her about
“boys.” This was only in a humor-
ous way. She told the coroner that
she (witness) was on perfectly good
terms with her husband, although
they slept in separate rooms. but
that was on account of her having
to frequently get up during the
night to attend to her duties in the
infirmary. She had never noticed
any undue familiarity between her
husband and the giri, nor had che re-
marked it to anyone. She denied

was merely because she wanted to

Lesson XI.——Third Quarter, For
Sept. 10, 1916.

1| THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES

Text of the Lesson, Acts xxi, 17-40
Memory Verses, 31, 32—Golden Text
Acts xxii, 15—Commentary Preparec
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

This chapter tells of the completion
of Paul's return journey to Jerusalem
from his third missionary tour and of
some of the happenings there after his
return. Our lesson two weeks ago was
his farewell to the elders of the church
at Ephesus who came to Miletus to
meet him. Sailing by the south of the
island of Cyprus, they landed at Tyre
and, finding disciples, tarried there
gseven days. We may imagine what
blessed fellowship they had in the
word and in prayer and that wonder-
ful farewell on the shore when men,
women and children knelt in prayer.
Knowing the message of the Spirit
through the disciples that Paul sGould
not go up to Jerusalem, they could
scarcely refrain from feeling some anx-
ety about him, but they could only
commit him to God, as they could not
dissuade him from going on (verses 1-6),

Continuing their voyage, we find
them next at Caesarea at the home of
Philip, the evangelist, one of the seven,
whose four daughters did prophesy,
and there they tarried many days, and
again we may easily imagine the fel-
lowship in the word and in prayer.
We cannot think of Paul tarrying any-
where without speaking of Christ cru-
cified, risen again, ascended, interced-
ing and returning to set up His king-
dom and always urging the ‘believers

' to walk worthy of such a God and

Saviour, who had called them to such
a kingdom and glory and made them
joint heirs with Himself. While at the
home of Philip a prophet from Judea
named Agabus came and testified
strongly by the Spirit that at Jerusa-
lem Pau} would certainly be bound and
given into the hands of the gentiles.
Therefore he was once more urged by
the believers not to go, but his reply
was that he was ready to be bound
and to die also for the name of the
Lord Jesus (verses 7-13).

At the time of his conversion the
Lord told Ananias that Paul would
be called upon to suffer great things,
and on this journey to Jerusalem Paul
was impressed that something unusual
awaited him. Y¥et nothing moved him,
and he counted nof his life dear unto
himself if only he might glorify God
(chapters ix, 15, 16; xx, 22-25; Phil 1,
20). When he would not be persuaded
even by the brethren at Caesarea to
give up going to Jerusalem at this
time they ceased pleading with him,
saying, “The will of the Lord be done,”
and so the company went on their
way to Jerusalem, accompanied by
some disciples from Caesarea and an
old disciple from Cyprus with whom
they were to lodge “(verses 14-16).
When the spirit hindered Paul from
going into Asia or Bithynia he yielded
and obeyed (chapter xvi, 6, 7). Was
he obedient now or somewhat self
willed, or was he simply bold and
fearless in doing“what he believed to
be right, knowing that it was part
of his calling to suffer for Christ’s sake
and he must not shrink from it? Sub-
sequent events and the words in verse
4 “that he should not go up to Jeru-
salem” would seem to indicate that
this time he was a bit self willed. But
it is one of those things that I am
waiting to have cleared up in the king-
dom, meanwhile desiring for myself

;more of his fearless boldness and

whole hearted devotion to the Lord.

A glad welcome awaited him at Jeru-
salem from James and the elders, and
as he declared in detail what things
God had wrought among the gentiles.
by his try they glorified the Lord
(verses 17-20). The record in verses
20-26 concerning the thousands of be-
lieving Jews who were zealous of the
law and insisted upon circumcision and
other customs for Jews who believed
[s to me another perplexity and does
not look like the freedom wherewith
Christ sets us free (John viii, 32-36;
Gal. v, 1). The suggestion of James
and the elders that Paul shall seek to
conciliate these custom keeping Jews
by joining in this vow with four other
men does not seem like the leading of
the Spirit or in accord with Paul’s
stand, “Not as pleasing men, but God,
who trieth our hearts” (I Thess. ii, 4;
Gal. i, 10). Neither did it work out as
they had hoped that it would, but led
to a riot which moved the whole city,
causing Paul to be cast out of the tem-
ple and beaten as they went about to
kill him, necessitating his rescue from
their hands by the chief captain and
his soldiers (verses 27-32).

As the captain could not understand
what the uproar was about nor who
Paul was nor what he had done, for
some cried one thing and some anoth-
er, he caused him to be bound and car-
ried into the castle. As he was being
borne by the soldiers up the castle
stairs because of the violence of the
people he asked permission to speak to
the chief éaptain. who was surprised
that he could speak Greek, and asked
If he was not an Egyptian leader of a
band of murderers (verses 33-38). As
pur Lord Jesus was numbered 'with
transgressors, we must not think it
strange when we are treated the same
way and falsely accused or misjudged.
When Paul told who he was and asked
permission to speak to the people the
saptain granted it to him (verses 39,
10). Speaking of .himself as a citizen
)t’ no mean city, reminds us of our cit-
izenship (Phil. iii, 20, 21) and its privi
leges and responsibilities. 3
