In 1845, at the earnest solicition of 

Mr. J. C Beckett, the iell known pub­
lisher, Mr. Wylie came lo Canada, and 
for four years remained in his employ, 
hie writing being in favor of respon­
sible government, which was then a 
burning question. In 1849 he went 
on the staff of the Montreal Herald, aa 
parliamentary reporter, and while act­
ing iq this capacity distinguished him­
self by the feat of reporting eighteen 
columns of a debate whidh' followed 
the burning of the parliament build­
ings. Every word of the report was 
taken down and written by Mr. Wylie, 
with the exception of a speech by a 
French member. The veteran journ­
alist can refer to this répertoriai feat 
with pardonable pride.

Later in the same year Mr. Wylie 
removed to Brockville and took charge 
of tho Recorder. He subsequently 
bought the establishment, and contin- 
-ued to own and conduct the paper un­
til 1876, when he disposed of it, his 
advancing ago compelling him to re- 
lmguish the active duties of journal­
ism. Mr. W)liq managed the Recor­
der with energy and ability, and uuder 
his direction it was an influential 
moulder of public opinion and a staunch 
advocate of Liberal principles. As à 
chronicler of local events the Recorder 
was also deservedly .popular.

Col. Wylie’s literary work includes 
the writing of Several short stories, 
and a large number of ballads aud 
poems. Of these a number possess 
the stamp of excellence which prove 
their author to have the soul of true 
poetry within him. About the time 
of confederation the Colonel published 
a collection of hie poems under the 
title of “ Waifs from the Thousand 
Islands." The little volume was well 
received in literary circles. Even now 
occasional poems from his pen appear 
in the press, and are read with pleas- 
ni e by his many admirers.

He has always taken an active in­
terest in militaay matters; and in our 
volunteer system has passed through 
tho various stages of private, corporal, 
lieutenant, captain and major. He 
now ranks as lieutenant colonel on tho" 
retired list. „ •

In 1870 he visited hie native conn- 
try and was engaged by the Provincial 
government to bring the subject, 
“ Canada as a Field of Immigration," 
before,the people of Scotland^ In 
this be was highly sucoessfal. He 
wrote a series of twelve letters besides 
other special correspondence to the 
Glasgow Herald, a paper enjoying at 
tint time a circulation of 86,000 daily.

The Bloody Shirt.

strychnine in insomnia from “ overtired- 
ness ” with very happy effects. He says 
that it occurred to him that as strychnine 
is one of the most powerful stimulants, if 
not the most powerful nervous stimulant, 
that we possess, a small dose of it might 
have the effect of bringing the depressed 
nervous system up from the condition of 
over-fafigue to that of simple fatigue, thus 
inducing sleep. He fonna that it acted 
exactly in the manner that he had expected, 
and induced comfortable, healthy sleep, 
without any disagreeable effects next day. 
The way in which he has used it has gen­
erally been either in the form of the tinc­
ture of nnx vomica in doses of five to ten 
minims or in the form of granules, con­
taining 1-200 of a grain of sulphate of 
strychnin^ each. One, two or more of 
these grannies were given at bed-time, and 
the dose was repeated if the patient hap- 
pened to awake within one or two hours 
afterward. Dr. Brunton thinks it very 
doubtful whether strychnine would answer 
in other cases of sleeplessness than those

One of the grandest engineering achieve­
ments of recent years has just been 
signalized by the opening of the great rail­
way bridge over the River Ganges at 
Benares, India. This work has been con­
templated for twenty years, in order to 
complete the scheme of the Ondh <fc 
Rohilknnd Railway between Calcutta and 
Lucknow, and seven years have been 
consumed in its construction. The length 
of the bridge from end to end of the girders 
is 3,623 feet ; there are 16 spans, seven of 
365 feet and nine of 114 feet. The piers of 
the larger spans are founded on elliptical 
wells, 65 feet by 28 feet ; the piers vary in 
depth from 63 feet to 152 feet below ground 
level. The weight of the material used 
in one of the deep piers is about 
16,000 tons ; the total weight of the steel 
girders is 6,405 tons. Althongh the spaA 
are of great length, they were constructed 
without the use of the cantilever principle, 
which has of late been adopted so generally 
for long span bridges in this country. The 
river bed consists of sand of an unknown 
depth, ovdr Which the water rises during 

-the flood season to as mnoh as 92 feet, with 
a tremendous velocity, and the construction 
of piers under these conditions was a work 
of the greatest difficulty. Borne of the 
piers, which reach the extraordinary depth 
of 125 feet below the surface of the ground, 
are the deepest in the world, and altogether 
the structure is a triumph of engineering 
skill and unlimited money over extra­
ordinary natural difficulties.

The 
trial reeulted In favor of the oil company in 
1882. A new trial was granted, 
proved by eix witnesses that on the 82nd of 
September, 1878, one day before he 
entitled to the property under the tax deed. 
Hill's cow bad entered the ehanty and 
eaten all the hay that Hill left there, thus 
depriving Hill of legal domicile, ead leaving 
no one in oooupanoy on the premises of 
whom redemption notice oould be sen 
By this act of Hill's cow Jobes’ title to the 
property wee established, end Jones 
obtained a verdict for an accounting for the 
oil, which amounted to nearly 8600,000. 
The oil company obtained an order for 4 
new trial, but Jones was again successful, 
and his judgment wae affirmed by the Gen­
eral Term, and a decision had just been 
given by the Court of Appeals sustaining 
all the points in the case In favor of Jones.
