He attributes her anomalons
condition to a cobra bite she received
when she was a child of five years, The
bite Fx\rulyzvd her sensory mnerves and
inoculated her system with poison. He
states that she is certainly what she
claims to be—a woman witheut feeling.

Concerning Fruit Diet.

All dietists agree as to the. healthtul
value of fruit, differing only in epinion
as to time and method ‘of .serving it.
Authorities admit that fruit alone will
not sustain Kfe for a prolonged period,
but its use is almost indispen to
the maintenance of health. Professor
Elliott thinks that ripe fruit as a rule
is. more palatable and equally natritious
in the uncooked state. The proper time,
too, to eat fruit, he advises, is either at
the beginning of a meal or between
weals, when it aids digestion and ex-
erts the greater laxative effect. Taken
at the completion of a meal it dilutes
the gastric juice and tends to embarrass
digestion. This idea is mot in acedrd-
ance with the English custom, it bemg
an almost national practice over there
to serve fruit at the end of the meal.

busily engaged in correcting and re-
ducing to order and uniformity the
varions methods of roadmaking pur-
sued in Ontario. \

At Mr. Campbell’s meeting:in Mal-:
lorytown on Tuesday of last week he:
was warmly greeted and listened to'at-
tentively by a large andience composed
of people of the villuge and country.
His address as reported by the Re-
corder was, in part, as follows :

In the west in many places the roads
were excellent, and had been made 80’

by statute labor. . He was not opposed |

to the statute labor law, but it had
been carried out in a shiftles, incap-
able and extravagant manner. In On-
tario there were in ten years 10,000,000
days statute labor and a cash expendi-
ture of $35,000,000 on roads, but the
conditions of the roads and streets was
not at all commensurate with the ex-
penditure. The object of his mission
was to get better results from such an
outlay, and also to decrease the expen-
diture by the adoption of better
methods. The statute labor law was
all right for earlier days and was pro-
perly alministered under conditions
then cxigting, but its present .nanage-
meat wab not suited to this Age.

He expressed surprise at not finding
at least the main roads in Yonge and
Escott  systematically damized
and it was evident the statute labor
system here as elsewhere needed re-
organizing and systematizing. He ap-
proved of abolishing the present path-
master system, and of appointing one
pathmaster for every ten wiles of road,
and then the selection by the township
of a e issi to haye g 1 over-
sight of all the highways. A plan of
all the roads should be classified ac-
cording to the tratfic on each. Each
of thé fifty-one pnthmasters in the
township should not fix his section ac-
cording to his individual opinion for
that would mean as many widths,
grades, ete., as Lhere were pathmasters
but there should be a uniformity in
giades, smount of crown, drainage,
character of matevial and 1ts wethod of
application. The council should specify
too what constitutes ‘“a load” in baul-
ing material so that one man could not
draw a third of a cord while his neigh-
bor only drew a third of a yard. A
day’s labor should also be specified,
and the council should specify the de-
tails of the werk to be done generally.

In his inspection he found but a
small quantity of gravel in the town-
ship, and that was of a poor quality,
the stones heing too large and too
great a mixture of garthy substance
that destroys the bond in the road,
retains the moisture, and renders the
road susceptible to ruts, ete. But he
did find an abundance of granite, first
class for roadmaking, and it was at
convenient points throughout the
township. He would strongly recom-
mend the purchase of a stone crusher.
As much as possible of the money now
expended on the roads should be ex-
pended in getting that granite ready
for the roads, and the placing of it on
the roads, drawing. etc., should be done
by statute labor according to regula-
tions similar to those mentioned pre-
viously. About $2,500 is spent an-
nually in the township in repairing
small bridges, culverts, sluices, etc.,
and drawing gravel. In these sluices
timber is used which is soon destroyed
by the changes of weather, and it lasts
but a few years. Timbher is becoming
scarcer and dearer every year. . Stone
should be used for these sluices, with
yitrified tile pipe that could be pur-
chased at no greater price than timber,
and they would list a lifetime. So
long as timber is used, the $2,500 will
be an annual tax on the people, sub-
stitute stone, of which there is plenty,
and the amount thus raved can be ap-
plied to the improvement of the roads
permanently without increasing the
taxes of the people. Let a well defined
plan he adopted and let there be a
unity of effort between the people and
the councils, and with the 2500 days
of statute labor saved, which is now
practically wasted, a revolution would
shortly be wade in the condition of the
roads. He was sorry to say that from
his observation he helieved the roads
in Yonge and Escott were inferior to
the average roads in some other town-
ships, where the material had to be
heuled for miles. TInstead of that, this
township, with the best of material
along almos% every road, should be a
banner township in the matter ot good
roads.

At his Brockville meeting Mr.
Campbell, speaking of making a rond-
bed for the streets, said: It was of
the first import«nce to have a dry
foundation. Beforexcommencing opera-
tions the engineer should establish a
grade, Then break up the surface and
cart away a foot or more in depth.
This could be utilized on back streets
where the traffic is not. so heavy.
Have the steam crusher provided with
screens to grade the size of stone,
Place a layer of coarse stone in the
bottom of the roadway. On top of
this place courses gradually getting
finer, finishing with a covering of fine
screenings. The depth of loose stone
and screenings thus placed should be
about 12 inches. Then turn on water
from a hydrant which will carry the
fine screenings down through the inter-
stices, acting as a cement. Then roll
until the 12 inches of loose stone has

inches. Then there will be a roadway
almost as bard and compact as solid
stone. Everv interstice will be filled
and* a perfect bond formed. The
heaviest load will make no impression
on it, and it will be impermeable to
water. Rain, instead of forming slush
and mud, will simply wash it off
With the broken stone properly graded
there is obtained a road bed of uniform
strength and which will consequently
wear uniformly
