Commentary.—Explanatory. The
tabernacle consisted oi three apn.rt.-
ments, the outer court, the sanc-
tuary, and the holy of holies. The
entire enclosure was 100 cubits by
50, or allowing 18 inchea to a cubit,
150 feet by %3. It was surrounded
by [fine twined linen screens, fiung
by silver hooks upon pillars of brass.

2. First day—Tie 1st day of Abib
or Nisan, nlearly a year from time
they had leit Egypt, and more tham
eight months siuce the worship of
the golden ecalf.

3. Ark of the testimony—This wae
an oblong chest made of acacin wood,
overlaid within and without with
gold. It was 8 8-4 fedt im lengtin
and 2 1-4 feet in w4%th and depth.
Its 1id was called the mercy seat,
and was overlaid witlh gold, with a.
golden rim arcund it. iYere were
two cherubim above the merey seat,
one at each end. Cover the ark —

or turban, ana also a linen ephod.
The priests dil not wear their sacred
dresses outside of the temple. Anoint
him—The anointling of sacred persons
signified that they were set apart to
the service of God. The holy anoint-
Ing oil is an emblem of the Holy
Spirit.  Sanetify him—The work of
eonsceration was not complete until
a ram had becn slain and some of its
blood had been . put upon Aaron’s
right ear, hand and foot, and sprin-
kled upon his garments. xxix. 20, 21.

PRACTICAL SURVEY.

s THEIR EXTERMINATION.

L By W,Wmont of Agrlcultuni Ottawa. : j

Both the chemist and the botanist
at "the Experimental Farm at Ot-
tawa. are agreed that the Frencir
method of eradicating wild muastard,
by spraying Infested growing crops
with solutions of copper sulphate, is
the most effectual yet tried: Their

nclusion, arrived at after many ex-

iments, is that fifteen pounds of
copp)';f sulphate dissolved In [ifty
gallons of water to the acre, when
the mustard plants are young, is the
most effective, the safest, as re-
gards the grain crops, and the most
economical to use. 'The average
cost of this application is about one
dollar per acre.

In Manitoba, where the greater
portion of the plants called wild
mustard are really bird-rape, which
is more generally known as charloek,
the best means of destroying this
weed is by using (when the weeq is
Young) forty gallons per acre of two
per cept. solutibn of sulphate of eop-
per; but if the charlock' be in flow-
er a¥ much as sixty gallons of a four
per cent. solution will be necessary.

The asparagus beetle, which has
been troublesome in the Niagara dis-
trict, ‘should be treated to spraying
with either kerosené emulsion or
whale-oll soap. :

The red turnip beetle, which vis-
its Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories now and again, can be
got rid of by spraying or dusting the
plants with arsenical poisons in the
same was ag for the Colorado beetle,

Should British Columbia be again
visited by the mealy plum aphis,
S})my with whale-oil soap and quas-
sia.

‘Reverting to weeds, no seeds should
be'allowed to mature. And by far the
mosi important to the farmer is to
se6 that he purchase his seeds for
his crops. where he can depend upon
getting rellable goods. It is false ec-
onomy to buy “cheap” seeds.

The Cauadian Thistle
cenerally comes into bloom in Jaly
and August, maturing its seeds par-
ticularly in the latter month. Until
the fields are cleared of this pest
drop out of the rotationm all crops
that allow: the thistle seeds to ripen
before these are cut. It is desirable
to plough under pasture land in June,
or land from which a crop of hay has
been removed early in July, and to
work the land thus ploughed upom
the surface, so that all thistles will
be kept under until fall, or the time
for sowing winter wheat. Operate a
three year rotation of wheat, rye,
bariey, or oats, with clover, follow-
ed by a hoed crop. In removing this-
tles from permanent pastures on
stiff clays two or three cuttings a
Year with the scythe or mower for
o few years will suffice, but in open
subsoile the spud will have to be re-
sorted to. The first catting should
be just before the thistles blossom.

