-The name flylng equirrel is  given
to many species of little mammals
found in different parts of the world,
all belonging clearly to the rodent an-
imals of the sqirrel tribe, but hav-
ing scarcely amy point of resemblane,
except the existence of a membrane
which extends the ekin from the flanks
and performs the functions of a par-
achute.

The curious flying equirrel of  Aus-
tralia dwells in trees, seeks its food
at night and feeds on insects, berries
and the cggs of small birds.

It has a fleecy fur of whitish
tinged with red. Its long buehy tail
with prehensile extremity serves as-a
rudder when it flies from one tree to
another and also enables it to cling to
the branches while having free use of
its feet. It has a ventral pouch for car-
rying the immature young.

1t is almost. impoesible to study
manners of this nogturnal animal, 80
we have a limited knowledge of -its
habits. It passes the entire day in its
nest. a hole dug in the top of a tree.
Naturalists declare that this equirrel
never drinks, in fact, that.it never
drinks, in fact, that it never descends
to the ground. After sunset one can
hear its ery, which resembles the twit-
tering of a bird. On a moonlight night
a very quict observer may ses the grace-
ful evolutions of the little creatures,
fluttering in the air. They spring ‘from
the top of a tree and by stretching
their four feet extend the folds of the
membrane. The strange parachute alack-
ens the descent and the squirrel lands
on a branch without-the slightest shock
fo it as a result of its leap through
space,

Observers do not agree on the max-
imum flight of these animala, but it
appears to have been proved that they
can fly a distance of from seventv-
five to oue hundred feet, though some i
claim for them a much greater dis-
tance. Tt is quite possible, of course,
that various oncs of these animals
may vary in their leaping capacity.

Like all nocturnal mammals, thev
do  mot thrive in captivity, even in
their native country, and therefore one
rarely sees them in zoological garr
dens.

New Cabinét Formed Following Uprising

Over Cession

of Adrianople.

Constamtinople, Jan, 27. — Nazim

Pasi®, former Minister of War a‘nd
commander-in-chief  of the Turkish
forces im the recent wnY\vith the Bal-
kan allies, was shot dead in the st,rec.:ts
here to-might during disorders which
followed Che resignation of the Cabinet
to-day.

Nazim Pasha stated before the Grand
‘Counci} yesterday that he would like
to contimue the war, provided he had
the funds to do so., As the powers re-
fused ¢e provide any money in case of
the war being continued, he yielded to
the suggestion of the other members of
the council and advised the surrender
of Adrianople.

Nazim Paseha has been eriticised some-
what severeiy for his conduct of the
operatioms at Lule Burgas, especially Ly
the Young Turks' army officers,

'The erisis came with dramatic sudden-
niess, 'The Qrand Vizier, Kiamil Pasha,
and the Ottoman Cabinet resigned, and
Mahmoud  Shefket Pasha, formerly
Minister of War and commander of the
constitutional army  which enthroned
Mehmed V. as Sultan, was appointed
Grand VizierD

Yesterday the Grand ('ouncil, repre-
senting the intellect and wealth of the
nation, pronounced in favor of peace
almost at any price. To-day a vast
crowd, drawn from all classes of the
proletariat, declared for war rather
than peace without Adrianople. And
because the crowd was backed by gen-
eral public opinion the Government sur-
rendered and relinquished office, mak-
ing way for the sume men whom the
popular movement brought to the top
after the revolutions of 1908 and 1009.

