The eteamboate and railroads, which ran 
cheap excursions, brought a vast crowd of 
sightseers into the oily yesterday, and it 
la estimated that not lees than 20,000 
strangers are domiciled here to night. The 
early morning boats from the villages on 
the north and south shares were laden to 
the water’s edge, and the habitant» from 
the suburbs began pouring in at daylight. 
The official proceedings began at 8 a.m., 
when pontifical mass was celebrated in a 
temporary aha pel on the Plains of Abra­
ham by his Grace Archbishop Taschereau, 
M. Gagnon, organist of the Basilica, con­
ducted the music, which was singularly 
well rendered by a choir of 750 
voices, and Mgr. Raetee, the Bishop 
et Sherbrooke, preached an elo­
quent sermon, in which he referred 
to the past gloria» of the French-Canadian 
rase, their present happy condition, and 
their bright and promising future. The 
Plains of Abraham were the rallying point 
tor the national and other societies taking 
part in the pro cession, and as each arrived 
an tiie ground headed by its band of music 
and carrying its banners and Insignia, it 
was told off to its position by an official. 
Fully 16,000 persona had gathered at the 
Buttes à Neveu on the Plains when Arch­
bishop Tasohereau and his attendants 
arrived. After mass, the societies fell into 
line, and at 9 o'clock, the procession, con­
sisting of over forty divisions, started on 
Its journey. In the first division, which 
was headed by mounted members of the 
Cercle Frontenac, were chariots carrying 
ora ft representing the EmeriUen and the 
Grande and the Petite Hermine, the three 
vessels with which Jaoquee Cartier sailed 
from St Male on his voyage of discovery 
three centuries .ago. The divisions 
following consisted of the various St. Jean 
Baptiste societies and of trade guilds, each 
with a chariot bearing workmen engaged 
at their craft, or some allegorical design. 
The sixth division contained a band of 
Huron Indians in war paint ; the eighth 
and ninth consisted of Pontifical Zouaves 
carrying the old flag of Carillon. In the 
nineteenth division were his Honour Lieut. - 
Governor Robitaille and the Mayor of 
Quebec, attended by their officers. The 
thirty-first division contained allegorical 
representations of stirring scenes in Cana­
dian history, in charge of the members of 
the Cercle Montcalm. The thirty-eeoond 
division was composed of Ottawa societies, 
and of the St Jean Baptiste societies from 
the Maritime provinces and Amherstburg, 
Ont The thirty-third division was com­
posed of delegations from the St Ji 
Baptiste societies of Chicago,
Torn, Illinois, Biddeford, Maine, 
Marquette and Muskegon, Mich., and 
Fond dn Lao, Wis. In the thirty-fourth, 
thirty-fifth and thirty-sixth, came the 
societies of Thomson villa. Conn,, Alphena, 
Mloh., Glen’s Falls, N. Y„ Haverhill, 
Mass., Manchester, N. H., Warren, R. I., 
Lowell, Mass., Champlain, N. Y., Lewis- 
boa, Me , and St Paul, Minn. ; and the 
thirty-seventh oonklsted of delegates at 
large representing the French Canadian 
Colonies fat Maine, New Hampshire, Ver­
mont, Illinois and the Province of Ontario. 
The thirty-ninth was composed of mem­
bers of the Laval University and of learned 

of the Dominion and 
and the forty-first of 

of l’Institut Canadien of 
Quebec. Each division had its band, and 
It Is estimated that over 10,000 men were 
In the Une. The route lay through the 
Grande Allés, St. Louis, Du Fort, Buade, 
La Fabrique, St. Jean, St. Valier, St. 
Booh, St. Joseph, St. Ours and other prin­
cipal streets, and the procession drew np 
on Dufferin terrace where platforms were 
erected far the orators of the day. Just 
before the procession started, a cablegram 
was received from his Holiness the Pope 
giving hie blessing to his French Canadian 
children and wishing them success with 
their fête. The streets along the route 
were gaily decorated with the Canadian, 
French and British flags, and as the pro­
cession moved off the Plains of Abraham 
end passed the historic spots there, there 
was load and prolonged cheering for Mont­
calm and Wolfe, France, England and 
Canada; and the forty bands played national 
airs. A few drops of rain fell at ten 
o’clock and a thunderstorm threatened, 
but it passed over the heights, and thence- 
forth the day was a 16 per b one. The fol­
lowing local 8t. Jean Baptiste societies 
took part In the proceedings 8t. Sauveur, 
Imuson, Levis, Loretta, Charlebourg, Beau- 
port, Sillery, Pointe-aux-Tremblee, SoreL 
Joliette, St. Joseph de la Beauoe, Fraser- 
ville, Chicoutimi, Bale St, Paul, Lao St. 
Jean, Sherbrooke, Céatioook, St. Hya­
cinthe, Chambly, Richmond, St. Céiaire, 
Nicolai, Plessis ville, Psquetteville, La 
Patrie (this Is the repatriation settlement 
In the Eastern townships), and Ste Marie 
de la Beauoe. The trade societies present 
Included those of the masons, stone cut­
lers, ship-labourers, bricklayers, smiths, 
shoemakers, tanners and painters, and the 
Ottawa and Quebec Typographical Unions.

THE EANqUET,
The banquet took place in the Skating 

Rink, where covers were set for 1,200 
people. The Immense hall was nearly 
covered with flags, a number of mottoes 
being also affixed to the walls. The whole 
appearance of the interior was most bril­
liant, and presented a very remarkable 
and striking coup dad, The tables were 
remarkably handsome and ware adorned 
with various pots of the choicest flowers. 
The chair was taken soon after seven 
o’clock by the General President of the 
Quebec St. Jean Baptiste Society, Mr. J. 
P. Rheaume. On the right of the Pre­
sident ware the Governor-General, the 
Archbishop Lafleohe, of Three Rivers, Hon. 
Mr. Laurier, Bishop Racine, of Sherbrooke, 
Hon. Speaker Blanches, Judges Jette and 
Tmohetau, P. J. O. Chauveau, Mr, Clau­
dine Jaunet, Hon. Dr. Ross, Speaker ef 
Li.’. Council, Rev. Mr. Bedard, the Mayor 
ef Quebec, Judge Routhier, and Rev. Mr. 
Hamel, Rector of Laval University. On 
the President’s left was the Lieut.-Dover-' 
mar, Hon. Hector Lsugevin, Bishop Came­
ron, of Ariohat, Archibald Campbell, 
Senator Fabre, Judge Loranger, President 
ef 81 Jean Baptiste Society, Montreal, 
Hen. I. A. Chapleau, Premier of Quebec, 
Hon. Minister of Publie Works, Hon.

AFTER DINNER.
The toast of the Queen was drunk with

R. H. Princess Louise, which was r eoeived 
with tremendous enthusiasm.

THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL'S SPEECH."
His Excellency replied as follows
Gentlemen and friends of the Frencb- 

Oonadiaa race from Franoe as well as from 4*r own Province, I rise with the greatest J

pleasure to thank you (or the way in which 
you have received the toast which has been 
proposed by the president. In drinking 
the health of the Prinoeaa and myeelf, the 
Prinoaee bae especially desired me to oon- 
vey to you her gratitude, and I regret that 

rowing to the ehort duration of the stay of 
the Prince Leopold in thin country, ehe hae 
been unable to remain with me for the im­
posing celebration which we have witnessed 
to. day. She le at all times sorry to quit 
Quebec, a place ehe loves as much for the 
moral wortn of Its people as for the gran­
deur of its scenery. As for myeelf, gentle­
men, I have received a pleasant oall in 
being among you to-day to testify 
my respect for our French Canadian 
fellow-citizene, and my appreciation of the 
value of the element furnished by its noble 
and gallant race in influencing for good our 
young and growing Canadian nationality.
I am here to show how much I prize the 
loyalty evinced by you on all oo «irions to­
ward her Majesty the Queen, whose repre­
sentative I am. At the same time, I do 
not wonder at the devotion shown to so 
august an embodiment of the principle of 
constitutional rule. The Queen sets the 
example of a sovereign who has at all times 
given constant proof that with us acte of 
power are [the expression of the will of 
the people. It la this that gives to her 
the highest rank amongst rulers in the 
eyes of the nations who acknowledge her 
sceptre. It la among you especially that 
men will expect that this should be re­
cognized. It wai a Norman who, in 
Franoe, watched and guarded the oriadl# 
of liberty. It was the men of Normandy 
and Brittany who, at a later age, laid the 
foundation» of the liberty-loving com­
munity of Canada The very usages in 
the Parliament of Britain survived from 
the day when they were planted there by 
our Norman ancestor». I do not know 
that it has been observed before in Canada, 
but It has often occurred to' me that in 
Parliament we still use old words used by 
your fathers for the sanction of the Sover­
eign given to bills of la Seine Is veut, or 
la Seine réméré» tes bon» sujets ef accepts 
lew benevolence et ainsi le veut, forms which 
I should like to see used at Ottawa aa mark­
ing our common origin, instead of the prac­
tice that prevails of translations into 
modem French and Efigliah. In celebrat­
ing the file to-day all can join in pride in 
the element predominant among us, as it 
is to your race we owe the liberty and the 
practices that mark the free discussion» of 
our Parliament. I rejoioetoiee so many meet 
together, and that we have representatives 
of our allies, the French, ss well of those 
who have made their home, let us hope tem­
porarily only, among our friends in the 
UnitedStates. I rejoice to see these members 
of the race repatriated, if only for a time, 
and I may assure them that our new lands, 
of the West are wide and fertile enough 
to justify us in detaining them, and in 
annexing any who may be willing to be so 
treated. As they well knew, they will 
always -have with us the moet perfect 
guarantees of liberty, the fullest rights of 
the franchise, while they will not suffer so 
mueh as from frequent waves of moral 
heat incurred by all who have to take 
part in constant electioneering. Nor will 
they, on the other hand, have to endure 
winter and moral cold which may be ex­
perienced by all who have to undergo the 
effects of a gubernatorial or presidential 
veto. Our visitors will see with us to­
day the signa of a happy and loyal and 
contented people. They will see us 
sharing in that revival of trade 
which I am happy to say la 
marking the commencement of another 
era. Tney will see us holding in 
highest esteem esteem those traditions 
which associate us with the past. They 
will see yon In the fullest enjoyment of 
your law», your language and your institu­
tions. They will see above all that yon 
use the strength you thus inherit from 
your ancestors for no selfish purpose, but 
as imparting vigour and unison with the 
powees of other race» to our great Coated-, 
eration, and in cementing a patriotism 
which ii willing to bear its burdens as it 
hae tiie glory of a great country, the
greatest member of I.....................

