Superintendent of Philadeiphia Post.
office Tells of Some Amusing Ex-
periences He Had Had.

Every one who has watched the
crowd collect in front of the parcel
post window at holiday time knows
that the mail has a more or less hu-
morous side, remarks the Philadelphia
Record. How humorous it can be you
do not realize till you begin to find
out about it.

Mr. Johnson, the superintendent of
mails at the central postoffice, knows.
He has 27 years' experience.

“Did the crying baby ever go through
the mails?” the reporter questioned
him.

Mr. Johnson shook his head. “No,
the only live things allowed are live
chicks and bulbs. Everything else un-
der the sun does go. Sometimes very
bumorous and pathetic incidents occur.

“An old Virginia mammy wanted to
ship herself home parcel post. Every
Christmas she had received a nice
fat package through the mall. It
meant direct communication with her
own people. She pictured Christmas
down on the plantation in all the rosy
glow of her far-off childhood. She
craved to go back and she didn’t
know how to go. ' She had just enough
brains to know that she was too ig-
norant to take the long journey by
herself. So she came to her mistress.

“‘Couldn’'t I just be labeled am'
stamped an' weighed,” she demanded,
‘and sent along back to Virginny with
the postman? I'd like to give my-
self as a Christmas present to my
folks this year.

“Humorous, but pathetic as well
isn't it?”

Mr. Johnson talks like a Virginian
and has a true gift of telling a story.

“A negro said there were three kinds
of pies, the civered, the uncivered
and the barred.

Water from the farm well may ‘be
clear and sparkling and pleasant to
the taste and yet polluted, and in con-
ysequence a source of danger to health
If it comes from a shallow well that
is located too close to a source of
contamination, it is certain sooner or

later to become unwholesome. The
Chemistry Division of the Experim-
ental Farms at Ottawa, which exam-
ines well waters from farm home-
steads, reports that about 35 percent
are found to be unsafe for drinking

It should be r ber-
ed, however, that only suspected
samples are sent in. Of 119 samples
dealt with {n 1922, 24 per cent were
found to be pure and wholesome,
while the remainder were either sus-
picious or positively dangerous. Care
should therefore be exercised, first
in locating the well and, secondly,
in seeing that it is properly protect-
ed from contamination. The Dom-
inion Chemist in his annual report
recommends a spring or pure stream
as perhaps the best source of water
supply. Water from such a source
may be piped to the house and farm
buildings by gravitation, if a proper
fall can be secured but otherwise by
the aid of a windmill, gasoline engine
.or hydraulic ram. A well to besafe
should be at least fifty yards from
the barnyard or other ponfible co!b
taminating source. It is further re-
commended that a radius of fifty
yards be kept entirely free from all
manure and other filth and prefer-
ably maintained in sod. It will be
found of very considerable value to
line the well to a depth of 10-12 fe-t
and to a thickness of say 6 inches|
with concrete or puddled clay, con-
tinuing this wall or lining for a foot

above ground. A safe supply can
usually be depended on if the well
is pored or drilled through a layer
of impervious rock, tapping a deep-
seated source of water.

There are now many lists of best
varieties of vegetables and flower
seeds available through the Experi-
mental Stations . and Agricultural
Colleges, and it will be found to be
well worth while getting these be-
fore deciding on what to buy.

When one has seed of a good
strain of some particular variety of
flower or vegetable it is desirable.to
sow the same seed another year
after testing it for germination as
sometimes it is not possible to get
the same strain two years in suc-
cession.

Banff.-J. B. Harkin, Commis-
sioner of 'National - Parks, has an-
nounced that the formal opeming of
the Banff-Windermere Road, work
on which was concluded last year,
will take place on June 30. The
ceremony is to be held at Vermillion
Crossing, half way between BaniT
and Windermere, motors leaving
both ends of the road early in the
morning to meet at that place. 'lhe
suggestion has been made by R.
Bruce, of Invermere, that the I\s-
tional Park be named “Coiumbia
National Park,” and the road lexd-
ing up the Columbia Valley fcem
the boundary to Golden be ramed
the “Canadian Columbia Highway.”

Victoria.—Motorists will nave a
new circuit trip available with the
completion in May of the aigh-
powered motor ferry now building
at Yarrows. Not only will Island
and Mainland be linked by the apera-
tion of this Craft, but the Cana-
dian Pacific will have the steamer
“Charmer” engaged in the purposa
farther north. The “Charmer” will
operate between Vancouver and Na-
naimo, furnishing accommodation
for all types of cars. With the new
ferry in service, a new circuit will
be made available—from BSeattle via
Bellingham to Sidney, thence to Vic-
toria over paved road, to Nanaimo
over the Malahat, thence by the
“Charmer” to Vancouver and dowp
the Pacific Highway to the border
line and Seattle again.

The fotor ferry will have ample
height between deck to allow for
all classes of cars. During the busy
season it will make two round trips
every day. The vessel will be fitted
with observation rooms and open
deck spaces to give tourists every
opportunity to enjoy at their ease
the fine scenery through the chan-
nels between San Juan, Lopez amd
other islands of the San Juan archi-
pelago.

St. John, N.B.—The Canadian Pa-
¢ific freighter, “Bolingbroke” re-
cently brought from ndon the
largest import cargo to reach St.
John since the war. She was cram-
med to the hatches with more than
4,700 tons of general merchandise.
Capt E. Landy, who is in command,
said that he ‘ud never carried a
more valuable cargo amnd expressed
great satisfactiomn that not a single
package had been lost. Included in
the cargo were silks and other valu-
able dress goods, dry goods of vari-
ous descriptions, perfumes and mlnl
other expensive commodities.
cargo of this kind makes lots of
work for the longshoremen.

Vancouver.—Carrying a record
shipment of Canadian apples to the
Orient the Canadian Pacific 1 ‘,850-
ton liner, “Empress of Asia” re-
cently sailed.

On opening the ecrates in the
Oriental ports. the consignees of
past shipments have found that the
apples are as fresh as if taken from
the tree. This is partly due to the
fact that at this time of the year
the perishable cargo omly gets one
day of tropical heat during the whole
voyage across. The “Asia” took ap
proximately 350 tons of this com.
modity in her holds, the largest con-
signment of npples to go through
the Narrows this season for the
Orient.

'St. John, N.B.—Figures compiled
at C. P. R. headquarters show that
the port of St. John has handled
very much more freight to January
19th this season, ay compared with
the corresponding ‘Yeriod of last
year.

Exports totalled 260,472 tons of all
classes of freight handled by the C.
P. R. officials through this port
since the beginning of the winter
port business. Last year during the
same period 146,393 tons passed
through St. John; showing an in-
crease of 114,079 to date for the
present year.

Last year’s import business during
the same period totalled 27,692,
while this year 28,832 tons of im-
port freight have been recordcd, ~n
increase of 1,140 for the pro:iz.at
winter port season. !

Ottawa, Jan. 31.—aM:mtreal,
from all indications will be the
general headquartess of the Can-
adian National Railway- system.
Although no official announce-
ment is made by the directorate
of the National Railways it is be-
lieved that this is because under
law, the government must select
the headquarters and until it rat-|
ifies the recommendation of the
board nothing is ‘‘official.”

Eastern Division--Comprising
lines from Brockville east to Hal-
ifax and Sydney along with the
Prince Edward Island Railway,
headquarters at Moncton.

advantage in every way.”
