‘A Patriotic Warning.

WITHIN the past week, Mr.

The citizans of Halifax were awaken-
ed from their slumbers at 2.45 o’clock cn
Thursday morning by the booming of
canron frcm the citadel, proclaiming
ti.e glad tidings that the troopar Idaho
with Canada’s pride on board was com-
ing up the harbor. Scon the streets
were alive with people from all parts of
the Dominion. Fliags were flying every-
where to the breeze, and the boys on
landing were given & h earty reception.
The steamer’s lste arrival was due to
the fact that two of her propellor blades
bad snapped off short when sevep days
out from Caps Verde. We cannot here
give an adequate account of the recep-
tion given to the boys at Halifax. All
we can eay is that it was magnificent,
and that the boys were fairly idolized.

In Charlottetown business was sus-
pended 2t five o’clock Friday afternoon,
and by six o’clock the city bad already
assumed a lively aspect. The boys were
expected to arrive in the Princess from
Pictou at half-past seven. Shortly after
seven the militia companies in full
strength, headed by the 4th Regiment
Band, marched from the drill shed to
the wharf. At the wharf the crowd of
people was simply enormous, and the
policemen and marshals of the different
societies found it impossible to keep the
crowd from encroaching on the line of
march. Looking from the wharves ont
to the river the sight was magnificent.
Anchored in the middle of the river
was an immense raft of kerosene casks
burning furiously, which casta vivid
glare all over the waler; added to this
was the glory of a clear moon shining
overhead.  Coming up the harbor was
the steamer Princess, consorted by the
Stanley and the Brant, As these vessels
steamed pp the harbor rockets were
fired from their decks, and from the
deck of the Minto at Connolly’s wharf
From Fort Edward the boom of cannon
could be heard, blendiog its noise with
the clanging of the fire bell and the
screaming of the steam whistles of the
City of Ghent and all the other gteamers.
As the Princess pagsed along the
wharves the crowd ¢cheered lustily, and
the ch®ers were sent back by the *¢ gen-
tlemen in kharki.” It did not take long
to dock the Prircess and land 1he
‘“ boys” on the whesif. The procession
then moved ahead. All the diffetent
societies were there in full force, and
four bands were playing. Nsar the
Hotel Davies the progesgiop had a hard
job ta forge its way through the e¢rowd
who had gome from all over the Proy-
ince to see the home-coming. The pro-
cession wa3 about half a mil; long, and
torchlights lit up ths wiisls length of it.
After making a deton: thrgugh several
streats the ;. povessioa brought ap on the
south side of the Market Square, where
a large stand had besn erected for the
“boys” and others. Here a grand pro-
gramme of masic, 8ngs and Apéeghes
was carried out, The displ;y of ifire-
works from the roofs of the buildings
dnring the time this was going rn, was
one of the best ever witnessed here.

Judge Fitzgerald after calling for three
cheers for the bays was followed by
Premier Farquarson who read an ap
propriate address, Chaplain Fullerton
8poke next on behalf of the retnrned
mea.. He told of their trials and hard-
ships which they had borne like true
men, He thanked tke people sincerely
for the grand ovation. Lient. McDonald
also spoke in terms of praise ard thanks
for the demonstration. Lieut. Gov.
McIntyre speech was one of welcome,
in which hestated, that he waa proud
to.have en opportunity of once more
addressing the men who had gained
such glory for Canada. They had fuol-
filled all that was expectad of them. He
also alluded feelingly to the death of
Roland Taylor and Alfred Riggs. ThLe
other speakers werp Chief Justice
Sullivan, Councillor Horne, ogy ‘bebalf
of the City Council, Col. Moore on be-
half of the Militia, and Mr. George E,.
Hugbes, President of the Board of
Trade and promoter of the Soldiers
Fund. At the end of his excellent ad-
dress he presented eack man with an
envelope eontaining fifteen dollars to-
gether with a list of the names of the
contributors. Patriotic songs were en-
terspesred between the different
speecbes and the singing of * God 8ave
the Queen” bronght ta ap epd the
greatest celebration ever held in Chay-
lottetown. Bishop McDonald and the
City Clergy of all denominations, had
places on the platform.

A despatch of Nov. 1, to the London
Evening Standard says that‘Lord Roberts,
who was scheduled to leave South Africa
Nov. 15, has postponed “his departure
owing to one of his daughters being a
sufferer from enteric fever at Pretoria.

A special despatch from Pretoria says
that the Household Cavalry and the
remainder of the Royal Canadian Regi-
ment would start for home Nov. 3rd.

