The 
earliest recorded harvest of spring wheat 
is that of two years ago on the Exper­
imental term, Ottawa, by Prof. Saunders 
when the date was the 9th of August. 
The sample just harvested by Mr Fisher 
la the celebrated “Colorada,” which he 
pnrehued from our townsman, Mr 
William Burrows, the well known Hamil­
ton-st. seedsman, and ot which there are 
mer y excellent fields in this section, but 
none quite so far advanced u that of Mr 
Fisher, although nearly all will be cut 
daring the coming week. The head la 
large end fall, color good, and there is 
not the slightest evidence of mat, smut, 
or anything detrimental. The introduc­
tion of such a class of wheat Into the 
•action will prove of great benefit to the 
farming community, and Mr Borrows 
deserves great credit for hie enterprise 
In introducing it to this locality.

The live alligator of Florida ia also in 
the collection, and numerous instructive 
specimens. London is the only place 
they exhibit in Canada.

The speed programme for the horse 
ring baa been greatly increased, making 
it the beat they have ever yet offered, 
which will insure a large attendance of 
the beat horses in Canada.

The special attraction committee have

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THE EARTH BUBBLE.

«eeew the sole work ot a lifetime that eway
the rest have trifled. —1 Robert Browning,
Owen Ce pelle was a literary man who 

•wrote for a living. The expression is 
not redundant ; it is merely accurate. 
Do all literal# men write for a living f 
Happily not. And, on the other hand, 
who would he to rath as to venture the 
assertion that all who write for a living 
are make* of literature ?

With Owen Capelle, literature was at 
onee an art and a business. It was an 
art because he worked at it reverently, 
oonidentiouely, with a considerably 
degree of talent, and assisted not in­
frequently by something very like in­
spiration. It was again, a business, for 
the reason that by it he earned the sup­
port of himself, wife and family, barter­
ing hie manuscripts and other forms of 
literary labor with a moderate amount of 
shrewdness and after much the same 
method as that by which the farmer 
sells garden-truck or the baker a batch 
of doughnuts.

It may not be uninterestingto the read­
er to learn,and it is certainly necessary to 
this narrative to explain just what Owen 
Capelle wrote. Several novels of his 
fabrication has been given to the public 
by that well-known publishing house of 
Vallum & Marble, and from these he 
had altogether an annual royalty of 
about $1,000. Of short stories he wrote 
ten or twelve in the course of a year, 
which brought returns according to 
their qutlity and length and averaged un­
der $100 apiece. He also “turned out" 
literary articles for a daily journal, and 
he received a small salary for assist­
ing in the editorisl work of a children's 
magazine. Induetarious by nature, 
and, after his matriage goaded on by 
necessity, he worked hard nine hours a 
day, with few holidays ; and his Income 
was nearly as large as the salary of a 
professional baseball player.

It must not be supposed, however, 
that Owen Capelle was famous. He was 
moderately well-known to a limited cir­
cle of readers. In his early years, be­
fore writing had become with him a com­
monplace of daily labor, he had espied 
Fame strolling in the path a little way 
ahead of him. It would be easy enough, 
he thought, to overtake her, whenever 
he bad earned some of hie own time to 
devote to the effort The years were 
passing now rather rapidly, for he was 
of the middle period of life, yet he was 
no nearer to her, and had almost ceased 
to lift hie eyes in her direction.

One day in the springtime, it happen 
ed that a conversation took place between 
Mr Marble, of the publishing firm, and a 
certain Great Author, of which Mr Ca-

Çalle and his affairs formed the subject,

Dairy Washing.
Means and need of cleansing utensils 

of the dairy ie the important subject 
of an article in The Frairie Farmer. 
from which we excerpt a paragraph :

“The best and most thorough way to 
purify milk vessels ia to plunge them 
several times in a kettle or tank of water, 
which, through the process, is kept at 
a boiling temperature. We should al­
ways bear in mind that the fungi and 
bacteria inhabiting milk vessels are of 
a microscopic character and seams which 
appear clean to the naked eye may in 
reality be teeming with one of the most 
minute and destructive forms of animal 
life.”

