Locally made by
Messrs. W. & G. RENDELL.

To test Solignum as a preservative for Wood against the at-
tacks of Worms, we tried a piece cf2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet
in length, by painting one-third with Solignum, leaving the
balance clear wood, this we suspended by a wire through the
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme-
diately over a pile of stones the renfains of a sunken wharf
(which is the place where our Wharf Shores are eaten off first)
for Three Month¢.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends,
leaving the centre third clean; this was in -exactly the same
place as the piece for the Solignum test for Three Months and
Three Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect but
the centre was riddled with worm holes.

Pieces of zinc burned in the stove
or furnace will cure all smoky ten-
dencies.

Two or three slices of lemon eaten
after cnions will entirely destroy the
odor.

Cooking a vegetable after it is done
toughens, darkens and detracts from
its flavor.

To revive a dying fire scatter on
the embers a spoonful or two of
granulated sugar.

Every green vegetable should be
cooked rapidly, and uncovered, to re-
tain its color.

To prevent starch from Iumping
mix it with cornflour, allowing one
teaspoonful of cornflour to six of
starch.

Oldef or staler vegetables are im-
proved by a cream of butter sauce—
{he liquid left when the cooking is
finished.

Boil tin utensils occasionally in
strong soda water, and if rusted rub
with lard and let stand before wash-
ing.

Lying in very cold water for an
bhour or more will partially restore to
wilted vegetables quality and fresh-
ness.

The best dressing for vegetables at
iheir rerfection is butter, pepper and
salt—cauliflower and, perhaps, as-
paragus excepted.

Most vegetables should be put on
to cook in freshly boiling water. Salt
should be added when they are about
two-thirds done.

Never use soap on linoleum. To
brighten rub with a cloth. wet in lin-
seed oil after the floor has beéen wash-
ed up and well dried.

To untangle bair that has not been
combed because of illness, put alcohol
on it and then brush. The snarls
will then be loosened readily.

Tiled floors should be washed up
with water, then rinsed with skim
rilk. An occasional treatment of
linseed oil will keep lustre in the

tiles.

Difficulties. Whieli' Lay in the Way of
the Sailor-Surgeon.

The difficulties of comnducting oper-
ations, on board ship can hardly be
realised, except by those who are call-
ed upon to perform them. An inter-
esting account of how this has at
times to be done is- given in The Lan-
cet.

The difficulties of performing an
operation at sea are not smail, even
when the -sea is calm, yet the out-
come is generally good, and most of
the patients do remarkably well,
even though the operation has heen
performed in mid-ocean.

When the emergency has arisen in
the tropics the cabin is likely to be
both ill-ventilated and hot; but still,
for the most part, this does not seem
to have a harmful effect on the pa-
tient. It is seldom than any private
cabin is sufficiently large to serve for
4n operating theatre, so, as a rule,
the shloon or chief ‘cabin is used.

Some of the more larger and more
modern' liners have sections of the
vessel which can be devoted to what
nay be called hospital purposes, but
there is seldom sufficient room there-
‘n for operating in comfort. Even
when thie sea is at a dead calm the
lifficulties of performing a major op-
sration are not small, but they can
zenerally be overcome.

If, however, the emergency arises
luring rofigh weather, the difficulties
are enormously increased, and few
yrofessional experiences are more
»xciting, from the terrible responsi-
yility of their nature, than operating
‘or the relief of a strangulated her-
\ia or applying midwifery forceps
during a storm at sea.

In such circumstances every posi-
ion is unstable, two or three helpers
nay be required to keep the patient
rom sliding about the cabin, and the
able or mattress on which the oper-
-tion is to be performed will gener-
1ly need to be lashed in position, so
hat the patient can be held on with
sss difficulty. The surgeon himself
nay need some assistance in main-
aining his equilbrium, and the in-
truments, lotions and dressings will
ieed special supervision if they are
ot to be thrown about with the roll-
ng of the vessel.

It is a little wonderful that the re-
;ults of these operations at sea are

o good; the fact speaks clearly for
he possession by the surgeon of im-
ertubality, and of resolution de-
pite distracting circumstances to
arry out the essentials of his scien-
ific procedure without hurry or
ycamping.

In operations undertaken at sea the
urgeon has help, unskilful tbough it
)ay be, and his task would in such
1 roublous conditions be well-nigh im-
ossible if he were deprived of that
areasure of aid. In some profession-
\l situations, however, this degree
f assistance is not vouchsafe:l to the
perator, for he is compelled to rely
'n himself aloné. He has to do what
1eeds to be done without any form
f help whatever.

