The Agile Tiger.

in mining matters, and even the said 
pamplet has not been published since 
IbO'J. Furthermore, the most recent 
geological map of the country is ten 
years old. 1 consider that such a 
state of affairs are detrimental to the 
progression of any country.

Newfoundland is the oldest of the 
British colonies, and as au English­
man. 1 feel that it is high time New­
foundland takes the proper steps to 
further advance and then advertise 
the mineral resources of the country 
as afore stated, and it can only do so 
conscientiously by forming a Bureau 
of Mines and geological survey.

Newfoundland could learn much 
from the excellent work performed by 
the United States Geological Survey. 
Dominion Geological Survey of Can­
ada. and the Bureau of Mines. Toron­
to. Ontario Province; the latter under 
the able guidance and leadership of 
Prof. G. Willet Miller.

Ontario Province alone can boast 
of controlling the world's market for 
nickel, holding third place as a silver 
producer for the entire globe, and is 
now on the threshold of ranking 
amongst the largest gold-producers of 
modern times.

Such results are mainly due to the 
various researches and expeditions 
furnished by the provincial Dominion 
governments, respectively, whose re­
ports and surveys, etc., are read and 
studied in detail by the many pros­
pectors who then have a tentative ob­
ject in view.

I appreciate the fact that Newfound­
land is not equally as fortunate as 
the United States of America or the 
Dominion of Canada from a financial 
staiKijKiint. but even so. she is in a 
position to follow such a skeleton 
programme as 1 have endeavored to 
outline on a small scale.

Why not appropriate four million 
dollars for railway construction, in­
stead of five million, which I under­
stand is the intention of the present 
administration, and allot three quart­
ers of a million for Department of 
Mines and geological survey, etc., and 
one quarter of a million for agricul­
tural purposes, which, by the way. 
Newfoundland also has excellent 
prospects of in certain sections of the 
Island? By the latter remarks I do 
not intend insinuating that railway 
construction in a new country is not 
necessary, but I do contend that it is 
useless to construct numerous branch 
railroads to points and through sec­
tions of the country that have really 
no staple industry to back same up.

Furthermore, what is being done 
with the thousands of dollars filling 
the coffers of Department of Mines

Blame for
Moral Decline.

Is LAID ON HOBBLE SKIRTS.

Censore Attribute Increase in Number 
of “Mashers” to Abbreviated Form 
of Dress—Time to Call a Halt.
Philadelphia. Pa., Aug. 6.—Wide­

spread Interest in this city was at­
tracted yesterday bÿ the statement of 

'Rev. Dr. Walter T. Summer, chairman 
dit the Chicago Vice Commission, that 
immodest dressing by women was re­
sponsible for "mashers.’’ Moral cen­
sors of the city agreed with Dr. Sum­
mer and declared that a change in the 
Styles was urgently needed here. They 
agreed with him that the nation was 
passing through an era of suggestive 
dressing.

The Rev. Dr. Amos D. Johnson, pas­
tor of Siloam Methodist Episcopal 
Cbtirch. who has been active in moral 
movements in the city, advocated a 
conference the aim of which would 
be to wage an educational campaign 
to Show women and girls the evils of 
the hobble skirt.

”1 think that the Episcopal author­
ity of Chicago has uttered the truth.” 
çaid Dr. Johnson. Modesty stands in. 
deadly peril because of the supposed 
Striking attire now worn by women. 
It is time to call a halt. Pure minded 
youths are swayed by the brevity of 
skirts and 1 believe that the predom­
inating styles are hideous.

I am encouraged by the activities 
of the great papers of the country in 
condemning the hobble skirt and oth­
er forms of sensuous and abbreviated 
attire. Newspapers can do more good 
than other agencies, and I see only 
victory in sight when they enter into 
the crusade.

T am inclined to believe that there 
are more ’mashers’ than in past 
years. Naturally, you can only blame 
the immodest clothing .

Dr. Thomas C. Pollock, of the Oak 
Park United Presbyterian Church de­
clared the predominance of mashers’ 
was a shame to the police forces of 
the larger cities.

But,’ he added, ’ministers and oth­
ers shocked by the* pageant of immod­
est clothing should not censure the 
police. The root of the evil is the 
senseless desire of women to expose 
their charms as far as the laws per­
mit. They have gone far enough, and 
moralists should step in.

BOSTON’S PROTEST.

Boston, Mass.. Aug. 6.— Boston 
clergymen agree with the Rev. Walter 
T. Summer of Chicago, that women’s 
dress is responsible for the ‘masher’ 
evil. The Rev. .1. Frank Chase, Sec­
retary of the Watch and Ward Society, 
said :—

‘There never was a time when 
woman dressed in a manner to expose 
herself so much as now. The pre­
vailing style of tight skirt and low 
corset leaves little to the imagination. 
This must necessarily have a de­
moralizing influence and make the 
wearers of these clothes liable to in­
sult.

‘The women have taken their style 
of dress from Paris. It is small won­
der that the men who see them be­
lieve they have taken their style of 
morality from Paris alone.’

The Rev. E .A. Torrey, of Dudley 
Street Baptist Church, said: —

‘Women of the highest respectabil­
ity dress, powder and paint themsel 
ves to-day to look like demi-mon 
daines, and so encourage men to be 
iieve that they are such. Recently 1 
was in Los Angeles, and I was horri­
fied at the manner in which women 
there dressed and painted themselve: 
Only a few days ago a woman told me 
that just the same thing was true in 
New Y’ork.’

The Rev. Dr. Robert C. MacArthur 
of New York, who is filling the pulpit 
durim the absence of the pastor oi 
Tremont Temple, said:

There can be no question as to the 
suggestive ness of the prevailing fash 
ion In women’s clothes.’

STATEMENT FROM WASHING TON

Washington. D. C., Aug. 6.—Warm 
support of the statement of the Rev. 
Walter T. Summer, chairman of the 
Chicago Vice Commisdion. that women 
should revise their dress ai -a first 
step toward the ‘anti-mashers’ cam­
paign" is found in certain -ircles at 
the nation, capital.

‘This is a serious problem.’ said 
Mrs. Currie, superintendent of the 
Florence Critenden Home and Mission 
here, in commenting on the dress of 
some of the younger women of to-day.
It Is one which efery mother should 

think about.
No one can deny that the cloth rs 

worn by many wolfaen and girls to-day 
are particularly bad. Some of the 
dresses worn by some of the young 
girls one sees in the street are posi­
tively a disgrace.’

Washington has begun an effective 
anti-mashers’ campaign,’ and is push­
ing It with vigor. Preachers from the 
pulpits frequently call attèntion to 
the extremes in dress seen on F 
street, which Is the street for promen­
ade In this city.
