Harriet was a faithful 
wife to him, and, although he gave 
her unlimited money to spend — no 
less than £ 28,000 for pin money in 
one year—she gave most of it away 
in charity, and was always a simple- 
hearted woman with great gifts of 
gaiety, and with a warm heart be­
neath her bodice.

Duchess of St Albans.
When Thomas Coutts died there 

was found in his study a portrait of 
his wife across which he had written 
the date of her retirement from the 
s^tage, “when,” he wrote, “she mar­
ried Thomas Coutts, banker, of the 
Strand, which proved the greatest 
blessing of his life and made him the 
happiest of men.”

But the greateest proof of his devo­
tion was the fact that upon his death 
he bequeathed every penny of his 
vast fortune to his wife. The widow 
of “old Tom Coiftts,” who as a child 
had often gone hungry, was now one 
of the richest ladies in England. Five 
years later she became a duchess is 
the wife of the ninth Duke of St.

Dying without 
children in 1837, she gave back to the 
Coutts family the entire fortune she

Whatever may be said of the char­
acter of Thomas Coutts himself, this 
at least is certain—that in the choice 
of his first wife, Betty the maid­
servant, and of his second wife, Har­
riet the play-actress, he showed rare 
■Wisdom. They were both good wo­
men..

How Thomas Coutts, the Famous
Banker, Married a Maidservant and
Left His Millions to an Actress.

The famous bank of Coutts and Co., 
in the Strand, has, since the 18th 
century, safeguarded the fortunes of 
the richest and most aristocratic fami­
lies in England. It was founded by 
four brothers, who came from Edin­
burgh in 1762, and its prosperity was 
mainly due to Thomas Coutts, the 
youngest of them, who eventually be­
came the sole director of the firm and 
one of the wealthiest men in the 
country. How, for love, he bestowed 
his great fortune upon a Scots ser­
vant-girl, and then upon a strolling 
play-actress, is one of the strangest 
romances in London life.

Thomas Coutts lived over the count­
ing-house of a branch office, while 
James, his brother, dwelt in the head 
bank at 59, Strand. By the time the 
business had been securely establish­
ed, receiving the patronage of the no­
bility and gentry, both partners were 
courted by the leaders of London 
society. Thomas Coutts, especially, 
was welcomed in the highest circles. 
A handsome man, with a quiet dig­
nity and charm of manner and a 
shrewd sense of humour, he was also 
very cultured, and could hold his own 
in the most intellecutal and fashion­
able assemblies. Many great ladies 
set their caps at this bachelor, who 
was the biggest banker in England,1 
and women with great titles, or with 
young daughters, smiled most sweetly 
and prepared their most honeyed com­
pliments when he came into their 
drawing-rooms. Whenever “T o m 
Coutts,” as they called him, made up 
his mind to marry he might take his 
choice among many ladies of quality 
eager to give him their beauty and af­
fection in return for his money-bags.

The sheesp 
could not be reclaimed and were left 
to their own devices, 
i So it comes about that in Nova 
Scotia, especially in Guysboro county, 
there is to-day a breed of big sheep 
loaded down with heavy wool of as 
many years’ growth as they are old, 
perfectly Wild, living on the sea coast. 
Swift on- their feet they are as alert to 
danger as their cousins, the mountain 
sheep of the Pacific coast. They 
jump from clrffs to considerable 
height, trusting to their heavy fleéce 
to save their bones from harm. They 
arc ready on the instant to plunge

into the waves and swim off to safety.
They are sure-footed as antelopes, 

vigilant as chamois. This, • too, de­
spite the feet that they are always 
rolling in fat. *

They are partly carnivorous, these 
sheep of the sea coast. At least an 
observant watcher will notice that 
they nose away at "the soft spots! of 
the beach after eel worms and mus­
sels and chewed clam shells are com­
monly to be met with on their pas­
turages. But their regular food is 
dulse, eel grass and kelp.

In the winter they are apt to suf­
fer. The spray dashes into the fleece 
walls of ice form. Many sheep are 
drowned here while feeding on sea 
weed. Were it not for the dangers of 
the winter sason the sheep would 
become exceedingly numerous, for 
they breed quickly and not very many 
of them fall before the hunters.

