“Blind Bartimaeus” was the sub-
ject chosen for last night's discourse. !
The speaker showed that spiritual
blindness was an infinitely sadder
condition of marm than physical blind-
ness. One characteristic which may
be accepted as a sure index of spirit-
ual blindness is the attitude of beg-
ging. “Bartimaeus sat by the way-
side begging.” He always begged un-
til he heard about Jesus, and hearing
about Jesus changed the whole cur-
rent of his life. Bartimaeus might
have -acted differéently—might have
reasoned, he was too far advanced in
his life to change his habits, and it
was too late. Many remain spiritual-
ly blind pecause they think it is too
late’ to change, they fear that by
changing they will lose friends, and
will be called fools, fanatics, and
suffer persecution. The business man
who hasn't given his employees and :
associates “a square deal” refuses to
change,  because of financial loss. He

naturally has a keen sense of his,

loss, which is but temporary, but fails
to have any conception of the “gain”
which is eternal. We must surrender
all, and with a pure, naked, almost
blind faith accept “the promise” Bars
timaéus had to believe. We might say
“other men may. be changed :but.¥I
cannot be changed, my desires, likes;
dislikes, and inclinations are tdo
fixed,” and continue to reason suppose
I did try and failed what a humilia-
tion it would be, what a fool I would
become. It is too much to believe I
could be changed. As long as we
hesitate, and refuse to believe we can
be redeemed, men will go on sinhing
and finally be lost. We must risk
everything—public opinion, liveli-
hood, if we want to see—see God, and
must be desperately in earnest.

It is a noteworthy fact that the
physically blind "have - the keenest
hearing powers. Bartimaeus' had
heard it whispered that the Lord was
coming his way. We can imagine his
enthusiasm, the intensity of his whole

being. Bartimaeus couldn’t go to the|
Lord, so he expected the Lord to come |

to him, and in agony of soul he cried
out: “Jesus, Thou Son of David, have
mercy on me.” But his friends re-
buked him, and said: “hush, shut up,
don’t be making a fool of yourself,
don’t be interrupting.”

People are every ready to throw
cold water on our good _resolutions
and discourage us. If Bartimaeus
had been a proud man he would have
remained blind, he would not have
subjected himself to the scorn and de-
rision of the crowd. The speaker said
she had often seen men whose lips
were white with conviction, muscles
of the face moving and hands clench-
ed, often thrown off the track by the
cynical sneer of a woman, who said:
“Now, for Heaven’s sake don't make
a fool of yourself and create a dis-
turbance here.” Bartimaeus didn’t
care about the people, he wanted
Jesus. Jesus submitted him to three
tests, doubtless as an example of the
value of persistence to us. He
wotildn’t answer his first cry. May
be the first cry was not pure. We
may not want to be good, our ¢ry may
be tinged with desire to improve our
social position, and secure better
rating. But we cannot be borp again
until we realize that we that we are

Mystery Traims - -
and “Q” Boats
(Frim the Boston Herald.) . .
Week by week the British army
and navy diselose the secrets, well
kept and valughle, on which they de-
pended to decgive and beguile their
foes.
government wped some sort of mys-
tery train for getting troops and sup-
plies- to France.in the shortest possi-
ble time, but comparatively few, -at
least of civilians, had any definite no-
tion as to what these rtains were.
Now it appears that long strings of
ears were run to a channel port and
there hauled aboard specially design-
ed vessels that served as ferries. to
France; at the French port they
merely steamed out upon standard
British railway tracks, laid -down
since 1914, and ‘ran at high speed to
their strategic " destination. Trains
left England and  disappeared, and
the multitudes did not know whither.
Then Great Britain devised the “Q”
boat as an answer to the U-boat.
These mystery ships simply lured
predatory submarines by an elaborate
semblance of helplessness. Attack-
ed, they bided their time, endured
shell fire and often the fatal smash
of a torpedo, until at last the German
captain was sure he had nothing to
fear and exposed his craft to the
blow the disguised “victim” was wait-
ing patiently to inflict. British offi-
cers apnd crews clamored for a
chance to ship aboard these “Q"
boats. Often the vessels were sunk
under their crews. For instance,
the Stock Force sunk after her crew
had waited in hiding almost an hour
for the opportunity’to put the enemy
down. Many “Q’ ’ boats disappeared
“without trace,” but the ingenious
scheme aided greatly in keeping the
seas open for merchant vessels.
Other “fakes” were signally success-
ful. It seems that at the start the
channel passage was very dangerous
for transports. The troopships cross-
ed for a considerable time behind a
barrage of “mines” that turnmed out
not to have been mines at all. Be-
fore the Germans discovered the
trick real protection in sufficient
quantity was available. The Hnglish
kept their secréts well and their en-
terprine had its full reward.

proval of the Allied Governments.
The principal terms of the renewal
are substantially as has been already
. Teported. In addition there is a clause
| by which the Allies command reserves
the right to occupy that part of the
Strassburg defences, comprised by
the forts of the eastern.bank of the
Rhine, and a strip of territory from
there to six miles beyond. Other
clauses provide for the substitution,
for supplementary railroads material,
fixed at 500 locomotives and 19,000
cars, by the protocol of Decerber 17,
by large quantities of industrial and
Agricultural implements, and give
control -of Russian prisoners in Ger-
many to Allied and-associated delega-
tes for repatriation. German head-
guarters at Berlin will act in cnllab-
oration with the Allied and associated
relief organizations in this phase of
tlie ‘work. The Naval clauses pro-
vide that all submarines must be turn~
¢d over, including all suhmarine
cruisers, mine layefs, sweoepers sal-
vage sHips and floating = docks for
submarines.

They also stipulate that the build-
ing of all submarines must cease, l.nd
these on the stocks must be dismantled
or destroyed under Allled supervision.
Germany undertakes to turn over all
Allied ships, still detained in German
ports. The clause providing that
Germany shall place her mercantile
marine at the disposal of the Allies in
return for food supplies, says the
agreement in no way affects the final
disposal of those ships.
