Totally Disorganized

TTAWA, Sept. 5.—It is poseible,
but improbable, that within a
O few days the 1,800 railroad
telegraphers employed by the
Canadian Pacific on their lines be-
tween to the seaboards will go on
strike because of the refusal of the
company to grant the 17 per cent. in-
crease in wages with an eight-hour
day for most of the operators and
time and half for overtime. The two
sides of the case have been called by
a board of conciliation which made its
award last Saturday, and commended
a six per cent increase without any
other concessions. Mr. J. G. Odonou-
hue, the representative of the men, re-
fused to sign the report, and has sub-
mitted a minority report to the de-
partment of labor. To strike or not
strike is the question the men are
asked to decide by vote. All the votes
will be in by Saturday, and the same
as yesterday, it looks"like a flat re-
fusal of the six per cent. the company
is willing to pay.
The operators on the eastern lines
are not paid $116 a month, as was at

first clgimed. Instead, the average
wage in the Ottawa division of the
C. P. R. is from $50 to $76 a month.
Despatchers get in Ottawa $136
monthly. Should there be a strike
called, the C. P. R, system would be
almost totally disorganized. It ig said

The double street car accident on Wednesday
should serve to emphasize the need for greater
care in the operation of the service. It was only
by the merest chance that many of the pass-
engers escaped serious. injury and the accident
might quite easily have proved fatal for many ‘of
them. There would be less excuse for not observ-
ing every necessary precaution for public safety in
the case of a municipal street railway than in that
of a railway owned by a private corporation. Thei
safety of passengers must be given first consid-
eration and ‘the temptation to run risks for the
sake of revenue avoided. " If the accident of Wed-
nesday had proved to be more serious in its re-
sults it may be questioned whether the public
would have been willing to accept the explana-
tion that the conductor could not prevent the car
being filled beyond the limit, where the certainty

Reminiscences

of the Range

NE of the features of the Stampede
that has struck expert and. lay-|
man alike iz the remarkable fleet-

ness and strength of the herd of Texas
longhorn steers that are daily pilin®
up cow ponies, unseating riders and
making their escape from the Iariat at
will.

The cowboys and cowgirls that are
working tooth and nail to uphold the
prestige of their calling are never
heard to- give volce in' public as -to
their estimate of the powers of ‘these
cattle, but get into @ group of them
and catch snatches of conversation and
it will be found that they expect trou-
ble whenever they start from scratch
behind one of the animals.

Tuesday afternoon a group of the
boys, were lounging in their saddlés
watching the performance when a big
beast sped from the corral and was
away before .the rider.

“Some likely eritter,”” said one,
squinting his eye and motloning toward
the lmpending battle.

“Yes,” sald the other, and then turn-
ing to a third, continued:

“You remember: that night on tho
Bar ?2-Jusi such a brindle as that
one was causing all the trouble.”

“Will 1 ever forget?” said the third.
*It was one of them northers that slips
across and blows like ; with fine
rain and raw chill’ that cut into the
bones. We must have had about 500
in that buneh . when Old Brindy
begin to mill. There was six of us
holding the herd down in a little draw,
and the cattle were fussing about but
staying close—all but old Brindy. That
long-horned cuss was looking for
trouble. and every time he caught Bill
here off his guard he started for the
clear. We took turn about keeping
that steer rounded up until our ponies
were most tuckered out, and It was
too far from the bed ground to get
another mount before morning. A

dozen times that steer got the whole
herd to moving, but we throwed him
back again and got him miiled into the
centre. Do you think you could keep
him there? Not much. When one of
them longhorns gits h fn his hide
there ain’t no reason in him, and we’d
no sooner get him inside than he'd
pop up som’'ers else and give one
of the boys a race.

“Bimeby he sneaked out.on my side;
it was dark, but we were standing
ckose, and I saw him when he come
out. I chased him back and was stand-
ing besjde my pony trying to keep
warm jumping up and down when here
he comes lickety-split. . He nigh got
away that time and when I throwed
him back into the herd he turned
around and begin to toss hisg head
up’ and down and dare me to ccme nigh
him.

C. N. R. on the Pacific coast, large
industrial developments are planned.at
an early date.

“I know of several Eastern firms
that are negotiating to erect plants
there,” said Mr. Hansen, “and so far
as my own financial groups are con-
cerned, 1 am here to arrange for the
site of some works which we hope to
erect early mext year. Further details
will be given after conclusion ‘of my
visit here, ™

“I owned originally one-third of the
townsite and have gold about one-third
of my holdings, but now I find I have
to buy back some sites which are re-
quired for development. I am sur-
prised to. learn that some people here
think the plans of the Canadian North-
ern ‘have changed as to their terminals
on the coast.

Will be Terminal

“I have the executive’s authority for
stating that Port Mann wili be the
freight terminal of the Canadian
Northern Railway. The repair and
construction worke will be erected
there and a number of private enter- .
prises are planned on the townsites.
In fact, I raised a very large sum of
money last month in England for de-
velopment purposes in Port Mann
alone.”

Mr. Hansen left yesterday with Sir
William Mackenzie and Colonel David-
son for Victoria and is expected back
in this ¢ity today. Besides being the
vice-president of the Ternminal Cities
Land Corporation, Mr. Hansen is the
general manager of the North Sas-
katchewan Land Company.

Nelson, B. C., Sept. 5.—Doukhobors
in British Columbia are unwilling to
register births, marriages and deaths
because they fear 'that compulsory
military service may be introduced in
Canada, and that the government
would have: records through which the
Doukhobors could be campelled to
sefve. This was the statement made
yesterday by Peter Veregin to Com-
missioner Blakemore, who was ap-
pointed by the provincial government
to investigate the conduct and manner
of living of!the Doukhobers.

Veregin is leader of the sect, and
declared that in the whole of Canada
about a thousand Doukhobors had
broken away from the Wwgrnmunity.
These, he declared, had become British
subjects and drunkards, meat-eaters
and generally degenerates.

To travel nude, as do some 5t these
people, Veregin said, was in accord-
ance with the teachings of Christ
Unfriendliness toward the government
was shown by the leaders on account
of a bridge which he declared the au-
thorities had failed to build at the
colony at Brilifant on the Columbia
river. He gave this as one reason
why the Doukhobors did not become
British subjects. Another was that
they wanted to be free, to be citizens
of the world.

He admitted that his people had no
formal marriage ceremony, and kept
no records of miarmiages, births or
deaths. i
