OTTAWA, Sept. 5.—It is possible, 
but improbable, that within a 
few days the 1,800 railroad 
telegraphers employed by the 

Canadian Pacific on their lines be­
tween to the seaboards will go on 
strike because of the refusal of the 
company to grant the 17 per cent, in­
crease in wages with an eight-hour 
day for most of the operators and 
time and half for overtime. The two 
sides of the case have been called by 
a board of conciliation which -made its 
award laet Saturday, and- commended 
a six per cent Increase without any 
other concessions. Mr. J. G. Odonou- 
hue, the representative of the men, re­
fused to sign the report, and has sub­
mitted a minority report to the de­
partment of labor. To strike or not 
strike is the question the men are 
asked to decide by vote. All the votes 
will be in by Saturday, and- the same 
as yesterday, it looks" like a flat re­
fusal of the six per cent, the company 
is willing to pay.

The operators on the eastern lines 
are not paid 1116 a month, as was at 
first claimed. Instead, the average 
wage in the Ottawa division of the 
C. P. R. is from 860 to $76 a month. 
Despatches get in Ottawa $136 
monthly. Should there -be a strike 
called, thé C. P. R. system would be 
almost totally disorganized. It is said 
that the commercial telegraphers 
would not Interfere to help the com­
pany. Even if they were willing to do 
so, they could not do the work of a 
railroad operator because of the lack 
of experience.

Attention is directed by The Vancouver Sun in 
an opportune editorial to the non-political charac­
ter of our Canadian clubs, which of late seems to 
be in danger of being ignored.

During the past few weeks each city on the 
-j^ect route between- coast and coast has been in­
vaded by successive parties of Britishers w)io en- 

, joy more or less prominence in "public life* The 
greater number of these gentlemen have beeft ar­
dent Unionists,. Visiting this country ostensibly 
ior purposes oLbusiness or pleasure, they have 
been good- enough to turn aside ^occasionally^ from 
these pursuits to educate' us through the -medium 
of the interview in the subject of Imperial politics.

' By a process of subtle suggestion they have, en­
deavored to convey to our minds the, impression 
that the only . form, o.f true patriotism \is that of 
the British Unionist and, his Canadian Tory as­
sociate. They have opened their hearts to us 
and have told us of their fond,hope that they will 
be able to celebrate the, obsequies of British Lib­
eralism on-their return to England. They have de­
clared their unalterable ■ conviction - ; that. Great 
Britain will be at war with Germany next week and 
have hinted, in the most délicate manner possible, 
their belief that Mr. Borden's naval policy should 
receive the support of aril Qandians, no matter what 
that policy may be. -

It is, perhaps, not fair to blame these gentle­
men for expressing their views on thèse interest­
ing subjects when they are asked by the inter­
viewer to do so, although we must confess to a 
feeling of admiration for the distinguished British 
Literal, M.P., who, In -Winnipeg recently, declar­
ed that he thought Canada capable of managing 
her own affairs unaided by his advice or by that 
of his Unionist associates.

We incline to the view that it would be un­
reasonable, even were it expedient, to expect these 
gentlemen to restrain themselves when provoked 
by the inquisitive interviewer. The--most disting­
uished of their number, however, are almost in­
variably asked, to address c.lub ig the
city which they are visiting. Here their liberty of 
speech is rightly restricted by the non-political 
character of the organization. Reports of some 
recent utterances indicate that these gentlemen 
have, supposed, either that the Canadian club was 
a Conservative club or else that Canadians, being 
a people of high intelligence, must all necessarily 
be Conservatives. A suitable hint from the of­
ficials of the club might therefore quite properly 
precede the invitation to speak. We can quite 
readily conceive that men, whose fine abilities have 
won for them distinction in British public life 
would not be much exercised to find subjects of 
greater interest to us than their view on the Ger­
man menace and Canada’s naval policy.

