POLITICAL PRUDISHNESS.

The political prudishness of some of
our contemporaries is amusing to con-
template. One of them very primly, not
to say severely, says: ‘‘ Mining as well
as real estate, grain and stock gamblers
prowl about seeking whom they may be
able to draw into their' meshes.”” Are
not the metaphors a iittle mixed here?
This by the way.  ‘‘ That they exist,” it
contindes, :‘ wherever & mining excite-
ment prevails, is well known. Thisg
being 8o, and the danger to the'innocent
being largely increased when leading
men, holding posijtions of trugt from the
people, so allow their names to be used,
no man, either directly himself an ad-
ministrator of the law of the land,
or whom the electors have chosen,
should be found in any way as-
sociated with propositions which
are more or less hazardous. Whe-
ther he be a Minister of the Crown
or a representative of the Government
abroad the principle of being a director
or adviser in ary mininz or other risky
undertaking is wrong and cannot be
justified on any ground. It is to be
hoped those who are in such positions
as we are referring to will at once sever
their connection with such transac-
tions.”

If this is to be taken literally every
representative of the people, whether he
is a member of the Government or not,
must retire from business, for all busi-
ness, as very many know to their sor-
row, is more or less hazardous. Perhaps
the writer means that no public man
shall be eithier a director or a member of
any joint'stock company. If this isthe
case the people in all the provinces
must be deprived of the services
of many of their ablest and
mnost enterprising citizens. It may be,
however, that all our contemporary in-
tends to say is that no representative (f
the people should give a mining, or any
other company, the use of his name for
the purpose of inducing the “ innocent ’’
and confiding to risk their money in it.
If this is .all that our contemporary
means it has expressed itself ' rather un-
fortunately, for it is reprehensible in any
man—whether he is in a position of pub-
lic trust or not—to allow himself to be
used as a kind of decoy. We are quite
certain that there is no public man -in
British Columbia who would not reject
with indignation the proposal to become
the tool of real estate, grain or stock gam-
blers. To suppose them capable of oc-
cupying such a position is simply to“in-
sult them. The writer of the article yn-
der review cannot be ignorant of the fact
that gentlemen greoften, inthis Domin-
ion, chosen as\‘epresentatives of the peo+
ple begause they have business intereats
in«the<country, and because their pros-
perity ag private citizens dependsalmost
entifely on the rapid and’ thorough de-
velopment . of ,its. resources, Are all
such-men to be driven. from. the public
lifé¢‘'of Canada, ormust it be made an in-
difpéhidable condition” of ‘their accept-
ance.of a position; of . public trust that
they give up their private business?

Let us examine this matter in the
light of practical common sense, Would
these rigidly righteous politicians object
to a member of the Government or of
the Legislature being a director of a
creamery company or a cheese manu-
facturing concern? Surely not. Would
they protest against a gentleman occu-
pying a position of public trust being
even president of a woollen company or
a concern for the manufacture of agri-
cultural machinery? Would they hold
up their hands in horror if they
found that a member of the Pro-
vincial Government had a large interest
in a steamboat company, or was taking

When the result of the election was
known it was said that the Conservative
party had sustained a defeat that gaveit
no reason for shame., It had made a
fight for a principle and lost. It was
not overwhelmed. It remains in the
field as one of the strongest oppogitions
in the history of the Dominion, and with
ground for claiming that its strength in
the country is greater proportionately
than its representation in Parliament.
Such conditions warrantthe expectation
of a movement in popular opinion, the
effect of which will be seen in a gradual
decrease in the Government’s strength
in the House of Commons, and its ulti-

mate defeat.

RASH PROMISES.

The Temperance people are reminding
Mr. Laurier of his promise of a plebis-
cite to test the opinion of the Dominion
on the question of prohibition. The
people of Canada will have to pay
heavily for Mr. Laurier’s reluctance to
say what is not pleasant to-these -who
approach him. No one better than the
present Premier knows that a plebiscite
is in this Dominion a perfectly useless
proceeding. The temperance cause,
after the vote js taken, will be precisely
where it was before the plebiscite was
held. There is no place in the constitu-
tion of the Dominion for a plebiscite. It
has no legal force, and its moral effect is
questionable. Ontario had a plebiscite
on the prohibition question. What was
its effect? Did it advance the cause of
prohibition in the least, and had it the
effect of decreasing the consumption of
alcoholic drinks even in Ontario by a
single gallon?

But Mr. Laurier dearly loves to say
what is pleasant and agreeable to those
whom he addresses. As long as im-
mediate action is not required of him
he is willing at almost any expense to
say what may increase his popularity.
He generally manages to make his prom-
ises very ambiguously;-and we have no
doubt that he will contrive to elude the
‘temperance pedple’ for a while. But
there ig no doubt, ‘that he did promise
thatif he were returned to power there
would be & plebiscite at some date in the
not very ‘distant future. Having his
promise, the prohibitionists. will keep
‘him t’okxt, ‘and no-matter what it will cost
"those‘wlio: believe a plebistite to be a
piece 6f" expensive folly—4n agitation of
the public mind for no, practical pur-
pose—there will be a plebiscite, and the
people will have to pay the piper.

ROSSLAND MINING NOTES.

[From the Rosslander.]
The Mugwump Gold Mining Co., com-
posed chiefly of Seattle people, have put
a diamond drill to work on their proper-
ty, which lies north of and adjacent to
the Iron Mask. <

The Homestake mine is now O0.K. All
differences has been settled, and the bal-
ance of the treasury stock, 200,000 shares,
will be put on the London market. A
five-drill compressor, with hoist and
pump, will be put in at once.

The first shipment of ore from the
Lake View mine, near Boundary, to, Ta-
coma passed through Sgokane last Sat-
urday, on the Spokane & Northern rail-
way.

After visiting the
recorder’s office and eatisfying them-
selves that such was the case, they re-
‘turned to the ground and ‘put up-“their,
stakes, calling the new clgim the Van-
derbilt, and losing no time in regording
it. The fraction or claim is nearly a
full-sized one and_ adjoins the Lamp-
lighter, Frankie H. and Diamond Dust.

J. G. Bell and partner, who left Ross-
land about ten days ago on a prospect-
ing trip to the Lardeau country, have
returned. They did not make any loca-
tions, for the reason that they found the
whole country staked for miles around
Thomson’s - Landing and Trout~ Lake
eity. - They visite§ the now famous
Black Bear group, about fourteen! miles
up Fish creek from the Northeast Arm,
and also the Great Northern, for which
it is said an offer of '$125,000 had been
made.

