Femie got a 
cay use and took the opposite bank, 
along a trail which would have been 
used had the men got across. When 
he was out on the hunt there were few 
reports from him, but th^t he was 
doing good work has been proven* It 
was good judgment to have gone back 
after help after finding the robbers, as 
It would have been Impossible for one 
man to secure three desperadoes who 
were well armed apd ready to kill if 
it meant escape."

Magnificent Body of Men
to maintain law and order. The 
sparsely settled and remote districts 
ot this province surely require just as 
much attention,# I am convinced of 
the necessity for something to be 
done in this country aa the result of 
tbe brief investigations made by our 
special detectives.

I 1 Richard Cartwright made en Im-

this afternoon. He favored a suspensa- 
tory power of holding over legislation 
from the commons for one session, it 
advisable, and advocated a system of 
proportionate representation for both 
houses.

This could be done -by grouping eon- 
«tituencies without disturbing the pre­
sent members of the senate. A plan 
might be adopted gradually making the 
senate chiefly elective* He would abolish 
life tenure, but would reserve to the 
governor-in-eouncil power to appoint a 
third of the membership, consisting of 
ex-cabinet ministers, judges, etc.

Assuming that the senate consists ot 
72 members, he would favor the election 
of twelve members each by four provin­
cial divisions, Maritime, Quebec, On­
tario, and the West.

Such a system, he declared, would 
give a fair representation in parliament 
to both political parties.

OBJECT TO JAP FISHERMEN.

Valdez Island Fishermen Fear Effects 
of Unfair Competition,

A Ladysmith correspondent, writing 
under date pf May 14, says: 
cial Constable Cassidy yesterday jour­
neyed over to Cowichan Gap, where he 
was interviewed by some of the Valdez 
Island Indians regarding the fishing in­
dustry heifig carried on by Japanese 
near Cowichan Gap lighthouse.

The Indians are of the opinion that 
the Japanese will catch all the fish in 
that section and that there will be 
none left for the next generation of 
Indians to live on.

Mr. Cassidy states that there are 
several Japanese fishing boats engaged 
in fishing and they are all making 
large catches, 
fish caught and they are handled In a 
scientific manner by the Japanese. In 
the first place the fishermen have a 
large box or tank in their boats, which 
is filled with water, 
placed in these tanks as soon as 
caught, and kept alive. At the end 
of the day’s fishing or as soon as the 
tanks are full the boat is taken to the 
Japanese camp, where 
have been constructed, and each boat 
is unloaded into the shore tanks.

When the Japanese are ready to 
make a shipment to Vancouver for the 
markets there, they gather up their crop 
of fish from the big tanks, kill .them 
and ship Immediately. The result is 
that strictly fresh fish are received in 
Vancouver within a very short time 
after they are killed.

St. Petersburg, May lv--—Every mem­

ber of the lower house was in his place 
when President Mourontzff called the 
house to order at 3 o’clock this after­
noon.

There was a long wrangle over the 
question of parliamentary procedure, 
etc., no rules to govern the house hav­
ing been adopted. The address in reply 
to the speech from the throne says in 
part: “It has pleased your majesty n 
your speech addressed to the people’s 
representatives to express your deter­
mination unshakably to preserve the 
institutions whereby the people have 
been called on to exercise legislative 
power in conjunction with their mon- 
arch. The parliament regards the mon­
arch’s formal promise as a sure pledge 
of that consolidation and of the further 
development of order and legislation in 
accordance with a strictly constitutional 
basis. The house will make every effort 
to perfect the principle of popular rep­
resentation, end to submit for your 
majesty’s assent a bill relating to such 
representation, basing it, as was the 
unanimously expressed will of the peo­
ple, on universal suffrage.

Work for Common Good
“Your majesty's appeal for common 

work for the good of the fatherland 
finds a lively echo in the hearts of the 
members of parliament.

“The parliament holds it to be its 
duty to point out that the conditions 
under which the country lives, render 
really fruitful work for the renovation 
of the best powers of the nation impos­
sible. The country has perceived that 
the sorest spot on oyr natlbnel life is 
the ambitious powers who separate the 
emperor from his people, and has de­
clared clearly and unanimously that the 
renovation of public offices is the only 
possible form of freedom with the spon­
taneous participation of the people in 
legislative power and in the control of 
legislation throughout. Your majesty 
was pleased in your manifesto of Oc­
tober 30 to announce jrohr firm resolu­
tion to build up on these particulars as 
the basis for further development of 
Russia, and the whale Russian people 
welcomed your message with an impas­
sioned cry. But the first days of liberty 
were darkened by heavy afflictions laid

Cover the L*nd With Suffering
with executions, without judicial set- 
tenee, with violent outbreaks, with 
shooting and imprisonment. The «cars 
of this method of government on the 
part of the administration of the past 
few months have sunk so deep into the 
souls of the people that no pacification 
is possible so long as the people ere got 
cloarjy satisfied tbst in the future acte 
of violence, which in your majesty’s 
name are now employed as a cover, are 
forbidden to the authorities so long as 
the ministers are not responsible as the 
representatives of the people, and so 
long as the whole system of administra­
tion is not reconstructed. Only when 
the ministers are .made responsible to 
the people
responsibility of the monarch, take root 
in the heart of his people.”

