But in
neither place will you see coming from the
looms such goods as are the special produc-
tion of Lanconshire or Lanarkshire. Under
the effective protection of specific duties we
still import cotton goods largely from Eng-
land. But the goods we bring from Eng-
land are not the same as those me make at
home, they are of very different classes.
It is for want of looking -at such essential
differences as this that people get confused
in their ideas, the confusion being largely
in the words used, which mystify the mean-
ing instead of expressing it. Take again

A Farmer’s Waggon Struck by a Train—A Horse
Killed—The Man Escapes.
