If the eight or nine by-elections
now due were to come off and the opposi-
tion proved in amy degres successful
therein, it is certain they would do much
better in a general contest. Nearly all the
provinces have been holding elections™this
year, and we are just through the dominion
one; if Mr. Mowat would bring on his
the country would have the prospect of
four years of uninterrupted freedom from
political agitation.

The issue is going to turn in great
measure on the boundary award and pro-
vincial rights; the opposition have nog
yot shown their hand on this point. They
may take a different stand from that laid
down by Sir John Macdonald in the late
contest. The indictment against the govern-
ment we hear is now being drawn up and

will include a general charge of extrava-
ganoe; of giving immense sums to the rail-
ways which have passed into the hands of
monopolies ; of keeping Mr. Crooks in the

cabinet and fathering his blunders ; of

centralizing power especially in the matter
of liquor licenses,

As to their opportunity, the opposition
have a great deal in their favor ; as to
their record they are worth little ; but it is
reported that Sir John Macdonald himeelf
is reconstructing it, getting abler men into
barness, preparing the brief, and generally
¢‘bossing the job,” If such ‘is the case the
reform government- will have lots to keep
them busy and in office.

HOW OANADIANS TAKE THEIR SNUBBING.

The haughtinessof the rebuke lately ad-
ministered to our ‘‘presumptuous petition-
ers” by English potentates is certainly not
calculated to create much love between the
two countries. It has evidently put a
damper upon the loyalty of Canadians in
general and particularly those who are ac-
customed to regard the mother country as
a child would regard a kind and consider-
ate parent. Had a snubbing like this
come frem a foreign power touching a mat-
ter in which Cinada was interested, it
would be bad enough, bBuat coming as it
does from a source from which we might
at least expect generous civility, and upon
a question of as much importance to us as
to Eogland, it cannot fail to cause unkind
eeling even in the most loyal breasts and
will not add a little fuel to the already
deep-seated antipathies of a portion of our
population. We believe that, in any event,
national independence will be the
ultimate destiny of Capada, and
that too at no very distant period,
but the acquisition of independence would
surely be enhanced if it eould be brought
about peaceably and (anada could start on
her national career with the well wishes of
the mother country.

WHO PAYS TEE DUIY ON OCOAL?

1t has long been a disputed point as to
who paid the duty on coal. The govern-
ment and their organs have said the Ame-
rican coa] miners and shippers paid it;
the opposition speakers and journals say
the consumer paid it. The trouble in set-
tling the dispute is that as the duty isa
specific one the invoices do not show the
real cost of the coal to the importers. The
government. could easily have proved their
case or otherwiss had the invoices passed
through the hands of their officials. But
of our own knowledge we can give one
specific case which clearly shows that the
duty comes out of the American shipper.
The invoice is of a large shipment
of coal to ome of our Toronto deaicrs
by Phalen and Burns of Buffalo who sup-
ply mest of the Toronto trade. The price
of the coal is set dcwn at the regular rate
as established by the coal combination,but
from this amount is subtracted the two fol-
lowing items: ‘‘By allowance, duty, at so
much s ton, s0 many dollars ;” ‘‘by freight
to Hamilton so much.”

We do not profess to say categorically
this prevails in every case, but we are of
opinion that it does and the proof on
which we rest the opinion is that. the coal
dealers themselves have never given an ex-
plicit statement of the case. Nor do we
say that the fact that the American mners
pay the duty isa sufficient reason for the
continpance of the coal tax. But it is ano-
ther éxample how that in practical busi-
ness the alleged and eternal axioms of trade
as expounded by theorists are often rudely
trampled upon.

BEND OF THE FREIGHT HANDLERS' STRIKE.

The great strike of the freight handlers
has shared the fate of similar movements
in the past. It has ended in the surrender
of the strikers, who are, together with the
sympathizing public, the losers. The rail.
road companies have for the present gained
largely. They will continue to be the gain-
ers until the people of the United States
take ahand in the business and restrain the
corporations, They can do it; the strike
has shown them once more that they must
do it if the country is to remsin the land

fore very long they will do it:

