THEK PAINTERS,

To the Editor of The World,

BIR :- A report appears in your issue of
tkis morning of a meeting between a depu-
tation of the painters’ union and three of
the master painters with reference to our
present relations to our employees. 1 trust
that you will fayor me with space to ex-
plain our position as in some respects it in-
volves general principles of the relations
between rs and employed, When
ihe uniofis organized the u;riﬁen which took
place last spring I had very little faith that
the platform laid down by them would be
carried out more especially that part of it
which was framed for the protection of
the employers, viz,, that the union would
not receive . into its membership
any but thoroughly compeient workmen,
and would acquaint the employers with the
capabilities of any workmen whom they
considered incompetent and who had se-
cured work in the shops,

My reasons for doubting the practicabilit
of this scheme were that F did not thin
there were enongh thoroughly competent
mechanics in the trade to ﬁﬁ the demand in
this city, that the union had no proper plan
for testing the ability of workmen joining,
and that the usual screening of one work-
man by another would not be given up,
However, I fell in with my fellow-employ-
ers in the city, and resolved to test the
matter through the season. My experience
has been that every one of these doubts has
been fulfilled. I have employed an
average of sixty men since that
time until the present, and have
therefore had good opportunities for
judging.. I have had many union men who
were redeiving the standard rate of wages
who were not worth 1 per day to me, and
who have been screened by their mates, |
have found it impossible to secure suffic-
ient men to carry on my work who were
worth the wages prescribed,

The only lesson I can draw from this is
that, in my business at least, it is impos-
sible to fix.a wage which can only be paid
to good workmen and to rule that none
shall be employed at a lower rate, 1 cliim
it as simply common sense that men should
be graded according to their ability, and as
there are many inferior men who are never-
theless usefu! in their place, and must find
employment, it follows that there
must those who are paid helow the
standard rate as well as those who are paid
above it. ' T am quite certain that we have
in our employ at the present time more
men who are receiving $2 per day and wup-
wards than will be found in any other shop
in the city, and also that our workmen °
earn more wages than they would else-
where at cven higher rates for the simple
reason that they are kept consfantly employ-
ed, These are cousiderations which the men
would do well to ponder in discusging this
vexed question, WM.

The unexpected has happened this time,
or very probably will happen, with regard
to the new American tariff, A Pittsburg
despatch of yesterday’s date says :

The iron manufacturers of Pittsburg and
other cities have been seriously considering
the constitutionality of the new tariff bill,
1t is said that it is not unlikely the United
States supreme court will be asked to pass
upon the measure. The secretary ot the
Western Iron association says he has no
no doubt of the unconstitutivnality ot the
bill, and many able constitutional lawyers,
among them Senator Edmunds and Repre-
sentative Tucker, agree with him, He has
also been informed that Senator Sherman
said he considers the constitutionality of
the bill d.oubﬂul on account of its practical
origination in the senate instead of in the
houss of representatives,

Should the courts be called upon to de-
cide, much ‘importance will attach to the
circumstances under which the new tariff
was passed. Last year a commission ap-
pointed by congress the session before,
made inquiries, heard evidence and report-
ed the draft of a new tariffl Daring
the session recently closetl the house eom-
mittee of ways and means, when it got
ready for work, took up the commissioners’
report, and framed upon the foundation a
bill of its own, differing considerably from
the original, Bat the fight in committee
over the bill was a tough one, and progress
was slow, Meanwhile the senate have
proved itself the ‘‘early bird” in the matter,
and was a long way ahead of the house ; a
circumstance which came about in this
way : The session before (1881-1882) the
senate had left among its wunfinished
business a bill reducing certain ex-
cise or internsl revenue duties, but not
touching customs duties at all. Having
this, which was truly enough a revenue bill,
in hand, the senators, anxious perhaps to
do their country as speedy service as pos-
sible, decided not to wait for the house,
but to amend the little excise bill by ad-
ding to it s comprehensive and
plicated measure of customs tarifi reform,
sweeping over the whole of the sche

_dules of some four thoussnd items, Only
