Three Persons Known to Have Been 

Killed, and Farther loss of Life Feared 
—Mouses Ifnroofed# Barns Demolished 
and Enormous Damage to Property.

Ottawa, June 6.—The worst cyclonic thun­
der-storm ever known m this section burst 
over tbe city and vicinity about noon to-day 
and lasted nearly an hour, doing onormoiu 
damage and causing the loss of throe lives, so 
far as known. The morning was bright and 
clear but towards noon rain began to 
fall and the wind to rise, and in half 
an hour a temfio cyclone was sweep­
ing along. The city proper was not 
in the direct path of the wind, which rose 
to over eighty miles an. hour, snapping trees 
of two and three feet diameter like twigs, 
crushing barns like egg-shells and unroofing 
dozens of houses in Rochesterville, Billings' 
Bridge and other places in the direct path of 
the storm.

f . At Billings’ Bridge, St. - Thomas’ Roman 
Catholic Church, a wooden structure, was 
blown to pieces. There wore twenty-one 
children and a priest in It ax the time. A 
12-year-old girl named McVey was killed and 
several others injured, some of them very 
severely. /

At the farm of J. R Booth, adjoining the 
Experimental Farm, a large barn worth 
$10,000 demolished Five men working on the 
Experimental Farm bad taken refuge in it 
and were eating their dinner when the cyclone 
struck the barn. The men started to run and 
four got away, but the roof fell On the fittii, 
John Milligan, mangling him frightfully and 
killing him7 almost instantly.

At Remand’s brick yard. Rochester*ille. a 
man named Grey was killed- * .It is feared 
that many more casualties have occurred 
which have not been reported yet.

Almost at the close of the storm the western 
gable of the Protestant Hospital was struck 
by lightning, and for a while it was feared 
that the whole building would be destroyed. 
The bolt crushed tb rough the roof of the 
building, tore through the attic floor and 
found its way to the cooking stove in tbe 
upper ward. The stove was smashed to atoms 
and the electric fluid flashed around the floor 
setting the place thoroughly on fire in several 
places at once. Some little delay oc­
curred in giving the alarm; but the fire­
men were quickly on the spot and 
an hour’s hard work succeeded in confining it 
to the roof and attic of the western wing. The 
whole building was deluged with water, and 
the loss will be about $5000, fully covered by 
insurance in tbe Ætna, Phoenix, Hartford and 
North British and Mercantile.

Disastrous Storm In Lanark.
Las ark, June 6.—The most terrific thunder­

storm, accompanied by rain, hail and wind, 
swept through this section about noon to-day, 
levelling fences, barns and almost everything 
on» its OQurse, some farms being left without a 
fence or outbuildings, and a number of dwel­
lings.unroefed.

Mr. Robinson : “My Lord, there wss no 
street railway there in those days.”

The Chief Justice: “People were healthier 
forty vears ago; they walked instead of rid­
ing. [Renewed laughter.3 There can be no 
damage done to any interests by this motion 
standing till September.”

Mr. Robinson : “There is a great deal in­
volved in the case. We think it a matter of 
great importance.”

The Chief Justice : “It will give the city an 
opportunity of squandering some more 
money.” [Laughter.]

Mr. Robinson : “That is only a collateral 
consideration.”

no wise liable. A Lively and Protracted Debate In the 

Anglican Assembly—À Reception.
Tbe Anglican Synod resumed business yes­

terday forenoon at 10 o’clock in Holy Trinity 
School HalL The Bishop presided. Arch­
deacon Body read the opening prayers.

The Bishop nominated, in accordance with 
the rule,'half the Executive Committee, viz., 
Archdeacon Body, Rev. Canon O’Meara, 
Rev. O. C. Johnson, Hon. G. W. Allan, Hon. 
James Patton, Judge Benson, Dr. Snelling 
and Mr. A. H. Campbell. The Credential 
Committee reported that over thirty parishes 
were unrepresented. Regret was expressed at 
this remissness on the part of certain churches. 
Letters were received from the Niagara and 
Montreal Methodist Conferences and the 
Presbyterian Synods of Hamilton and Lon­
don, all expressing a desire to work with the 
Synod in obtaining a better observance of the 
Sabbath.

