Additio-al particulars are to hand of the 
accidental death at New Westminster, R.Ç., 
of Mr. W. L. Cusack of Victoria for many 
years a commercial traveler to Ontario. It 
seems a train was pulling out for Victoria, 
and being behind time, was running at 
greater speed than usuhL Mr. Cusack was 
standing at the comer of a street awaiting its 
approach.

He had a small valise and a light coat in his 
left hand and was smoking a cigar. He 
made a signal to the engineer to slack up, but 
it was not seen. He then caught hold of the 
rail of the baggage car at the front end with 
his right hand, and was swung round and 
struck on the side of the car and was dashed 
to the ground with one foot under the wheel.

Um, an’ Vnker Big Jain, Uniter Little Jake 
and Vnker Knock-Kneed Jake. There were 
in on# family three generations of Bens, all 
possessed of a mental or physical infirmity. 
The old man, who had been kicked in the 
“••d by a mule, was crasy. He spent his 
days and pretty nearly all hla nights stand­
ing undrr abroad China tree preaching of 
the judgment day. He was Vnker Fool 
Ben. His son, a middle-aged man, afflicted 
with an ulcer that made him lame, was Vn­
ker Hoppin’ Ben. The grandson, who trem­
bled with the palsy and besides was simple- 
minded, was Vnker Chilly Ben. Though 
able-bodied, he was never required to do any 
work and wandered about the place without 
let or hindrance.

Upon the plantations you 
still occasionally come across the once fami­
liar names of Sambo, Coffee, Dinah, Sukey, 
*0-1 but very rarely even there. Graadiaons, 
Mortimers, Leilas, Nathalies, &c_, have taken 
their places Bible names, with explanatory 
prefixes and suffixes, are great favorites 
among the devout portion of the negro com­
munity. The man who works my garden is 
King David Joneing. My woodcutter is Rev. 
Solermon Wiseman, who, like St Paul, does 
not disdain with his owh hands to minister to 
bis necessities. Besides these, I number among 
my acquaintance Rev. Simon Surrender and 
Holy Tabernacle, Brother John the Baptist 
Tubbs and Elder William Wineglass, a some­
what Intemperate name for the calling.