The sow: thistle may be eradicateqd
in the same manmer. This weed blog-
soms in July, maturing its seeds in
July, August and » September, It
will grow in amy kind of soll.

Couch grass, or quack grass, grow
in all kinds of crops from early
spring until late autumn, turing
its seeds in August. To get: of it
plough lightly after harvest,”) then
harrow with the ordinary harrow,
and use the spring tooth cultivator
to shake the roots of the grass free
from the soil. When dry burn them.
Repeat this process twice or thrice
and couch grass will disappear.

The Ox-Eye Dalsy

Pas-
ture meadow land until the middle
of June, then plough deeply and
sow with rape in drills. It mui,bo
well to follow with a crop of- ¢ébrn
roots. Or, another remedy is to fol-
low rye with a crop of millet,; or to
work the ground on the bare fallow:
system until’ winter wheat may be
sown in September.

To destroy burdock, In grain or
hay flelds, the reaping or mowing
will_prevent the seeds matuaring at
the usual season. If the fields be
gone over later with the spud or
some such implement, and the plants
be cut below. the corn, they muast
die. { i .
When blue weeds put in an ap-
pearance, remove ‘them with the
spud, unless the ground is to be
broken up the same  season. .When
cut off at any stage of its growth
below the corn the weed must die.
© Wild flax, sometimes known as
false flax, may be got rid of by
alternating hoed crops in succes-
slon with spring grain crops, or rye
followed by a hoed crop, the rye
not being allowed to ripen. ‘When
wild flax is found only in patches
in meadows the infested parts may,
be cut and used for soiling purposes.
When Lucerne can be substituted
for meadow, the first cuting wounld
take place before the flax is ripe.

Pigeon weed menerally gets in
wheat and rye seeds and timothy,
mammoth clover and alsike. It can
})]e treated about the same as wild

ax.

Rag weed and wild mustard should
be treated alike,

Wild oat fs an annual nuisance,
and will fairly well succyib to the
samie treatment as wild’ mustard.

Siap dragon or toad flax is als»

called butter and eggs, and while
young plants may be rooted out by
hand the summer fallow, is the most
effective remedy.
Only Thorough Summer Fallowing
will destroy wiid lettuce. The only
way to get rid of sour dock, yellow
dock, .curled dock, narrow dock, or
curled rumex (all the same noxious
weed) is to pull out root and every-
thing.

The wild parsnip only flowers the +
second year, so that if the flower
be cut before the seed‘'forms the wood
can be at once got rid of.

Cocklebur or clotbur will succumb
to clean culture with some hoed crop,
while seeding™@o clover or meadow
grass, with frequent mowing, will
keep it mnder subjaction. By all means
prevent it from seeding, and to ac~
complich this it may be necessary, to
go through corn and stubble fields
in Aughst and Saptember.

The saltwort or Russian thistle ia
more like the common tumble-weed
than any other plant in the North-
west, and so great a pest is It in
some quarters that the Winconsin
Experimental Farm: authorities have
recommended a Russian thistle to be
placed ir each scliool-house, so tHat
the pupils may become familiar Withy
it, and be taught to kill it wherever
they find it as they would a rattle- -
snake. Permit no Russian thistle to
go to seed, and in two years you wilt
be rid of it. But be careful that all
seed sown be as pure and clean as
possible, and exercise especial care,
in regard to flax seed and niliet; or
any of the smaller and lighter 9.

CANADA’S BIC CROPS. S

The farmer is a busy man theae days,
The weather is simply perfect for bay-
ing and harvesting, and he is certainly
making good use of the time. Haying
is well advanced and many are hard at
work cutting their wheat. The barley
is nearly ready for the binder, and the
oats will not, be very far »ehind. From
all parts of the countv reports agree
that the crop is a record breaker. Old
residents with excallent wmemories can-
not recall a year in which the crops, on
the whole, were better, or even as gdod.
The frequent rains about which so many
have complained 80 much have been
Jjust the thing for the light land. The
straw is unusnally long, but the
heads have filled out remarkably well
and the yield per acre, it is expected,
will be away above the average. There
bas been  good cause for fearing that
the weather might continue so unfavor-
able that there might be sore difficulty
getting in the grain even after cutting,
but during the last few days more de-
sirable conditions could not have ‘been
wished for. In eyery way this season
the farmer seems to bave been highly
favored. The field roots, potatoes,
vegetables, etc., give promise cf being
larger and better-than for many years.
Corn appears to be the only exception.
This will no doubt be somewhat of a
failure, when compared with other
years, but this is a small consideration
when everything else is so abundant.