The resignation of the Cabinet was
announced in the following official state-
ment: ¥

“The decision of Kiamil Pasha’s Cabi-
pet, taken in response to the note hand
«d to the Turkish Government by the
European powers, to abaudon the fort-
ress of Adrianople and part of the is-
lands im the Aegean Sca, and the con-
vocation of an extraordinary assem-
bly of the Grand Council of the Otto-
man Empire. to which the Cabinet’s de-
eision was submitted - a course ‘contrary
to the prescriptions of the constitu-
tional vharter and violating the sacred
rights of the people—roused the indigna-
tion of the Turkish unation, with the
eouit that the people made a demon-

tion before the Sublime Porte nd

Fourht about the resignation of the
Government.” 1

BLOODLESS REVOLUTION,

The Council of Miuisters met p.hor\l;_’l
before moon to give final shape to the
note accepting the propasals of the pow
ers. About three o'clock people from
all quarters began to gather in front
of the gate to the Grand Vizierate. En-
ver Bey, opc of the leaders of the
Young Turks, who was identified with
the campaign n Tripoli and Nadje Bey,
a prominent Unionist, arrived about this
time. and were deputed to inform the
Cabinet that it must retire.

Enver Bey soon iseued from the Viz-
jerate and announced that he held.the
resignation of Kiamil Pasha, which he
was taking to the palace.  This was
greeted  with tremendous  cheering.
which waa frantically renewed an hour
and a half later when he returned with
an irade appointing Mahmoud Shefket
Pasha Grand Vizier.

Refer Panama Dispute to
Joint Commission.

USE TAFT’S PLAN

Is Secretary Knox's Idea to
Settle ‘Trouble.

Washington, Jan. 27.—The reply of
the United States to the British note
of protest against the Panama Canal
Act, was made public by Secretary of
State Knox to-night, simultaneously
with the transmission of the note to the
British Parliament for Foreign Affairs.

The riote states at the outset that
the United States Government disagrees
with the British interpretation of the
Clayton-Buiwer and  Hay-Pauncefote
treaties, but discussion of this import-
ant phase of the controversy is reserved
by Secretury Knox for anotier occasion.

With respect to Sir Edward Grey’s
suggestion that the Panama dispute
be submitted . to - arbitration if the
Cana! Act be not repealed, Secretary
Knox holds that such a proposal is
premature. Mr. Knox bases this view
on the ground that Great Britain
complains only of somcthing that pus-
sibly may happen, and also that arbi-
tration should not be resorted to until
the two Governments have failed to
scttle by diplomati¢ negotiations any
matter of dispute between them.

The most interesting feature of Mr.
Knox’s note, nowever, is his  proposal
that all facts in the ecase which may
continue to he the cause of a differ-
ence of opinion between the two Gov-
ernments be referred for investigation
and report to a joint high commission
of enquiry. such as was previded for
in the receut peneral aibitvation treaty
between the United States and  Great
Pritain, which was ratified by the Unit-
ed States Senate iy a hopelessly mutilat-
ed condition. '

As he
handed the document to the king, say-
ing, in response to William’s growl of
remonstrance, “A1 I, then, more ex-

@ cannon ball swept away his head,

Not so very many years ago there
stood over the massive fireplace in the
directors’ room of the bank three rusty
specimens of the old “Brown Bess,” to-
gether with a pumber of roughly
shaped bullets. In these relics was em-
bodied a picture of the November nigh$
in 1780 when the mob of Gordon riot-
ers marched down from Newgate, set-
ting fire to every Catholic chapel on
the way and advancing with a force of
5,000 upon the bank itself. ]

The eclerks, armed with muskets,
were unprovided with shot. Before
them lay rows of leaden inkstands,
suggesting the possibilities of & new
use. In less than half an hour the ink-
stands had been melted and tarned
into bullets. The muskets were load-
ed At every window of the bank
stood two marksmen, their guns train-
ed on the mob belpw. Yet the rioters
came on until they were within ten
yards of the bank gates. Then sharp
and clear above the frightful din rose
the order to fire, and from the win-
dows poured a deadly volley. When
the smoke finally cleared away 250
lay dead or dying in the open space
now covered by the esplanade of the
Royal Exchange. The attacking syvmy
wavered, stopped. broke line and fled,
! and the Gordon riots were at an end.

During the first part of the reign of

George 1L it was the practice of all
banks to give a receipt in payment of
a deposit, the receipts belng passed
from hand to hand and serving the
same purpose as the check of today.