A Sneclnt Statement of the Case 
on Both Sides.

The toast of hie Honour the lient,.Gov. 

and Madame Rcbitallle was next proposed 
and received with loud applause.

On the very 
ground where the Frenoh and English 
armies had met in hostility, a Frenoh 
Canadian Arohbiahop had celebrated mass, 
and French Canadian bishop railed his voice 
in the presence of his oo-patriots of the 
Dominion end the United States, pleading 
the cause of religion, of patriotism, and all 
joined In prayer for their gracious Sove­
reign. He frit more pride In the magnifi­
cent procession of the day, not only on 
account of Its beauty and length, but on 
account of the great strides in the develop­
ment of arts, manufactures and Industries 
manifested thereby.

THE CHURCH,
In reply to the toast of the archbishop, 

bishops, and clergy.
His Grace Arohbiahop Taschereau said 

he considered the applsuee with which 
that toast had been received was given to 
the institution rather than to individuals. 
It had been said of old Franoe that it had 
been formed by its clergy as boss filled 
their hives, and the same oould be said of 
new Franoe. He referred in glowing terms 
to Mgr. Laval whose See which had been 
ruled over by him alone had now Increased 
to that it was divided in many dioceses. 
He paid a high tribute to the devotion and 
courage of the clergy, and terminated with 
glowing eulogium of our civil institutions 
both federal and provincial, and with the 
expression of a fervent hope that her 
Majesty would long live to rule over us.

MISCELLANEOUS TOASTS.

Chauveau, Comte de Foucault, M. Claude 
Joan et, and Judge Plamondon, the second 
and third named gentlemen laying especial 
stress upon the kind manner in which is 
Excellency the Governor-General had re­
ferred to their native country.

The United States Consol, Mr. Wasson, 
having briefly replied on behalf of his 
country, his Excellency the Governor- 
General and suite left the hall, the whole 
•ndlence standing, and the band playing 
“ God Save the Queen.”

"Canada" was then proposed, and in 
replying the Hon. Hector Langevte, C B., 
pointed out the means which should be 
adopted to encourage agriculture and man­
ufactures, and urged union and harmony 
among all nationalities in maintaining the 
Confederation.

Hon. Mr. Laurier also responded, and 
took occasion to point out that Franoe and 
Scotland were old allias before the union 
of the latter with England, and that Canada 
had gone farther than England by uniting 
England, Scotland, and Franoe In one.

Mr. Chapleau in replying to the Pro­
vince of -Quebec was received with marked 
applause, and made p very patriotic ora­
tion.

To tile Editor of The Mail,
Sir,—Daring the last session of the Do­

minion Parliament some of the speakers 
on the Opposition side of the House of 
Commons treated the present agitation at 
Washington in favour of an increase on 
the rate of doty to be levied in the United 
State* on importa of foreign barley malt, 
aa if it were a very recent movement of 
the American msisters, and one which 
originated from, and owed its probable 
snooess to, the National Policy of the Do­
minion, especially that part of it under 
which the rate of duty on barley malt im­
ported into Canada had been lately largely 
increased. Hence they contended that 
spy injury which may result to the malt­
ing trade of the Dominion from the pro­
posed legislation at Washington will be 
justly chargeable to the present Govern­
ment of Canada and the N. P. The fact of 
the matter is that, years betare the forma­
tion of the present Administration or the 
adoption of the National Policy, the mal- 
stars of the United States had been grow­
ing exceedingly jealous of the extent of the 
Canadian malting trade, and very uneasy 
a* to the prospect of its continuing in- 
oreaie ; and, ss is well known to most of 
those engaged in the barley trade, leading 
members of the Msisters' Association have 
been engaged for several years book in 
gathering each statistic» and information 
a* would enable them to appeal to Congress 

which would secure them 
ire expansion of the Casa­

it trade, whioh they clearly saw 
was becoming » formidable competitor for 
their own home trade.

From time to time the Globe has advan­
ced the same argumenta, and last week 
contained taro articles on this subject. In 
one article needed “ The Destruction of 
the Melt Trade,” it states that a BUI hae 
been passed at Washington, " whioh re­
lates to the customs' duty on malt, and 
which raises the tax from 20 per oent. to 
26 oenta a bushel “the effect of the law 
wiU be to destroy the great and hitherto 
flourishing business done by Canadians in 
malting barley and exporting ait to the 
States ; ” “ The responsibility for this dis 
aster rests distinctly upon the Govern­
ment “Our Finance Minister placed a 
cue tome’ duty of two cents per pound on 
malt, whioh had formerly been on the free 
list “ The American maltsters at onoe 
ran off to Washington, with the N. P. in 
one hand, and our sapient knight’s budget 
of speeches in the other “ They 
proved to the Ways and Means 
Committee, that the Canadians had 
put a prohibitory tax on American malt ; ’’ 
“ They asked for a prohibitory tax la re­
turn, and they have eo far carried their 
point.” The Globe winds up with its 
usual elegant references to the “ folly ” 
and *'great pleoe of stupidity,” to , ex­
hibited by the Finance Minister. In 
another article headed, “ The Tax on 
Malt,” it says, “ Our export trade in 
malt is about to suffer annihilation through 
the hostile movement at Washington in­
vited by Sir Leonard Tilley."

This easy and convenient way of con­
necting cause and effect, and of fixing upon 
the head of the Finance Minister ol Cana­
da reeponsibiUty for all the probable re­
sults which may flow from legislation 
«eased at Washington, may be satisfactory

the Globe, and its assertions in this 
respect may be accepted aa truths by a 
few who receive its utterances aa gospel ; 
but business men and aU who reflect for 
themselves wiU be disposed to consider 
whether a shrewd and practical people 
like those of the United States, in deter­
mining upon an important change in their 
fiscal policy, each as is now proposed, are 
not muoh more likely to be guided In their 
aotion by a careful consideration and 
appreciation of the probable advantages to 
be derived by their own militera and 
brewers than by a fanciful and whimsical 
idea of retaliation against a policy whioh, 
in reepeot of this melt duty in Canada, 
does not affeot them at all.

A very little consideration of a few of 
the circumstances in connection with the 
lata comparative duties on barley and bar­
ley malt imported into the United States 
will show how naturally and gradually this 
agitation for the proposed increase on malt 
duty hae sprung up and inoreaeed. The late 
duty in the United States was, on barley, 
fifteen cento par bushel ; on barley melt, 
twenty per oent. It is only within the 
last four or five years that the quantity of 
malt imported from Canada attracted any 
attention. During the years 1873 74 and 
1874 75 the general range of prices of bar­
ley in Canada was ao high that the late 
duty of 20 per oent. on malt was as muoh 
protection for United States maltsters as 
they required, and the small imports from 
Canada excited no jealousy. But owing to 
the generally low range of prices In barley 
during the years ending 30th Jane, 1875- 
76, 1876 77, 1879 80, and the greater part 
of 1878 79, the American duty on Canadian 
malt was at time» lower than the specific 
duty on barley, under whioh state of things 
the malting trade of Canada largely in­
creased, and the exporta of malt to the 
United States were, In

1 <*76-76 1876-77 1877-78 1878-79
Bushels............. 148,706 806,681 614,199 676,928
with, it Is said, a large in ore»»» in 1879-80 
over any previous year.

AlLwho have had occasion to vUii the 
Eastern barley markets for the last four or 
five years, and who have mixed with the 
receivers, maltsters and brewers there, 
muet have observed that as far back aa 
1876 there was springing up a strong feel­
ing of jealousy of the Canada malting 
trade, whioh gradually intensified into 
active hostility and a determination to pre­
vent its further expansion, by a sharp ad­
vance in the Customs duty on malt. Amer­
ican maltsters stated that the Canadian 
maltsters hid several important advantages 
over them, especially when the price of 
barley wai low ; they can buy direct from 
farmers, in this way saving storage and 
commissions ; they have better opportuni­
ties of asset ting their purchases aa to 
colour, weight, to., and ao making a more 
uniform quality of malt : they can erect 
their malt houses at a muoh lower cost and 
can hire their employés at greatly lower 
wages ; In addition to all which, they 
many oieee affect a saving of 25 per oent. 
oo rail freight. Aa an evidence that the 
present application of maltsters to Congress 
for an Increase in tiie duty on malt did not 
spring from the national policy of Canada 
or increase in Canadian duty on malt, but, 
on the contrary, from a growing determin­
ation whioh had been formed long ante­
cedent to the N. F-. scores of extensive 
maltsters in the United States can be 
pointed ont who would have established 
branches of their business or settled alto­
gether In Canada years ago, but for the 
knowledge that it was only a question of a 
year or two, at most, when legislation 
would be demanded from Congress to pre­
vent the further expansion of the malting 
trade of Canada and, perhaps, shut out 
Canada malt altogether from the States 
markets.

In an Albany Circular last fall, Mr. 
Lacy, its editor and alio secretary of the 
Board of Trade there, referred to reported 
contracta fer about 600,000 bushels of 
Canada malt, for future delivery, to 
brewers in New York and Boston, and 
very olearly intimated the feeling of the 
trade that this sort of thing must be stop­
ped, and indicated that action at Wash­
ington might be taken before all these 
large contracts should arrive. Mr. Lacy 
thoroughly understands the barley and 
malt trade In all lie bearings. He knew 
that a single report of this character would 
exercise a more tolling Influence on the 
movement at Washington than pages of 
bosh or gush about the National Policy oi 
Canada, or Its Customs duty on malt. 
With respite to the rate of duty in Canada 
on malt, it is doubtful whether one Ameri­
can maltster in a hundred knows or cares 
snythiog about It; it certainly cannot

/

cause them muoh concern, as may be seen 
from the following figures :—

As the quantity oi barley malt used in the 
United States for the manufacture of ale 
and beer per annum is about twenty-five 
million bushels, and the quantity exported 
to Canada averages about one-eightieth of 
one per oent. of the prhole, the contention 
that the rate of dntÿ In Canada exeroleed 
any influence upon the policy of the melt- 
stars in the United States, or afforded them 
any argument for urging legislation in 
Congress,Is so evidently absurd »» to merit 
nothing but contempt. From the above 
It, hae been fairly demonstrated that the 
present agitation in Congress for an In­
crease in the duty on malt is not the off­
spring of any retaliatory feeling with re­
gard to our National Policy,but is really the 
natural and easily understood result of an 
anomaly in the lato tariff, through which, 
under certain conditions as to price of 
barley,Canadian maltsters were obtaining a 
decided and Increasing advantage over 
American milts tara in United States mar­
kets. A similar state of things in Canada, 
in oonneotion with any of onr own indue- 
tries would produoe a similar application to 
Parliament for adjustment, whioh would 
unquestionably be conceded. It is not to be 
wondered at that an Association embracing 
so many members, suoh an immense oapl- 
tal, and suoh a wide spread Influence as 
are contained in the Mteteters’ Association 
in the United States, should look sharply 
after their own interests ; nor would it re­
quire any very great exertion on their part 
to secure suoh reasonable legislation in the 
way of self-proteotion as they might re­
quire. The proposed increase in the duty 
on malt Is no greater than onr maltsters 
might reasonably have expected. It can 
hardly be called a prohibitory duty, and la 

uoh lower than many American maltsters 
intended for. The rate proposed appears 

to be a compromise between the wishes of 
American maltsters and brewers, a very 
Urge proportion of the Uttar trade being 
averse to any large increase, and strongly 

iposed to anything like prohibition.