General Barton has had considerable
success in fighting the Boers at Fred-
erickstad. He bhad been harrassed by
General De Wet’s men for some time,
when he made a sudden attack with
the Bcots Guards and the Welsh Fusil-
iers and scattered the Boers with severe
loss. The British buried over thirty
Boers on the field. Several of  these
had heen killed by bayonets, the fight-
ing having been at close quarters.
Three Boers who raised a white flag
and afterwards fired on the British,
were captured and tried by court-
martial. They were found guiltv and
sentenced to death, and Lord Roberts
approved the sentence. They were
shot on the following morning in the
presence of the army. Itishorzd that
this will prove a salutary lesson to the
Boers, who have been treacherously
using the white flag.

Wkhat relief has the farmer got from
the tariff? How much lers has he to
pay for bis sugar, tes, tohacco, coal oil,
binder twine and meachinery thao he
had in 1896 ? Instead of having less to
pay he bas more to pay today, for
everyone of these articles, and they are
about ‘he only articles in which the
tariff effects him. The farmer is pros-
perous, it is true, but he bas rot to
ttank the present government for it.
The farmers of the United States, liv-
ing under the most protective of tariffs
are prospeyous else. It is a case of
general preaperity and it wonld be sad
indeed if the Canadian farmer did not
goet his ehare. The Toronto Sun has
figured out how the farmer stands to-
day compared with where he stood in
1896, and the following is the result :

¢ It requires 50 per cent more wheat
to buy a stove than it did in 1896.

‘It requires 20 bushels more corn to
buy a wagon than it did in 1896.

It requires 100 per cent more corn
or wheat to buy a copper kettle than
in 1896.

‘It requires twice as much corn to
buy a coil of rope as in 1896,

¢ It requires 49 per cent more grain to
buy a hoe, a rake or a shovel than in
1896.

‘A get of common wheels that cost
87 in 1896, now costs $12.

‘The price of cultivators and other
farm implements has gone up propor-
tionately.

‘ Galvanized barbed wire costs from
$4 to $4.50 per hundred more than in
1896.

‘It requires 40 per cent more corn or
cotton to buy a pound of sugar than in
1896.

‘You have ‘to pay 40 per cent more
for glass than in 1896.

‘The price of coal oil, lumber, tools
and hardware has gone up from 40 to
100 per cent.’

The Qualification of Voters and How to Vote.

In the electoral districts of this Province the voting takes place by ballot.
There is no registration of voters here.

Every male British subject of the age of 21 years and upwards who has for six
months previous to the 9th day of Oetober, A. D, 1900, been in possession either as
owner, tenant or occupant of a house or piece of land of the yearly value of six dollars

shall be entitled to vote.
IN ADDITION TO ABOVE.

: In country districts every male British subject of the age of 21 years, who being
liable to perform Statute Lobor, has performed such Statute Labor or paid his commu-

tation money for the year 1900, shall be entitled to vote, provided he has resided for
twelve months in the electoral division.

IN THE CITY OF CHARLOTTETOWN.
If & person cannot qualify as a tenant or owner, he may vote on his poll tax.

IF

He has resided for twelve months previous to the 9th day of October, A. D. 1900,
either east or west of Great George gbreel:, and has paid his poll tax, or 75 cents of it,
for the year 1899, OR HE CAN VOTE ON HIS POLL TAX RECEIPT FOR THE
PRESENT YEAR, 1900. This tax may be psid at any time before the election, bu
not on election day.

Every resident voter must vote in the polling district where he is living on elec-
tion day.

We warn poll tax electors to be prepared with their poll tax receipta before they
go into the polling booths. If you do not produce them your votes wiﬁ not be taken,
and you cannot again enter the booth, Tenants and owners do not require receipta.

The election law of the Dominion provides for perfect secrecy of the ballot, except
in the case of a scrutiny before two judges of the SBupreme Court. Before a scrutiny
can be held, the person desiring one must deposit in Court one thousand dollars as
security that he will be su . No ballot can be examined uniil it has been proved
that the voter has no vote, and no vote under any circumstances can be examined unless
it has been marked objected to before the vote was given. No vote can be marked

objected after the voter has received his ballot.

The ballots after being counted are sealed by the Keturning Officer, who without
opening the packets or breaking the seals, transmita them to the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery, and whilst in the custody of the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery no person
8 allowed to inspect them.

Besides the polling officers and the agents of the candidates, only one elector may
enter the polling booth at & time; he MUST mark his ballot in secret, he MUST hand
his ballot folded to the polling officer, who MUST place it in the box without opening,
and there is & penalty for displaying the ballot in any way that would afford-a clue as
to how the elector is voting,