Caiman's Rural JVorld considers 
the same matter intelligently, as follows, 
emphasizing a point not referred to in 
the above extract :

"Never icald milk utensils before 
washing, as scalding will make the case 
one matter adhere in tn insoluble form 
that can be remoyed only by scraping 
and scouring. First rinse the article in 
cold water thoroughly; then wash In tep­
id water thet the hand can be kept in, 
using a little alkali, and when well-wash­
ed and rinsed, ecald with clean boiling 
water, and set aside so that it will dram 
dry—don’t wipe it, as the article it like­
ly to be cleaner than the cloth. If it it 
a matter of necessity to wipe some arti­
cles, use a perfectly clean cloth, that 
nothing else has besn wiped with.”

A Minister's Pcrgalslles
The perquisites of a minister’s life are 

as a general thing overestimated. An old 
clergyman firmly believed this, who had 
received a call to a small church in the 
eastern part of this State, from hit much 
larger pariah in Massachusetts. A del­
egation from the church was sent to urge 
him to accept the call. He asked them 
what the salary was. They replied that 
it was about $600 a year, but that the 
people were very generous and were 
continually bringing m things to the 
minister. “Well,” said he, “1 don’t 
wish to offend you, bat I must positively 
decline. And now let me give you a bit 
of my experience : In my younger days 
I received a call to a small parish where, 
as in the case with your people, they 
were very liberal. It was their cuetom 
to alwaye give the minister a ball of 
butter when they churned, and a quarter 
of veal when they slaughtered ; I accept­
ed the call. Things went along as they 
were represented during the first year. 
After that there began to be a failing off 
in their donations, until soon I received 
hardly anything. I began to make in- 
quries. One of my parishooers told me 
I gave perfect satisfaction, but the peo­
ple had began to raise their calves.’ 
And it has been my experience,’’ con­
tinued the old minister, „that donating 
parishioners soon began to ‘raise their 
ealvee.”—Lewiston, Me., Journal.

Mr. Blaine’s ambitious schemes, to the con­
sidération of which he Invited all the people 
of the Western Hemisphere except the Cana­
dians, and the sole purpose of which was the 
commercial aggrandisement of the United 
BUtes, have fallen to the ground, and the 
prospecta of extended trade relatione between 
the United States and the Spanish-American 
republics are suddenly darkened.

<Sa the last day of February, 1885, the late 
President of Guatemala, Gen. Justo kuflno 
Barrios, issued hie famous proclamation de­
claring a union of the five Central American 
republics, “by reason or by force." Presi­
dent Berrios’ proclamation was unanimously 
approved by the Guatemalan Congress end 
Barrios at once set about to carry his be­
loved project into effect 

United States Minister Hall wee et that 
time the almost constant companion end ad­
viser of Barrios Mr. Hall had told Barrios 
that President Arthur’s administration ap­
proved of the Central American union and 
that he bad no doubt that the new adminis­
tration of President Cleveland would follow 
out the seme acquiescent policy. Barrios, 
upon this assurance, made all bis prepara­
tions for e campaign. Enlistments were 
made into the army of Guatemala, arms null 
ammunition were distributed among the 
troops, and, what was much more import­
ant, a war loan of $1,000,000 was subscribed 
in leas than three days wherewith to pay the 
troops end carry out the successful achieve­
ment of the union.

Toward the middle of March, 1885, General 
Barrios and hie army were ready for action, 
and the former, to make sure that be was 
taking no false step, again consulted Minister 
Hall Mr. Hall said that he bad calded to 
Secretary Bayard for instructions, and that 
the reply bad been that “the United States 
of the North would be -leased to recognise 
and welcome the unie- of the Central 
American States."»

Barrios, highly elated, went on to battle, 
where he lost his life while facing the enemy 
at Chalchuapa on April 8,1885.

It was only several months afterward that 
the troth leaked out that Barrios had never 
been made aware of the full tenor of Secre­
tary Bayard’s despatch until several days 
after he had been on-the battlefield and had 
gained two or three important victorien He 
then received n copy of the full text of the 
despatch, which reads as follows:

A Partially Suppressed Despatch.
“ The United States of the North would be 

pleased to recognise and welcome the union 
of the Central American States, if such 
union can be peaceably arranged. But the 
United States can never become party to the 
recognition of e union acquired by blood­
shed in opposition to the desires of the peo­
ple. You will inform President Barrios of 
this determination on the part of the United 
States Government

Barrios wrote en eloquent and reproach­
ful missive to Hall, saying that it was too 
late for him to retreat, and died on the field 
of honor.