Single-Handed Operations.

Where the surgeon has not only to
dminister the anaesthic, but to per-
orm the operation, and that single-
anded, he is in a very arduous place.
t is probable that most major oper-
rations, such as amputdtions, can be
arried through successfully without
ny assistance at all, but perform-
inces -such as these must be regard-
'd rather as tours de force than as
yrdinary efforts of surgical skill.

To almost every surgeon occasions
vill come when he will have to rely
on his own unaided efforts, and he
will probably obtain Dbetter results
if he has taken thought beforehand
18 to what may be expected of him
n different junctures. Surgeons are
so much in the habit now of relying
»n a good supply of instruments that
nany of them are hardly aware with
wow little it is possible to do all that
'S necessary.

Should all ordinary surgical instru-
ments be absent, a razor or penknife
may replace the scalpel, a piece of
wire or a hairpin may serve as a
probe or a retractor, and an crdinary
sewing needle and cotton may supply
the sutures. As to skilled assistants,
the better the surgeons. the more he
will value skilled help, for the diffqr-
ence is readily felt when an assistant
accustomed to the operator’s methods
is exchanged. for one who is unfamil-
iar to the special routine.

But the emergency of having to op-
erate without help is more easily ov-
ercome if preparation has been made
for such an eventuality—i.e, if the
practitioner, when not oppressed by
the imminent call for his services,
has thought out for himself how he
would act in certain situations when
circumstances had deprived him of
his proper instruments and all as-

sistance.

Eduecational.

Yesterday we inquired if there was |
any truth in the report that the Hon.{
J. A. Robinson had received an im-[
portant appointment in connection
with education. We pointed out that
some folks said it was as Deputy
Minister of Education, and others be-
lieved it was as a Chairman of a Com-
mission of enquiry into education.

This morning Mr. Robinson denies
the report categorically, and states
further that he has no desire of an ap-
pointment as Deputy Minister of Edu-
cation, and considers such an office
as neither desirable nor necessary.
He declares also that “It is generally
understood that the establishment of
some such a position was contem-
plated by the late Government, and
a gentleman was nominated for it,
possibly with as much or as little
foundation as the appointment so
generously conferred upon us.” Aft-
er Mr. Robinson’s disclaimer, we
should conclude that there was much
of a muchness about both rumors.
We know nothing of it and if there
was anything in it we think we should
have heard of it.

We concur in the opinion of Mr.
Robinson that the appointment of a
special Deputy Minister to the present
sirable nor necessary. There is how-
sirable no rnecessary. There is how-
ever much room for an inquiry into
the results of our present system of
education, not in its denominational
aspects, but as to the value of the
methods of child training now in
vogue in the school.

Under Way at Last. |

We are glad to find that the Board |
of Works has at last got to work on (
the country roads which connect the
city with the outlying settlements.
From this arises the probability that
within a few days the snow drifts
which bar these roads in places will
have cuttings through them to enable
the roads to be used for cart and car-
riage traffic. ‘It is a pity that the
Board of Works has been so dilatory
in doing the necessary work, for we
are of opinion that the Government
has made no material saving in hold-
ing back the work for a week. At
the beginning of last week it would
have been easier to make cuttings
through the soft snow than it is now,
when the men are encountering snow
pressed and hardened into ice. A
week ago the - cuttings would have
left but a thin layer of soft snow on
the ground which the soft winds and
warm sunshine would have dissolved
before the end of the week. This was
amply demonstrated by the results of
the cuttings made by the City Coun-
cil on the new Cove Road, near
Hayes’s, where there is now a way
for traffic absolutely clear of snow
and ice. But it is better to be late ]
in doing good than to persist in do-
ing no good at all, and we thank the
Board of Works and the Government |
for the small mercies they are at.
last extending to farmers and fish-;
ermen who need a road clear of snow |
for the trafic which is so essential !
to work their farms and to dispose
of the products of their labor on land

or sea.

For the
lack of a place. for observing such
cases, the prevalence of red tape, dif-
ficulty in getting the ambulance, the
man was not moved and died on
hoard the ship. We do not see that
any blame attaches to the firm or the
ship’s officers, but it is remsarkable
that a man in such a critical condi-
tion should have been left on board
the ship and not removed by the
Government quarantine doctor, who
boarded the ship and saw the man.
We are informed by the doctor who
was called in that it is abrolutely
necessary to provide som= small
rooms, kept in readiness, where such
cases can be removed for observa-
tion from crowded and unsuitable
places.

boy was Wilberforce, who used to stay
with his father, Sir Albert Pell, in
the country.