Probably the majority of middle- 

aged persons in this country, if askeA 
about the population of the Russian 
Empire would say ft is somewhat more 
than a hundred million. That is the 
figure it reached about thirty-five 
years ago, and it was less than eighty 
million at th,e time that persons sixty 
years old or thereabouts were learn­
ing their geography lesson»-'at school. 
It is somewhat startling, therefore, to 
come upon the Statement that the es­
timated population of the-Empire on 
January 1, 1912, was 171.000.000. In 
1897, the population rwas 129,000,000; 
in 1859 it was 74,000,000; The growth, 
therefore, in a'little more than half a 
century has been nearly' 100,000, 
or more than the entire -prisent popu­
lation of the United States. And 
tlSls vast increase has been only in 
eomparatvely srasfl degree due to the 
absorption of new territory. Russia 
in Europe, taken by itself, "is credited 
with a population of more" than 140,- 
000,000, so that lew'-ririlr.-âfr.OOO.OfK) is 
to be set down to the whole Asiastic 
area. It is distressing ro think how 
little fn the way of improvement in 
general well-being is reported as ac­
companying the enormous growth qti 
numbers.

Iron OreOur Reporter
AttackedHuerta’s Government

is Crumbling DO NOT DISCARD 
Last Season’s Overcoat !

E. C. Eckels, a geologist, giving his 
testimony in the United States steel 
hearing, furnished some interesting 
data on the Newfoundland and Nova 
Scotia ore deposits. He said that the 
ore had been located at 1,071 feet be­
low the bottom of Conception Bay, and 
that the Nova Scotia Iron & Steel Co. 
is now successfully operating sub­
marine mines. The economically work­
able ore within five miles of Bell Is­
land is estimated at 3,500,000,000 tons. 
Besides this, there are billions of tons 
which are not economically available 
at this time. In one deposit alone in 
the Newfoundland district the witness 
said that the ore runs 30 feet thick 
and contains about 90,000,000 tons to 
the square mile.

Mr. Eckels estimated that ore could 
be brought from the Newfoundland 
mines to Philadelphia and the eastern 
steel market at a cost of about four 
cents per unit. Foreign oie sells at 
Philadelphia at seven and; one-half 
cents per unit, showing the profit on 
the Newfoundland ore at Philadelphia 
and Baltimore. Lake Superior ore 
cannot be laid down at Baltimore and 
Philadelphia for less than nine cents 
per unit according to the witness, or 
from two to two and one-half cents 
per unit more than the foreign pro­
duct.—Canadian Mining Journal.

To remove fruit stains from the 
hands rub them with the juice of a 
tomato.

Two or three, lumps of sugar plac­
ed in kettles a ml teapots will absorb 
all moisture and will prevent rust 
and the fusty smell which is the re­
sult of their being left half dry.

When making abple pie the fia\ or 
is much improved, and the apple* 
will keep in good color, if a few 
drops of lemon juice are squeezed 
over the apples just before the crust
is put on.

Before frying the bacon for break­
fast, cut. off the rind, and dip each 
rasher in flour, then fry or grill 
quickly. This prevents the' fat from 
running, and gives the bacon a bet­
ter flavor.

When the top of your silver ink- 
stand is covered with in.k and you 
îyant to clean it. mix a little chloride 
of lime into a paste with water, rub 
the silver top smartly, and it will 
be brighter than ever.