THE TWO SIDES OF THE QUESTION

The double street car accident on Wednesday 
should serve to emphasize the need for greater 
care in thç operation of the service. It was only 
by the merest' chance that many of the pass­
engers escaped serious injury and the accident 
might quite easily have proved fatal for many "of 
them. There would be less excuse for not observ­
ing every necessary precaution for public safety in 
the case of a municipal street railway than in .that 
of a railway owned by a private corporation. The 
safety of passengers must be given first consid­
eration and the temptation to run risks for the 
sake of revenue avoided. If the accident of Wed­
nesday had proved to be more serious in its re­
sults it may be questioned whether the public 
would have been willing to accept the explana­
tion that the conductor could not prevent the car 
being filled beyond the limit, where the certainty 
oi safe transit disappeared.

Several of the steeper hills in the city present 
dangers which can be avoided only by careful 
operation and the proper provisibn of effective 
brakes. No motorman should be allowed to at­
tempt one of these hills in a car which is so heavily 
loaded that the brakes may not be counted upon 
with certainty to do their work.

Progress of Port Mann
Mr. Hansen mentioned that on ar­

rival In Montreal he was surprised to 
find the progress which had been made 
In tunneling of Mount Royal In con­
nection with the C. N. R. In that city 
terminus. As to Port Mann, which 
is to be the freight terminus of the 
C. N. R. on the Pacific coast, large, 
industrial developments are pianneiKt 
an early date.

"I know of several Eastern firms 
that are ' negotiating to erect plants 
there," said Mr. Hansen, "and so far 
as .my own financial groups are con­
cerned, I am here to arrange for the 
site of some works which we hope to 
erect early next year. Further details 
will be given after conclusion of my 
visit here. x

“I owned originally one-third of the 
townslte and have sold about one-third 
of my holdings, but now I find I have 
to buy back some sites which are re­
quired for development. I am sur­
prised to. learn that some people here 
think the plans of the Canadian North­
ern have changed as to their terminals 
on the coast.

Will be Terminal
"1 have the executive’s authority for 

stating that Port Mann wlB be the 
freight terminal of the Canadian 
Northern Railway. The repair and 
cone traction works will be erected 
there and a number of private enter­
prises are planned on the townsites. 
In fact, I raised a very large sum of 
money last month in England, for de­
velopment purposes in Pqrt Mann 
alone.”

IMMIGRAIÏTS ARE COMING INTO CANADA AT

From April Until August 209,642 New Settlers Came; 143,000 
Frdm Ocean Ports àid 65,000 From States - -

OTTAWA, Ont., Sept. 6,—Dur­
ing the four months from 
April 1st to August first of 
the current fiscal year, 

209,642 Immigrants arrived In Can­
ada. Of this number 143,742 ar­
rived at Ocean ports, and 65,900 
from the United States. These fig­
ures show an increase of 15 per 
ce'ht^ as compared with those of 
the corresponding months of last

fiscal year, which were 127,925 at 
ocean ports and 64,314 from the 
United States, makjng a total for 
the four months, April 1 to August 
1, 1911, of 183,793 persons.

During the month of July this 
year, there were 34,898 arrivals, 
21,739 of them having been at ocean 
ports, and 12,267 from the United 
States, as against 291,621 for July 
last year.

Nelson, B, C., Sept. 5.—Doukhobors 
ih British Columbia are unwilling to 
register births, marriages and deaths 
because they ifear that compulsory 
military service may be introduced to 
Canada, and that the government 
would have records through which the 
DoukiioboiB could be compelled to 
sePve. This was the statement made 
yesterday by Peter Verogin to Com­
missioner Blakemore, who was ap­
pointed by the provincial' government 
to investigate the oondiuict and manner 
of living of ; the Doulthobors.

Veregin is leader of the sect, and 
declared that In the whole of Canada 
about a thousand Doukhobors hid 
broken away from the gernmunlty. 
These, he declared, had become British 
subjects add drunkards, meat-eaters 
and generally degenerates.

To travel nude, as do some 6f these 
people, Veregin said, was In accord­
ance with the teachings of Christ 
Unfriendliness toward the government 
was shown by the leaders on account 
of a bridge which he declared the au- i 
thorttlee had failed to build at the 
colony at Brilliant on the Columbia 
river. He gave this as one reason 
why the Doukhobors did not become 
British subjects. Another was that 
they wanted to be tree, to be citizens 
of the world..

He admitted that hie people had no 
formal marriage ceremony, and kept 
no records of mhrriagee, births or 
deaths. I