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On one of them two men were put, and
it was not long before they struck a
mineral lode which caused a regular
mining fever. The optcropping was fol-
lowed down, and at a depth og ten feet
there was laid bare a most promising
prospect. Wentworth Wood made an
assay of the rock, and found that it con-
tained over $40 in gold, besides a large
percentage of copper. The country rock
on Coal Hill is a green diorite similar to
that found in the famous Rossland or
Red Mountain district. The ore itself
shows iron and copper pyrites, and pre-
sents a véry pretty appearance. Since
the discovery a large number of claims
have been staked and samples forward-
ed for assay. In the hottom of Mr.
Bachanan’s excavation there is over a
foot of solid ore, besides highly mineral-
ized surroundings throughout the whole
cutting.

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Canadian Firemen at Work Across
the Border—Immense -
Apple Crop.

Revolt in the Liberal Ranks—Sui-
cide of a Newspaper
Man.

Another big fire occurred at Niagara
Falls, N.Y ., early on the morning of the
7th inst., being the third in ten days. It
reduced to ashes the fine new Park the-
atre, lately reconstructed, which was de-
stroyed by fire about two years "ago.
Places on the opposite side of the street
were badly scerched, several of them be-
ingon fire at different times. The big
International hotel, which adjoins the
theatre, and which was full of summer
guests, caught fire several times, but by
almost superhuman efforts the structure
was saved. The Clifton, Ontario, fire
brigade did most effective service at the
fire. ¢

Apples are so plentiful a ecrop in
Huron and other western counties of
Ontario that it is feared there will not
be enough men available to handle them
at the opportune moment. It is esti-
mated that there will be 500,000 barrels
in Huron county alone, with similar
large yields in adjoining counties. The
price will be about 50c. per barrel.

He was born 1n
Niagara, N.Y., in 1850, and came to
Canada twenty years ago.

An attempt at suicide took plaee
recently at the Haras National grounds,

of the Trades and Labor Couneil, and
was connected with journalism for wup-
wards of five years.

The only reason ascribed for his'
deed is mental disability, due to over-

For more than twenty
years we have invited the assistance of
European nations, but all progress in
thedirection of international bimetallism
has been blocked by opposition of those
who derive pecuniary benefit from the
appreciation of gold. How long must
we wait for bimetallism to-be brought to
us by those  who profit by mono-
metallism? If the double standard will
bring benefits to our people, who will
deny the right to enjoy those benefits?
¢ Citizens of New York, I have travel-
ed from the centre of the continent that
I might in the beginning of the cam-
pa.ffn bring you greeting from the West
and South and assure you that their de-
sire isnot to destroy, but to build up.
They invite you to adopt the principles
of a living faith rather than listen to
those qho preach "of despair and
advise endurance of the ills you
have. The advocates of free coinage be-
lieve that in trying to secure the imme-
diate  restoration  of bimetallism
they are laboring in your behalf as
well ag in their own behalf. A . few of
our people may prosper under the pre-
sent conditions, but the permanent wel-
fare of New York rests: upon the ‘pro-
ducers of wealth,  The great, city is
built on the commerce of the nation,
and must suffer if that commerce is im..
paired. You cannot sell unless people
have money to buy,and they cannot ob-
tain money unless they are able . to sell
their products with remunerative prices.
Production ‘of wedlth "goes before the
exchange of wealth; those who sell
must secure a profit before they have
anything to share with others. You
cannot afford.to join the money changers
in, support of a financial policy which
destroys the {:urchasing power of the
products of toil and must in the end dis-
courage the creation of wealth.
“I ask, I expect your co-operation.
It is true that a few of our financiers
would fashion. a new figure, a
figure representing Columbia, her
hands bound - fast with fetters
of gold and her face turned toward
the East, appealing for assistance to
those who live beyond the sea, but this
figure can never express your idea of
this nation. You will rather turn for
inspiration to the heroic statue which
guards the entrance to your city—a
statue as patriotic in cunstruction as it
is colossal in proportions; it- was the
gracious gift of a distant \republic, and
stands upon a pedestal which was built
by the American people. That
figure — Liberty Enlightening  the
orld—is emblematic of the wisdom
of our nation among the nations of the
earth. “With ‘& government’ which de-
rives-ite’powers from the consent of :the
governed, secures to all people freedom
of conscience, freedom of thought and
freedom of speech, guarantees equal
rights to all and promises special privi-
leges to none, the United States should
be an example in all that is good, and
the leading spirit in every movement
which has for its object the uplifting of
the human race.”’

THE TRAVELLING DAIRY

Mr. J. A. Ruddick, of the Dominion
dairy commissioner’s department, has
arrived in Victoria with a travelling
dairy similar to the one that was here
last year. With Mr. C; Marker, of the
same department, who has been in the
province for some time, Mr, Ruddick
will now visit the varions farming dis-
tricts, giving the farmers practical in-
struction in the best methods of making
butter. To-morrow he goes to Saanich,
where he will hold a meeting with the
farmers in the agricultural hall, in con-
nection with the creamery which it is
proposed to erect in that section. On
Tuesday he will be at Duncan to meet
the patrons of the creamery that has
been put in isuch satisfactory working
order with Mr. Marker’s assistance, and
from there visits will be made to other
gections of the island, ‘though the pro-
gramme has not yet been decidéd upon.

Later on, the travelling dairy ‘will be
taken to Lulu island, on August 25:
Langley, August 27;.Mission,_ August
28; " Chilliwack, = August 31;" Salmon
Arm, September 2; Enderby, September
3; and Kelowna, S8eptember.5.to 7.

Speaking of the creameries .already
started in British Columbia Mr. Rud-
dick says that the satisfactory progress
made proves the wisdom of the managers
in starting with a first-class equipment.
He considers that’ for the present at
least attention should be concentrated
on butter making in British Columbia,
instead of opening up cheese factories.
The reason for this is that there isa good
market for all - the first-class
butter than can be made, as it can be
placed before the consumer in better
condition than butter brought in from
outside places, and people naturally will
Fay more for a prime, fresh’ article than
or what is shipped in. On the other
hand, cheese improves with age and can
be shi?ped here in as good condition as
that of home manufacture, so that local
cheese ries would have to face a
much  keener competition than would
creameries. -
That.the creamery business is taking
hoit in -the province is shown by the
fact that in addition to the four already
in operatiou the prospects are good for a
fifth being opened up at Langley and
another at Saanich. Mr. Marker is at
present at the Delta, visiting the cream-
ery there.

SUFFERING FROM ERAT.

The Nights in New York Almost as
Insufferably Hot as
the Days.

Men, Women and Children Dropping
Dead on the Streets— =
The Death Roll.