After _ a whole afternoon spent in 

discussion of the rules of order, the 
lower house of parliament this even­
ing began the debate on Che address in 
reply to the speech from the thrope.

Fred ~C. iHeal, jr., Aldermere ranch, 
Bulkley valley, writing to tfre bureau of 
Information ça April 29, 1809, furnishes 
the following interesting results of his 
observations for the seasons of 1905-06:

The average summer temperature for 
the past year was, highest 72, lowest 44, 
mean 58 degrees. Dtiring last summer 
only one one occasion was the frost severe 
enough to touch the potatoes slightly, al­
though the potatoes at H&zeltoa and 
Stuart’s lake were cut rather badly. Tbq 
yield of potatoes here In the valley was 
good, one ton to the sack of seed*

The highest temperature was 92 de­
grees on July 25, lowest 29 below- zero on, 
the 21st January. During the winter the 
highest In January was «7, lowest 29. In. 
February, highest io, loweet J. In March, 
highest 54. lowest 4. On, the three cold­
est days in winter the average temper­
ature was 12 degrees beflow. On the 3 
warmest days In winter tfhe average tem­
perature was 49 degrees.

To give an Idea of tbe> beautiful days 
experienced here, I will gfye the hours of 
sunshine per month: Janutary, 109 hours; 
February, lflO; March, 170 hours. These 
days were cool enough to ibe pleasant.

Snow came earlier last year, 4 Inches 
on September 22, but disappeared the next 
day. After that nice weather was ex* 
perience'd until about the middle of Oeto-: 
her, when quite a number of degrees of 
frost Were registered. From that time uç- 
tll November Si there was no anew to 
speah of, when 8 Inches fell: a cold spell 
(16 below) was then experienced^ after 
which the snow disappeared, a warm wind 
came, and it remained mild with no snow 
until after Chrietmai, 
fell. for New Year’s Day.

On January 13 there was 3 Inches Of 
snow on the ground, and so on throughout 
the winter, the snow came and went. Of 
course in the shade and in the timber 
most of it remained all winter, hut the 
greatest depth at one time was 8 inches 
in the open.

The Total Duration 

of the effect of the shock in Japan was 
five hours. The duration of the first 
preliminary tremor was 9 minutes apd 
49 seconds, from which I was able to 
calculcate the distance of the shock. I 
assume as a result of the calculations I 
made that the central point of-the epi- 
focal region was at sea off the coast of 
San Francisco, say at latitude 37 north 
Attd longitude 124 west, about 8,200 
kilometres from Tokio.

The inhabitants of the little 
city feel confident that the C. P. R. 
will push the Wetaskiwin-Wkinipeg 
branch westward toward the pass to 
make them a third line paralleling the 
Crow’s Nest and the Kicking Horse 
lines.

That there will not be room in the 
Yellowhead for all three roads or the 
possible fourth, is the feature which 
makes the race exciting. The road 
which gets to Ottawa first and gets its 
plans filed will naturally get the choice 
of location. Until the last chapter it 
will be a pretty race—and there is no 
eight-hour law for engineers this sum­
mer.

AN INTERESTING RETURN;

Hon. Frank Oliver is not improving 
the reputation of the department of 
the interior at Ottawa* He lacks the 
finesse of the Hon. Mr. Sifton in deal­
ing- with the interesting and oftçn deli­
cate situations which, arise; and, need­
less to say, he lacks the ability—the 
genius, we were going to say, of con­
cealing the fine hand of the minister. 
He has been getting into no end of 
trouble on account of his native stub­
bornness in sticking to the first state­
ment he may happen to make in tho 
House, whether right or wrong, when 
asked for information on any subject 
pertaining to his department, requir­
ing explanation. This fatal stubborn­
ness seems to pursue him in all the 
ramifications of his departmental ad­
ministration. There is a curious illus­
tration of this in a return brought 
down the other day. It appears that 
in December, 181)8, one Philip Wagner 
was appointed Galfcian interpreter at 
Edmonton, upon Mr. Oliver’s recom­
mendation. The salary was fixed at $30 
a month, btit after three or four monthÿ 
service Mr. Oliver tried to get hhn an 
increase of ,$10. a month, but was not 
successful. In the middle of December, 
1899, Wagner was “bounced,” on the 
recommendation of the late Mr. Mc­
Creary, then commissioner of immigra­
tion, on the ground that there was noth­
ing for him to do. The following month 
the interpreter was reappointed at a 
salary of $10 a month. In May, 1900, 
Wagper, who made his home at Edmon­
ton, got into a row with some Galicians 
at South Edmonton/and was committed 
for trial frn1 stealing money. The return 
does not ft 
trial was.
however, Wagner was once more in 
trouble, and the department had to 
threaten him that unfcs^ he refunded 
the money of Galicians improperly held 
by him, “the department would take 
immediate steps in. the matter.” In 
January, 1901, Mr. Oliver transmitted 
to the department of the interior a res­
olution passed by the young Liberals of 
Edmonton, urging a> increase in Wag­
ner’s salary. That year was an event­
ful one for Wagner. Protests against 
his methods poured in thick and fast 
in the department. He was charged 
with stealing $723 from a Galician, and 
other charges were preferred against 
him, so much so that Mr. J. Obed Smith 
commissioner at Winnipeg, recommend­
ed that Wagner’s services be dispensed 
with. Coupled with Mr. Smith’s recom- 
mendatiori, there came a vigorous letter 
of protest from Abbe Francois, Galician 
apostolic missionary at Beaver Lake, 
making charges against Wagner for 
abusing the cdnfideikde of the poor Gali­
cians, and alleging misappropriation of 
funds. Again .Mçj^<fliver rushed into 
«the breach to dafq^d his Galician, but 
although proceedings were delayed,the 
intercession was ofr" no avail, as Wag­
ner was fired ^thfe'beginning of June» 
1902. Then came a hiatus of three 
years, Mr. Oliver,^the pleader of 1902, 
had, in tlie meantime, become minister 
Of the interior, and almost one of his 
first official acts was to issue a mem­
orandum for the reappointment of Wag­
ner as immigration* agent at Edmortton, 
at a salary of $25 a month. This was 
in June last. By a process which the 
return does not explain, Wagner was 
paid at the rate of $75 a month, and 
presumably this is the amount which 
he is receiving today.