The freight handlers, though they bave
performed a great service to themselves
whose value will appear in the long run,
have been beaten badly. They are out of
pocket, discouraged and demoralized. They
have illustrated the futility of strikes as
against railroad companies, but they have
cven in defeat proved the dignity of labor,
the respect of even the poorest American
citizen for law and order and the courage
of the working people in extremity. The
strike will long be remembered. Several
hundreds of men, skilled laborers,indispens-
able in the commerce of the country, were
servants of the railroad corporations, work-
ing for 17 cents an' hour and precarious.
ly employed at that figure. They were
making maximum wages of between $7 and
$8 a week. Owing to the heavy taxesim-
posed npon the country for the benefit of
a privileged few they found their earnings
below the actual cost of the necessaries ot
life, Their wages represented less than
the minimum upon which white men can
live in the United States. They demanded
an increase of 3 cents an hour, or abont 15

Meantime free trade in labor
catie ts The assistance of the corporations
and ‘anskilled hands were employed to do
the work. Freight began to sccumulate.
Merchants ‘conld not get their goods ship-
ped.. They were pat ¢o great loss, Impu-
dently enough the railroad corporations
themselves struck for higher wages and in-
ereased their freight rates over 30 per cent,
nearly double the increase demanded by

.their own employes. The business men of

the country paid this audacious advance.
But having gained this advantage the rail-
road corporations with increasing impu-
dence refused even at their own mates tfo
carry freight. They would not pay the
market rate of wages to laborers to bandle
their freight and so let it accumulate, perish
and block the channele of commerce. Then
the merchants applied to the courts for re-
lief. Afler many delayson the part of the
state’s law department —every  one
of which was to the advantage
of the corporations—the courts were
asked to force the corporations to carry the
freight.  This would have won their point
for the strikers and saved the merchants
from loss. But Judge Haight—his name
will Jong be remembered by workingmen in
the state of New York—has declared that
there is nothing in the charters of the
New York Ceutral and Erie which made it
incumbent upon the corporations to carry
freight unless they chose. 1f Judge
Haight’s interpretation of the law
is sound—and it comes into immediate
conflict with a decision recently given by
Judge Cullen, namely, that a railroad cor-
poration is bound by its charter to render
substantial and not merely nominal service
to the state—then the public is utterly
and completely at the mercy of the railroads.
They may put up their rates to any figure
they chocse; the shipper must pay. what-
ever they demand; in addition to all this
they need mot carry the freight upon
a public highway surrendered to them
exclusively to overate unless they so elect.

THE IRISH CONSTABULARY STRIKE,

The strike of the Irish constabulary, al-
though it may not seriously embarrass the
government, has been well timed, so far as
its influence on governmental action is con-
cerned, and seems likely to result in secur-
ing to the members at least part of their
demand, and especially the shilling a -day
increase of pay they claim, It is said that
only the newly joined members can afford
to resign, in view of the pension which
awaits old and disabled members, and that
the government can readily fill all vacan-
cies, applications for admission being never
%0 large as now. At the same time it must
be remembered that the successfol work of
the censtabulary depends largely upon the
experience and training of its members,and
that while the government in ordinary
times could quickly fill up the ramks with
soldiers even better disciplined than the
constabulary, it hasmo such resources now,
when the war in Egypt and the possible
complications with Russia will permit of no
weakening of the military strength abroad
even to maintain order in insubordinate
districts at home. That is & work which
must be left to the constabulary, and as
the demands of the men seem reasonable
they are more likely to be acceded to at
such a time as this than if made when the
government could give its attention wholly
to local administration.

PRUIT AND GRAIN GROWING.

We notice in the St. Catharines Journa)
an article well braced with arithmetical
figures advocating fruit culture as the lead-
ing industry among farmers in the Niagara
distriot. The production ot cereals bas be-
come rather a poor business in that part of
the province owing to the light quality of
the soil and their being unable to compete
with the western and northwestern growers,
who with heavy yields and extensive areas
can easily afford to undersell them, The
Niagara peninsula above all other sections
of the country seems peculiarly adapted for
this particular branch of farming. Its posi-
tion between two large bodies of water tends
to produce a humidity of climate which is
highly conducive to the proper development
of first-class fruit. The general characler
of the soil also would seem to indicate
this as the most profitable and most natural
way of utilizing its acres; and its close
proximity to all the principal Canadian
markets insures an easy and safe transport of
the most perishable fruits. It may not b2
very long before we see this favored district
become the main source of the fruit supply
for the whole dominion.

TEAGEERS 1N CONCLAVE,

ADDRESSES BY PRINCIPAIL McCABE
AND G. W. ROSS, M.p.
— e —
Boheolmasior Abread- Mew (o Make
Teachers Associntions More Useful—
Drill in Music- Politics and Scheol
Matters.