Rev. John Langtry introduced the subject 
of prayers for the Governor-General (referred 
to by tlie Bishop yesterday), and after an 
amusing and short discussion, the Bishop 
ruled the subject ouc of order.

Tbe Synod then began the discussion of the 
report of the Clergy Commutation Trust Fund 
Committee for the year ending April 30, 1888. 
The committee proposed several alterations in 
the mode of paving the clergymen. The mem­
bers of the committee said that 
if their recommendations were agreed 
to, the result would be to 
n more equitable scale of salary for all min­
ister*. The greatest difference of opinion pre­
vailed on the subject, and an amendment was 
offered to seud the report back to the commit­
tee for reconsideration. This was defeated by 
a large majority. Then amendment* were 
offered on several of the details, and the dis­
cussion of these was carried on with great 
vigor till nearly 1 o’clock, when three amend­
ments were defeated by 100 to 47.

At the afternoon session consideration of 
tbe report was resumed, and again the ques­
tion whether the committee’s scheme was fair 
and equitable was discussed with unabated 
vigor. Rev. John Langtry said it seemed to 
him that the committee wished to eriud the 
ministers down to the lowest possible pitch. 
Mr. J. A. Worrell, on behalf of the commit­
tee, protested against such an insinuation.

Although I have endeavored to act through­
out the whole proceedings with the utnioet 
fairness, and have produced everything ia my 
power before Lite said investigation, the said 
judge appears from his remarks in consider 
that I am guilty of the charges > which are laid 
against ine, or, rather, which have been sworn 
to by the said Cooper, although I have not 
been present when the said evidence has been 
given, and have had no opportunity 
whatever to contradict or explain the same, 
and as a result I am placed in a most unfortu­
nate and humiliating position, as for days past 
every newspaper in the city has contained long 
accounts of the evidence given before the said 
investigation by the said Cooper, from which it 
would appear that I have beun systematically 
trying to rob tho city, and have acted dis­
honestly in all my dealings with the Corpora­
tion.

The case of Simeon H. Janes, real estate 

broker, was then considered. This claimant 
for relief from double liability was examined 
aud cross-examined at grest length. On Sept 
7, 1883. he paid up $1000 for «took, which on 
Oct 8 he transferred to J. Tarn bull in trust 
On Nov. 10, 1886, returned these 10 shares to 
Jane* and 170 other shares. _ Jan. 13, 1887, J. 
J. Baines transferred 10 more shares to him, 
and on Feb. 22 the same number of shares was 
transferred to him by Joseph Simpson. Nov. 
15, 1887, Janes transferred 63 phare* to J. K. 
Korr, the acceptance of which does not appear 
in the bauk books. In last year’s official list 
Jane* is down for 200 shares. He had made a 
claim to rank as a creditor of the Central 
Bank. At the request of Cashier Allen he at­
tended a meeting of shareholders of the bank. 
The directors were seeking advice from 
prominent shareholders. Mr. Jane* advised 
that the bank go into liquidation ; 
so did Messrs. Gzowski and Sifnpson. In 
cross-examination Janes deposed that Allen 
told him prior to the purchase of the shares 
that there was $90,000 of stock which could 
be purchased. He did not say who hçld tbe 
stock. He and Allen were intimate friends 
and he was often at the bank. Janes bought 
$34,000 worth off Allen, whom he supposed 
had the control of the stock as cashier. Janes 
told Simpson that the latter was down for 
170 share* and he would have to pay 
This closed the evidence on belli 
liquidators. Tbe cross-examination of Ac­
countant Ord was deferred.