In some parts of Ontario, however,
the farmers are feeling rather gloomy,
owiug apparently to'the never-ending

Simcoe the hay crop 1s rotting in the
field. At least such was the case last
week, but the -sunshine of this week
would no doubt save the crop. Other
reports indicate a mcst prosperous state
of things throughout the dominion.
Right through from the province of
Nova Scotia to the North-west Terri-
torjﬁbe despatches tell of record crops.
Thé outlook is particularly bright in
Manitoba aad the Territories, where
the largest crop on record is looked for.
Western Ontario reports are optimistic,
particularly with reference to the fruit
crop. Apples are said to be heavier
than for years, and there will be an
abundance ot peaches. All grains are
looking well. Corn forme a general
exception though; all reports speak of
it as being largely ruined. Eastern
Ontario reports generally speak in a
bopeful tone. Crops are for the most
part good, those of hay and potatoes
appearing to be the most promising.
In Quebet hay }ud potatoes are doubt-
ful in some places; so sre roots, but on
the whole a heavy crop of hay may be
looked for. The fruit crop in Nova
Scotia is reported poor, under the aver-
age, while in New Branswick the con-
ditions are somewhat better, and from
all accounts the crop should be a good
one. Asyeu little has been heard about
the outlook in British Columbia, their
harvest being somewhat later, but no
doubt equally good reports will be re-
ceived in a few days.
ATHENS’ RECISTRATIONS.

The Brockville Times of Saturday
vemarks : “ What is the matter with
the birth rate in the classic village of
Athens in this county? On Tuesday
evening st a public meeting held there
to discuss the building of a new hall,

and incidentally more school accommo-
dation the village clerk said that,

 ‘There did not appear to be much
cause for worry in regard to scheol
accommodation. Last year only six
births were registered, and for the first
six mgonths of this year only two’

“ For a village of almost a thousand

of this would-be reeve perhaps now
their clerk would not' have the pitiful
tale to tell that he did about birth regis-
trations ”

No one can dispute for a moment that
this is a most lamentable state of affairs.
We doubt, however, if the “classic vil-
lage” of Athens is much wors ', if any,
in this respect than neighboring towne.
The same complaint has frequently been
made in the provincial press, and even
from the pulpit. 8o far as Athens is
copgerned ;& may say there undoubt-
edly have been several births during the
last year and a balf which were mot
registered. This is gross careléssness on
the part of the parents. It may be
news to such to know that parties not
registering births are in danger of being
fined. In our opinion it would take
more than the policy referred to in the
alleged manifesto of the would-be reeve
to make any difference in the birth rate,
The laugbinginnocentlittle babe, which
for centuries has been prized above
éverything else by loving mothers, evi-
dently has no charms for the modern
wife. Her time is too much taken up
with other attractions. “To her children
are a nuisance.

REAPERS FOR NORTH-WEST.

Tn connection with the arrangements
for bringing the harvesters into the
West, says a Winnipeg despatch, Hugh
McKellar, chief clerk  of the Depart-
ment of the Department of Agriculture,
has made the following statement :

“The question of supplying harvest
hands each year to assist farmers in
Manitoba and the Territories to gather
their great crops is a serious question
for consideration. The baryest hands
of 1900 and 1901 are now in many in-
stances owners of land in Manitoba to-
day, and they themselves want extra
belp to garner their crops.” The ever
increasing demand for help will continue
for years. Farmers in many parts of
the province are already asking for
men, and asking what the local Govern-
ment is going to do to supply them.
The  Department of Agriculture is tak-
ing active steps to secare all the infor-
mation possible about the number that
will be required, the same as was done
in past years.”