At that time Childs’ bank, a private

concern, which had the backing of a
great part of the English nobilify, ex-
hibited such signs of future greatness
that the Bank of England became
| greatly alarmed, especially in view of
| the fact that the “Old Lady’s” potes
were at a discount of 10 per cent. So
little by little. through their agents,
the managers of the Bank of England
bought ap every receipt bearing the
' Childs signature, allowing the collec-
tions to accumulate each year until the
time should be ripe, during a shortage
of gold, to present the receipts in one
great mass for payment. It was deem-
ed a certainty that Childs’ would not
be able to meet the demand and would
thus be rdfned. )

The principal figure {0’ the drama
that ensued was no other than the fa-
mous Sarah Jeunings, in whom Childs’
bank found its stanchest supporter.
One night there came a wild clanging
at the bell ot the grent eate of the

audience with her grace. When the
duchess, in ber dressing gown, appear-

ing, that there was pot at Childs’
enpugh gold to meet them, that un-
le& the demand could be satistied with-
in eight hours Childs' was ruined and
that there was but one person in the
world—her grace—to whom tbey might
turn.
Whereupon the redoubtable duchess
sat down and wrote out a check, which
| she handed to the agent It was an
| order on the Bank of England for the
| payment of £700,000. He was instruct-
ed to take this check to the Bank of
England and to say that if it hesitated
for a single instant in paying it the
dnchess would proclaim 1t as 8 de
faulter.

STEALING A RAILROAD.

Not In a Financlal Way, but by Carry-
ing It Off Bodily.

The line had cost $450,000, and for
years it did gervice for the Gread
Southern and Western Rallway com-
pany until the year 1876, when the
company, which had been running 18
at a loss, washed its hands of it.

Then its neighbors began to turn cov-
etous eyes on it.

A few prose-
cutions were {nstituted, but the
charges were withdrawn. Nobody
seemed to care. The thieves, thus en-
couraged, grew bolder. Farmers
and horses and
loaded them with spoils of rails, sleep-
ers, switches and semaphores. Omne
goodly station vanished, to its last
brick and door, in a single night.

They were great times
Boatloads of booty,
of rails, were sent away from
Portumna by unlicensed uoontractors,”
and the work of spoliation went on
until not as much as & turntable was
left.—Argonaut.

11. corrupt
beforq¥God—The race of mankind, as a
whole;#had gone far away from God. A
striking” picture of man’s wickedness is
presented in the fifth verse of this
chaptd¥: the carth was filled with vio-
Jence. Sin of every kind was rampant.
There,was oppression and deetruction of
life, gith no regard for justice or right-
eousréss. Men’s “passions were given
loosge wein. 92. God looked upon the
carth, and, behold—The inspired writer
represents God as looking upon the con-
dition of men, as a man would look over
a giyea gifuation, and the view was most
“distressing.

4. A acans of safety (vs. 14-222).
'God appointed Noah to the task of
. ‘building”an ark, and the work was two-

fold. Wt involved years of warning to
* the wicked and veams of preparation for
his own. safely and that of his family.
1t meant; much for Noah to maintain his
integrity and his faith in God in his
time, The proportions of the ark were
not anuch different from those of ships
builf{ in our day.

1L. Concerning repentance and reward.'
1. Concerning faith and morals. In,
this lesson we have the testimony of
God respecting man, “Every imagination
of the thoughts of his heart was oniy
evil continually.” Where at firet there
wag nothing evil, now there was noth-
ing good. At this time there were two
distinct races upon earth, the descend-
ants of Seth and of Cain. Recall the
curse upon Cain which sent him forth a
wandered, separate from his father’s
household. The descendants of Seth ad-
hered to the service of God. Those of
Cain were reprobate. For a comsiderable
time the two races kept apart. Only
when the “sons of God” relaxed in relig-
ious principle were they open to tempta-
tion from their ungodly neighbors.
“They took them wives.” Here they fol-
lowed their own will with reference to
God or to duty in the matter.