The Hamilton Colonization company, 
writes a correspondent, has been the means 
of bringing a fine settlement to the land, 
on either side of the Bird Tail Creek, for 
many miles around outride of their small 
reseOve of three townships.

The village of Birtle, In the centre of 
the settlement, U now becoming a place 
of considerable importance, and al­
though not caricatured, by the Amor- 
ioanized name of “ city," in proportions

Birtle U admitted to be one of the pret­
tiest rites for a town In the North-West. 
It is situated in the valley of the Bird Tail, 
on the H B. Co.'s trail, between Winnipeg 
and Bettleford, whioh has been travelled 
by the company's traders for the past two 
hundred years. The valley at this cross­
ing is about three-fourths of a mile wide, 
and the eloping hilU on either ride covered 
with verdure and skirted by a healthy 
growth of young poplar, gives the valley 
an enchanted appearance. The valley we 
speak of is about twenty feet above high 
water mark on the banka of the rivers. 
At the foot of this bsnk there are eome of 
the finest springs in the North-West, and 
as good as any in the world.

People are now beginning to feel the 
want of municipal organisation.

It will be remembered, says the Corn­
wall Seporter, that, some months ago, a 
couple of rily-tongued Yankees came 
around this vioinity for the purpose of 
engaging carpenters to goto work at Rook- 
away Beach. It will also be remembered 
that quite a number engaged, and left via 
Ogdeneburg. One of them hae returned ; 
a sadder and a madder man than he went 
away. He is a respectable, sober man, and 
a good workman, well known to aU old 
residents of Cornwall. We give hie story 
exactly as he save it to a reporter the 
other day V

I left here In April, hired b:
Trowell, to work at $2 50 per 
railroad fare was to be paid and not 
charged to me, provided I worked until 
1st June. , When we got to Rook»way, 
Trowell handed ui over to another man 
named Thomas Hayes. He drove us like the 
d—-I, thtt is those of ni who were Cana­
dians. He knew we were bound to stay 
until 1st June. The grub we had was not 
fit for dogs, and it was thrown at ns aa if 
we were hogs at a trough. The stuff we 
got instead of butter, the Yankees called 
“ Margery.” None of us oould touch It. 
The boys used to my it was made at the 
soap-factory near-by. Onr eating-place 
was between the rotten oarrion of tola 
soap-factory and a row of latrines, both of 
which sent out intolerable stenches. Our 
sleeping-place was half a mils away. The 
accommodation was miserable. We had 
only one thin blanket to two men, and toe 
nights were very oold. We had to rim 
about 6.30, and we were worked more like 
12 hours than 10. We had to begin work 
in overooata, and by nine o'clock we would 
be roasting. The sand flew so badly 
that all the men, who oouifl get 
them, wore goggle*. The work was hard, 
and the lifting very heavy. It was all 
framing and lifting heavy timbers. On 
the 16to May, I got my time and money 
for April, but only at $2 25 a day. A 
gang of us Canadian! went together and 
said if we were not paid as agreed end bet­
ter fed we would leave. This waa to a 
man named Hilliard. Hie answer was,
“Go and bettor yourselves,----- you, you
Canada Chinamen.” He would have been 
glad to have us go, for we had fifteen daya' 
work in. I took my time ticket to the 
office in New York city, and asked a 
named Smith to let me have my money 
and go home. They were going to pat me 
out. Finally I sold my time to another 
man at a discount of 25 oent* on the dol­
lar, and got barely enough to bring me 
home.

I forgot to say that we were expected to 
work seven days a week, and when we 
Canadians, Protestante and Catholloa, re­
fused to work on Sunday, the Yankees 
would poke fun at us and oall ue names ; of 
course, that did not hurt ns, but it waa 
not pleasant.

I am home now, and at work at fair 
wages, and I don't want any more Yankee 
rambling for a while, I can toll you.

Unies» 
then e miracle oomes to their assistance all 
Jesuit establishments In Frenoe not having 
» special educational character will on 
Tuesday next be oloaed, and members in­
habiting them dispersed.

de Freycinet on Friday that the Govern­
ment has all along been anxious to deal 
generously with them. Having, however, 
ostentatiously joined hands with the fol­
lowers of Loyola, they must take the oon- 
sequenoee., Great offerts have been made 
by the clericals within the lest week er 
two to stir up public opinion in their favour, 
but with small suooeia. The public advo­
cates of the congregations are so thoroughly 
unpopular with the mass of the nation that 
they do the clerical rauae more harm than 
good.

A CLERICAL RUSK.

His bearing throughout the 
trial haa made a favourable impreeeion on 
the public. Whatever may be the upshot 
of the trial It is likely to give a deathblow 
to Carlism. None but madmen would 
ever fight for the pretender after the 
revelations made by hia ex aide-de-camp. 
Boet deaoribea Ms chief a» violons, brutal, 
and void of the moat ordinary dignity. 
He was up to his neck in debt till he In­
herited the Eteignis of the Golden Fleece 
and other valuable» from the Duke of 
Modena. The original intention of Don 
Carlos was to have sold the decoration and 
devoted the proceed» to fomenting a re­
bellion in the Neapolitan provinoee. Boet 
knew all about the plot, but refrained 
from divulging it, In order not to com­
promise the ex-King of Naples. On the 
day he got possession of the Golden Fleeoe 
the pretender danced and i kipped about 
the room for joy. In the evening he went 
out to dinner with a certain Mme. Bowl 
and several young women, one 
whom, now known as Baroness La 
moggy, subsequently became his mistreae. 
The whole character of this wi 
sentative of " divine right ” Is summed up 
In one sentence, which Boet declared he 
bimeelf heard Don Oarloe utter. " Father 
Daniel, my teacher, need to say that cards

were Invented to amuse Bing Charles VII. 
Now, I assert that men were invented t# 
amuse king»." On another oooaelon Don 
Oarloe wee heard to allude to the scandal­
ous oiroumetanoes to which the Duke of 
Modena la said to have owed the dcoors- 
tion. General Beet was very anxious to

COMMUNISM AND NIHILISM.
A journalist emissary who passed through 

Berlin yesterday informed me that It ia 
agreed that the amnesty in Franoe will 
not Interrupt the relation» existing 
at Geneva between the Communists 
and the Nihiliste. The Nihiliste will 
follow the amnestied oommunlste to Parie, 
hat ee those among the former who resided 
in Switzerland are well known to the 
French police, others will he selected, 
partly among the Russians already Inhabit- 
Ing Paris, and partly among persons who 
wfll be hereafter designated.

RELIGIOUS BIGHTS IN MOROCCO.

envoy of Moroooo, to approve the definitive 
text of the memorandum In favour of re­
ligious liberty, and of the rights of Chris­
tians and Jews, that Count Ludolf pro- 
pee id to the oonferenoe In the name of hie 
Government. The lait meeting of the 
oonferenoe will probably take plsoe to­
morrow, when Bidl Mohamed will be 
present. When the entire businees of toe 
Oonferenoe is oonoluded, Senor Canovas 
del Castillo, as president, atid in the joint 
name of all toe Christian Powers, 
will request the envoy cf Moroooo to re- 
oeive the memorandum and convey it to 
toe Saltan. Thus toe pretension» of the 
representative ef Moroooo who rame to 
the Madrid Oonferenoe st the suggestion 
end under the protection of British diplo­
macy have failed to obtain toe restriction 
of the French treaty stipulations by a 
united resistanoe of the majority of toe 
plenipotentiaries, who are oonvinoed that 
natives and foreigners, Jew» and Chris­
tians, cannot enjoy any security In the 
fanatical and disturbed state of Moroooo 
unless foreign Interference control the 
authorities and Mahommedan fanatioism,”

A NORTH-WEST HERDER
A Faite» Elays Bis Sen.

The Lao La Biohe correspondent of the 
Saskatchewan Herald writes A horrible 
murder was committed on the 28th nit., at 
Back Lake, about twenty miles from this 
place. The murderer Is one of the numer­
ous Cardltal family, whioh. has produced 
several criminals. The victim was his own 
son, aged seventeen years ; cause uncer­
tain. The body was brought to the 
Roman Catholic Mission for Interment on 
Sunday, 22nd, but Rev. Father Groward 
suspecting something wrong, addressed a 
note to the resident magistrates, who at 
onoe proceeded to the Mission and held e 
post mortem examination. The head had 
been cleft with an axe and was entirely 
severed from the body, and there were 
knife wounds on the side and chest. After 
the inquest, as the evidence clearly indi­
cated that the father of the deceased wss 
the murdereF, the magistrate» (James 
Prudeti and W. E. Traill) issued a warrant 
and appointed oonstafflee, who were 
despatched with all poesible speed to the 
scene of the crime. On toe 26th the mur­
derer waa brought by the oonatablee to the 
Mission, and on the 4th Captain Gagnon 
left for Fort Saskatchewan, taking the 
; prisoner with him. A court wss held at 
ihe Roman Catholic Mission—which, by. 
toe-bye, ia the only plaoe in the neigh­
bourhood that can boast of a plaoe large 
enough for the purpose, Aa the evidence 
clearly pointed to the father, and as he 
acknowledged hia guilt, toe court formally 
committed him for trial. There being no 
lock-up, the oonrt wss obliged to consign 
him to the care of the constables till snob 
time ae the police should arrive. A de­
spatch had hero lent to Fort Saskatche­
wan aa soon as the sffsir waa known to the 
authorities. Mr. Traill provided quar­
ter!, and lodged the constable» and their 
charge till relieved by Captain Gagnon, 
who arrived on the 2nd, when toe con­
stable! formally handed over toe prisoner 
to him.