Barrios was burled 
with great pomp, and 
on April 6, 1885, Gen­
eral Manuel Lisandro 
Barillas, the second 
Vice-President of the 
Republic, became Presi­
dent The entire Bar­
rios Cabinet resigned 
and a new one was 
chosen. With this new 
Cabinet the nucleus of 
the present disturb­
ance m Central Ameri­
ca was formed. Presi­
dent Barillas, though a 
professed follower of 
Barrios, saw that 
was folly to continue 
the struggle Initiated 
by the latter, especially 

as the Guatemalan troops were being oon- 
itantly defeated by the Salvador troops, 
through having lost heart and courage with 
the death of their leader.

Barillas therefore withdrew his troops and 
proceeded to make peace with Salvador on 
the best terms he could. This treaty was a 
secret one, in which Guatemala agreed never 
to interfere again in Salvador’s politics, 
Barrios’ partisan in the latter country, Dr. 
Ealdivar. having been summarily deposed.
: General Figueroa of Salvador, an ally of 
Zaldlvar, attempted to gain supreme rule 
over that country, but 
be wee opposed by 
General Francisco 
Menendes, who after 
three months’ hard 
fighting, came out vio- 
torious—and was popu­
larly chosen as Presi­
dent of Salvador.
General Menendea was 
a valiant soldier and a 
thoroughly honest 
man, ana was univers­
ally liked throughout 
Salvador ln every re­
spect save that he was 
too subservient to the 
dictates of Guatemala oeheial rRAKOiaoo 
and her President henendbx,
This the people of Sal- murdered president 
vador did not like, or balvadob. 
and so informed Puai­
ent Meoeqiss, who in turn did all be could

hie native land weald be paramount over all 
outside Influences.

Guatemala, upon Heoeodee’e accession to 
the Presidency, began a series of intrigues, 
which are all more or la»» connected with the 
present rupture between the two countries.

While this was going on In Salvador the 
QiMtemalan Constitutional Congress con­
vened on Oct 1, 1887, and so ref armed the 
constitution that Barilla» was to retain hie 
presidency for six years Instead of four.

A revolution broke out while the Congress 
was in session under the leadership of Gen­
eral Vicente Castaneda, the vice-president of 
the republic end secretary of war during the 
regime of the “Legales." Castaneda was 
captured near the frontier* of Mexico, to­
gether with all his troops, and ha was then 
conducted to the department of Ban Marcos, 
where he was tried by court martial, sen 
fenced and shot

Castaheda was distantly related to Presi­
dent Barillas, and when he was chosen as 
first vice-president of Guatemala, two years 
before, be wee invited to take the portfolio 
of minister of war.

In connection with Castaneda's death a 
story was set afloat that the execution had 
been hurried to avoid a father’s revenge. 
Upon Casta fieda’s arrival In Guatemala he, 
together with his wife and beautiful daugh­
ter, Isabella, became an inmate of the presi­
dential mansion. Rumor had It that Barilla» 
waa over-attentive to the charming daughter. 
Young Colonel Cairo Ruano, who was the ac­
cepted suitor of Isabella, was sent on duty to

distant post on the Mexican frontier, end 
some six or seven months afterward Isabella 
Cihtaneda was married to a young Spaniard 
and received e dowry of $40,000, together 
with a fines, or farm, as a token of friend­
ship from President Barilla».

The recent sudden death of President 
Menendes is attributed by many to Guate­
malan emissaries, who desired hie overthrow 
in order to pave the way for the election of 
Alvarez.

Menendes was a plain, outspoken men end 
a thorough soldier end did all he could to 
make his country happy and prosperous He 
leaves a wife and daughter, Beoorlta Teresa 
Menendes. The latter, while one of the belles

Bow the Villagers of Albany, WIs., Spent 
Sunday.

Albany, Win, July 28L—The pearl Ashing 
craw has broken out afresh In this little Til­
lage and 1000 men,1 women and children, 
many with large rakes, others using their 
hands and others diving into the channel of 
Sugar River, were out Sunday from daylight 
until midnight in their enthusiastic search 
for pearl-bearing damn

The occasion of the excitement was the 
letting out of the water from the Albany 
milldam, by which 300 acres of overflowed 
lands were made accessible to the pearl fish­
ers. The result of the day’s work was many 
wagon-loads of clams, and perhaps *1000 
worth of pearls, although it is very difficult 
to make an exact estimate as to thoir value, 
owing to the reticence of the fishers.