When one of the Pell's friends was
an infant in arms, his nurse was
swept by an election to the very foot
of York hustings at a famous con-
test for the county in which Wilber-
force was one of the principal act-
ors. With all the earnestness and
vigor which distinguished him, he was
pressing his beneficient views on the
abolition of slavery.

Carried away by the depths of his
convictions and enthusiastic inspira-
tion, he reached over the balcony, and
snatching the baby from the arms
of itsastonished nurse, held it up
over his head in the face of the peo-
ple exclaiming:—"See this and hear
my prophecy! Before this child dies
there will not be a white man in the
world owning a slave.”

Pell's friend gurvived the Civil War
in the United States, and virtually
Wilberforce’s prophecy was fulfilled.

LONDON, To day.

In the House of Commons yester-
day, Premier Asquith consented to
the insertion of words in clause two
of .the Veto Bill, ensuring that the
two years delay should be calculated
from the date of the passing of the
second reading of any bill in the
House of Commons, thus practically
adding three months to the rower of
delay of the House of ILordS. Clause
two of the Veto Bill relates to any
bill other than money  bills and pro-
vides if such a bill is' passed by the
House in three successive sessions
and is rejected by the House in each
of the three sessions, it shall Lecome
an Act of Parliament on Lhe royal
assent being given. The criginal
clause, however, provided that this
should not take effect unless two
vears had elapsed between the date
of the first introduction of the bill
into the House of Commons and the
date on which it passed the Fouse of
Commons the third time. The bulk
of the remaining amendments to the
second clause have bheen eliminated
by the Kangaroo closure, while other
amendments have been rejectzd. The
Government displayed a more concili-
atory spirit than hitherto te the
widest annoyance of some liberal
members. The discussion was tran-
quil and apparently the committee
stage will be concluded by the end of
the week.

For Gun Runners.

A very strong British expedition is
about to be sent against the Arab
gun-runners in the Persian Gulf.

It is doubtful, however, whether it
will meet with much success. The
profits of gun-running are enormous,
and wherever and whenever such pro-
fits are to be made, desperate men
will be found willing to take the risks.

The cargoes of rifles and ammuni-
tion are shipped in swift-sailing dhows
from the free port-of Muscat to the
east coast of the Gulf, whence they
are carried overlan’gl by camel cara-
van to the fierce desert tribes of the
Central Asian: plains, and the warlike
Pathans of the Hill“Country.

The usual price for a modern: rifle
is its weight in gdld coin placed in
the  opposite- scale. . Cartridges fetch
from four ' to ten :shillings -apiece.
Some idea can be gathered from these
figures as to what are the profits of
a successful deal.

The duty of our ‘cruisers is to try
and capture the dhows carrying the
contraband, for once they land their
cargoes pursuit is out of the question;
at all events, for any considerable
distance inland. The gun-runners
travel through desert regions. by frails
known only to themselves, and where
water is so scarce that no large arm-
ed force can possibly follow.

Besides this, they have a nasty trick
of poisoning the wells behind them
when they have reason to belicve that
an enemly is in pursuit.

('larke was a good boat builder, a
chips’ carpenter, and could also take
a trick at sail making. He was at-
tended during his illness by Rev. Fr.
Finn, who administered the last Sac-
rament to him a few hours before his
death. One son, John, was lost with
Capt. R. Joy in Rorke's Muriel some
vears ago. Two sons and two daugh-
ters are left to mourn the death of a
good father—Ambrose, of this town
(with whom the old gentleman lived
lor the past 12 years, and who and
his good wife were ever ready to do
all possible for his comfort), and Ed-
ward in the United States; of the
daughters, Bridget, now Mrs. Hall re-
sides at Sydney, and Jane, now Mrs.
M. Ryan, of St. John’'s. Mr. Clarke
was of the good old stock, and had
many friends who will regret his
death.

Hints to Householders.

PROFESSOR HENRY ADAMS in
1is Presidential Address to the Insti-
tute of Sanitary Engineers early in
1908, said:—“Gas fires for heating are
already widely adopted for offices,
consulting rooms where a fire may be
required at short notice. I have had
nothing else in my office for the last
thirty years and do not find any of
the ill effects that have been ascribed
to them.”

Gas fires are universally used by
Medical men in London, and they re-
commend them for use in the homes
of their patients.

The Coal Smoke Abatement Society,
amoeng whose members are many men
of high scientific and artistic attain-
ment, are strong advocates of the use
of gas for heating. The Society car-
ried out a most elaborate series of
tests with gas fires, etc.; in May and
June, 1906.