The im­
pression, that the Huerta Government 
is fast losing control over the terri­
tory hitherto dominated by it, is bas­
ed on the dispatches of the State De­
partment which show also that 
diplomatic pressure from without is 
having much to do with weakening 
the resourses of the Provisional Gov­
ernment. There was some emphasiz­
ing o^ the denial emanating from the 
White House that any steps of a 
summary character had been take : 
through the instructions of Charge 
O’Shaughnessy within last few days. 
The President made it clear beyond 
what bad already been published, 
there were no moves in the situation, 
as far as the States are concerned 
which are unknown to the public. The 
President holds view that as a result 
of all the ’^influences now at work, 
Huerta will slowly but inevitably be 
compelled to yield to the force of cir­
cumstances and retire.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The Washington Government be­
lieves the power of Huerta is slowly 
crumbling and disintegrating. No 
positive steps have been taken by the 
Administration here within the last 
Jew days to compel compliance with 
the demand for the elimination of 
Huerta. No .preparations have been 
made for the blockade of the Mexican 
ports; such as has been reported. 
Foreign interests generally will be 
represented by the States. At Tuxpan 
in particular special efforts will be 
made to protect British interests, 
pending the arrival of Bitish cruisers. 
The sending of British ships is in 
line with the previous notification. 
The States regarded as normal the 
move taken for emergencies such as 
exist at Tuxpan. and it is intended 
to have a sobering effect on those 
constitutionalist officers, who, accord­
ing to official reports, announced their 
hostility to English interests. The 
landing of marines has nc't been 
found necessary; so, far no 
instructions to that effect
have been sent, nor has there been 
any request for such instructions; 
meantime Admiral Fletcher is in­
structed to take whatever steps he 
thinks necssary to protect all foreign 
interests.

Boy with Inverted Brain Puzzle to 
London Surgeons.

London, Nov. 3—A boy with au in-

irrted brain has recently been dis<
covered in a Durham school He
sees everything upside down, writes 
from the right to left; inverts letters 
and figures, and copies objects the 
wrong way.

The boy’s teacher saya that not 
only does he write upside down, but 
that he also sees upside down. For 
instance, if he has to write a small 
“h,” the result is a “y,” written back­
wards. That is to say, he commences 
to form letters at the tail-end, and 
works backwards. The same opera­
tion takes place when he frames such 
letters as “u," and “m,” the effect be­
ing that the letters written are "n" 
and “w” respectively. His mind acts 
in a similar topsy-tuvvey manner 
when he is set to copy and figure on 
outline drawing.

His reading, however, is not affect­
ed by the peculiarity' of his bi'ain. 
Tkqugh it is evident that he sees the 
letters upside down, they make ap­
parently the same impression on his 
mind as an ordinary hoy. He can 
read words with as much facility as 
any other child of a similar age.

As an election kite the Government 
removed duties on a number of ar­
ticles, and now they are reaping the 
harvest of their stupid financial 
legislation in a shortage of revenue, 
which will further embarrass them in 
any effort to float loans.

That it was a mere election kite is 
shown from the fact that the policy 
adopted in 1913 was repudiated as un­
wise in 1912.

In the- Budget Speech of 1912 the 
Minister of Finance, the Hon. M. P. 
.Cashin, laid down the principle that 
when the reductions of taxation came, 
it should come gradually. Up to that 
time in the career of the Morris Gov­
ernment it had neither come gradual­
ly nor by leaps and bounds. But in 
1913 a change came over the minds 
of the Morris Executive, and they laid 
before the House Of Assembly propos­
als for gigantic reductions in duty. 
The explanation of this mighty change 
was simple. A General Election was 
looming in the near future. Mr. 
Cashin gave specious reasons for the 
course he recommended which deceiv­
ed nobody. His forecast for the fiscal 
year 1913-14 was a revenue Of at least 
$4,000,000, and he hety out thfe hopes 
of a substantial surplus approaching 
a quarter of a million.-

Mr. Kent’s able review of these fi­
nancial measures showed the un­
soundness of the proposals, and the 
falling off of the revenue'-since that 
time has shown that Mr. .Kent was 
right in his criticism and the Govern- 
ment wrong. x

The Samaritan Committee of the 
Daughters of Empire has accomplish­
ed a great deal since its formation 
in January last, and has in no small­
er manner tended to' alleviate the 
sufferings of the many consumptives, 
who beside their illness have in the 
past experienced great poverty. The 
members of the committee have since 
its formation been visiting and giv­
ing relief to the afflicted ones. Mis­
ses Hayward and Macpherson were 
tl’.e first to volunteer in this direc­
tion. and since then several visits 
have also been made during the year 
by Mrs. James Ryan, Mrs. Valentine. 
Mrs. John Campbell. Mrs. Johnson. 
Mrs. MacLean. Mrs. Whitewav, Mrs. 
Macpherson, Mrs. Holloway, Mrs. 
11. Rendell and others. About 25 
persons' have been visited weekly, 
and have received food and clothing. 
In addition - to this charwomen have 
been employed from time to time.