New Yorxk, Aug. 13.—During the past
8ix nights the thermometer has fallen
but a few degrees from the limits regis-
tered during the hottest part of the day.
The heat on Monday night held almost
stativnary at 81 degrees until 4 o’clock
Tuesday morning. "As soon as the sun
began to ascend the thermometer did
likewige, until all previous records for
August 11 were broken. The high-
est previous record for August 11

was 93 degrees in 1893, and 92
degrees in 1892, while the register on
the top of the Manhattan Life Insur-
ance building, where the weather bureau
is situated, showed 98 degrees, and the
humidity, which was far worse than the
boiling sun,stood at 70, and down on the.
streets it was not less than 5 degrees
warmer. A thermometer hung in the
portico of the city hall in this city,
within reach of the heat radiated from
the asphalt walk, but still in the:shade,
indicated 112 above zero. :

The heated term in New York and
vicinity has not come to a close, but its
violerce has subsided appreciably. -At
10:30 this morning the thermometer in
the weather observer’s tower indicated
82 degrees against 85 degrees for the game
hour yesterday. )

The department of public works has

come to the relief of the tenement house
districts, and forces of men with hose
carts are patrolling the streets of these
sections and flooding them with water
frow. the corner hydrants. Young and
old rush in groups under the streams
from the hose, and the night scenes
among the tenements as the relief par-
ties make “their rounds are unpre-
cedented.’
Men and women walking along the
streets dropped in their tracks and died
before physicians could be summoned,
and horses died as though stricken by a
plague. Many factories were closed, and
outdoor workers were compelled to drop
their tools and find shelter. during the
hours when the sun was the hottest.
Particularly among policemen and let-
ter carriers has the suffering been in-
tense, and many have been compelled to
stop work.

e hospitals of the city are crowded
to their full capacity, while the doctors
and nurses have been kept at work all
night and day, until many of them have
succumbed to the strain,

Records at the headquarters of police
showed ten deaths from heat between
2and 9 a.m. and geven 'prostrations.

Tempdi'drilj Closed By the Trustees
“"as a ‘Guarantee of
Safety.

Inspection and Repair to Proceed
at Once—The Situation
Explained.

The four hundred and fifty children
who on Monday commenced their
autumn term studies at the big North
Ward school were yesterday morning
surprised beyond measure on receiving
the intimation from their teachers that
they might return home—that the board

of trustees had decided to close the
school until they had had opportunity to
satisfy themselves of the absolute saiety
of the building. There was, it may be
imagined, no protest on the part of
the youngsters at the extension
of their holidays, and soon the building
was deserted by all save a curious few
who made their way toward the roof to
examine for themselves the signs of
weakness in the building that had in-
duced Chairman Hayward to order it to
be closed. :

Nor were the children more surprised

#han were their parerts, the latter not
“that the school should be closed if the
least possible doubt existed as to its
safety, but that such a doubt should not
have been removeéd during the continu-
ance of the long midsummer vacation.
In this connection Chairmdan Hayward
explained, when interviewed later in
the day, that in <consequence of
the report presented toward the
close of last term by the city building
inspector, an examination had been
made during the holidays by a city
architect, and the gentleman who
had been clerk of works dur-
ing the construction of the building.
Their report had not led the board to
believe that any danger was to be appre-
hended from the use of the building for
ordinary school purposes and hence
haste had not been made with the work
of repair.. The report of Building In-
spector Northcott referred to had been
interpreted by him (Mr. Hayward) as
condemningtheassemblyroomasdanger-
ous for a public gathering, but not as an
intimation that the building was unsafe
for school purposes. With reference to
the North Ward school his report read
as follows:

‘“ With respect to the assembly room
of the North Ward school, I find that by
the shrinkage of the timber in the main
principal beams, they have crowded the
side braces down on the two side walls,
8o that the walis are sprung hetween
one and two .inches on the east side
and about an inch on the west side,
between the tower and the corner. It
will be necessary to . have some
heavy  bolts . put through the
wall, . with large . washers, and
bolted fast to the beams on the inside,
which I understand go right across the
building, so as to make the building per-
fectly secyre. Isee by the crack be-
tween the wall and ceiling that the wall
has gone about a quarter of an inch

_since I inspected the building last year.
I therefore do mot think it advisable to

use the assembly room until it is made | P

secure; although I think the timber has
done shrinking there is a doubt of its
safety. With respect to the stairs in
the building I would recommend that
ihe plaster be taken from the soffits, all
the risers nailed to the treads and re-
blocked, and that the goffits be lined
with narrow tongue and groove boards,
which will make a much better job of
them. . We found, in the one examined,
that the newel post was not let into the
trimmer joist at all, and the risers are
not nailed to the treads.”’

This report was. presented in mid-
June, but was not acted upon during the
vacation—that is the recommendations
were not carried out. On Monday the
school reopened, and the same day sev-
eral parents called upon Mr. Hayward
and asked him if he were sure the build-
ing was safe. He replied adfirmatively,
basing his reply upon Mr. Northeott’s
report and the casual inspection made
during vacation. On Tuesday morning
he decided to investigate further, and
accompanied by Mr. W. Ridgway Wil-
son visited the school and carefuily ex-
amined each of the structural features
deemed to be weak. Crawling into the
attic and utilizing a candle to facili-
tate the examination it was discovered
that the steel girder. carrying the
side walls of the roof had deflected about
an inch vertically and, what was
even more dangerous,about an inch and
five-eighths, or thereabouts, sideways.
This was reported by Mr. Wilson to the
building inspector, and as a result Mr.
Hayward yesterday morning ordered the
dismissal of the school, acting upon the
following communication from Mr.
Northcott : )

‘Vicroria, Aug. 11, 1896,
Charles Hayward, Esq., Chairman Board of
School Trustees:

DEAR Sir: —Mr. W. Ridgway Wilson
called ngon me this afternoon with refer-
ence to his examination of the North Ward
school building, and from our conversation
I gather that the steel girder is twisted and
sagged. If this is so I consider that it
would be better to close the school until a
thorough examination can be made so as
to prevent running any risk of accident.

(8d. WM. W. NorTHCOTT,
Building Inspector,

A meeting of the board was held last
evening at which Trustees Hayward,
Belyea, Lovell, Saunders and MeMick-
ing were in attendance. Mr. Hayward
presided and brieﬁi explained the cir-
cumstances ‘which
accept the responsibility of closing the
school. The defects, it was stated, ap-
peared to be structural. When
Messrs. Soule & Day—from whose de-
sign the school had been built about
three years ago—were asked for a loan
of the plans, they had returned word
that they were not in their possession.
They had suggested that the plans might
be found with Messrs. Elford & Smith,
the contractors, but thatfirm also denied
possession and expressed themselves as
tully convinced that all documents, ete.,
in connection with the building had
been restored by them to the architects.