We have, there­
fore, some very great universities and 

"we have some very insignificant and 
shoddy ones. As a matter of fact, 
however, it is not necessary to have 
either buildings or professorial staff to 
have a university. The university of 
London, for instance, is simply an ex­
amining body, ^nd much is possible in 
British Columbia, without considering 
too seriously the question of location. 
We can have a provincial university 
withoirt worrying tod much about de­
tails, allowing existing, institutions in 
the province or institutions elsewhere 
to supply the material. Or we could 
have " a college in Victoria and 
another in Vancouver, both branches 
of the same institution, 
depends upon what we fiave in view, 
and how much we want to make it one 
of the civic and "tourist attractions, to 
which we can point with pride, or as a 
veal seat of learning, or as a nucleus 
for future developments, 
pends in fact, upon our understanding 
of our wants whether it is going to 
cqst millions of dollars or may be a 

'nominal institution to dfcvelop accord­
ing to the Conditions of the country and 
according to the population and wealth. 
If the views which the Colonist has 
expressed as to the establishment of 
certain institutions in Victoria, are car­
ried into effect, the process of devel­
opment will be very much more rapid 
than otherwise, and the benefits to Vic­
toria correspondingly greater.

The Nelson News, in discussing the 
question, from a certain point of view, 
does so with a great deal of sanity, and 
its remarks are well worth considera­
tion. It says that “a uniyersity without 
adequate revenues aud poorly equipped 
would be of no real benefit to this prov­
ince. As a matter of fact, it is ques­
tionable, if it is really, desirable that 
British Columbia should have a univer­
sity "until its population has reached at 
least the million mark. We have in 
McGill university an educational estab­
lishment of which every Canadian can 
feel justly proud. There are other uni­
versities of lesser fame, but still of rec­
ognized standing in the educational 
world, which with McGill, provide ade­
quate university facilities for a sparse­
ly settled country such as Canada- still 
is. ’The cost of maintaining the uni­
versities already established is very 
great and to add to their number is not 
wise until the growth of population and 
the increase in the national wealth make 
additional facilities imperative and 
practicable. In due season British Co­
lumbia will have a university, but there 
is no pressing need for one at present 
and it will be the course of wisdom to 
delay definite action in the matterNor 
several years to come. In the mean­
time the formation of a university fund 
should be heartily encouraged.”

Both of us went out again, E. after 
a good buck, and I to look for a cari^ 

As the day advanced 
trudged on, crossing valley after valley, 

t climbing and descending bills, fording 
‘creeks, and making iny way through 
many patches of dense undergrowth, I 
began to realize that I had covered 
many miles, and must ibfc a great dis­
tance from our tents. All this time I 
had not seen a fresh track, or caught 
a sight of the kind cf animal I was af- 

Finally 1 gave up, and struck

dismounted from our horses, unloaded 
the pack ponies, and pitched camp. We 
did this well in the 
small , pines, a shelter particularly wel- 
come, as the clouds ‘hung Jow over the 
hills, and the signs in favor of snow 
or rain descending before very long. 
After traveling two days and some 
hours from Kelowna, hi the valley of 
the Okanagan, we "were w-itliin a mile 
or so of the mountain upon which we 
hoped to find a small, herd of caribou 
ranging. To the west* from where our 
tents were pitched We could see our 
hunting ground of the morrow, its bald 
top covered with a recent fall of snow, 
standing out coldly white upon the sky 
line. In the background, between us 
and the mountain, there were some 
gloomy firs. The country was undulat­
ing, and thinly dotted with spruce trees, 
clumped more or less together, and be­
tween the clumps there were innumer­
able open spaces, covered sparsely with 
a growth of white moss, on which the 
caribou feeds. • It was here we were 
tc look for our quarry.