The different sections of the Ontario
teachers association assembled yesterday
forenoon in the education depirtment. In
the public school teachers section the secre-
tary read a paper by R. Lewis (who was
unable to attend) on *‘ Christmas and mid-
summer shows,” which was well regeived.
After discussion the following motions were
passed :—That in the opinion of this section,
after a teacher has obtained any class or
certificate, five years of snccessful teaching
from the time of obtaining his certificate
should entitle him to lave his certificate
raised one grade ; and on a further service
of three years' successful teaching be en-
titled'to have his certificate raised another
grade, but every teach r must have passed
from class to class by examination,”

““That oral examinations on P. E. days
are a benefit in our public schools, but that
they should not partake of the natureof the
exhibitions, which have no educative value,
and should not be confined to the work
gone over daring the term.”

i HIGH SCHOOL SECTION. :

In the high school section the following
motion was passed :—** Resolved, That
this high school section call the attention of
the minister of education to the fact that
the intermediate is generally concurrent
with the pass and honor examinations of
Toronto university (junior matriculation),
snd women’s local examination, and it is
the opinion of this section that it would be
better otherwise, as there are a great many
high school students who wish to try the
examinations.” .

The convention epened at 2 p. m. with
the president,Mr. MacMurchy,in the chair,
There was a good attendance of ladies.

MR, ROSS' ADDRESS,
George Ross, M. P, delivered an instruc-

more useful.” A more lengthy
session should be substituted for the present
short session. There should be a long ses-
sion held annually instead of the short semi-
annual conventions, The advantages of
such a move would be that the teacher
would have less annoyances incident to the
obtaining of the unwilling consent of trus-
tees and the abrupt stoppage of work to get
away to the meeting. At a long session
the teachers could interchange their views
on matters appertaining to their particular
work. The next point would be the pre-
paration of a practical and comprehensive
program to be carried out during the con-
vention. The program shonld contain other
subjects than of teaching. There could be lit-
erary and other subjets to relieve the minds
There uhoul};i be noffa;’lure in
the carrying out of each part of the pro-
gram, and %eachera and others should have
sufficient time to prepare their papers, He
believed in com, ry attendance at these
conventions on the part of teachers. [Hear,
hear.] The school act may be amended in
such a way as to give the inspector power
to fine a teacher §5, (or whatever may be
decided upon), for each time he absents
himself from the convention. He thought
it was proper that an official conductor
should be appointed to attend these teach-
ers’ convention. They had them in the
United States and the plan worked well.

A motion was unanimously passed thank-
ing Mr. Ross for his §peech.

A good- deal of discussion followed in
whiaﬁ Messrs, Ferguson, Monroe, John.
ston, MacIntosh, McKinnon and Smith
took part, after which a committee con-
sisting of Messrs. Coates, Ross, McKinnon,
Hodgins and Grant were struck to consider
Mr. Ross’ paper.

DRILL IN MUSIC,
The next interesting subject was that ef
** Drill in Music,” in which twenty-foar
children from the orphans’ home teok part,
under the supervision of Mrs. J. H. Riches,
‘Chey were drilled in writing, reading and
sounding the notes of music, after which
they sang several selections in which dif.
ferent movements of the body were intro-
duced. The children—the oidest was not
mofe than nine years of ~age—did credit to
themselves as well as their teacher, Mrs.
Riches. Their knowledge of music was
astonishing. A vote of thanks was ten-
dered to both pupils and teacher for their
attendance.

EVENING SESSION,

The president callel the convention to
order at 8 p.m., when a number of dele-
gates reported as to the standing of their
county associations.