During the several years
that they have thus provided drink-
ing water they cannot recall a case
of heat prostratiow or illness due to
excessive drinking of water by men
employed in thelr shops, where the
heat is great. They also find that
this water reduces the appetite for
intoxicating drinks, and in general
the effects are so excellent that their
men are telling it to workmen in
otlier shops and cities. The jar should
be emptied and thoroughly cleansed
every morning, as the oatmeal sours
over night, and of course, the drink-
ing eup also ought to be scalded and
seolfi-ued for obvious reasomns each day.
They . believe the water should be
drawn from a spigot, -as, ol course,
from a sanitary view th® use of n
dipper in the top of a jar is not
as it should be, but’ the oatmeal
clogs the spigot; or straimer, lead-
ing to a spigot. It has contributed
not only to tha comfort of the men,
but also permitted them to continue
at.work when the heat might other-
wise have prevented, and has great-
ly reduced the tempations of the
men to seek -intoxicating cooling
drinks. For a few days the oatmeal
flavor may not be relighed by all
of the men, but very soon they find
it’ palatable and aro delighted by the
relief afforded,—Iron Age.

BOILED TO DEATH.

One of the Modes of Punishment in
Henry VIii.’s Time.

In England, during the reign of

Henry VIIL, the public mind became
greatly exclted through several cases
of poisoning, and parliament enacted
a law making boiling to death the
penalty. This law was on the sta-
tute books about sixteen years, It
was made retroactive, so as to take
in a cgse that chiefly prompted its
enactment—that of Richard Rosse,
otherwise Coke, the Bishop of* Roch-
ester's cook, who poisoned seventeen
pareoms, two of wihwom died. Coke was
boiled at Rochester. The infliction
wae attended with peculiar cruelty,
as Coke was put imto a cauldron of
cold water and gradually cooked to
death. !
" A few years later, in March, 1542,
‘woman» named Margaret
Davy was punisiied bny a simllar way
omn conviction of poisoning. The pub-
lic were not satisfied as to her gullt,
and, notwithstanding the compar-
atively slow travel of news in those
days, the story of Margaret Davy's
trial and punishment soon spread
through the kingdom and aroused
universal horror. Bolling to death re-
mained on the statute books, how-
ever, as long as Henry reigned, per-
haps because the monarch himself
had @ dread of being poisoned. Im-
mediately after his death parlia-
ment repealed the law.

MONEY NOT AN OBJECT.

Would Give it $1,500,000 to $2,-
000,000 a Year for Ten Years,
After Which He lfopes it Might
Perhaps Live Unalded—The Yan-
kee l3ogey Worked Again.

London, July 28.—The House of
Commons Comm:ttee appointed to in-
quire into the question of steam-
sh'p subsi-les was in sess oa tc-day
and examined Senator G. A. Drum-
mond, of Montreal. Mr. Drummond
e2li that h: had arrived at th: con-
clusios from rce:nt deve'opm:=nts of
Amerlcan. shij ping combd nes ttat the
land line practically controlled the
situation, and that the ocean lines
were merely adjuncts.

At Nirst sight it wou'd appcar that
the purchase of a number of oid Brit-
ish steamzrs by thz American com-
bination couli b2 remedied by baild-
ing n:w boats. But he believed that
if this was done by a new organiza-
tion it could be made unprofitable
by the Americans, who, by means of
throuzh bills of lading from the
produec.ur  centres, could control
freights' as well as & considerable
portion of the passenger tralfie.