It was a great
thing to be faithful among the faithless.
1I. Concerning repentance and reward.
As the first, with the message of juda-
ment, there was alco the message of
mercy. One hundred and twenty years
was given to hear Noah’s preaching and
to see his preparation against the dey
of judgment when God shoull destroy
the earth by water. Separation from all
evil was God’s law from tke .beginning.
The way of uprightness has ever Leen
the way of safety. It was an importunt
and eventful day when retribution began
upon the people and the fulfilment of
God’s promige to Noszh was  effected.
God rewards righteousness and  sets
value upon family life. iie clearby indi-
cated Lo Noah that he would dwell with-
in the srk. Outside the ark all'was ruin.
Inside all was rest and peace. Jt was
a great merev to escape all the wicked-
ness of the world, to be delivered from
the darving excess of inijuity which had
abounded on every side.” God shut the
door agminst a world about to perish,
jod reserves gome things unto himself
to da. He had entered into solemn eove-
nant with his servant Noah that he
would preserve him in the ark. Though
Noah was inactive as regards the labors
of the world, it must have been a sea-
son of constant uplifting. of soul and of
constant exercise of faith. When Noah
came forth he was doubtless all the
better prepared for future irials, having
a firmer trust in God, a more sublime
faithy a deeper knowledge of the things
of God and with a larger meagure of
epiritual strength. He was being pre-
parod to stand at the head of God’s re
presentative family upon the carth.—T.

NOTES.

Winter is here in earnest and the up
to-date poultry raiser is prepared for 1t
Roofs tight, house clean, plenty of fresh,
clean, dry litter, the right feed, the pul-
lets steadily laying—and profits. Then
there is the other class of poultrykeeper
who does not plan ahead. House not in
good condition for bad weather, negject
ed conditions, stodk not well grown, na
profits, and the cry no mouey in poul
try.

Now ig the time to think about mat.
ing up the breedirg ven for carly chicks.
The beginner will fare better with a few
early hatched chicks than dozens ot
June or July hatched. _

Order the incubator, brooder, day-old
chicks or hatching eggs now for future
delivery. With all poultry breeders the
system is firet come, first served. Be one
of the early ones, and start the season
right.

Among the majority of breaders there
is less stock for sale than ever before.
Last year was a hard one for the major-
ity ot poultry raisers, many not raising
enough pullets to fill the laying houses.
What is for sale on the market seems
to be of very good quality. Feed being
high, the culls went early to market.

Orpingtons seems to be riding steadily
on their boom. Great improvement. is
noticed in the whites, buffs and blacks.
The buff breeders of late have com-
menced to get away from the red color.
Some call it deep buff, and are at least
exhibiting some real golden buffs, so
beantiful to see and yet hard to attain,
The deep red or deep buff has no place
in the showroom ds long as the standard
of perfection calls for a rich golden buff
or has.Cochin shape a place, although
many Orpington breeders like it, and |
some ¢laim the standard calls for it.

Fanciers should keep utility in the
foreground in breeding those varieties of
fowls which are suppesed to be useful.
A large body of the patrons of breeders
are men who buy fowls because they are
uscful. They care more for good layere
than for rich colors. They prize really
firet-class table fowls more than they |
do the most cxquisite markings. This |
body of men is to be catered to, or the
number of buyers will be greaily dimin-
ished. An exhibition fowl, one that ie
elegant in figure and exquisite in plum-
age, is worth a large amount of money.-
There is a class of buyers for such fowls,
but the class is smaller than those who
ask: “Are they good layers? Are they
good for the table?7” )

It is perfectly legitimate for a person
to be a fancier pure and simple, to breed
for beauty, first, last and all the time,
and to let utility find its place where it
can. Such a breeder~ought to cxpeet
his patronage to be drawn from a small
class. His profits in breeding arc to be
derived from the sale of a few birds at
extremely high figures.