The prisoner haa always been a hard 
rase, and seems not in the least penitent 
for hia most unnatural crime, although 
deeply agitated oonoerning hia own fate. 
He haa always been looked upon as a 
dangerous character. The neighbours 
assign jealousy as the oauie of the murder, 
but the prisoner olalms that he killed his 
son in self-defence. The lad had evidently 
been labouring under temporary insanity 
for two or three daye before hla death, but 
it does nor appear that he was in any way 
dangerous.

Celebrating the Centenary ef Their 
Establishment.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC.
Bead Cem.Uaetl.m ns British Oluaahte.

The Inland Sentinel, a new paper pub- 
linked at Emory, gives the following par- 
ticnlars of railway building :—

The work fairly oommenoei by Mr. 
Bray firing the first shot at No. 1 tunnel, 
at 9 am., May i5th. The location Is just 
ont of Tale, adjoining the gorge turn In 
the waggon road ; each working day en­
larges the tunnel entranoe ; while the 
mountain is being pierced at one end a 
force is, also, busy at the other end of the 
first tunnel, and thus will work be regular­
ly prosecuted until daylight ia let through 
what ia at present a formidable obstruc­
tion. Yet engineering skill overcomes til 
such difficulties.

Operations have alio commenced upon 
No. 2 tunnel, both ends, and aa “ a con­
stant shook will split a nation, or indent a 
rock," we expeet to be able to report good 
progress from week to week. The great- 
eat care Is being taken to gnard against 
accidente, and a hope entertained that few 
will ooour upon this oon tract. Of oonrae. 
explosives, giant powder, Ao., are freely 
need in the bleating, hut great rare ia ex- 
hibited in the handling, oaly sober, roll, 
able men in charge of the magazine, and 
with the powder In use.

Quite a businees ia going on between 
Emory and Tala, all along the right of 
way. However, some unavoidable delay 
along toe line of railway haa prevented a 
larger lotos being employed in this vicinity 
than otherwise would have been ; it la now 
expected work will soon be lively toe 
whole four miles from Emory to Yale. At 
present, about midway, Mr. 8. M. Nelson 
haa a ramp and accommodates nearly a 
hundred men ; and does by, at the upper 
bridge, a Chinaman’s ramp provide» for 
about fifty of that people, who are clearing 
for the road in that section. A mile far- 
ther on is the powder magazine, a building 
erected with rare and guarded with fidelity.

•piouously prated ; a water trough leads 
to the roof from e spring running oat of 
the mountain, and a head of water can be 
uttilze in a hurry, should it be required, 
to flood the building.

A abort distance beyond the magazine _ 
Chinaman haa exhibited hia enterprise by 
establishing a way-side store, where he fa 
ready, with a large stock of goods, to sup­
ply his countrymen, or whoever may want 
any trade in hla’ line. Other signs of 
change along the road are visible, where 
the right of way fa now being* cleared. T 
railway line runs between the waggon 
road and the river, and at places will be 
constructed along the ' rugged ' edge of 
the bank ; when the road is built the view 
from the oars will be picturesque and 
grand.

At present there are 330 white men and 
101 Chinamen employed, and" we under, 
•land a large number of both are upon the 
way up from California. In faot, every 
■day adds to the arrivals, and It fa believed 
that soon a thousand men will be at work 
upon the road. It fa intended to complete 
the four mile» between Emory and Ytie as 
soon as possible. It fa thoroughly recog­
nized that the true American plan of using 
the road to build the road, will be fol­
lowed, and thus handle supplies to ad van

The celebration of toe centenary of toe 

establishment of Sunday schools was opened 
at Toronto, with special service, fa 
toe Episoopal ohurchee. Most of the 
clergy fa their sermons, while pointing out 
the advantage and importance of Sunday 
schools, dwelt at length .on toe manner fa 
whioh

ROBERT B AIRES,
the founder of the schools, waa led to de­
vise such mean» for toe religions 
eduration of youth. Exaotly a cen­
tury ago one summer Sunday after­
noon Robert Rrikes walked through the 
suburbs of the town of Gloucester, of the 
newspaper of whioh plaoe he waa the 
editor. In taking his walk, he noticed 
that groupe of miserably olad children 
were spending their Sunday fa playing 
and quarrelling, while their elder», appar­
ently forgetting that there was such a* 
plaoe aa a churoh, were idling their time 
eway. On making enquiries, he found 
toet the children, who worked during the 
week, were in the habit of spending their 
Sundays at play and to learning to nie 
profanity. To oheok toe profanation of 
toe Sabbath by the yoang and in the hope 
that the young when grown np would be 
different from the rarelesi people of sd- 
eanerd age he raw around, he engsged 
four women, teachers of dame schools, 
paying them a shilling epieoe for Sunday 
to faatrnet aa many ehlldron aa he should 
lend to them, not merely fa Bible lesson», 
but to the art of writing, fa the mystery of 
reeding, and fa toe doctrines of toe Churoh 
oiteohlsm. Soon a great Improvement wee 
effected in the manners and morals of toe 
ohildren, and as a result similar schools 
were Instituted In varions parts of Eng­
land. This was toe origin of Sunday 
schools. Bat the teachera of these early 
school» had to be paid for their serviras. 
In order to make the payments a society 
waa formed to raise the necessary fundi. 
Though a great deal of money was secured 
the amount was not sufficient to keep til 
the soboofa that were necessary afloat. In 
1800, therefore, ■ system of gratuitous 
teaching waa adopted. This ay item start 
ed the schools on a new career of useful­
ness, secured a better olaas of teaohen, 
and led to the building ef zohools fa con­
nection with ohurohes and ohapefa. Secu­
lar eduration fa Sunday schools was then 
dropped, and only religious teaching was 
given. In 1803 the London Sunday School 
Union was formed, and later on the Churoh 
of England Sunday-School Union was 
established. In 1782 the Sunday-sehocl 
found its way into Scotland ; but even 
before that date, and before such schools 
were known in England, something after 
the fashion of the Sunday-sohool was 
originated to County Down, Ireland. In 
hia sermon last night at the Metropolitan 
ohnroh,

REV. DR. POTTS
claimed that Methodism was even in ad­
vance of the Church of England in the 
formation of Sonday-sohools. Robert 
Raikea, of whom the rev. gentleman spoke 
fa the big beet terms, founded a school in 
1780, but as Rev. Dr. Reid, ex President 
of the English Methodist Conference, had 
said, eleven yean before Robert Raikes 
established hie school at Glonoeater, or in 
the year 1769, Miss Bill, a member of toe 
Methodist Society, established a Sun- 
day-school at High Wykeham. At 
that time, and even for yean 
after, a man would have been re­
garded a fanatic of fanatics had ha pro­
phesied for Sunday soboofa half the suooeia 
they had attained. But Mr. Wesley, fa 
1787, then fa his 84th year, saw fully that 
they were to hare an effect on the editing 
generation, and laid In a letter whioh he 
wrote regarding them, " I believe God In­
tend» theee Sunday schools to be toe 
means of a revival of religion among the 
nation». The rev. gentleman aiao gave 
some

INTERESTING STATISTICS, 
whioh he had, as a member of toe Inter­
national Sunday School Lesson Committee, 
just received. He did not think that 
theee statistics were in toe praaeialon of 
any one efae in this Province, or of any 
one else fa this Dominion, besides Rev. 
Dr. MoVioar, of Montreal. They spoke

The Right Rev. Dr. Maolean, Bishop of 

Saskatchewan, who fa making a tripthrough 
Ontario, urging the claims of hia distant 
missionary dlooese upon the people of tola 
Province for aid, was In the city on Satur­
day and yeaterday.

His Lordship says he haa in toe Dloraee 
of Saskatchewan three tribes of Indians, 
the Ones, the Sioux and toe Blsckfeet, to 
whom it fa hta duty and the duty of his 
clergy to proclaim the gospel message. 
During toe part few yean the dioraae haa 
pro greased greatly. Six years ago there 
waa but on» clergymin fa it, but now there 
are eleven, besides fix unoxdained mission­
aries. Thera fa now a prospect of a still 
greater increase in the number el workers, 
a* toe new college—Emmanuel College— 
whl* haa recsntly been established, fa 
already training native» to work among toe 
different tribes and to preach to toe In­
diana fa their own language. The new 
buildings of tola college at Prince Albert 
are nearly completed, and the whole of the 
building fund of $10,000 ha» bran secured, 
«o that the college begins its work wlthont 
the terrible millstone of debt about its 
neck. During last winter the first term of 
the college waa held. No less than 
nine students attended, and eight of 
to one nine were Cree-speaking natives 
of the country. For the ooavertion of toe 
Sioux sad Black feet he has not yet been 
able to make satisfactory provision. Theee 
tribee ere almost entirely heathen, and it fa 
especially necessary that means mould be 
forthcoming for the support of student» 
and teaohen of toe Sioux and Blaokfeet 
languages. During last winter hta lord­
ship, had the opportunity of seeing a 
thousand Sioux within light of toe college 
grounds. They were well armed and wore 
the ordinary garb of the Indian, with the 
hair ornamented with feathers and the 
law painted in a variety of ooloura. 
people of Prinoe Albert were somewhat 

prohentive aa to what might be the re­
mit of the visit of the Sioux, find volun­
teer oompaoiea were formed ; but happily 
the Indiana, being hospitable and kindly 
entertained by tne people, refrained from 
aota of violence. He fa not aware that 
there was a tingle act of robbery on the 
part of the Sioux in that neighbourhood, 
though the temptation, in oonsequenra of 
the dfaappearmw of bnfftio and the 
scarcity of food, to steal rattle and break 
the law, must have been great In faot 
the Indiana proved that they couM be law- 
abiding and that there was something bet- 
ter in their characters than people have 
been accustomed to attribute to th«m. 
When toe Sioux made their unex­
pected sppearanoe Dr. Maolean fear-, 
ed that it woull be necessary to send 
his wife and family aoroes the plains to 
Winnipeg for safety during the winter, 
but when he told his wife of his fear she 
said there was no newssity for her to leave 
the settlement, for she believed there was 
no danger, ss the Sioux, being refugees 
from the United States, had no quarrel 
with the British, and ae, if they were 
kindly trested, they would do no injury. 
And so it turned ont ; kindness on tne 
one hand, and the peaoeful character of the 
Indians on1 the other, enable! the white 
people to pais aa quiet and happy a winter 
as they have ever experienced. Hia lord- 
ship says it is hia hope that he may receive 
in this wealthy part of Canada such help 
aa will enable him to seenre preachers, and 
to edecite preachers for the Sioux and the 
Blackfwt.