The water in the pond is still falling 
rapidly, and the hunt will continue for 
several days, until all or nearly all of the 
dams are taken away. To-morrow it is ex­
pected the number of pearlers will be 
largely increased. A picturesque scene was 
presented by the pearl fishers. All wore 
wide-brimmed hats and old clothing ; many 
farmers drove in with their families from 
the surrounding country to enjoy the holiday 
and it required but a short visit to the under­
brush to metamorphose the neat country 
lasses into veritable water .nymphs, and they 
Kero soon up to their armpits in the mud and 
water digging clams with the rest.

As fast as secured the clams were taken 
to the shore and there opened, the finding of 
a particularly valuable gem being announced 
by a mighty shout of joy. So tar as known 
no pearls wore found having a value 
of more than *100. Many fables are 
told of big prices being obtained for these 
pearls in New York and elsewhere. They 
have really very little value and have been 
offered by the bushel to dealers. About one 
pearl in ten bushels might bring *1(7. A 
farmer, John Shafer, two miles from Albany, 
says he has refused *700 for a pure white 
pearl found on this farm. Some estimates 
place the value of pearls sold since the ad­
vent of the industry, a year ago, at *800,000 

The pearl territory comprises about 30 miles 
surface.

the lottery bill.
A Hard Fight Will Probably Have to Re 

Made to Pass It.
Washington-, July 28.—Although the vote 

on the substitute bill adopted by tne House 
Postoffice Committee denying fie further 
use of the mails to those engaged in the lot­
tery business for the purpose of forwarding 
that business was unanimous, au effort was 
nevertheless mode to amend the measure 
here and there, apparently in the interests of 
a less vigorous form of procedure against 
the offenders.

It was proposed, for inseance, that the bill 
be amended so as to except newspapers 
furthering public lotteries from the opera­
tions of the bill. But in reply it was urged 
with convincing force that the portion of 
the press accepting such patronage was the 
agency next only to the mails themselves 
upon which the lottery companies relied for 
the successful carrying on of their business.

W ith the committee's endorsement of a bill, 
however, the fight has but just begun. The 
next move must bo to secure a dav for 
the consideration of the bill in the House. 
While a large majority of the House is at 
present in favor of the bill, the lottery com­
panies are strongly intrenched here, and 
there is every reason to believe that through 
their paid agents they will attempt in some 
way to defeat the action proposed. After 
the successful purchase of a State Legislature 
no hesitation will probably be felt about at­
tempting to corrupt Congress. But tho situa­
tion here, fortunately for the country, is dif­
ferent from that at Baton Rouge, and how­
ever active the lottery agents and lobbyists 
may be their daily transactions can be noted 
and the proper warning sounded.

Chicago May Have Gas Fuel.
Chicago, July 28.—Chicago hopes soon to 

be emancipated from the abominable smoke 
nuisance. The City Conned has taken up 
the fuel gas ordinance, so long delayed, 
and will probably pass it on Monday 
evening. The measure is backed by the 
Chicago Economic Fuel Gas Company. The 
company proposes to furnish fuel gas from 
Indiana, which will have to be piped about 
one hundred and fifty miles, and to supply 
local consumers at from 50 to 60 cents ]>cr 
thousand feet, with a rebate to the consumer 
for cash payment and 5 per cent, to the city 
of the company’s earnings for the privilege 
of laying pipes in the alleys. Thqse in posi­
tion to know ad about the project laugh at 
the idea advanced by the opponents of the 
ordinance to the effect that it emanated with 
either the Standard Od Company or the old 
Gas Trust. The laying of the pipes through 
^udiana is already under way. If the com­
pany is given its ordinance fuel gas will be 
delivered here before Jan. L

A BRUSSELS BLAZE-
A Hus ness Block Entirely Wiped Out— 

The Work of an Incemliary.
Brussels, Ont., July 28.—About 1 o’clock 

Sunday morning a fire broke out in the Halli- 
day block in Miss Montgomery’s furniture 
store, which resulted in the complete de­
struction of the entire block. The buildings 
being composed of wood and the fire having 
gained great headway before any alarm 
was given, all hope of saving the block 
was abandoned, and the efforts of the 
firemen were directed successfully in con­
fining tlie lire to its origin and in saving 
the adjoining buildings. The town fire 
engine, which did noble service, worked 
steadily, throwing two powerful streams for 
over three hours, whon the fire was got un­
der control, and but for its efficiency it is 
safe to predict tha: the adjoining buildings 
would have been destroyed.