Mr. W. Ridgway Wilson. archi-
tect, who was also in attendance at the
board meeting, read, by request of the
chair, a report he had prepared as a re-
sult. of an inspection made yesterday,
as follows:

Vicroria, Aug. 12, 1896,
- To the Board of School Trustees: :
GENTLEMEN:—At the request of your

chairman, Thave made a partial examina-
tion of the /North Ward school building:
and though I have devoted the whole of
one day it, being unacquainted at the
outset with the principle of construction
adopted, and in the absence of any plans
to guide me, I shall require still further
time to make as complete a report
as should be laid before you. As the
matter is pressing, however, I may refer to
the principal points, which it appears to
me may receive immediate attention and
enable the school to be re‘opened in a few

days.

’ghe most serious danger is in the main
roof over the assembly hall, which has a
span of 55 feet supported on four trusses
somewhat resembling what is known as the
Queen post pattern, but which in my opin-
ion are not deep enough for the span; t ey
are, however, furthersupported by diagonal
props running out beyond the ends of
trusses on to the main brick walls; the
trusses not being of sufficient strength have
settled down on these props, which having
no longitudinal tie have pushed out the

pper part of the main walls about 234
inches. The ends of the trusses rest
ona 2xR inch stud partition supported by
two 15x5 inch steel girders having a span,
of 37 feet; these also settled in the centre
4 inch, and in addition have buckled out-
wards horizontally 1} in. being-drawn out
probably by the before named diagonal
props being tied to the partition resting on

hem. -

If the whole trouble is caused as at pre-
sent appears to me by the settling of the
main trusses, it can be remedied by recon-
structing them or by putting posts in the
centre ,of the assembly room. This will
also have the effect of relieving the steel
girders, whichiwith the diagonal props may
then be pulledl “into their proper places by
the rods.

Though the roof trusses undoubtedly ap-'
pear serious enough, to my mind the stair-
cases are no less important, and require
immediate attention, receiving as they do
most severe tests with children marching
up and down in pairs two or three times a
day in step, when in most cases they shake
with one person on them; they should all
be stripped of plaster on the under side, be
thoroughly examined and in most cases
strengthened and ceiled with boarding.

The next business taken up was the
market regulation by-law, which brought
up a long discussion on the principle
and unequal application of market
and hawkers’ fees.

Prof. Andree and Hié Airship—
History of the En-
terprise.

‘The Balloon and Its Appointments—
Personnel of the Hardy
Yoyagers.

‘The idea of attempting to reach the
‘Pole by balloon is one Prof. Andree has
had in bhis mind for some years. In
1876, when on his way across the At-
lantic, he was struck by the regularity
of the trade winds. This led him to re-
flect upon the possibility of making long
balloon voyages, and especially of cros-
ging the Atlantic from Europe to Am-
erica. The impossibility, however, as
he thought, of getting the money for
such an enterprise caused the idea to be

practically laid aside until 1892. Then
the splendid feat of Nordensjold, and the
exploite of other Swedish scientists and
explorers in the Arctic regions, excited
in Mr. Andree the desire to do some-
thing with the balloon. in the same
regions. Hence arose the idea of utiliz-
ing the balloon to cross the polar region,

.and perhaps to reach the Pole.

Up to this time his study of balloons
had been mainly theoretical; but now
he commenced e:perimenting practic-
ally with them. He first of all made
some trips with the Norwegian aeronaut
Cetti. The experience of balloon navi-
gation acquired during ' these trips
strengthened Mr. Andree’s belief in the
possibility of reaching the Pole by air-
ships, as well as his resolve to make the
attempt if he could get the means where-
with to fit out his expedition. Baron
Nordensjold, the celebrated Arctic trav-

-eller, supported him warmly, acd he

had not long to wait for the money.
He estimated that he would re-
quire in all something like £7,220.
Towards this sum one Swedish gentle-
man, Mr. Alfred Nobel, gave £8,460.
The King immediately increased it by a
gift from his private purse of £1,730;
Baron Dickson added an equal amount;
and a private individual in Stockholm
brought the.amount up to the required
£7,220 by a donation of £300. Thjs prac-
tically closed the subseription, but Col.
Sellstroem, a patriotic Swede, of Buenos
Ayres, sent an additional £200, as he
it, *“for extras that are sure to be re-

-quired.”

THE BALLOON.
The finished balloon is 75 English

feet in height from the appendice, or
-opening, to thé summit, or 97 feet in

all from the cap to the bottom of the
basket, or gondola, in which the air-
navigators will have their sleeping
place during their sky-voyaging. The
upper two-thirds of the balloon "proper
are made of three thicknesses of silk,
the lower two-thirds of two thicknesses,

'the whole being stuck together with

varnish. In addition, two coats of var-
nish are given to the outside of the silk,

.and two to the inside; the network in

which the balloon is enclosed is of Ital-
ian hemp, five millimetres in thicknes

(about 2 in.) At the balloon’s la.rgesg
diameter the meshes of the netting are
about 13 in. square, decreaging in size,
of course, as the balloon narrows up-
wards and downwards. The balloon has
no valve at the top, as is generally the
case, but has instead two on opposite

, sides of the equator, and a third at the

appendice. This latter is automatic,

-and is designed to prevent the entrance

of air into the balloon. It opens by a
pressure equal to ten millimetres (about
4 in.) of water, and lets out saperfluous
gas. The upper valves are opgned by

:lines attached to them on the inside,

and passing through the balloon near to
the automatic valve. The upper end of
the halloon is protected by a cap of var-

-nished silk. This i8 to strengthen it

against snow and the rays of the sun.
All the ropes—forty-eight in number
—coming from the network terminate
in the suspension or bearing-ring,
which, as Captain E. Andree puts it, is
to the balloon what the keel isto the
ship; in short, it is its foundation, the
strongest part of the whole apparatus.

"The ring is made of wood, and is seven
.metres (about 714 yards) in circum-

ference. Strengthened by cross-bars, it
serves as a storage place for reserve

ropes, anchors, etc.

. CARRYING STORES.
Another contrivance for carrying stores

-of various kinds, including provisions, 18
-ag follows: The spaces between the ropes

descending from the network to the sus-
pension-ring are covered on the outside
‘by canvas. Inside the canvas are sewn
pockets, in rows, one above another.
They number some 300 in all. In some
are stored meat in tins, in others pro-
visions of various kinds; while in others
are the materials for a  collapsible boat,
a tent, and three sledges. This store-
house, as we may call it, is 15 feet in
diameter in the higher part, and has a
circumference of 50 feet, while its depth
is 614 feet.