We had already seen the fresh tracks 
as we entered the valley, and as night 
settled over us and we lay down, I 
not but imagine all our thoughts ran in 
the same direction. With myself, at 
all events, it was a night of wakeful­
ness-»—one of those nights the hunter oc­
casionally experiences, when he can do 
nothing but shift from side to side, and 
listen to the usuaj, sounds of the forest 
after dark; it may he the weird yelp 
of the coyote, or the somewhat dismal 
cry of tlie loon, as it- echoes across the 
waters of some lonely lake, sunk deep 
in the forest—whatever it is, there 
lie, sleep is impossible, and you long 
for the first flush of dawn. At last the 
morning broke fine and clear, the sun 
shone out beautifully, and the snow 
that fell through , the night clung to the 
gloomy trees, turning them into a scene 
of dazzling brightness. Crisp and sharo 
was the air as we started out after I 
made off in another direction. I tramp­
ed quickly over the snow, which was 
still dry and powdery, until I reached 
the summit of a small hill, where I 
struck tbe ^tracks of three caribou, 
which had gone off down the other slope. 
I followed them tilj-. the middle of the 
day was past, -and I felt quite tired. 
Just as I was aboyYto give tip the buir, 
there suddenly appeared some 200 yards 
in front Of me, standing in an open 
space on a side-bill, a fine buck (Col­
umbian deer). Should I shoot him, or 
should I still pursue,the caribou? My 
mind was soon madè^hp, and I decided 
on the former Taking steady
aim at the deer/ iskilled him instantly 
with a well-directed shot through the 
shoulder. His horns were small and 
light, but they were regular and mea­
sured well ini spread. I skinned his 
neck, severing it from the shoulders, 
and with bis head, .and a small addi­
tional pack of fresh meat, liver and 
kidney, 1 started back for camp. A,t 
this timfe it must have been about 3 
p.m., for tbe sun was sinking, and I 
was- quite two miles away. Realising 
the position, I pushçd. on hastily, walk­
ing for several hours without a stop, 
except for a'iew moments to fix my 
pack. As it was\ daylight bad vanish­
ed before I reached my camp, and the 
moon was at its full, shining softly over 
the forest.

As I made my way to the fire, I could 
see two great skins hanging over poles 
near the tent, and ’-as 1 approached l 
was told of my friend’s good luck. 
iShortly after wc parted in the morning, 
E. and bis excellent guide had quite 
suddenly run across a small herd /*f 
caribou, closely hidden in the thickest 
of green timber. At first they saw only 
a cow; then they heard a bull snorting 
an<| stamping, and finally caught sight 
of the toi>s of ills horns behind the 
bushes. Some further exercise of 
patience was rewarded with a view of 
his magnificent head, as he forced his 
way slowly .through the spruces and 
stood quite in the open. Apparently 
the animal had udt observed either Ea 
or his guide, and offered the hunters a 
most excellent shot. Availing himself 
of such an unlooked for opportunity, E- 
took aim, hastily tired, and brought the

What this 
lonely creature could be doing in this 
part of British Columbia, far away 
from goatland. or high mountains, such 
as they generally range over, is an un­
explained mystery to me. It can be in­
ferred that its mother, tiring of her as- 
customed feeding grounds, had ventured 
across country in search of richer -pas­
ture, taking the offspring with her. In 
his journey she had probably met with 
an untimely fate, leaving her baiby to 
wander f.nd get lost. In addition ro 
the goat, E. had seen three deer and 
a porcupine, but none of the former 
were big enough to warrant E. shooting 
at them.

The next two days we spent traveling, 
and cutting a trail through a joughish 
bit of country to the head waters of the 
Kettle river. In the mountains near the 
source of this stream we hunted several 
days without securing any further tro­
phies. - Caribou tracks were plentiful, 
but try as we could we couldn’t come up 
to them. They seemed to be traveling, 
not feeding, and though we followed the 
tracks of several bands for miles, ve 
never caught even the most distant 
sight of them. They seemed to do with­
out feed, or if they did do a little, it 
was only for a moment to nibble care­
lessly at the black moss Hanging from 
the pin trees.

Two more buck, numerous 
and one or two smaller quadrupeds 
were added to our bag before we began 
our ride towards the Okanagan. On 
the whole, we were more than satisfied 
with otff huht. 'aûd not the least disap­
pointed at seeing the waters of the 
Kettle, a river alone well worth the 
trouble of going to British Columbia to 
visit; and draining a country that every 
sportsman should see for himself.

He was also pressed to ex­
plain why a postmaster was prevented 
from engaging in other work, while the 
postmaster-general, with mope than ten 
times his official income, could leave his 
office and go into court whenever he 
Wished. There was only one way to 
explain this anomaly, and Mr. Ayles­
worth took it. He said the postmasters 
were there at his will and pleasure. He 
could dismiss who he wished, when he 
liked, and without giving reasons. This 
ds a doctrine which wall be heard by 
Liberal postmasters through the country 
with some anxiety. There may be a 
change of government some day.

Fifth Regiment band will await them 
at 7:30 a. m. to play them to the 
steamer. The band which has been 
dered to parade in uniform without 
belts will remain on the wharf to dis­
course music until the Charmer steams 
aw|y w.!th thé homeward bound troops. 
Premier McBride, Mayor Morley and 
Aldermen will be present, and it is ex­
pected that a large number of citizens 
will be on the wharf to bid the troops 
farewell.