THE SCHOOLMASTER ABROAD,

Principal McCabe of the Ottawa Normal
school delivered an interesting address on
‘“The Schoolmaster Abroad ”°  Lord
Brougham™ in one of his speeches 8aYys ;
‘“Let the soldier be abroad if he will, he
can do nuthinﬁ in this age. There is ane-
ther person who is abread, the schoolmaster
is abroad and I will trust to him to do
more with his primer than the soldier in
all his array.”. [Applause.] He traced
some of the work the schoolmaster had ac-
complished. The proper aim of sducation
is the culture and development of the whole
man ; the culture and development of all
the parts of the human being, physical, in-
tellectual and moral, He held that the
chief work of the teacher was to deal with
the intellectual powers, but he should not
neglect the cultivation of the physical and
moral powers. The pupil shonld be taught
the cultivation of the senses and a desire for
knowledge and he must be taught the pro-
per way of acquiring it. The first powers
are the powers of observation, and with
this the memory comes in and then the
“Aasoning faculties. One of the means of
the' development of the mind are text-books,
He defined a text-book as if it were a rese
ervoir, often very shallow and often a very
muddy ouve. It is one from which the
teacher can take notes occasionally and the
pupil can do so, but the great knowledge
of the world lies outside of text-hooks. He
quoted several authors on the snlrjegf of
educating the child to

OBSERVE AND CULTIVATE THE SENSES,
All pointed to the one important decision
that the senses of the child must in the first
place be awakened. He showed where the
miethods were improvements upon the old
and how these new methods were
applied.  Regarding the teaching of
reading, the most difficult books to
be prepared are a good elementary
reader and grammar, Both these books
were much needed in schools. In the old
way the alphab.t was learned in different
ways, backwards and forwards, Not
&8'one should thelfirstireading lessons be com-
fuiled fsigrificant words but words perfe ct-
y famBier to the pupil and such words as
‘‘to,” *'s0” and “‘as” should be omitted.
Evyery one of the first reading lessons should
be a little story. perfectly in accordance
with the little pupils’ world. He believed
in the phonic system of reading and

grading of schools he held that promotions
with teachers should be downwards instead
of upwards, _The mos} experienged. teach-
ers should have the young pupile Fiear,
hear.] as they should be teachers with
the greatest possible intellectual powers,
and with the ¢ possible amount of the
milk of human kindness. Applause.
The pupils should be taught to hunger an
thirst for knowledge. [Applause. ]

A vote of thanks was tendered to Mr.
McCabe, when considerable discussion fol-
lowed,

POLITICS AND SCHOOLS,

ed. They recommended that any
advance made in the introduction of
politics into school matters as is done in
the United States should be strongly op-
posed. The uncertainty of the tenure of
oftice in rural schools was much to be de-
plored.

A number of the mem-
bers were in favor of a chief super-
itendent, as a minister ot education

a few months ago I held & position in the
podtoﬁiol: service in Oahr;o for nearly ten
years, but resigned for two reasons, viz:
the pay I receilvgod was too small to exist
on and to better my position. Whex I re-
signed I wrote to the postmaster general
asking for the usual allowance granted to
employes ia the service on , bat I
received a letter from the deputy-P. M. G,
informing me that as I was leaving the ser-
vice for my own special benefit I was not
entitled to any grant. I answered that
several of my friends who had resigned to
better their positions had received grants
from the department, but I received word
that the grants mentioned were given in
special cases, or something to thit effect,

ow, sir, one of the persons I mentioned
left the service to open a business
in Toronto and was granted something over
$200 ; the other to open & hardware store,
and he continued to receive his salary for
two months after he had resigned his gn
tion in the Toronto postoffice. Two others
from the same office received something over
$200 and $500 ively, and why I
should not be treated like m{ fellow ex-
clerks seems strange. Again, I paid a part
of my salary, or rather it was deducted
from my pay each month at Ottawa towards
the superannuation fund, and as I never re-
ceived any benefit from said fund I think I
am fairly entitled to have the amount de-
ducted from my salary the years I was in the
service returned to me on my retirement.

As far as I can see into the matter the
whole objection seems to be that I was ap-

inted under a reform government and the
Fzgiu who run the government shep at Otta-
wa are averse to doing justice to one who
does not think politjeally-as they do.

I am aware that is practiced every
day in our own city post office acts ejually
as unfair, if not more so0, than the case I
have stated. Clerks who have been in the
office for ten or fifteen years, doing faithful
duty, are kept at o standstill as regards
their salaries, while pets of the present
ﬁ:nmmem are put over their heads at

igher salaries, and complain as they may

the older clerks are treated with as  little
consideration as if pest faithful service
merited nothing. If the poatmaster-general

has power to give a sum of money to ome
clerk, on his resigning from the service,
surely he can give back to anether what is
justly his due, viz., the amount deducted
from his salary for superannuation purposes
when said clerk did not receive the first
benefit from said fuod. The amount de-
docted is not a very large sum to the

overnment, but to a private individual it
is often quite a small fortune,