He believed that the only hope of
escaps fiom the coutrol of the Am-
erican shipping combine lay through
Canada. Therefore he advocated” a
speedy up-to-date service of 22-
knot steamers boetween Gieat Bri-
tain and Halifax, instead of New
York. Such a Kme ought to he subsi-
dized to the extent of £300,000 ($1,-
500,000) to £400,000 ($2,000,000)
Yearly for ten years, half payable
by Great Britain and half by Can-
ada. Thereafter, he believed, “if ju-
diciously managed,” the line woull
be self-support:ng. It would be ad-
vantageous to both ‘' eountrics to
cement the trade between Canada
and Great Dritain.

BOERS"  GOOD  FEELING

Settling Down Faster Tha»
Was Expected.

DISCONTENT IS SPORADIAC.

London, July 28.—The pessimistic
reports respecting the sullen con-
duct of the Boers and the resentful

disposition of tne sarrendered
warriors to boycott the sed:is
who fought on the British
side age clearly exagerated.
There dre some symptoms of
dissatisfaction over the slowness
with which the Boers are relecased
and provided with money for making
a fresh start in their old homes, but
the disaffection is not serious when
caused by inevitable delay and
meshes of red tape.

While the Boer colonies bear a
closer resemblance to Alsace-Lor-
raine than to loyal and reconciled
Quebcee, they are settling down more
rapidly than the most ecaustic op-
timist could have expeetedl when
peace was made. Lord Kitchener's
confidence in the good faith of the
Boers and admiration of their fight-
ing qualities are attested by the
fical report of military operations.
He was the real author of the peace
compaet, amdl the «ing's influence
was behind him. Load Kitchener
has not sald one word since his re-
turn to England to indicate that
the apprehends a renewal of the po-
litical agitation among {he DBoers
agalnst theCrown.

Alarmists who lay stress upon the
eporadic instances of resentment and
evil passion in the Transvaal are
rendering the same kind of disser-
vice to the interests of poace with
which Sir Eilward Grey has been re-
proached 1 dragging before the
Cemmons Sir Redvers Baller’s griev-
ances as an act of jastice to the
unfoptunate general. The last word
has |probably  been spoken on  be-
half of Balier, who was b~friended
by the War Officy, headguarters
stalf® and the conrt itscll until his
dlsmirsal and disgrace were render-
ed inevitable by his own hecadstrong
folly.

KING OF NEW ZEALAND.

Title Which Premier Seddon hus Won
for Himself in the Antipodes:-

Richard J. Seddon, the Premier of
New Zealand, now on a visit to Eng-
lani, is popularly known at his bome
as “King Dick Seldon.” Mr. Seddon
is in many reepects a remarkable
man, He made a hit recently by
giving, in  one of his speeches in
South Africa, where he &toppzd on
his way to En@and, the [lirst olfi-
cial hint that peace actualiy wasin
¢ight, but what has wade him es-
pecially popular in Great Britain is
the part he played in supporting
the empire during the war. As the
head of his colony’s government he
“came out strong” for the mother
country’s side in the controversy, and
in the most hopeliess days of the cam-
pagn insisted that the struggle must
be fcught out to a iinish. He head-
od the moyement to send a contingent
of New land troops to South Af-
rica. and pRomised that men should
be supplied until there was no long-
er any necessity for reinlorce-
mente, The attitudé won him 2as
mucl applause in New Zealand asit
has done in England. His recent
journey along the southern coast of
his country was such a succession
of fetes and receptions that it
seemed like a royal progress, and
there is now a project on foot to
make him a gift of a purse of $25,-
000 in gold as a national testimonial

Seddon ig a type of man that is
much commoner in Canada than fn
England—the eort of a man that
beging life with nothing but his bare
hands and comes out on top by
cheer force of bigness of enery and
purpose. A boy of 18, he went out
to New Zealand in 18687, when thi
gold fever was on, and during his
first days there got his bread and
rutter by washing bottles in a cheap
tavern. . He lived the hard life of
the ‘mining camps and then his rise
began. At 34 he went to the New
Zealand Parliament, and after that
kept on up the ladder until be got
the Premiership, with which he now
dovetails in a few other litlle posts,
such as Colonial Treasurer, Minister
of . Labor, Minister of Defense and
Commissioner of Trades and Custems.