It is equally legitimate for one to eay
that he will breed first and foremcst for
utility and let beauty come if it will and
where it will. f one is breeding a var-
iety with a reputation for laying his ob-
ject will be to intensify that quality His
fowls are not only to be good layers, but
the best layers obtainabje; or if he is
breeding a variety whose chief claim is !
for the table he will seek to intensify |
that quality. His fowls may be beauti-
ful, but they must be the best table
folwe in existence. He wall have a
Iarge numbet of patrons, but his fowls
will scarcely command the prices that
the breeder of exhibition fowls can ob-
tain. His profits will come from the sale
of many birds at fair prices.

Unless there is to be two separate and
distinet classes of breeders—and indiea-
tions point in that direction-—in 4he
Inture faneiers must give utility a prom-
inent place, or a prejudice  will be cre-
ated against their stock in the minds of
that large ¢lass of buyers who eare first
for useful qualities. T.et tacir prejudice
onee become deeply rooted and  widely
epread and the fanciers will lose a large
source  of profit. It becomes, then a
either to separate the two
clisses and let faney birds become still
‘more fancy, and useful birds &tilt more
useful. or fanciers must in all their mat-
ings remember that utility cannot be
overlooked.

FARM SHEEP AND THEIR CARE.

While intelligent care i reguired. in
keeping eneep, otherwise the manage-
ment i@ not much different than that
needed for the other farm animals. An
important poiat is to keep their feet and
body dry. After a day or two old,
sheep can endure real low temperatures,
but moist or wet weather is injurious.

A sheep has mo upper incisor teeth.
The first set of incisors are known as
lamb teeth. At the age of about one
year the first pair of them in the centre
drops out and are replaced by the first
pair of adult teeth. The lamb is then
known by thie sign to be & year old.,
Eeach year it wil get a pair of adult
teeth, until four pairs appear, when it is
known as “a full-mouthed” sheep. At
about eight or ten years of age they
begin to lose their teeth, and tliey are
then known as ‘“‘broken-mouthed” sheep.

The female sheep is kpown as ewe,
pronounced “yew” or “von,” and not
“yoe,” a8 so many old-time brecders call
them. The Englishman says “yeowe.”
The malé is called the ram, and not
buck, the buck being the male of the
deer or elk. A castrated ram is known
as a wether. ‘I'hese are the American
names. As a rule copuiation takes place
between ‘the sexes only during certain
scasons of the year. The rams may run
with the flocks from January until
about the 1st of August without danger
of coupling. They will readily couple
during the remainder of the vear. Some
breeds differ in this respect, however.
The period of gestation of the ewe is 21
weeks, and will not vary materially from
this time. "The usual time for lambs
to drop is in the months of April and
May. If the ewes are well eared for
during -the period qof- gestation, the
lambs will be healthy and vigorous, and
there will be little disowning lambs by
their dams. Yearling ewes scldom have
twins, but later in life twine are quite
common, and with some triplets are not
unusual. The sheep  hae four compart-
ments to.its stomach, and usually its
power to aseimilate food is very good.
The sheep is" very timid anima) and is
very often scared to death by dogs, or
it may be so frightened by them 28 to
not take on flesh. Henge the necessity
of handling them with care. They will
soon know their master, and no donestic
animal will Took for its feed with greater
regularity than will sheep. Within five
minutes of the time of feeding the sheep
will all gather at the wccustomed plade
and begin bleating.

The sheep is said to be able to live on
very little food, and yet no animal is
more gluttonous if an opportunity pre-
sents itself. Its anatomy is such that it
ehould have bulgy rather than concen-
trated foods. It is:a grazer by nature
and takes to browsing as a secondary
method of gaining a livelihood. It will
do very well on the best of hay without
grain, but. as the hay lacks in quality,
a supplementary grain ration will be
necesgary to afford the mutrition re-
quired.

There are tlree general classes of
sheep: Fine wools, middle wools and long
wools. The fine wool breeds are the
several varieties of Merinoe. The general
characteristics of all Merinos are much
the same, but they differ in density of
fleecé, length of fiber and size of car-
cags. Some have wrinkles and folds, and
others are smooth; some have horns and
others are polled.