Last Sunday, fa Locdm, he told toe 
cathedral congregation the simple story of 
the work to the Saskatchewan district, 
and aa a remit he received $200 towards 
the work from a lady who waa present, 
$200 from another aonree, and $200 from 
the Synod of Huron, whioh had just sat.

8. Gilbert haa been retained to " arrange 
and fa part re-write it.” “ The Martyr of 
Antioch” smacks ao suspioionaly of " The 
Pirates of Penzance'’ that amateure trill 
almost look for the Major Jfaersl and toe 
Poliwmen, instead of that “dramstio” 
element whioh Mr. Sullivan promises 
them.—Figaro.

M. Francisque Sarray, to a recent feuil­
leton to Le Temps, maxes very dfamal over 
the proepeot of Mdlle. Sarah Bernhardt'» 
possible visit to America, and deolaree toat 
if ihe doe» go amongst what he was pleased 
to call in one of hie article» on the eame 
subject last year, “lee hordes grossières 
dee Yankee» ignorants,” she will return 
totally spoiled ae an actreee, to fact, with 
" talent good for nothing save for exporta­
tion."

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THE LIEUTENANT - GOVERNOR­
SHIP.

Hon. J. B. Robinson, the member 
for West Toronto, has been appointe* 
to the Lieutenant-Go vernorship of On­
tario in the room of Hon. D. A. Mac­
donald, whose term of office has ex­
pired. This appointment will be well 
received, not only in Toronto bat 
throughout the Province, and not by 
Conservatives only but by every rea­
sonable man on the other side of poli­
tics. Mr. Robinson has had long 
experience in public life. He entered 
the old Legislative Assembly in 1867, 
and was a member of it for six years, 
during which he held for a short time « 
portfolio In tfe Cartier-Macdonald 
Administration. In 1872 he was re­
turned for Algoma, but retired at the 
dissolution in 1874. In. November, 
1876, however, on the elevation of 
Mr. (now Chief Justice) Moss to 
the Bench, he contested West Toronto 

* successfully, and was re-elected by 
a very large majority at the 
general election in September, 1878. 
Sir. Robinson has been essentially a 
•working member, and the knowledge 
and experience he has gathered during 
this period of twenty years' service, will 
enable him, we have no doubt, to fill 
his new office with dignity, and to dis­
charge its important duties in a 
thoroughly constitutional manner. In 
Toronto, where he was bom nearly 
sixty years ago, sad in which he fans 
spent his whole life, Mr. Robinson's 
appointment will be extremely popu­
lar ; for through all these years he and 
his have been identified with the pro­
gress and development of the city, and 
nave always taken an active interest in 
everything concerning its social and 
material welfare. Besides its political 
functions, the Lieutenant-Governorship 
entails certain social duties of no small 
Importance ; and these will devolve 
upon a lady admirably fitted in every 
respect to discharge them as they ought 
to be discharged.

POLITICAL CARPENTRY.
In the United States, as everyone 

knows, the party platform is constructed 
by elected representatives assembled in 
convention. Formerly the Opposition 
here adopted the same course. The 
late Mr. Brown, when he desired the 
sanction of the Reform party to grave 
constitutional changes, as in 1869, 
called a convention. Under the new 
management all this is changed, and 
the old imputation of dictating to the 
faithful, which in ordinary matters had 
too much truth in it, hat become 
established fact. The party is 
longer te have, % share in selecting and 
laying down «fee planks of its platform, 
for the Globe has undertaken, or rather 
usurped the functions of sole carpenter 
itself. It is the first tima in Canadian 
history that such a glaringly dictatorial 
act has been committed. Who gave 
the Globt the right to say on be­
half of the Opposition, that the 
abolition ef the Senate is a Reform 
principle Î Mr. Blah is the leader of 
the party, and he has not been so much 
as consulted in the matter, while the 
rank and file of the party have been 
ignored altogether.

A CANADIAN STANDING ARMY.
The announcement which appears 

among our cable despatches to the 
effect that Gen. Sir Selby Smyth 
was urging upon the Imperial Govern­
ment a scheme for the establishment of 
a permanent military force in Canada, 
and meeting with some encouragement 
in his views, is silent upon one very im­
portant point, on which the general 
opinion of Canadians as to the ad via 
ability of the scheme will be apt to turn. 
We are not informed whether England 
or Canada is to be at the expens* of the 
proposed standing army, which is a con­
sideration to be fully borne in mind 
before pronouncing decidedly for 
against it. We have hid large bodies 
of. British troops stationed in the Do­
minion, and if the Imperial Govern­
ment wish to send out a portion of 
the army to garrison Canadian cities 
there can be no objection, and the pros­
pect will be hailed with decided satisfac­
tion by the business community who 
have a lively remembrance of the 
“ hum ” caused by the furnishing of 
supplies. The troops must be stationed 
somewhere, and though we are bound to 
admit there is no particular occasion fori 
«their presence in Canada, the Dominion, 
despite the N. P., has probably advan­
tages of cheapness over theEnglish cities 
and other colonial stations which would 
Bender it pecuniarily advantageous to send 
a few regiments here, so long as there 
is no need for their services elsewhere. 
If Sir Selby contemplates merely the 
sending of Imperial troops here or the 
raising of a few regiments of Canadian 
soldiers, to be virtually a portion of the 
British army, and to be maintained 
from the Imperial exchequer, we shall 
be very well pleased to see his scheme 
succeed.

It is more probable, however, that the 
design is intended to be carried through 
at the expense of the Dominion, and 
that should our people countenance the 
idea, they will find themselves saddled 
with a heavy additional outlay, which

THE BRADLAUQH CASE.
The new turn which this new element 

of disturbance has taken seems to in­
vite a brief review of the case. Mr. 
Bradlacoh’s election for Northampton 
was probable from the first, and the 
event proved that he had well selected 
his constituency. Through the recom­
mendation of Mr. Samuel Mobley, he 
secured a large Nonconformist vote, but 
since the election the former has been 
compelled to apologize to his religious 
friends. Whether their defection from 
the ranks would alter the result or not, 
in case of a second contest, is uncer­
tain ; yet the anxiety of the member 
elect to take his seat by hook or 
by crook would seem to indi 
cate that he is not altogether 
sure of re-election. But for Mr. Glad­
stone's vacillation and the precipitate 
manner in which Mr. Bradlauoh was 
consigned to the Clock Tower, the mat­
ter might have been easily tested. The 
notorious member is a consummate 
tactician, and knew what he was about 
when he refused to withdraw at the 
bidding of Mr. Speaker. He wanted 
to pose as a martyr so as to provide for 
future contingencies, and the House 
unhappily gave him what he wanted.

It is a very grave step to take, that of 
excluding a member deliberately chosen 
by a constituency. In England, they 
had warning enough of the danger in the 
case of John Wilkes, perhaps the moot 
profligate and worthless demagogue since 
the days of Clodius. Here we have the 
case of William Lyon Mackenzie who 
was a politican of a different stamp. If 
Mr. Bradlauoh had not been im­
prisoned, but sent back to his constitu­
ents, the chances are that he would have 
been defeated ; but as the House chose 
to make a martyr of him, probabilities 
are entirely the other way.

His position is not an enviable one, 
viewed from a moral standpoint, and it 
serves to show what sort of ethical 
standard we may expect from atheism. 
He first declined to take the oath on 
the ground that he could not consider 
it binding upon him, and yet, when he 
was not allowed to affirm, expressed his 
willingness to swear with the solemn 
words “So help me God appended 
to it, after declaring that he did 
not believe there was a God 
to invoke. How is Parliament to 
know that an affirmation wenld 
be any more binding than the oath ) 
A man who is responsible only to him­
self, and refuses to believe in God or 
in a life hereafter, may break the obli­
gation of what he affirms, just as easily 
as the bond of an oath. In Mr. Brad- 
Laugh's case there is every reason to 
believe the one would be as binding 
upon his conscience as the other, and 
no more. He 1» not only a professed 
atheist and an avowed republican, but 
the author of a violent attack upon the 
reigning family. And yet the formula 
to which he proposes to give his affirma­
tion or oath pledges him to bear true 
and faithful allegiance to Queen Vic­
toria. He is thus guilty of a double 
offence—desiring to swear an oath he 
does not believe to be binding, and 
pledging himself solemnly to a loyalty 
he does not share. 1

Whatever blunders, therefore, have 
been committed to the leaders on both
sides, they are simply mistakes. It__
reserved for Mr. Bradlauoh to show ns 
what morality is without religion ; and, 
if we mistake not, the Radicalism of his 
Northampton friends will not save him 
from sinking into the insignificance he 
has merited by his paltering with truth 
and honesty.

Jkm fee* industry is being developed in 
\<enr Brunswick. The charcoal iron works 

Upper Woodstock and the mines in 
Jacksonville have been sold to the repre­
sentatives oi a large Iron mining company 
In Rhode Island. .Railway communication 
between the mines and the worke—» dis­
tance ol e mile and three-quarters—has 
been secured. The largest of the furnaces 
is capable of produdng 2,600 tons of pig- 
iron per year, the yield of 7,600 tone of 
ore, and employment trill be afforded to 
several hundred men.

A novel project Is on foot in the Province 
of Quebec, that of building narrow-gauge 
railroads into lumber districts. The coat 
of a road, having a breadth of 21} inches 
between the rills, Is placed at 82,600 
per mils. Snob a line has bam success- 
fully conducted in Wales far ten years, 
traversing the mountainous country. It 
has carried heavy freights, and during one 
year no leas than 196,000 passengers passed 
0T,r it, ..During the year 1877 the gross 
reoelpls for freight and passenger traffic 
amounted to about $136,000.

The Board of Trade returns for May in­
dicate a steady trade revival In England. 
The exports show aa increase of almost 
five per cent, over the same month «last 
year. The total lor the five months end­
ing May waa an increase of twenty pur 
cent, over same period last year, and 
twelve par cent over 1878. The imports 
for the fir* menthe were almost twenty per 
cent, beyond these of lest year. Con­
sumption is reported to be itesdily ad­
vancing, and employment to be mi 
general among the industrial olaaeee.