The losses, so far as can at present be as­
certained, are as follows: Miss Montgomery, 
furndure, partially destroyed, $500, Insur­
ance unknown ; Thomas Ferguson, stoves and 
tiuwsfe, «1500, insured for $8U0; William 
Roddick, loss on building #800, insured for 
$850: John Halliday, loss on building $1500, 
insured for $ldt)0; Misses Sample's loss on 
clothing and contents $500, no insurance. 
The fire is supposed to have been the work 
of an incendiary.

Brelpes for Cleaning Silk.
First, take a clean, bright pan, pot in 

it about two quarte of cold water, and in 
to the water drop aa many old kid glovee 
as can be produced ; three or four ere 
sufficient, however.

Let this come to e decided boil, end 
let it bod until the gloves have firet 
shrunken to the size of a baby’s hand 
and then softened into a pulp. Strain 
this, add a little more hot water to it, 
also some ammonia, about a teaspoonful. 
Pot in the silk, piece by piece ; wash 
thoroughly, then rinse In clear water, in 
which you have put some borax and 
spirits of camphor. Use light gloves 
only for light silks, and any color when 
you are freshening e black one.

It ia said the modut operandi is a far 
better one than the use of coffee extract, 
to whieh the pressing iron adheres. An 
other way is to use so-p berk, putting in 
a handful to a gallon of water, then dip 
ping the silk up and down in it, but 
never wringing or squeezing it. Hang 
by the edge along the line, and let drain 
off until it is dry enough to press. Lay 
a cloth over It and iron upon that.

Tea Making.
In preparing tea the water to be used 

should never be poured directly from the 
kitchen kettle into the urn. It should 
be cold, fresh water, brought absolutely 
to the boiling point. The tea used will 
of course, differ according to taste, but 
none is better for the purpose than the 
best English breakfast. The leaves 
must be placed in a pot in the proportion 
of a heaping teaspoonful to each person. 
Upon these leaves peur a small quantity 
of boiling water ; never use all of the 
latter needed at once, as a sudden rush 
will certainly “drown” the tea. Now pull 
the cosey over the teapot and allow the 
contents to draw a few moments, when 
you will have the best infusion possible ; 
repeat this process as many times as 
needed ; after using the first potful and 
filling once more with boiling water the 
tea loses its strength and flavor. Boiled 
tea is hurtful, and breakfast tea should 
never be steeped a pen the stove. It will 
nut often be necessary to strain where 
these directions are followed, bat the 
sadden addition of water floats the 
leaves, which do not again settle.

Mrs Scott, mother of Hon. R. V?. Scott,

from St Paul says that lumber stealing by 
Canadians along the northern border of ; 
Minnesota has become so extensive that [ 
the Government has concluded to put "a j 
•top to it A large expedition, headed by I 
four agents, will leave Duluth about August, 
and will start in a northwesterly direction, 
its destination being the western portion of 
Rainy Lake. Tbe four officers of law and 
the Interior department will be Instructed 
to continue their work as ter as in their own 
judgment seems best, and no time is fixed for 
their return. The expedition was decided on 
by tbe heads of the interior end land depart­
ments after on examination of the report by 
a special agent who made a trip along the 
nBrthem boundary of the state. He report­
ed that on Big and Little Rainy rivers great 
quantities of logs were being run into the 
lake and across to the Canadian border. 
Trees had been cut from govern­
ment land. Work was being carried 
on under the direction of Canadian lumber 
firms, and was performed by Canadian half- 
breed Frtnohàièn and by some of tbe dwellers 
on tifis fide of the line, who were probably 
tôt aware that they were eaj^ged Iff h 
fraudaient enterprise. The special a^nt 
estimated that in these two rivers there were 
75,000,000 feet of logs, and perhaps as much 
more was being gotten away with at other 
points along the boundary line. An effort 
will be made to secure this in the name of the 
government, and as soon as logs have been 
found by agents and branded with the gov­
ernment stamp, which the agents take with 
them, they will be held at all hasards.

DEATH FROM HYDROPHOBIA.
A Horse Tears Large Pieces from Its 

Forelegs,
Provtdxuci, RI.. July 21. — A horse 

owned by P. H. Mathewson, a farmer, bas 
died of hydrophobia. In its madness the 
animal tore its forelegs fearfully with its 
teeth and had to be bound with chains to 
prevent its doing injury to people. The 
horse was bitten a month ago by a strange 
dog, which was evidently mad and was sub­
sequently killed. The" horse did not appear 
to suffer from the bite until Thursday night.