The bearing-ring, of course, supports
the basket and the apparatus for steer-
ing. This steering apparatus is.a new
feature in ballooning, and as it is the in-
vention of Mr. Andree, and has a spe-
-cial reference to his hopes of reaching
the Pole, and likewise of returning to
civilization again after he has been
there, it requires a few words of de-

-gcription.
STEERING GEAR.

It consists of guide-ropes and sails..
The guide-ropes are three in number,
and are attached by means of gearing
to the suspen-ion-ring, hanging thence
to the ground or the water, as the
case may be, and dragged along in the
wake of the halloon. The ropes are
-of different lengths, the shortest be-
ing 310, metres (about 1,017 feet) in
length, the next 320 (about 1,042 feet),
and the longest 370 metres (about 1,205
feet), “and they weigh a kilogramme
(about 24 1bs.) per metre. The .differ-
-ence in length is designed to prevent
them from hanging close together, in
which case, if any of them got lodged,
all would be lodged, and the balloon
would be stopped in its progress. But
if any of the ropes catch separately, the
balloon can be freed either by the rope
breaking at its weakest point (specially
contrived), or by its being detached
from the balloon by means of a screw
embedded in the rope 100 metres (about
328 feet) from the suspension-ring. Sup-
posing one of the ropes were to get

balloon would twist the rope at the top,

to be unscrewed.

once turn round an equal distance in the
opposite direction, so as still to keep it
exactly in its wake..

other two are outside the ropes, pre-
senting in all ‘800 square feet to the
wind. The sails are suspended by broad

threaded in and out of the netting.

THE GONDOLA.

The basket, or gondola, is circular in
shape, about five feet in depth, and six
and a half feet in diameter. The lower
edge on one side is cutaway, so that if it
strikes the ground it will not turn over.
The edge thus shaved away is the one
facing the direction the balloon is going.
The basket is provided witk a strong
wicker-work lid, in which is a trap
door large enough for the exit and en-
trance of the travellers, whose sleeping-
place is in the basket. Only one per-
son, however, will sleep at a time, the
other two being in the meantime at
work in the ‘‘ observatory,’’ as the space
immediately above the basket is called.

It only remains to refer to the
‘“trawl,”” the collapsible boat, and the
sledges, to finish with the balloon and
its various fixings and apparatus. The
boat is twelve feet in length by four
feet in breadth; the framework of it
is of ash, and the covering of silk, the
same as that of the balloon: No nails
are used in_ its construction, the keel,
ribs, etc., being tied together with sin-
ews. It carries three persons and 600
kilogrammes (about 1,323 pounds) of
freight. Two men can put it'together in
six hours, and it is so light that any of
the party can carry it without help.

THE ADVENTUROUS THREE.

The men who are committing their
lives to this elaborately constructed and
expensively fitted machineform astriking
trio.

Mr. Andree is an engineer by profes- !
sion, but is now the examiner-in-chief
of the Royal Patent Office in Sweden.
He is very tall, standing over six feet,
broad shouldered, and altogether of
hérculean frame. It is possible that he }
may return from his voyage before com- !
pleting his forty-second year. With a
well marked ellington nose, which
people in Sweden regard as an augury
of success, and a piercing blue-grey eye, '
he seems cut out for command. ~Like
Dr." Ekholm, he is very fair, with
blond moustache and hair. Very quiet
in manner—almost reserved,indeed—he
appears at first a little repellant to
strangers. But amongst those. who
know him he is genial and full of ?augh- .

PROBABLE RESULTS.

Dr. Ekholm’s estimate is that under
favorable oircumstances they may travel
at the rate of from twelve to fifteen miles
an hour; and that they might reach the
Pole in six days, and Siberia or the
North American continent in two weeks
more. ‘‘But this,”” he remarked, “is
putting things in the most favorable!
condition. Possibly we might be six'
weeks in reaching continental land, and
that is really more likely to be the case.”
Mr. Andree’s estimate is much shorter
than this. He reckons the balloon’s
mean rate of travelling at twenty miles
an hour, or nearly that. *‘8o,’’ he says,
‘‘ we may be at the Pole 1n forty-two
hours, and in Siberia or Behring’s strait
in a weck!”” He laughs as he says so,
but adds: ‘‘Itis quite possible; but I
don’t think it is very probable.

A SIGN OF WEAKNESS.

(From the Mail-Empire.)

Mr. Laurier has now had ample time
to complete his administration.” He has
been in office nearly a month. The bye-
elections necessitated by ministerial ap-
pointments have, so far, been unop-
posed. There has been no lack of com-
petitors for portfolios. In fact, the old
members of the Liberal party have been
falling over each other in their anxiety
to assist their leader in forming an ad-
ministration. Yet there is.every pro-
spect that the new government will
meet parliament with thre? important
provinces unrepresented. Clearly there
has been bad 'management somewhere,

The Liberal ieader in the beginning,
it seems, overburdened himself with
outside help. In consequence, before
he was aware of it all the portfolios save
one had been appropriated, while yet
the claims of British Columbia and
Manitoba had not been comsidered. It
is not essential under our system that
.each province should have a certain
quota of ministers. Still it has by
practice become a political necessity
that the various ~parts of the
Dominion should be directly repre-

The Liberals are largely responsible for
this, because they have dlways raised a
hue and cry whenever it was possible to
targue that a province had not its ade-
jquate number of ministers. The prin-
i ciple of sectional representation is, there-
‘fore, a real thing whether we like it or
'not. Indeed, Mr. Laurier has it vividly
1 before him at present, because he hegi-

, Columbia for fear of making an enemy
of Manitoba. Between the two forces
he is unable to decide upon action one
way or the other. The western pro-
vinces have, therefore, no voice in the
Laurier Administration, and there is a
third which narrowly escaped the evil
of being altogether unrepresented when
Parliament meets two weeks hence.
Hituerto New Brunswick had two min-
isters. When Mr. Blair was taken into
Mr. Laurier’s cabinet he was consid-
ered so strong as card that the
representation of the province
was reduced to one. But the ex-Pre-
mier has not proven so mighty an in-
fluence as he was estimated to be. For
a month he has been searching for a
constituency. To party friends he has
made appeals on political grounds, and
to political opponents appeals on' per-
sonal grounds, to create a vacancy in the
popular chamber on his behalf. Fail-
ing to win sympathy in these quarters,
he has looked over the roll of
senators, to find, however, that his
province is fully represented in the
Upper House by men who are in fairly
good health. It looked for a timeras if
this new Goliath of politics, discredited
and disliked by those of his own friends
who know him best, would bave to drop
the prize that had been awarded him
over the heads of men who served in
the ranks when there were no honors
or emoluments for distribution among
the faithful. Now an unwilling, and
probally a costly, opening has been
made for him through the retire-
ment in his favor of Mr. Domville, the
member-elect for King’s. The fact is,
Mr. Blair’s selection was a mistake.
He is not wanted ; he is not liked. By
his associates he is regarded as a selfish
politician, and well satisfied would they
have been if he had been frozen out.