All the works at Esquimalt and Work 
point have now been taken over and the 
present garrison, in command of Lieut. 
Ellison, R. C. G. A., will await until 
the arrival of other Canadian troops to 
fill the complements. The present gar­
rison left after the departure of the 
majority of the troops this morning will 
be 33 artillerymen and 20 engineers. 
The engineer complement will only be 
increased by nine. This branch ‘will 
have charge of the buildings and repair 
work, together with the searchlights and 
their machinery. The artillerymen will 
take care of the defence works other­
wise. In the investigation of the can­
teen accounts preparatory to departure 
it has been found there is a surplus of 
$2,000, and it has not been decided how 
this will be dealt with. It has been sug­
gested that it-be divided amongst the 
members of the garrison pro rata.

The writer is a 
competent miner and prospector, and in 
view of a large numfti^ of his colleagues 
heading for the new regions, the fol­
lowing should prove interesting reading:

“Port Essington,r B/C., April 17.—1 
have been knocking round up here now 
about a week. I have been at Port 
Simpson, Kai-en Island, and up the 
Portland canal, and I have got in 
here and expect tp estait, fot Hazekon. 
tomorrow. I find itr quite a bit tb3 
early for this country along the Coast 
yet; ‘there is fully 6 feet of snow all 
along' the Portland Ç.anal yet,' and I 
tek you it is a hard country to prospect 
in at-any time of the year. It 

Rains AH the Time 
for one thing, and it is almost impos­
sible to get back from the beach any 
distance, «as the country is little better 
than a bog hole. At Maple Bay, about 
70 miles up the Portland canal, they 
have what looks to be a good prospect, 
although they have only got about 300 
feet op it yet. It is copper pyrites, 
carrying little gold. They have Tint 
shipped any yet, but are making oig 
preparations to work on a large scale 
next summer; there will be very little 
doing, though, until the snow goes off. 
It is a true fissure lead in porphyry, 
and certainly looks good as far as they 
have gone.

Then up at the head of the canal 
they have a few galena showings. One 
property is bonded ait the present time 
for $250,000. It is a dry ore, carrying 
a little over 100 ozs. silver and 1 oz. 
gold. But most of the other properties 
are low grade, and lay along diorite 
dykes cutting the formation at right 
angles. It is a hard looking country at 
the head of the canal—about one mile 
of tide flats along the ibeach, and then 
where the claims are- is just up on a 
bare mountain, with nothing but snow- 
slides and glaciers. In short, it don’t 
look good to me. Everybody wears rub­
ber, clothes and rubber boots all the 
time. I am

Heading for the Bulkley Valley
that is where all the excitement is now. 
Yoii hear nothing but Bulkeley Valley 
or the Tanana (up Dawson way).

The Windy Arm is never mentioned.
I have been talking to several who 
came from there this spring; they all 
say there is no excitment. there what­
ever. A great number are coming from 
the north and are heading for the 
Bulkeley. They certainly have some 
nice copper ore up there, mostly bor- 
nite, and I think that" there will be a 
lot of work going on up there this sum­
mer, although Heinze has done nothing 
yet, but is expected to spend quite a 
bit of money on development work on 
the different properties he has bonded. 
The first boat to go up the river this 
spring starts tomorrow, and from a’l 
reports will have quite a time getting 
up, as the water is very low yet.

I will tell you one thing that is a 
cinch, and that is that

Port Essington
will never be the terminus of any rail­
way or of anything else. The only 
time it is possible to get near the dock 
is at high- tide. We wére dumped off 
the steamer about half a mile out into 
a small boat and landed on a rock, the 
only dry spot at Port Essington. There 
are more business places here than at 
Port iSimpson on account <ft the Bulke­
ley trade. But I think myself that Port 
Simpson has the advantage over ail 
others in regard to a harbor and they 
have a good townsite. But there is 
nothing doing there other than the In­
dians fishing.

Kai-en Island looks poor. I think 
the government made a ;h— of a 
good deal when they got any money at 
all out of if. I wouldn’t give 25 cents 
fdr the whole island. They have no 
harbor to speak of there, and my opin­
ion is that if there is ever a terminus 
of any railroad around there Port 
Simpson will be the place.”

In the Dease lake' section of Cassiar, 
mining Is carried on largely by hydraulic 
methods, and between the dryness of the 
season and the obstacles presented in get­
ting plant in over a long pack trail, the 
season was not successful.

London Mail.
Not only Is marriage decreasing In Eng­

land, but those who have once been mar­
ried show an increasing reluctance—when 
they have the opportunity—to marry again.

The registrar general’s report for 1904 
gives elaborate calculations on the sub­
ject. He has attempted to. estimate , the 
marriage rate on a sounder basis than on 
that of the total population. He takes 15 
as the minimum age of marriage, and 
works out percentages of actual marriages 
among the unmarried and widowed popula­
tion above, that age.

The result is alarming. The new method 
shows a fall in the marriage rate of 19 
per cent, in the past 35 years. In 1871 54 
per cent, of the population were married; 
in 1901 only 51.5 per cent.