In the middle wools we find Oxfords.
Hampshries, Suffolks, Shropshires and
Southdowns. These all have dark faces
and legs, some being verv black and
their flecces are dense and the staple
nf medium length. The long woois are
Lincoln, Leicester, Cotswold and Romney
Marsh. These sheep have white faces
.:L‘nd'logs. and Jong, lustrog. coarse wool.
Cheir fleeces are open and they are very
large framed sheep. * '

Some sheep men make a greater profit
than others, and there are gome who, by
reason of miemanagement or m-;:l('ct-.
turn a possible profit into an actual
loss.  One sheep owner will make 25 and
and another 50 per cent, on his invest-
ment in mutton sheep, depending on his
skill and management. Any good breed-
ing ewe will produce enaiigh wool to pay
for her keep. She ean be kept in a very
thrifty condition by feeding the cin-:x;u:r
foods, such as straw. fodder and eclover
hay when it is not too valuable in the
market. Tt may be necessary to give a
small grain ration to keep the sheep
up to the standard. In addition to the
wool provided by the ewe, she will pro-
duce at least one lamb, and the average
for the mutton breeds'is nearer one and
onc-half lamnbs per ewe. By taking a
glance at the experiments in feeding
lamhs at some of the Ontario experi-
ment stations, it V'] be found that mut
ton can be produced, aljowing market
prices for grains and hay. for about
three cents per pound.  ‘Such mutton
will sell at from five to six cents per
pound. Here will be a moderate profit
and there may be instauces where the
profit will be even greater. .

To get most profit from sheep, the
owner should know for what market he
is feeding, and he should have the \mat-
ter of prices and demand well in hand.
If he has a good spring larab. market
near at hand he will probably want to
raise épring lambs for that market. And
this spring lamb Dbusiness means that
the lambs should drop not later than
the middie of February and as much
earlier than ‘this time as poseible. The
January lamb will be a good one for
the next (hristmas market. If not sold
then as & lamb, it will sell very well
the next spring and will bring a profit
| if it has Leen well kept and fed.

There are, sheep feeders who depend
largely on buying shecp in September
and feeding them out for marizet, none

being kept during the rest of the year.
Some of these make a profit, and others
vat Then there are others, who will

pick up a-few ewes, breed for early
lambs, push the lambs and sell them
off early at good prices, then feed out
the ewes and ship thém to market, This
can be made a good business if pur-
chases can be made readily and withglit-
tle trouble. Those following this plan
will have a little scab to contend with,
and- untess they- have agood diphing
apparatus on the farm, they had befter
let that go. To get in the way af do-
ing these things the novice should begin
modestly and advance with citutiom

The man who keeps a few .good gyes,
breeds and disposes of his: wether 1gml»
at good figures, and occasionally sells o
carload of lambs and cast-off ew% in
doing the safest business, and thie i
the plan to be recommended to farmers
wro have good pastures and plenty of
roughness. Try a few sheep, then Bome
more, and then some more.

A reader writes: “It is-.an assured
fact that good apples cannot be wn
withcut spraying, no matter how Wirge
or how small the orcharl,” cnere is »
necessity to hpray. The first thing to
be‘considered is the outfit. It is irffpor-
sible to do thorough work withaut a
good machine, one that can stail a
high pressure and do the work. In
spraying for coddling moth we use ar-
senate of lead paste—six pounds of lead
to about 90 gallons of water. Too mucu
pains cannot be taken to get the ar-
senate of Jead dissolved. Never buy a
machine without a pressure pauge, %\'u
have never sprayed the San Jose scale,
for the reason that we have none here.
but we expect to spray with the Lime
and sulphur solution this winter, ag o
have oyster-shel bark lice, which the
lime and sulphur solution wili take bif.
I don’t think it will be necessary to
epray more than once.”

Diversified oreharding is very smport-
ant. Like farming, fruit growing is surer
er and better when a number of fgits
are grown. It is not good hort.ic%rc
to depend npon one fruit, or even €W o
three. 1t is far better to have sewer:l
and be on a safe system.