The dreaded army worm has made its 
appearsnoe la Piéton county, N.8., being 
first observed st Middle River, near Gran- 
ton. They are numbered by millions and 
leave ths country behind them a desert, 
eating every green thing in their path. 
The rails of the Intercolonial railway were 
to covered that traffic was hindered and 
the locomotives could make no progress 
until sand had been strewn on the rails. 
It has been noticed that where they have 
come upon ooal in their travels the dead 
worms are lying by millions, and the sug­
gestion Is made that a barrier of ooal dust 
might prove effective in staying their pro-

Mr. Crooks should read the London Ad­
vertiser of yesterday on the Central Com­
mittee and the compiling and peddling 
business. The mildest sentence in the 
article Is the following stinger : “ It is 
enough to make the very name of snob a 
committee stink In the nostrils of any 
lionourable man, and eo long aa even one 
of the company la even suspected of such 
proceedings, the whole body has a tainted, 
dbcr.dited reputation, which all that le 
honourable in them will kick against and 
deplore." The Norfolk Reformer tiro con­
demns this business in the most unquali­
fied terme, and calls upon the Minister of 
Education to act at once.

A "I " in lake shipping is a gratify­
ing announcement. According to the St. 
Catharines Mto* the Welland oaaal traffic 
feeeetbled that of yuan ago, during the 
days of tha old Conservative Government. 
The “boom" of to day is aseribed to the 
feet that the grain rings of Chicago and the 
West have been compelled to unload, aa 
falling price» are probable, in view of an 
abondant arop. This circumstance waa 
foreseen by the carriers, who have gener­
ally maintained their rates ; and the conse­
quence will be that the oaaal fleet will 
probably earn half a million dollars. By 
no branch of business were good times 
more needed than by the lake shipping.

The New York Sun takes a favourable 
view of the agricultural outlook, despite 
local drawbacks ol drought, forest fires, 
the army worm and heavy storms. At 
present the indications point to bountiful 
harvests throughout the grain-growing re­
gions of the North-West. In the Central 
and Middle States the prospects are fair, 
and the outlook for cotton is equally fav­
ourable. It la likeljr that the United 
States will have again the enormous sur­
plus tor exportation which has been de­
manded by Europe for the past three 
years. But this year the crop prospecte in 
Europe are good, and the demand is not 
likely to be so greet, so that low price» for 
grain may be looked for. In that ease the 
Benefits of the N.F. to onr farmers will be 
very apparent

The Reform fsroe of paying out Cana­
dian money in order to colonise the North- 
West with Ioelanders has had a fitting ter­
mination. Nothing could be more absurd 
than to maintain Jenkins In London, mainly 
for the purpoee of sending Icelandic fisher­
men Into our prairie country.

The Canadian fisheries promise to rjtovt 
this year more than usually pros porous. 
Mackerel schools have struck In »’« several 
pointe of the Nova Scotia ooas^, and our 
fishermen are reaping an abur,daot harvest 
from the sea. Large oatoh.ee of cod are

Xted from the Banks. The whole fish- 
appear to have been placed on an 
improved footing. Steamers are now used 

in the Newfoundland fishery. Télégraphié 
communication is being opened with Grand 
Manan and Campobello, Canadian island* 
near the Maine frontier, ao that the first 
arrival of the mackerel schools may be 
made known to the Dominion fleet. Mea­
sures have also been adopted for the pro­
tection ef onr inshore fisheries, ae the 
Americans no longer propose to adhere to 
the fishery clauses of the Washington 
treaty.

Ths Montreal Herald thought it had 
struck a steel-rail eoandal in the meant pur- 
obese by the Minister of Railways. The 
faots of the osee, which the Herald, proba­
bly in ignorance, has grossly misstated, 
am ae follows A Dundee firm tendered 
for 16,000 too» but the Minister having 
some doubt as to their soundness, gave the 
whole contract, which was for 60,000 tons, 
to the next lowest tenderer. The Dundee 
people, however, instated that their tender 
was a safe one, and it was accepted : but 
subsequently they refused to fulfil It. An 
action waa entered, but before it had 
reached court the senior member of the 
firm cams to this country, pleaded that 
the tender had been sent in without hit 
knowledge, said the suit would drive them 
into bankruptcy, and asked to be relieved ; 
and relieved he was on payment of all

As the London Advertiser and other or­
gans of the advanced wing of the Reform 
party am advocating commercial union with 
the United States, our country exchanges 
naturally ask where Ifr. Blake, the 
leader of the Reform party, stands on the 
question. It is notorious that Mr. Blake 
Is dissatisfied with the position which 
Canada now occupies to the Empire ; and 
it ta suggested that ae the confederation of 
the Empire ta deemed impracticable, the 
hon. gentleman has turned his eyes to the 
States. On this theory Mr. Blake’s hos­
tility to British Columbia and the Psoific 
railway scheme, his Ul-oonoealed dislike of 
the present confederation between the 
various provinces of Canada, and hie fre­
quent appeals to motional prejudices, oan 
all be easily understood ; while from a 
Canadian point of view they are quite in- 
explicable.

The law, like the mille of the gods, 
“ grinds slowly,” and probably ths victims 
wifi continue the quotation. _ The North 
Ontario and Selkirk oases, growing opt of 
the general electio% of September, 1878, 
have only just been settled. The other 
day the case ef McKay v. Cry star waa de­
cided in the Supreme Court, The action, 
arising out of a tax sale, was originally 
heard before V. 0. Proudfoot in 1876. It 
waa then re heard before the full Court of 
Chancery. Then it was carried to the 
Court of Appeal, and lastly to the Supreme 
Court. And after all, throe Judges of the 
Supreme Court found for the defendant, 
overruling the opinion of nine other judges, 
two of them members of the Supreme 
Court and seven of the Superior Courts of 
Ontario—an unsatisfactory termination of 
a four year»’ squabble, that la from a lay 
point of view.

The St, John Sun thinks that a full ex­
position of the details of the 
secret service system would poetess am 
interest for Canadians. Onr oontemporary 
oannot amount on any other supposition 
lot the periodical agitations whioh, under 
whatever guise, really mean annexation. 
Every few years we have a wave of agita­
tion of this sort, and journals are started 
in the interests of Independence or An­
nexation. As there is no public opinion to 
book up them enterprises, which met a 
good deal of money, and ae the promoters 
are not rich, the Sun suggests that the 
American secret service fond may be the 
source ol supply. There Is one oon eiders 
tion which onr oon temporary seems to have 
overlooked. It ta that the Americans are 
a shrewd, calculating people, and like to 
get their money’s worth for all they spend, 
whioh they certainly do not get If they 
foot the bills for the quasi-annexationist 
journals.

The St. John Telegraph furnishes some 
interesting particulars si to the program of 
Danish settlement in New Brunswick, It 
is just eight years since the first Danse ar­
rived there and settled in a wild and dem­
ie te party of the country. Their colony 
now covers an area of over 16,000 acres, 
of which about 13,000 acres are occupied, 
and 2,000 under cultivation. About 28 
miles of road are open, and more will be 
constructed this summer through the por­
tion oooupied by newly-arrived immi­
grants. There has been a Considerable 
quantity of land cleared and cultivated 
this spring, which has been a very favour­
able one for burning and clearing. In the 
older part of the settlement » great deni of 
land has been put under the plough, and 
the result thereof Is looked forward to with

the nerth-eaet of the Little Selmon river.

The idee that English wheat culture is 
doomed ta apparently gaining wider ao- 
oeptenoe.

As it 
is Mjghly desirable that the true faots of 
the alleged ooal discovery should be pre­
sented the Prorinoisl Government should 
send s properly qualified officer to make 
an enquiry.

The anti-vaocination movement in Eng­
land has resulted in an important modifica­
tion of the oompulaory vaccination law. 
The Government, while net prapwed to 
abolish the taw altogether, are willing to 
do away with cumulative penalties for its 
violation. At present those who refuse to 
have their children vsodnated ara fiable 
to be fined repeatedly for their negleot, 
but under the proposed amendment one 
fine In eaoh case la all that oan be inflicted. 
There is no question that vaccination Is 
vary far from being the unmixed benefit 
that it was imagined to be when the'taw 
waa pasted, experience having shown that 
the use of impure lymph has frequently 
inoculated the petient with leatheotoe dis­
eases as bad or worse in their effects than 
the dreaded smallpox. There has been ao 
mnoh prejudice and bitterness displayed 
en both sides of the question that ft is to 
be regretted that before consenting to any 
change In the taw, the Government did not 
authorise an exhaustive scientific inquiry 
In order to arrive at the fullest data for 
legislation. ________

There are now tnree constituencies 
vacant, and If the condition of the country 
is in the slightest degree snoh as is de­
picted by the Reform press, nil the seats 
should be earned by the Opposition. Sol- 
kirk and North Ontario were represented 
by Reformers, whom the election courts 
have elected for improper practices by 
themselves or their agents, while West 
Toronto is rendered vacant by the appoint­
ment of its representative to toe lien tenant- 
governorship of toe province. The tiro 
Reform rests will be hotly contested by 
Conservative candidates, bat toe popular 
belief to that the Reformers will not 
even run a candidate in West To­
ronto, although they carried toe con­
stituency by a majority of 211 at toe 
general election in 1874. All political 
precedents are upset by the experience of 
the present Dominion Government, for, in­
stead of toe Opposition gaining strength, 
ft has steadily lost reste. Conservatives 
oan afford to await calmly the verdict of 
the electors.

The agitation for the abolition of the 
Senate, Inaugurated by our King street 
contemporary and taken up by a few Re­
form journals, has been repudiated by the 
vaet majority of the Liberal aa well 
as Conservative press. Even snoh an out- 
and-out party journal as the Gilt Reformer 
refuses to follow the Globe's lead. Rash­
ness In tearing down the old order of 
things, says toe Reformer, “ is apt to 
characterize some Reformers, particularly 
when the tearing down proeees to as­
sociated with the idea of economy whioh 
to generally popular among the masses. 
And we fear that this rashness may, in its 
attempts to abolish toe Senate, do real in­
jury to toe country by toe ultimate 
removal of a check in hasty legislatton and 
in the action of the popular chamber 
which ta often unduly swayed by toe 
impulsive demands ef toe people.” It 
warns toe party that a proposal to abolish 
the Senate would be certain to arret* com­
plaint in toe smaller Provinces, and trusts 
tha liberal party will not oommit itself to 
the abolition of the Senate.