The animal was one of » valuable pair of 
beys. They had worked together in a mow­
ing machine all the afternoon. When about 
to pat them np for the night the farmer 
drove the pair into the barnyard, gave them 
some water and left them in charge of his 
wife while he went to the house. He was 
called back to the horses by his wife. One 
of them had fallen and was acting strangely. 
He separated the animals and tied up the 
affected one in the yard. The animal’s eyes 
had become blood-red. A stringy saliva 
started from the mouth and it began to bite 
at everything within reach.

HIS TONGUE CUT OUT.
Cewardlj and Fiendish Attack on a Negro 

In Texas.
Paris, Texas, July 21.—Early Saturday 

morning, 20 miles southeast of here in Red 
River county, six or seven men went to the 
house of Andy Young, a hard-working 
negro, and called him up. When he 
came to the door a volley from 
Winchesters, shotguns and pistols was 
fired into him. The Winchester balls 
went through his head in front of his 
ears and cut bis tongue in two. His body, 
legs and arms were filled with bullets. He 
was alive at last accounts, and conscious, but 
it is hardly possible he can live. It is thought 
he knows who shot him, but his tongue being 
cut out he cannot tell. A number of shells 
picked up in tbe yard may give a clue.

NOTES FROM MONTREAL.
Death of a Customs Inspector—Drowned 

—A Wronged Girl Set Free.
Montreal, July 21.—Thomas Webster, 

Inspector of customs at Brantford, Ont., 
who was staying with his brother at 498 St 
Jamee-street, died suddenly of heart disease ' 
last evening. A verdict to that effect was 
returned by the coroner’s jury.

Alphon.- j Vallee, employed as bookkeeper 
by Vallee Brothers, St Catharine-*treet, was 
drowned at St Anne Bout de Lisle yester­
day.

The girl Laraide Beauchamp has been re­
leased unconditionally from the Longue 
Pointe Asylum by the court, where she was 
confined for eight years, it having been 
proved that she never was insane.
Canadian Railway Entrance Into Chicago.

Montreal, July 21.—Sir Joseph Hickson, 
General Manager of the Grand Trunk Rail­
way, was seen to night in connection with an 
Associated Press despatch which announced 
that the Canadian Pacific Railway had 
obtained a legal decision confirming their 
right to obtain an entrance into Chicago. 
He explained that tbe legal proceedings 
referred to were between the Wabash & 
Chicago and Western Indiana Companies, 
the latter being the company that sup­
plies terminal accommodation to the 
Wabash, Grand Trunk and four or five other 
companies entering Chicago. The point 
at issue was whether the Wabash 
had the right to bring in the 
traffic exchanged with the Canadian 
Pacific without paying additional rental 
As a matter of fact the Canadian Pacific 
does not run its trains into Chicago. It 
merely exchanges traffic with the Wabash 
Company at Detroit, nearly 300 miles east of 
Chicago, and the Grand Trunk was not a 
party to the legal proceedings referred to 
and did not interfere with any Canadian 
Pacific rights, real or fancied, which it 
might possess.

The Captain Exonerated.
Quebec, July 21.—Judge Chauveau has 

dismissed the charges brought by the sailors 
of the ship Polynesian against Captain 
Charron, owing to tbe contradictory nature 
of their evidence. Tbe ship’s log proved 
that the deceased sailor Duffy received 
proper treatment, but his illness was so far 
advanced that it was impossible to save his 
life. Captain Charron was exonerated from 
all blame in the matter.

A Partial Solution of the Difficulty.
Hamilton, July 21.—At a meeting of the 

Hospital Committee of the City Council to­
night, it was decided that the committee re­
commend Dr. Olmsted of this city for the 
position of medical superiatendent of the 
City Hospital, with a salary of $1500 a year. 
Dr. Olmsted has bad charge of the hospital 
since the resignation of Dr. Crosthwaite on 
July 1, and has given general satisfaction.

To the Falls at Lightning Speed.
Buffalo, N.Y., July 21.—A company has 

been incorporated to build an electrical road 
from Buffalo to Niagara Falls, through Tone- 
wanda. Capital $230,000. J. C. Conway, 
E. H. Butler and Michael Nell any are trus­
tee# It is said operations will be com­
menced at once and the road finished to 
Ton»wanda by C’lristmaa The company has 
ample funds.