Mr. Laurier will, no doubt, overcome
his initial difficulties, but he cannot dis-
poee of the important truths they em-
pbasize. They make it clear that at the
outset of his career as a Premier he
has been led into blunders. He
has made an- incorrect estimate of
the portfolios at his disposal. He
has embarrassed himself unneces-
sarily by the introduction of new
material, causing him to ignore the ser-
vices of those who have worked long
and faithtully with him in opposition.
One good man after another has been
thrust aside to provide for the outside
help which, after all, had very little in-
fluence upon the result of the elections.
It is clear also that the Liberals are not
pleased at this lack of gratitude dis-
played by  their leader. Consequently,
although still flushed with victory, the
party leaders have been distinctly
weakened by their first efforts to divide
the honors.

QLITE BEYOND CONTROL

Ravages of the Cholera in Egypt—
Further Trouble Feared
in Ashanti.

Sir John Millais Dead—News from
Explorer Nansen—London
Bank Statement.

Loxpox, Aug. 13.—Sir John Miilais,
who died to-day, succeeded the late
Lord Frederick Leighton as president of
the Royal Academy. He has been a
sufferer from throat trouble for a long
time past, and has been at death’s door
for weeks. He was born at Southamp=

ton in 1829. When only nine years old
he gained his first medal at the Society
of Arts, his subject being * Pizarre
-seizing the Incas of Peru.” His first
exhibited picture was shown at the
academy in 1846, and was’ followed by
‘“Dunstan’s - emissaries seizing Queen
Elgiva,”” and a cartoon at the Westmin-
ster Hall competitions. Then followed a
long series of pictures down to 1894. He
was decorated with the Legion of Honor
in 1878, and in 1881 was appointed a
trustee of the National Portrait Gallery
in place of the late Dean Stanley; in
1882 he was elected as a foreign associate
of the French Academy of Fine Arts in
place of Dupre, the Italian sculptor. He
was made a baronet in 1885 on the re-
commendation of Mr. Gladstone, the
portrait of whom, exhibited in 1879, is
considered one of Millais’ finest efforts.

Rogers Pasha,” says the report, ‘‘the
proportions of the cholera outbreak
show that the disease has got
beyond the control of * the san-
itary authoritiee. It is no reflection
upon Rogers Pasha or the members
of the staff who are assisting him, to
suggest that the cholera has got out of
band. For nine months they have
fought with an energy that gained for
them recognition in all quarters of the
country. Solongas the infected areas
were comparatively small, the efforts of
the limited staff of European doctors at
thedisposal of Rogers Pasha were suffici-
ent to stamp it out in place after place.
Now, however, the dimensions of the
outbreak forbid the possibility of any
successful attempt to stamp out the dis-
ease. Toshow the futility of any hope
of arresting its course at present, during
the week before last fresh outbreaks oc-
curred in sixty-nine different vlaces,
and last week in eighty-seven. During
the seven days up to August 1,1,200
deaths were reported, and in the follow-
ing six days 1,700 deaths.

0'Clock To-day to Hand
Over His Plans.

The whole circumstdnces in connec-
tion with the defects in the North Ward
school building are to be thoroughly in-
vestigated. That is the decision arrived
at by the school board at their meeting
yesterday afternoon.

Mr. W. Ridgway Wilson had not time
to prepare a fuil report on the defects he
had found in the building and the best
method of dealing with them. In con-
sequence, as the subject required con-
siderable care and accuracy in dealing

with it, he was granted  further time,
and will report at a meeting to be held
on Monday, at 2 p.m.

One of the reasons which-have delayed
the report is that Mr. Wilson has been
unable to obtain the specifications, and
has, therefore, had to work out every-
thing from the building itself.

Mr. Northcott, the building inspector,
was present at the meeting, and in some
informal discussion as to what was the
best plan of placing the roof in a safe
condition, gave -what information he
could.

The chairman, Mr., Hayward, said
that he had looked up the minutes in
reference to the initiatory steps and pro-
ceedings taken by the board in the con=
struction ‘of the North Ward school
building. In"May, 1893, soon ‘after ‘the
passage of the Educational Loan by-law,
Victoria architects were‘invited to send
in competitive plans for  substantially
built brick or stone buildings with
specified cubical and superficial areas
for 480 pupils, and in response some
fourteen designs were received. After
wrestling a week with these plans, the
trustees were unable to agree upon a
choice, and it was then resolved to refer
them to Mr. R. Mackay Fripp (Fellow of
the Royal Institute of British Architects)
of Vancouver. In due course Mr. Fripp
handed in his report, in which he said
‘ that there was only one set of plans
distinctly superior to the others, and
therefore placed them first on the list
-a8 being the best and most complete
set of plans submitted.”” The trustees
adorted Mr. Fripp’s suggestion, and Mr.
Soule, the 'succeesful competitor, was
awarded first place, and instructed to
prepare the necessary working and de-
tailed drawings, and after the City In-
spector of buildings had egrtified his ap-
proval, to call for xnders. This
‘was done, and the contract duly awarded
to Smith & Elford.. The choice of Mr.
Soule’s plans was received with public
approval and the representative men of
the North ward petitioned that this
building might be erected on the new
North ward -site.. Mr. Soule was en-
trusted with the entire supervision of
the erection of the building at the usual
full commission of 6 per cent., and Mr.
E. J. Gray was also appointed at a sal-
ary of §5 per day to assist him as clerk
of the works. Now, looking back over
these proceedings, there is nothing that
the speaker could see, that the trustees
had omitted to do, that their duty as
guardians of the ratepayers’ interests de-
manded. No business man or set of men
could have adopted any other or better
course than that followed by the board.
He was not, he said, disposed to take
the blame  belonging - to -others, nor did
he. consider it fair that those who were
trustees at that time and who did their
best in safeguarding the taxpayers’ funds
should suffer under the stigma arising
out of the present condition of the North
Ward building. He was strongly in
favor of consulting with the Attorney-
General and endeavering to bring the
responsibility and punis%m]ent, if pos-
sible, upon those who have neglected
their duty in this matter. :

TRUSTEE BELYEA then moved, sec-
onded by Trustee Saunders: * That the
architect of the North Ward school,” Mr.
C. J. Soule, be required to produce and
deliver thev?lans and specifications of
the North Ward school buildings ‘to the
secretary of the board before' 1 p.m. on
Saturday, 156th instant, and that in de-

fault proceedings be taken to compel de-:

livery.”