Are the Widowed Longer Lived?
The decreased fascination of the widow 

will be a sad blow to the humorist If he 
is to be true to life in future. While the 
mean annual marriage rate per 1,000 of 
widows was 21.1 in 1870-2, it was only 
12.5 in 1904, a much greater decreàse than 
in the case of the spinster, whose figures: 
were 68.1 and 50.9. The widower is equal­
ly shy, for the rate has fallen since 1870 
from 66.8 to 38, while the bachelors’ fig­
ures are 61.7 and 52.8.

In every 1,000,marriages in 1870-2 863 
were those of bachelors, l37*of widowers, 
903 spinsters, and 97 widows. In 1904 the 
bachelors were 916 and the spinsters 937, 
widows only 63, and widowers 84.
• T,here is a change In the age of distri­
bution of widowed persons, and one of the 
possible causes, the registrar general says, 
may be “Increased longevity of widowers 
and widows.

The statistical tables give the total 
mineral output of the province to date, 
and show in considerable detail the actual 
mineral production of the past year, as 
based on smelter or mil! returns; also a 
summay of the production of each of the 
last four years, thus illustrating by com­
parison the progress made in productive 
mining during this period.

Progress of Mining 
The gross value of the mineral produc­

tion of the province during the year 1906 
was $22,461,325, the largest output ever 
made by the mines of the province,- and an 
increase over the preceding year of $8,488,- 
966, of 18.4 per cent., while It is an in­
crease over the year 1903 of over 28 per 
cent. An analysis of the returns shows, 
however, that this increase has been con­
fined to certain districts, South East 
Kootenay, the Boundary district, Nelson 
mining division and Yale mining division, 
the remaining districts showing a more or 
less marked decrease. The greater part 
of the increase is in the two former of 
these districts.

One Hundred and Twenty Chili­
ans Killed by Troops Dur­

ing Rioting.

Proceedings at Council Meeting 
of an Exceedingly Lively 

. Character.

Victoria. B. (127 Government St.

John Hyland, the well known gen­
eral merchant and. fur .trader of Tele­
graph Creek, at' the head waters, of . the 
Stikine river, who recently arrived in 
town accpippahied, by Mrs, Hyland has 
taken up his qoitihrs at. the Hotel Vic­
toria. k 't,.

Mr. Hy lafchd has .much important bus­
iness to occupy his attention having 
brought down with him some $10,000 
worth of skins afid he has moreover a 
host of personal friends who claim his 
attention, as anypne who knows him 
will Well understand. Nevertheless, 
with unfailing courtesy he found time to 
accord an interview to a Colinist repor­
ter who importuned him for informa­
tion regarding that interesting and iso­
lated district of -whiciy he has become 
a prominent and important factor.

Relating the story of his journey 
down, Sir.', Hyland reports that the 
Stikine river, is still, to a great extent, 
icebound and the water in consequence 
very low—too low indeed, for any form 
of steam navigation, although as the ice 
begins to move out in the main chan­
nel there is passage for craft of light 
draft. .

Taking advantage of the earliest op­
portunity Mr. Hyland and his party 
made the voyag^ down stream to Wran­
gle in a scow bringing, with him his val­
uable merchandise. The sloughs are 
still all blocked with ice and snow and 
navigation will not be possible, he thinks 
for the steamers,-much .before the end 
of the month, • when' the snow will'have 
melted and the depth oiÇ water increased 
This, however; is only the normal con­
dition of things in the locality at this 
time of the year. Mr. Hyland reports

Howard Schwerin, a mining engi­
neer, son of W. F. Schwerin, manager 
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Com­
pany, who arrived Saturday from An­
tofagasta, Chill, on board the British 
ship Inverclyde, in an interview given 
to a Colonist reporter told of tragic 
occurrences during the strike of the 
waterfront workers at the Chilian port.

“About 120 lives were lost during the 
rioting,” said Mr. Schwerin. "That'is 
a conservative estimate. They were 
mostly Chilians, though one English­
man was brutally killed. I think he 
was the only Anglo-Saxon killed. The 
Englishman, named Rogers,. sqn of a 
merchant at Iqulque, was employed by 
the Antofagasta & Bolivia Railway, 
and on the sefcond day of the strike 
some of the mob mistook him for a 
Spaniard who was one of the Volunteer 
guard which had killed many strikers 
on the previous day. Rogers was at­
tacked by The strikers and tried to use 
his revolver: As revolvers sometimes 
do when they are most needed, this one 
refused- to work, and when Rogers 
found his weapon would not work he 
took'to his heels. The strikers chased 
him and'were overtaking him when he 
took shelter in the lo.w doorway of the 
house of a peon, where' he again tried 
to make use of ' his ' revolver, without 
effect. The strikers, who had him at 
bay in. the doorway, began pelting him 
with, stones and he was soon bleeding 
aS a result of wounds caused by the 
missiles. He sank prostrate not far 
from the peon’s door, and the mob 
rushed on to him, literally jumping the 
life from his bruised body under their 
boots. He was already dead when 
one -of the strikers' took a revolver and 
fired it point blank in the face of the 
dead man.