8ft Alex. Galt’s speech upon Canada has 
tad to a discussion In the English press 
upon the position taken by the Imperial 
GevWtiùant au the question of emigration 
to toe eoleerire. The general feeling is 
thatreme distinct effort should be made to 
retain emigrants within the Empire, and 
that instead of retarding the flow of popu­
lation from the old country, the authori­
ties should seek to divert ft into the proper 
channels. The Colonies and India urges 
that “ of toe millions that we spend an­
nually on all sorts of objects, some portion 
surely oould be spared to devote to assist­
ing emigration. Although the position ol 
the working nlereei at home ta far bettor 
now than ft was a few decades back, yet 
we here every day of too injury reared by 
competition, of there being too many 
mouths to feed, aad'ttf the inenffidenoy of 
employment for all This is no doubt 
true ; but were the ex owe of population 
located elsewhere, in a country with plenty 
of openings for them, we here should be 
all the better for ft.”

Manxtand rejoices in a separate code of 
laws, a distinct parliament, a separate 
revenue and a totally different electoral 
system from the rest of the United King­
dom. It st present further boosts of s 
domestic revolution. The inhabitants of 
toe Isle of Man have hotly taken up the 
reuse of electoral reform, and the Gover­
nor, bowing to toe storm, is now under » 
promise to introduce s measure largely ex­
tending the franchise at an early date.

Publicity has been given to a statement 
that a numerous body of Mr. Ruekln’i 
friend» are désirons thst a statue of the 
author of “Modern Paintere ’’ should be 
placed to the School of Drawing at Oxford. 
Tne school itself owes Its existence to the 
generosity, end bears the name of the 
tilaitrioue “Graduate of Oxford,” as Mr. 
Ruskto modestly etyled himeelf on the 
title of the volume which first made him 
famous. It b proposed, therefore, to raise 
by subscription a sum sufficient to procure 
a life-size figure, the costs of whioh, to 
terra cotta, would be about raven hundred 
pound» ; to bronze, one thousand pounds ; 
and to marble, twelve hundred pound». 
The Idea of a terra-cotta statue b not by 
any mean» a had one. Terra-cotta, ae a 
material, adapte itself excellently to the 
representation of modern costume, and 
that which might be intolerable to bronze 
or marble, would be sightly, and even 
p’eturesque, in skilfully moulded olay. 
Mr. Ruikln has surely'every claim to the 
honour ef a public recognition of the 
admiration which ie so widely felt for hb 
genius as a writer, hie learning as a 
scholar, hie philanthropy, and hb blame­
less character.

Dr. Doran’s “Lives of the Queens of 
England of the House of Hanover, ’’ with a 
characteristic preface by R H. Stoddard, 
b announced by A. C. Armstrong A Son, 
In thb preface Mr. Stoddard save :—“ We 
reach what may be called the low oomedy 
of high life when we come to Caroline of 
Brnnawiok, the wife of George IV, She 
wae a very unsavoury person, it muet be 
confessed, and if not guilty of the charges 
whioh were brought against her she ought 
to have been to be consistent. She wae 
considered a martyred angel by a great 
party, as Thackeray eaye, not beosuee 
they liked her, but because they dbliked 
her husband- They refused to think she 
was no better than she should be, but ad­
mitting that euoh wae the owe (ae no doubt 
eome of her party did among themselves), 
■he wae good enough for him : for between 
ourralvee, my Lord, the First Gentleman 
of Europe—(‘ Hear, hear !’)—to the greatest 
blackguard alive. Thb may have been 
très a an then, but It to hot treason now, 
for, thanks to htotory, of whloh men are 
no longer afraid, the ^prld has made up 
its mind about the Georges and their 
queens."

Edward Fournier, who has juet died to 
Paris, aged 61, svae one of the meet volu­
minous and scholarly of French contempo­
raneous authors. Hb whole life was 
passed to reading and making books, muoh 
of hb writing caving beenkn collabora­
tion. He fumbhed oomediee, oomlo 
operas, and dramas to the stage, the most

noted of which were “ Corneille à U 
Butte Selut-Roah,” “ Le Fille de Mo­
lière," and “Raoiae àUzés,” prepared for 
the anniversaries of the birth of those 
three great poets, and performed with cor­
dial acceptance, Fournier’s chief repu fa­
tten wee made, however, outside of the 
thefttre, by » large number of sprightly 
works of unwearied investigation and pro- 
found learning, euoh ae “In Mueiqne 
etoz le Peuple," “Eisal Historique eur 
1 Ortographe,” “ Recherche» et Cnriositiés 
eur lea Mote Historiques," and “ Enigme» 
dee Rue» de Parto.” Hb psesion for read- 
“g was ae inappeaeable a» was his appe- 
tite for work. He was accustomed to 
■pend 10 and 12 hours a day to hie own 
and other libraries, and he would not in­
frequently be found there to the morning. 
It to said that it wae almost impossible to 
Induce him to take any reoreatfon, whioh 
he alwsya declared he could get in books. 
He wae very irregular in hb habits, con­
stantly mlesing hie meals, and to thb ne­
glect and to exoeeeive application hb death 
is ascribed.

In a bad caie’of thrush, change of air to 
y,e country is most desirable ; the effect is 
sometimes in eneh eases, truly magieaL 

If the thrush be brought on either by too 
much or by Improper food ; in the first 
ue of course, a mother mast lessen the 

quantity ; end, In the eeoond, she should 
be more careful in her selection.

What not to do.—Do not nee either a 
eali’e teat or wash leather for the feeding, 
buttle ; fortunately, since the invention of 
India-rubber teats, they are now nearly ex- 
ploded ; they were, in olden times, fruitful 
causes of thrush. Do not mind the trouble 
of ascertaining that the oooking-veaaeto 
connected with the baby ’• food are perfectly 
dean and sweat. Do not leave the parity 
and the goodness of the cow's milk (it 
being absolutely necessary to feed him on 
artificial food) to be judged either by the 
milkman, or by the nans, bnt taste and 
prove it yourself. Do not keep the milk In 
, warm place, but either in the dairy or in 
the sellar ; and il It be summer time, let 
the jug holding the milk be put in » orook 
containing lumps ol ioe. Do not nee milk 
that has been milked longer than twelve 
hours, but If practicable, have It milked 
direct from the cow, and nee it Immedi­
ately—let it be really and truly fresh and 
genuine milk.

When the disease is severe, It may re­
quire more active treatment—each an a 
dose of calomel ; which medicine must 
never be given unices it be either under 
the direction of e medical man, or unleei it 
be In an extreme case, such as dysentery ; 
therefore the mother bad better seek 
advice.

In a severe caae of thrnah, where the 
complaint haa been brought on by artificial 
feedirg- the babe not having the advantage 
of the mother’s milk—It is really surpris­
ing how rapidly a wet-nurse—if the case 
ha not been too long deferred—will effect 
a cure, where all other means have been 
tried and have failed. The effect has been 
truly magical ! In a severe case of thrush 
pure air and thorough ventilation are essen­
tial to recovery.

Apply once a 
day to the swollen joints a liniment com­
posed ot tincture ot arnica, six onnoee ; 
tincture of camphor, eight onnoee ; and 
two ounces of tincture of opium. Apply 
about halt a wine glassful at a time, aad 
rub it well into the perte. Give half a 
drachm of bicarbonate of potash every dsy 
internally, and oontinne until eight doses 
are given. Keep the oolt as comfortable 
as poeaiMe, and the probability is a com­
plete cure will be the result.

SCRATCHES.
Sib,—I have s three-year-old oolt that 

wants to rub as though he itohed. He also 
seems to have the scratches, and by stamp­
ing and kicking haa earned the lower joint 
on hie left hind legs to swell. He is in 
good order and perfectly smooth, except 
on his hams, it has broke out. He ii kept 
in a clean stable and is kept well and car­
ried. He was kept in a dirty stable last 
winter. Please inform me what to do for 
him, and oblige a SUBSCRIBER.

For the itch, take lard one pint ; floor 
of sulphur, two oueoes ; red precipitate, 
one-fourth ounce ; rab on the itchy erup­
tion. For scratches, take gum myrrh, gum 
camphor and spirits of turpentine ; mix, 
sad add one onnoe of sulphuric arid very 
slowly and cautiously fat teaspoonfuls ; 
keep well stirred ; mix in a quinine bottle; 
mix all In a pint of lard ; grease the heel 
once per day ; wash with oastlle eoep and 
dry perfectly before using, every time 
need. If ■ welling remains, blister the joint, 
not the heel.

Foot-Disease in a Cow.—The common 
disease in oowi and sheep whioh appears 
by watery blitters on the feet and between 
the olaws of the hoof, followed by raw 
spots whioh are difficult to heal, il known 
at aphthous fever. Sometime» it is accom­
panied by similar blisters on the lips and 
tongue, when it ie called “ foot and month 
disease.” It is a fever or blood disease, 
and ie contagions and troublesome, t ut not 
serious, and easily submits to treatment ae 
followa : Give one pound of salts, and 
when that haa operated, give one ennoe of 
hyposulphite of soda daily ; wash the sore 
•pots with water and soap, and dress them 
with an ointment made ae follows, vis. : 
Melt four ounces of lard and one onnoe of 
■permaoeti together, add one ounce of 
acetate of copper (verdigrle), and stir 
thoroughly, and while still fluid add one 
onnoe of turpentine and stir until cold- 
Keep for nee. Thia ointment ie excellent 
for any raw sorts or galls, and may be 
usefully kept in any stable.—American 
Dairyman,

Give, twice a 
week, a little salt pork chopped fine end 
mixed with the food ; or put a table-epoon* 
ful ’of salt in two quarts of meal, moisten 
with water, and feed onoe or twice a week.

A 00respondent of the Chicago Tribune 
recommends the use of gas tar dissolved in 
water aa a means of destroying inaeoti on 
melon and cucumber vines. It to used by 
sprinkling the vines, from a common water- 
leg pot. He declare» also that It will kill 
the Colorado potato bug.

Afrecent outbreak of typhoid fever in 
Brletol, Eng., waa traced th the milk sup­
ply. The medical officer found that one 
farmer washed hto oan* in a stream which, 
two miles above, eras, unknown to him, 
polluted by sewage and the putrid oar- 
oastes of animals recently dead of conta­
gions disease.

The ox-eye daisy haa become a great 
peat In some sections of the country. Those 
who are troubled with this weed should 
bear in mind that It to propagated by seed, 
and not by root, and that to rid them­
selves of it they have only to mow before 
the seed to ripe. It may take two, or even 
three season* to rid a field of this innocent 
looking flower.