Physical Training ef Children
No one who has watched puny, pale 

children which are seen too often in the 
country, with every advantage for out­
door exercise and plenty of fresh sir, can 
fail to believe that there ie something 
physically wrong in their general train­
ing. With their immese advantages 
over the city for the superior physical 
derelopineat of their children the coun­
try people as a rule have paid far less 
attention than they should to this mat­
ter. While people in the city have en­
tirely outgrown the old-time fear of night 
air and draughts, and have learned to 
take lull advantage of the parks and 
every chance they have for pure air and 
exercise for their little ones, it ih not 
uncommon to find children in the coun­
try sleeping in unventilated or balf-ven- 
tilated rooms because of their mothers’ 
superstitious dread of air. Not only at 
home, bat even at school, is the child 
often subject to suffering for pure air. 
The danger of drsughti it should be told 
again and again neee not because there 
is ^anything unwholesome in breathing 
the pure out-door air night or day, but 
because the system ie enfeebled by im­
pure, po’ioooiH air of the bouse, and 
sudden change ie More than the body il 
able to bear. Where the family live» 
with open windowi and doors, as near 
outdoor! ae they can, summer, they do 
not enfler from euch change. The school 
hours in the country are an hour longer 
than m the city and two hours longer 
than they need be. No private school 
in the city keeps ira popila at work longer 
than from 9 to 2, with frequent inter* 
miaaions for exerciae and the usual noon­
ing hour. There are few country 
school» where any system of calis­
thenics is in vogoe. The practice 
a few such exercise» between the hours 
ot study and recitation is a great help to 
children who have become restless from 
confinement. While there has been an 
improvement in school desks in the last 
dozen years, there is still need of more 
care iu this direction. There are too 
many cases of spinal curvature, which 
may be traced to the practice of allowing 
children to sit at too high desks, or in 
cramped and uncomfortable, and there­
fore dangerous, positions. Especial 
care should be exercised in selecting the 
school seats of children. The size of 
each should correspond to the size of the 
child rather than to its mental advance­
ment. It ie cruel to allow a little child 
to sit in a high chair with its feet dang­
ling, end to force an overgrown child on 
s primary footstool. No little child 
should be allowed to occupy a seat which 
is not low enough for its feet to rest 
easily on the floor. The cost of a small 
wooden chair with a back is not oyer 35 
cents, and if the school committee cannot 
provide it the parents probab'y would be 
allowed to do so.

Too much commendation carnot be 
given to the systems of rubbing children 
and kneading their muscles, which is in 
vogue in Scotland, parts of England and 
some other countries. This primitive 
massage treatment for growing children 
is of inestimable value in developing 
their mnsoele and bringing them into 
proper action. The system of weights 
and pulleys in nee in this country among 
men training for boat races has been 
adapted to children’s nse, and is quite 
similar to the “weights and pulley’" 
in many old Scottish and English houses 
for children's play. The gipsy women 
begin a system of message treatment of 
their little infanta as soon as they are 
fairly in the world, and continue it dai­
ly till their children are able to walk. 
A similar system is said to prevail 
among descendants of theJSeiss in Penn­
sylvania.

Brought to New York from Yucatan to 
Complete Hie Education, He Finds 
That He le a Victim of a Dreadful 
Dteeawe.

New York, July 80.—Manuel Garutla, 
rich* cultured and young, is under sentence 
of death by a disease from which no victim 
has ever recovered. The sentence and the 
manner of its execution are as diabolical as 
any invented during the darkest days of the 
Inquisition. Its principle is that of torture. 
It is an insidious, lingering death, advancing 
by almost imperceptible stages, but always 
advancing; a gradual dissolution of the body 
which the unclouded mind observes with 
despair, from which the soul recoils with 
loathing. There is no momentary reprieve 
during which the one under sentence may 
meet his family and friends, to hear their 
voices and take them by the hand, for their 
love has been extinguished by fear and the 
victim Is doomed to exile, where he and his 
associates linger on, a community lost to 
hope.

There is a word that has not been breathed 
in the ear of young Manuel Garutia The 
merciful physicians have spared him that. 
That word is “ leprosy.”

Has Garutia whispered that word to him- 
pelff No one knows, but yesterday when 
Dr. Dillingham visited him and proffered his 
hand cordially in greeting the unfortunate 
youth did not respond at once, but looked 
enquiringly in the physician’s face. The 
sympathetic hand was not withdrawn, and 
as the young man seised it a smile lighted 
his calm face and tears dimmed his eyes.