This wag earried unanimously, and
then Trustee Belyea said he had an-
other motion to offer. He agreed with
the ehairman in his suggestion .that
steps should be taken to find ‘out 'who
was to blame:in connection with the
present condition of the building. The
board, if they had no authority
to themselves hold an inquiry, could at
least appoint a committee to look into
the matter and refer it to the Attorney-
General’s depatrtment. The kind  of
thing that was manifested in the condi-
tion of the building should not be allowed
to go on and the blame should be placed
where it belonged:--He moved, seconded
by Trustee Mrs, Grant,

‘*That & committee be appointed to
consider the best means of conducting a
searching investigation into the matter
of the construction of the North Ward
school building.” Carried.

The Chairman appointed Trustees
Belyqa and Yates thecommittee, and the
meeting adjourned.

He has made
close inquiries as to the wheat growing
country of the Northwest, including
Oregon and Washington, and has inves-
tigated the tranmsportation question
thoroughly. The fruit industry has also
interested him, and his inquiries as to
Washington apples lead to the belief that
if possible the exportation of fresh fruits
to the Orient will be gone into by his
company. The Victoria carries ‘close to
4,000 tons of cargo. Included in this is
a large amount of flour, besides big con-
signments of cotton, cotton drills and
condensed milk. There ig one shipment
of twenty-one milch cows for an English
dairy at Hongkong. They come from
Clarke county, Wash. On’ the last trip
of the steamship Tacoma there was a
similar shipment of cows, and from their
milk en route there was made almost
enough butter to supply the ship. The
animals aboard the ship yesterday
were loaded by being driven into a port-
able box stall, after which, being inclos-
ed at the rear end, it was lifted high in
the air and lowered into the vessel after
the ordinary style of hoisting freight in
and out of a ship’s hold.

Li Hung Chang, who is to pay Vie-
toria a visit before very long, is China’s
ablest and most enlightened statesman.
He has shown himself to be a reformer,
but the difficulties by which he is sur-
rounded are well nigh insuperable. The
Chinese are, perhaps, the most conser-
vative people under the sun. They
have the greatest reverence for what is
old, and the deepest mistrust for what is
new. They are, too, as & nation exceed-
ingly well satisfied with themselves.
They believe that they are the wisest
and the most learned people in the
world,.that what they do not know is
not worth knowing, and that their
methods—social and political —are the
best possible. In consequence of this
very high opinion of themselves and all
that belongs to them they have a very
low opinion of the men of other nations,
whom they regard either as barbarians

or devils.
A little reflection will show the reader

how- difficult it must be for a Chinese
reformer to prevail upon his country-
men to adopt the ideas and the inven-
tions of the despised barbarians. The
prejudices of the common people might
in time be overcome by a sagacious and
astute statesman like Li Hung Chang
were they not confirmed in their bigotry
and hatred of change by a body of men
high in authority to whom every scheme
for the improvement of the na-
tion  ‘must be  submitted for
approval.’ - This. body is called the
Censors. These. Censors, it seems, con-
sider any departure from the old ways
a8 wrong if not ruinous, and look upon
the arts and the conveniences of pro-
gress as devices of the Evil One. “ In
the first place,”” says a writer in the
Juiy number of the Century Review,
“no real progress can take place in
China so long as the Censors retain the
power to judge every proceeding of the
Government by the light of Confucian
ethics and to veto every reform
because it is opposed to the apothegms
of classical writers of the fossil age of
China’s existence. Wili Li Hung Chang
or his Imperial master have the daring
to abolish by a decree of the Vermilion
Pencil the Board of Censors, and put an
end for ever to their absurdly antiquated
but none the less fatal strictures on
every suggestion of practical reform? I
ask this question because, while the
measure is radical and drastic, it is well
within the compass of Imperial authori-
ty, and would not entail that serious in-
terference with the elaborate civil ser-
vice system of China that must follow
any sweeping attempt to provide her
with a new form of administration. Yet
it is absolutely necessary for the sue-
cess of any remedial measures in China
that on the threshold of their being un-
dertaken, a strong and, if possible, a
fatal blow should be dealt to that liter-
ary class which has been supreme in
China, and which has nsed its influence
and position to prevent progress and
to exclude all useful knowledge.
It can only be reached in the first place
through the Board of Censors, and no re-
forms will have any chance of success
nor can the good intentionsof the Chinese
Government itself be carried out, as long
as that conclave of impractical and
bigoted pedants is able to obstruct every
act of the administration and to pervert
where it does not prevent every bene-
ficial measure.”

From this it is to be inferred that the
Emperor of China is not such an abso-

ise to redeem it in gold coin of the
United States. This banker wanted to
deal according to a rule that did not
work both ways. The instability and
distrust which the free silver agitation
is causing are doing immense harm to
business in the States, and may at any
moment precipitate a paniec.

ENGLISH EDUCATION
IN THE TRANSVAAL.

The British settlers in the Transvaal
have at last been granted the right of
having their children taught in the
public schools in their own language.
It seems a privilege which ought to be
easily gained, but it has been a great
bone of contention, and the making of
this concession will help the Uitlanders
to hope for other things. We are more
than surprised to see ‘‘Qom Paul”
cre.dited with generogity for having ex-
tended this very small measure of justice
to the men who pay the taxes of the
Republic, and who are enriching it and
making it important in many ways,

THE SITUATION CHANGED.

The editor of the Toronto Globe is
beginning to feel that there is a good
deal of difference between being the
denouncer of a Conservative Govern-
ment and the defender of a Liberal
Administration. At a meeting which
was held lately in North York he said:
“Itis easy to profess virtue in oppo-
sition ; it is not so easy to practise virtue
in office. Itis easy to condemn waste
when the enemy is in possession of the
treasury; it is not so easy to practise
economy when the children of one’s
own political household are profited by
the expenditures. It is easy to cut
down the offices when we do not cash
the monthly checks; it is more difficult
when 6ur friends are on the pay roll.”

- BADLY SOLD.

We have not learned that the Patrons,
the P. P. A.’s and the McCarthyites pro-
pose to hold a convention to ascertain
what they have gained or lost during the
late election, but we think it would be
wise in them todoso. They might invite
Mr. Clarke Wallace and a number of the
most zealous anti-coercionists to take
sweet counsel with them. If those men
donot by this time see *hat they have
been playing into the hands of the men
they profess to hate, and adding to the
strength of a race which they declared
it was the object of their lives to weaken,
they must be as blind. as bats.

The man who will be lucky enough to
get work will find that his wages - will
not rise so quickly or in the same pro-
portion as the price of everything which
he will have to buy.

representative of either nation with dis-
courtesy. For the same reason it is
against the interest of Great Britain to
treat either the subjects of the Emperor
of China or the Emperor of Japan in a
manner which the Governments of the
two countries may have good reason to
look upon as unfriendly.