“The rioting, started as a result of the 
attempt of strikers to take .the arms 
from tbs volunteer guard. The strike 
followed the" organization of,the various 
branches of waterfront workers into a 
union, the dock .laborers, lancheros 
employed on lighters, and other work­
ers having left work soon after the 
union was. formed- .The .discovery of 
new-nitrate deposits has resulted in a 
boom at Antofagasta, and1 the strike 
was yell- timed. : 
occurred a number 

•wthei*forelgfiçî» doing business at An- 
tofogasta formed what they called a 
guard qf honor and paraded in the 
plaza, armed with Winchesters - and 
other weapons; The plaza was crowd­
ed with strikers and the geheral popu­
lace. Some of thé strikers, It seems, 
went to where the guard was assem­
bled and tried to take the rifles away 
from some of them- 
at the strikers and about the same 
time the military, which had been 
called out, arrived on the opposite side 
of the plaza, and 
thinking the strikers were firing on 
the populace, opened fire. The strikers 
caught between the two fires, lost a 
number. In all there were about forty 
strikers and bystanders killed when the 
crosp fire was on. ■ The plaza was soon 
cleared, though, end the dead and 

nded were-removed.
“The dead were gathered from the 

plaza into carts and carted out to the 
Outskirts of the city, where they were 
interred en masse in a big pit. Who 
they were their friends did not know 
for many days. I 'believe, though, they 
were mostly -Chilianos, for, as far as I 
could learn there were only one or two 
Spaniards killed other than the natives, 
and the only English-speaking foreigner 
killed was Rogers, who, as I have told 
you, was stoned to death. After the 
plaza was cleared when the first out­
break took place, the lancers came up­
on the scene afid started to clear the 
streets.
were much Worked up over the killing 
in the plaza, arid several incipient out­
breaks occurred within the next few 
days. Any of the metobers of the guard 
of honor who were found outside the 
protection of the troops were killed, and 
it was as a result' of his being mistaken' 
for one of the Spaniards ■ belonging to 
this guard- that -Rogers lost his life.

“The lancers rode up and down the 
streets, and wherever three or four per­
sons were gathered even they were dis­
persed. Every little gathering was 
quickly separated, and many of these 
who persisted in congregating were kill­
ed by the troops. It was estimated that 
in «II 120 were killed during the six 
days of the rioting. Then the Chilian 
gunboats Blanco and Admirante Pratt 
arrived tat Antotageta in response to 
summonses by the authorities, and land­
ing parties were sent ashore to pickett 
the streets. The arrival of the sailors 
ended the rioting, and quiet was soon 
restored.

“Antofagsta is booming. Rig strikes 
of nitrate have been made, and the 
business of Antofagsta is, in conse­
quence, increasing in leaps and bounds. 
Because of the increased business a 
new port is being built named Mexiltate 
about ten miles to the north. The strike 
caused the blockade of much freight on 
the docks at Antofagsta, and many 
ships were delayed. I expect that the 
coming season will be a very busy one 
in Chili.

“When the British ship Inverclyde 
was bound north while in the longitude 
of San Francisco on the date of the' 
earthquake a 'heavy hurricane was ex­
perienced about 5 pun. The storm was 
a very sudden one and very heavy. Cap­
tain King, of the Invercylde, said on 
arrival he thought it was due to the 
San Francisco disturbance. Of course, 
we had not the faintest idea of any dis­
aster having occurred, and the news has 
worried, me very much. I have sent, a 
telegram enquiring about the safety of 
my father, Mr. Schwerin, of the Pacific 
Mail Steamship Co., who was living at 
the Palace hotel when it was destroyed.

(From Tuesday’s Daily)

The Present Game Lay/ 
is all right; tie Hunters as a rule are 
men of means and do not mind the 
handsome sum they have to pay for 
license, nor do they grumble at the num­
ber of heads the law allows. Thére'havé 
been quite a number of «applications and 
enquiries from influential quarters' ad­
dressed to myself and others already, 
indicating a numerous influx of these 
visitors in the fall.

“Now what I want to say' is this, 
namely, that I should consider It noth­
ing short of foolishness if these visitors 
should be hampered/- Or discouraged in 
anyway in deference to the mistaken 
and purely sentimental ideas of people 
who have no practical knowledge of the 
country or of the game they are theoret­
ically anxious to protect to the detri­
ment of the province and of the indi­
viduals who make their living there and 
contribute in large proportion to its rev­
enues.

“For these protectionists there is, 
however, an ample., field of endeavor, if 
they are in earnest ; and this lies, not 
in protection from the hunter, but in 
protection from carnivorous wild beasts, 
especially wolves, which infest the 
northprn country and do more destruc­
tion to game -in the course of one win­
ter than all the hunters combined could 
achieve in many years.

“Such is the position with us at pre­
sent and the

Jury’s Verdict in Postponed In­

quest on Infant Child of 
Mr. Duval.He suggested

{From Tuesday’s Daily)
The postponed inquest into the cause 

of the death of May Duval, infant 
child of Mr. and Mrs. Duval of North 
Park street, begun January 12, was 
concluded yesterday, when the jury 
returned the following verdict to the 
coroner, Dr. Hart: “We find that the 
child May Duval died as a result of 
natural causes, and from the evidence 
given there is nothing to Indicate that 
the death of the child was due to the 
use of Dr. Steedman’s Soothing Pow­
ders.”