A writer in the Ohio Farmer testifies hie 
belief, whioh he says to based upon long 
experience, that if calves, pigs, lamb», and 
other domestic animals are taken away 
from their mothers for the last time at 
night, those mothers will drop their next 

offspring in the day time, while if 
inch young animals are allowed to 
draw their mother’s milk for the 
last time in the morning their 
successors will oome into the world 
in the night time,

A couple of nioely 
dressed, gentlemanly appearing 
fellows, of good address, drive up 
to a farmer’! house with a fine 
turnout, and engage all hto butter 
for the aeazen at a tig price. The 
farmer signs a contract to let the 
merchants have all hto butter for 
a year, and In due coure* the “ 000- 
tract" cornea hack in the shape of 
a note held by a third party, whioh 
the farmer haa to pay.

A new Canadian industry to pro­
mised, says the Galt Reformer, in 
the extensive growth of early 
Amber sugar cane or Sorghum, 
and Its manufacture Into sugar. 
Sorghum has been experimented 
with and to grown oeatriderably In 
some parts of the Province, bnt 
only for syrup, the attempteto make 
sugar of it having reunited In pro­
ducing a rather sticky article. 
However, recent improvements and 
methods have enabled manufac­
turers to produce from Sorghum 
a really fine granulated sugar at a 
very small cost Titoonburg to to 
be the rite of one of our Canadian 
factories, and the farmers in that 
neighbourhood are growing two 
hundred acres of sugar cane thli 
season.

THE ONTARIO AGRICULTURAL 
COMMISSION.

Continuation of the tatiby. I
The second and third Motion* of the 

Agricultural Commission met again In the 
Parliament buildings. The enquiry in re­
ference to stock-raising was continued.

Mr. John Miller, of Brougham, gave 
evidence chit fly in relation to stock-raising, 
particularly thoroughbred animals. His 

terenoe was decidedly for the Durham

Dr. McMonaols, of Preeoott, was ex­
amined on the science of breeding, particu­
larly in regard to homes, the different 
breeds of which he described with great 
particularity. He showed that breed­
ing ehould be conducted for a 
purpose, in regard to intelligence, 
quality and form, and freedom from heredi­
tary uneoundneas. Extreme crosses, he 
pointed out, failed to give satisfactory re­
sults, He referred to the effects of ances­
tral Influence, there being • constant ten­
dency in animals to revert to original 
types. Only those animale ehould be 
selected that had inherited acquired ten­
dencies and escaped remote ancestral pecu­
liarities, and this quality should be concen­
trated by close breeding. He etilogized, 
at great length, the Hsmbletoelnn breed of

Regarding Borers in Peach Trees — 

Regarding borers In peach trees, says the 
Country Gentleman, it la umIuI to heap a 
peck of dry slaked lime about the peach 
trees after the grubs have been picked out 
and before the earth is drawn back to the 
tree.

He 
agreed with the previous witness in refer­
ence to the Importance ot drainage, and 
stated that mnoh land at present oold and 
ewampy could be made excellent and pro­
ductive land, If properly drained. Both 
witnesses concurred la favouring the Dur- 

the best breed of cattle for this

vtoitto Great Britain, which waa read by 
Mr. Dymond, ’

It stated that having been only a month 
m Eoqlftad, and hto own boainesa requir­
ing moat of hto time, he was unibic t> 
make exhausted enquiries on behalf of the 
commission. The wheat in England w»» 
looking well, but wu very backward. 
The crops generally were not sufficiently 
advanced to hazird a conjecture as to what 
they would yield. A full crop of roots 
might be expected, m owing to the dryness 
of the spring the soil was ppt in thorough 
preparation before sowing. Grass fed beef 
wonld be late owing to the backwardness 
of the pastures. The report continued as 
follows ;—

I had a conversation with several 
butchers and dealers and they all took the 
same view of the Canadian cattle trade, 
viz , that ■ the best time to ship is from 
February to August ; that the grass fed 
stock ehould, for a few weeks previous to 
shipping, be fed «orne grain and ao gradu­
ally prepared for the change to the dry 
food used on the voyage. That the stall 
fed oattle arrive In good condition without 
les» of fleeh, but that the grass fed 
lose considerably. Unanimoutly they all 
speak out loud, “ Why don’t your people 
use better bull» ? We know that you can 
grow aa good oattle as can be found any. 
where, for we have seen some sell in public 
this spring for £45 each ; but not one in 
ten of the ordinary stock yen send has 
paid (or hto keep. Send them good 
quality and breeding, and then if any 
accident happen» so that they are bruised 
too badly to slaughter for market, they 
will Mil for all that they are worth, to be 
grazed a few weeks ; but no English 
grazer would ever think cf buying such 
rough, ooarae specimen* as are meet that 
you send, and if your farmers had to pay 
rent for, instead of owning their farms, they 
would soon be compelled to breed better 
stock. Again, a good trade oould be done 
in steers, if we oould get them of right 
quality. T»ro-year-old steers, such as we 
describe, would be worth more in 
public market than the rough old 
oowe end steer» you have sent.”
I made some enquiries aa to the benefit 
Canada derives from the live atock trade, 
and the general opinion was that it wae 
worth folly one cent per pound over the 
American oattle, but that owing to the 
large competition fer space,and the limited 
shipping accommodation from Montreal, 
or rather the monopoly of the carrying 
trade by one or two wealthy companies, 
our farmers lose that benefit, aa the ship­
per has to pay about that amount extra 
per head over what the American shippers 
were paying from New York. Sheep, 
the same complaint a» to quality. " Why 
do your farmers send us nothing but rams 
and q-d ewes ! Wethers are worth from 
five to eight cents more per pound. 
Why ?” '* Because they contain so much 
more flesh that to lean meat of a much 
nperior quality. To obtain the highest 
■rice, your sheep-breeders should use a 

Down cross on your common atock, and 
save your ram lambs for wethers.” 
Which variety of the Downs would you 
recommend !” “ Sonthdowns or Hamp­
shire», because they contain the most 
flesh. Your sheep have large enough 
frame, bnt carry too mnoh useless fat or 
tallow. The larger Downs, such as Ox­
fords or Shropehlres, would not give you 
the lean meat aa readily or satisfactorily 
as the smaller and purer varieties of 
Downs.”

Along with Mr. Dyke, the Dominion 
agent, Liverpool, I called upon some of the 
largest American produce importers. We 
were kindly received, and every opportu­
nity afforded ua of examining and testing 
the different brands of cheese and butter.

The beet makes of butter are from the 
Western States. A splendid consignment 
had just arrived from Illinois. We ex­
amined Mveral kegs and found them uni­
form in quality, taste and colour, in fact 
aa the merchant observed :—" One is a 
sample of the lot ; I can lend the whole of 
that consignment out to my customers with 
perfect confidence, without opening a keg; 
they are always aûke.” Upon Mking to 
see Mme Canadian, lèverai kegs were 
opened, but not one wae uniform, except,. 
I am sorry to My, uniformly bad ; soft, 
bad flavoured" and of different colours. 
Upon Mking the question, “ What to our 
remedy ?” the reply waa, “ The only ram- 
edy to to establish creameries ; formerly 
butter from this vety district,” pointing to 
the lot from Illinois, “ vu no better then 
yours, now It to the finest brand imported 
into Liverpool, better than any we get 
from Ireland. Again, you must use fine 
English salt ; your American and Canadian 
salt will not do, if you wish à slice of thia 
trade. Another thing I wish to call 
your attention to to the kegs. 
Look at thoM all nioely planed inside as 
well M ont, a-» that when a keg to inverted 
on the marble slab, generally need here, 
the butter comes out nice and in one piece. 
Yours are are rough inside, and the butter 
to broken. All these things add to the 
market value ; you must pleara the eye. 
Now look at that consignment, forwarded 
by one of your Montreal steamers, and 
this by a New York line. That looks as if 
It had been stowed in the ship’s coal bunk, 
ere, this aa if the S. S. Co. were alive to 
their Internets. We scarcely ever get a 
dirty keg by the one line, and ae seldom a 
clean one by the other. The difference in 
appearance even in the kegi makes a dif­
ference in cents a pound. Again, when 
your people have got a really good article, 
whether in ohMse, butter, or apples, Ac., 
they should put on a nice, attractive 
stencil plate, and be not afraid to let the 
world know where such articles are pro 
dneed. A little mean label, with On­
tario In one comer, is of no use ; 
people here do not know what 
it means. Bnt I have something 
here to show you. Here are two of the 
beat samples In the warehouM, and they 
will either drive Canadian» cut of the mar­
ket, or foroo them to manufacture a better 
article. TheM samples are oleomargarine. 
Nothing but the finest creamery brand 
oan compete with it. It is butter in 
smell, taste, and appearance, and none bat 
experts can tell the difference. Another 
thing whioh deteriorates your butter is 
being kept too long before putting on the 
market. Ae to cheese, you send ns ns 
good M we oan get."

That to open np e 
butter trade yon moot .establish cream­
eries. (2.) Take more peine in finishing 
the batter tubs. (3 ) Market the article*» 

aa made. (4.) Um fine salt, and 
effect Improvements in transit, both by 
steamboat and rail. .

Mr. Joseph Gibson, of Ilderton, county

Middlesex, submitted tie report of tie

could just ae well receive *00 an ani­
mal aa S80, the average price at present. In the 
English market well-bred draught homes and 
showy carriage and riding horses were in demand, 
and to eocnre a good boatnees with England, the 
breeding for these classes wonld have to resale 
more attention. In regard to cattle, he favoured the 
Bothams, but thought that some attention might 
be given to the merits of the Angus palled beef 
oattle, which Were well epoken of in England.

Mr. T. B. McPbsrson related hie experience ot 
Canadian cheese factories. He owned eight In 
Lancaster county, and had an interest In thirteen. 
The price he obtained wae 91 50 par 100 lba, which 
covered all expenses except the drawing ot the 
milk His factories covered eighteen equate miles 
and took la 4,000 cows. He deprecated the prac­
tice of adding soar whey to hasten the curding, ae 
proper airing wai required to get rid of the animal 
odour. Green hay, ont between the 1st and 10th of 
July, was good milking food for the rows.

Mr. John Ingles. Chicago, gave evidence in refer­
ence to butter. He favoured the creamery system, 
and found that creamery butter got abont eight 
cents a pound higher than farmers' batter The 
reason was that the farmers’ wires had no know­
ledge of the first prindnlee of butter-making, 
seldom used a thermometer, and salted too much.

Farther evidence was taken on these subjects, 
and the Commission adjourned.