The disease, as manifested in Garutia, con­
sists in lesions of the skin and flesh on differ­
ent parts of the body and limba These spots 
are scarcely distinguishable to the eye, but 
they are dead to pain. A sharp instru­
ment may be thrust into certain places in 
Garutia’s breast and he will not be sensible 
of the fact unless he sees the act A 
joint of one finger is missing and the end of 
another, including the nail, is gone, though 
in both cases firm flesh has grown over the 
wounds. Both of Garutia’s hands are slightly 
shrunken and the tendons of the fingers have 
already begun to contract, giving the hands 
that claw-like appearance so common to 
lepers.

Dr. Dillingham and Dr. Edson declare that 
there is no ground whatever for the report 
that another boarder at the same house was 
similarly afflicted.

Manuel Garutia’s case is peculiarly pathetic 
because of his youth, his intelligence and the 
combination of circumstances which seemed 
to promise him a long and happy life. To 
the medical mind his case is only of ordinary 
interest, for the reason that for a great many 
years New York has not been without one or 
more cases of leprosy. The hospitals have 
contained as many as six or eight at a time. 
There are now two or three, one a Chinaman, 
in tbe Charity Hospital, and it is not 
denied that one or two private insti­
tutions are dealing with the disease. 
Dr. Bryant of the Health Board remembers 
the case of a leper in Bellevue Hospital. This 
man left the hospital after a while and has 
been seen upon the streets. Contagion from 
leprosy is not nearly so much dreaded by 
physicians as by tbe public at large. Dr. 
Dillingham does not hesitate to shake hands 
with Manuel Garutia, though leprosy has 
robbed him of a finger joint. To contract 
leprosy of the anaesthetic variety frequent 
and close contact with the person or clothing 
of the leper is essential The disease is 
dangerous really only to the person who has 
it, and to him it means certain death.

Manuel Garutia is a Spanish-American, 
20 years old. His family is one of the 
wealthiest of many old and wealthy families, 
whose homes for generations have been in 
that torrid Mexican peninsula called Yuca­
tan. Manuel lived in a country where out­
casts from all the countries of the earth are 
in the habit tf traveling in the hope of 
meeting a change of fortune, but the gulf 
which separates the rich from the poor in 
Yucatan is even greater than in most other 
places, and the son of the rich Garutia was 
safe from all possible contact with the low 
grade of humanity which produces the 
majority of strange and terrible diseases.

When Manuel Garutia was about eight 
years old he slightly wounded the end of one 
of his fingers. The flesh was torn and 
the nail broken. The boy had a. ways en­
joyed good health, but this trifling injury 
gave him a great deal of trouble. The 
wound was a long time healing. It never 
bled, but the raw flesh remained without a 
covering of clean skin for several weeks, and 
when at last the finger was apparently sound, 
there was no nail, and the end of the bone 
pressed against the skin. Neither Manuel 
nor his parents were alarmed, and the 
young man desiring to learn the English 
language, it was arranged that ho should 
enter a military school at Chester, Pa., of 
which a favorable report had been 
brought back by a neighbor’s son who had 
been a pupil there. Before he had been 
many weeks at Chester Manuel discovered a 
spot on his breast which seemed dead to feel­
ing when he rubbed himself with a towel 
after bathing. Then he discovered similar 
spots on other parts of his body. There was 
only a slight discoloration of the skin, so the 
matter was half forgotten until an incident 
occurred which caused him to remem tier the 
slow healing of his sore finger in Yucatan.

While playing ball one day Manuel re­
ceived the unyielding sphere on the tip of an 
outstretched finger. The joint was mis­
placed, but neither the accident nor the 
surgeon’s setting of the bone caused Manuel 
much pain. The finger became numb, and the 
skin and flesh at its end shrunk until one day 
the injured joint dropped off, painlessly and 
without the loss of a drop of blood. It 
seemed as though in getting rid of this joint 
the finger gained new life, for in a few weeks 
new skin had covered the wound. In telling 
the physicians of his symptons Manuel does 
not coufess to having been worried over the 
incident just described. He was young, rich 
and full of the joy of living. His parents 
came to New York and ^rote to him to join 
them here. Shortly after his arrival here he 
consulted Dr. Theodore Wiggin of No. 06 
West Forty-sixth-street. He asked to be 
treated for the numbness in his hands and 
in other parts of his body. Dr. Wiggin told 
hipi to call again, and immediately notified 
th« Health Board of his suspicions. It was 
04 July 20 that Manuel was examined in 
Dr. Wiggin’s office by Dr. Dillingham and 
Dr. Edsou of the Board of Health. They de­
cided that the case was one of genuine lep­
rosy. _____________________

He Won’t Pay It.