Ii the Government of China or the
Government of Japan enacted a law re-
quiring every British subject who went
to China or Japan for the purpose of re-
siding there or doing business there to
pay a tax of fifty or five hundred dollars,
would the Government of Great Britain
look upon this as friendly treatment,
and would it feel disposed to grant China
privileges and favors in matters of trade.
Would it not be natural for the British
Government to say to the Government
of China: ‘“You have discriminated
against the men of our nation in the
matter of immigration and you must
consequently not think it hard if we dis-
criminate against you in this and other
matters.”” It must not be forgotten that
nations have feelings as well as indivi-
duals, and that it is not their habit to re-
turn good for evil. If, then, it is to
Great . Britain’s interest to remain
on friendly terms with China and to
have the intercourse between the two
nations as mutually profitable as it can
be made, is it probable that Great Britain
would like to see the subjects of the
Emperor of China treated in any British
colony in a way which she may have
good reason to believe to be prejudicial
to her interests?

But it will be said that in this matter
Canada is independent of Great Britain
and can make what lawsshe pleases with
respect to the admission of Chinese immi-
grants. This is not so clear as some of
our friends think it 1. It must be re-
membered that Great Britain is held
responsible by foreign governments for
the treatment that their subjects receive
in the zolonies. If a Frenchman, or a
German, or a Russian is injuriously
treated in Canada the French, or the
German,or the Russian Government will
apply to the Government of Great Brit-
ain for explanation or reparation.
And so it is with the Chinese Govern-
ment. It will be the Government of
Great Britain and not the Government
of Canada that will be required to
account for any laws enacted by the
Dominion Parliament which the Chi-
nese Government may regard as in-
jurious or offensive. This being the case
are not Canadians, we ask, bound to
consider the interests of the Mother
Country in their treatment of foreigners?

* If such is the position of Canada,”
some of our dnti-Mongolian countrymen
may say, ‘‘ the sooner we cut our con-
nection with Great Britain the better.”
But a little reflection will show our
friends that becoming independent of
Great Britain will not, so far as the mat-
ter of Chinese immigration is concerned,
mend the matter in the least. Canada
independent will’ have to keep up
friendly relations with China and Japan,
or it may suffer loss and incon-
venience. A Canadian Govornment
would think twice before it offered
China or Japan what either of them
might consider an insult. We have a
notion that if Canada were independent
the Mongolian grievance would be
greater than- it is now instead of less.
Then there is a third alternative. We
might join the United States. In that
case Canada would be powerless. It
would have to submit to any policy

R which the United States Government

dustries. 8o far as this incidental ad-
satisfied to have the manufacturers en-
joy the benefit of it. But manufactur-
ers should be advised to rely less on
tariff aid and more on their intelligence
and enterprise, and on the skill and in-
dustry of their workmen. It would be the
duty of the present Government, while
guarding to a reasonable extent
the interests of manufacturers, to
frame the tariff in the interests
of ‘the masses. That, however,
did not fnean that the manufactar-
ing interests were to be sacrificed. Such
a tariff policy was not only in the inter-
est of the consumers, but in the interest
of legitimate manufacturing industries
as well. The best thing the government
could do for the permanent success of
mannfacturing interests was to endeavor
to frame a policy which would give a
better chance of prosperity to the masses
of the people engaged in developing the
natural resources of the Dominion. If
thig foundation of prosperity could be
laid there would arise upon it strong,
healtby and prosperous manufacturing
industries. These were the general ideas
to be kept in mind in revising theitariff.
But care must be taken that, while aim-
ing at_the carrying out of these views
no rash or ill-considered measure should
be adopted. We have to deal with pres-
ent conditions of business, and great
care must be taken to see that the de-
gired changes shall be brought about
with the least possible disturbance.

A SINGULAR STATE OF THINGS.

It has been not a little annoying to
those who know-the true inwardness of
the late general elections to find Mr.
Laurier and his organs prating about the
way in which * the people of Canada
have approved of the * policy ” 6f the
Liberal party. They know very well
that the present Government were not
put in their place by “the people of
Canada,”” and the great majority of those
who did vote for them did not do so
because they approved of the Liberal or
any other policy. The official returns
of the late election make it abundantly
clear that the Parliamentary majority
supporting the present Government do
not represent the majority of the people
of Canada who cast their ballots on the
23rd of Juue last.

Itisshown from the returnsreceived by
the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery that
890,711 votes were cast at the late elec-
tion. The number of names on the vot-
ers’ lists is 1,853,735. 8o as many as
463,023 persons qualified to vote, for one
reason and another took no part in the
election. Of those who did vote 413,006
cast their ballots for the Conservative
candidates, 397,194 voted Liberal, and
80,611 for the Independent candidates.
These figures show that the Liberals,
who represent themselves as being the
people of Canada, are actually in a min-
ority of 15,812, And here is where the
absurdity of our electoral system be-
comes apparent. Although upwards of
fifteen’ thousand more votes in the ag-
gregate were polled for Conservative
members of Parliament than there were
for Liberal members, yet the Liberals
have 25 more members than the Conser-
vatives. The Conservatives polling
418,006 votes returned 88 members,
while the Liberals, who polled only
397,194 votes, returned 113 members, and
the 80,611 independent votes are repre-
sented in the House of Commons by
12 members. There were polled | for
Liberals and Independents combined
477,705 ‘votes, for the Conservatives
alone 413,008 votes, giving the Liberals
and Independents a majority of 65,698,
yet this insignificant majority of votes
is represented in Parliament by a ma-
jority of 37 members.

covery of gold in the territory in dispute
between France and Brazil. He says:

One Demba was the discoverer of the
existence of gold there. He went with-
out exciting suspicion; but when his
provisions ran out he sent to Cayenne
for more, and incautiously wrote to his
correspondent that he had secured 200
kilos of gold, and would not return until
he had got 100 kilos more. The news
soon spread through the town, which
has about 11,000 inhabitansts, of whom
7,000 were soon on their way to Carse-
vene. The only people who did not go
were those tied to the town by their
position, those who were too old to bear
the hardships, and the women and chil-
dren. ‘‘ Every one who could run aban-
doned everything; commercial enter-

rises were left at a standstili; clerks
eft their offices; even government offi-
cials and the editor of the only pri-
vately-published newspaper flocked to
the land of gold.”” The news was carried
by the monthly steamer to the West In-
dies, and the gold seekers soon flocked
in from there. Carsevene had neo ad-
ministration or authority, and accord-
ingly the law of the strongest prevailed.

and Altgeld are keen business men as
well as active Populist politicians, but
they are too shrewd to allow their poli-
tics to get mixed up with their business
transactions.