The child died' some months ago, 
after having been given doses of 
Steedman’s Soothing Powders by the 
mother, and an inquest was held.

He had failed 
to find anything to indicate the cause 
of the death, biit from , the evidence he 
had heard he .concluded that death was 
due to convulsions, 
not due to the medicine that death had 
resulted.

He said it was the habit 
to treat Arctic exploration as a fad, 
that the Arctic existed only for pur­
poses of useless exploration, but this 
was fur from the case. He' referred to 
the great benefits to scientists, particu­
larly geologists, thkt would accrue from 
the discovery of land where Capt. Mik­
kelsen hopes to find it. Science would 
be greatly indited to Capt. Mikkelsen 
if he was successful. He wished the 
Captain, who was both courageous And 
modest, all success. It was n honor to 
Victoria that this city should be his 
starting point.

Explorer Outlines Theory on 
Which He Bases Hops, of 

Finding land.

At the city hall last night Captain 

Eljnar Mikkelsen, the Danish explorer, 
who has been in Victoria for some 
time arranging for his expedition to 
the Arctic, on which he Is to start on
Saturday on board the schooner 
Duchess of Bedford, delivered an in­
teresting address regarding the ob­
jects of his enterprise, the lecture 
being under the auspices of the Navy 
League. His Worship Mayor Morley 
occupied the chair and there was a 
good attendance. At the close, after 
a hearty vote of thanks to the speaker 
had been proposed, and three cheers 
given for him and his crew, the sum 
of «4.16 was subscribed to aid the 
enterprise, one gentleman, Mr. Cuth- 
bert Holmes, giving a check for $60.

Captain Mikkelsen was introduced 
by Mayor Morley. He had made a 
rough map of the polar regions on a 
blackboard and used this map to illus­
trate his address, 
explained In introduction that the ob­
ject of the expedition was not to seek 
the north pole, but was in search of 
land, probably an Arctic continent be­
lieved to exist in the Beaufort Sea, to 
the northwest of Prince Patrick and 
Melville islands, and also to 
tidal Observations on the Arctic coast 
and te make geological, ethnological 
and zoological collections to the west­
ern Parry islands, as well as general 
exploratory and meteorological work.

The Arctic expedition Is headed toy 
the speaker of last night, Captain 
Eljnar Mikkelsen of Copenhagen, a 
young man of 28 years with three 
Arctic trips already to his credit—two 
•to East Greenland and the third with 
the Baldwtn-Zelgler polar expedition In 
1901. Accompanying the Danish In­
vestigator are his partner, Ernest Lef- 
flngwell, a young geologist of the Uni­
versity of Chicago; Eljnar Ditlevsen, 
an artist and zoologist; IJr. Howe, a 
surgeon from Harvard University, who 
will act as surgeon of the party; and 
j. E. Stefanssen of the ethnological 
bureau at Harvard University, who, 
Instead of going north on the schooner, 
will join the party at a rendezvous in 
August at the mouth of the Mackenzie 
River. Of these men, Messrs. Lefflng- 
well and Ditlevsen have both been 
previously to the Arctic, the former 
With the Baldwln-Zelgler expedition 
and the latter with an East Greenland 
expedition from Denmark.

Captain Mikkelsen is firmly con­
vinced that he will discover a new 
continent in the Beaufort Sea.

Mr. Stefanssen TeHs of Prospec­
tive Work Among Eskimo 

Tribes of Worth.
‘My purpose will be to learn every­

thing possible in the time at my dis­
posal regarding the natives, their folk­
lore, their lives And customs, their 
house-building and house-keeping, their 
method of hunting, boat building, and 
all other matters relating to them.

“The Eskimo are not nearly as un­
pleasant to live with as is sometimes 
supposed. Those of Greenland are mere 
or less filthy owing to the fact that they 
live almost entirely on fish. These, 
whom I will visit, depend more largely 
on the caribou, and are much «dore 
cleanly. They are entirely pçaceabl», 
good patured, and generous.”

“During stbe winter it will be neces­
sary for me to live much of the time in 
the igloo or snow beuee of the Eskimo. 
Occasionally, an air-tight skin tent is 
put up inside the igloo, and when this’s 
done, a temperature of 70 or 80 degrees 
of heat can be secured. In the igloo t 
is,' of course, impossible to raise the 
temperature much above the freezing 
point, as the house Would soon begin 
to thaw.

* I have been asked whether it was 
my object to improve the condition of 

Eskimo. This is. however, no part 
of edy errand- The Eskimo are just as 
peatabl* as we are, and have a moral­
ity which seems to suit them. My work 
is that of a student and investigator, 
and it will he sufficient if I succeed n 
doing tills work for which I am sent 
north. The country which I wish to ex­
plore is the almost unknown region be­
tween Cape Bathurst anjd Coronation 
Gulf. Some years agi» a wealthy Eng­
lish traveler, named David Hanbury, 
spent two years among the Eskimo still 
farther east, and is, I suppose, the chief 
authority regarding the natives of that 
portion of the continent.’’
