Should They Be Struck
Out of Mortgages?

ers Think Yes.

Interviews With Real Estate Men, Law-
yers and vovenantors—Central Pro-
perty Not Affected--Men Whe Are on
Covenants For $%2,000,000—-If Coven-
ants Were Abolished Loan Companies
Would Lend Less,

There is something akin to consternation
in the camp of land speculators and real
estate men. The forcing of the ~covenant
clause in mortgages is the cause.

Away back when the land boom was at
its zenith men subscribed to covenants,

_ guaranieeing that they would see that
principal and ) interest on mortgages were
paid, never dreaming that many of them
were signing their financial death warrants.
As the boom subsided and the value of sub-
urban property depreciated, the difficulty
of keeping up the interest, much more pay-
ing the principal, increased. Now notices
and writs are falling about thé covenantors
like leaves upon the head of the pedestrian
who strolls through the woods to enjoy the
grandeur of their autumnal tints.

Many of those who in times past had sub-
seribed to covenants in mortgages on lands
which had passed out of their hands and
almost out of their memories are waking up
to the taet that their responsibility has not
yet ceased. They have got either to pa;\;
interest and principal on property whic
has depreciated perhaps 50 per cent. and
take it back or else let the loan company
foreclose the mortgage, sell the land at what-
ever it will fetch at auction and bill the
covenantors for the difference between the
amount obtained and the amount of the
mortgage. Where there is a man who has
not the financial strength to grasp either
horn of the dilemma a writ is issue
against him, and as long as that hangs over
him he is practically prohibited from en-
gaging in further ventures, even were it
possible for him to recover sufficiently to do
0.

Covenantors for $2,000,000,

There are men to-day in the city of To-
ronto whose names are on covenants for
$2,000,000.~. There are even to-day in this

" eity driving about in carriages men who live
in palatial residences who do not know the
moment -they may be left carriageless,
homeless, yes and friendless; for when

_ riches disappear friends too often follow
on their heels. There are men who five
years ago went into real estate speculation
.with $50 in their pockets. who sgon boasted
of being worth as many thousands, and
talked of owning this or that piece of pro-
pﬁty or of having made a $50,000 deal
here and a $25,000 one there. But where
are they to-day? Some of them are even
worse off than they were when they began
speculatinig, others have left the city,
while but comparatively few have been able
to keep their riches from fleeing away.
The forcing of covenants was the lancet
that pricked their balloon of inflated riches
and let them down among the ordinary
people again. Struggling workingmen and
ambitious school marms have and are
suffering, and many a harréwing tale could
be told about these classes whose all has
been swallowed up, *

Want the Oovonfnt Clause Eliminated.

As a result/of thé wide swathe that is
being cut in the ranks of real estate men
and speculators by the forcing of covenants,
a movement has been inaugurated to secure
legislation at the next session of the On-
tario Legislature with a view to eliminating
the covenant clause from mortgages on
laud,

A World reporter went forth the other
day to gather the opinions of the different
interests concerned. The radical change
suggested by the reformers was found to
have but few favorites; but the general
opinion was that the present life of a coven-
ant, twenty years, was too long and should
be curtailed.

A Legal View,

“You eannot make people infants by
legislation,” remarked Mr. J. N. Blake
when The World told him of the movement
on foot to ¢liminate the covenant clause.
“The only agreements that the law will not
recognize are those in restraint of trade or
for immoral purposes, You cannot pro-
hibit by law the making of covepants, but
at the same time le%isl“ion is necessary to
shorten the life of a covenant. At ome
time twenty years’ occupancy gave a man
a title to property; unow it is tem years.
But in the matter of .covenants the law has
remained unchanged, and the executor of a

_ mortgage does not know for 20 long years
what hour he may be called upon to pay
interest and costs that may be left unpaid
aftef a sale. For instance, . I myself re-
covered interest and costs for a client of
mine nineteen years and ten months after
the covenant was made.”

“Can you suggest a remedy?” queried
The World. ;

““Phe usual provision in mortgages is
that if the ipterest is in arrears the princi-

al becomes due. What I wouid snggest
id that the right of the mortgagee to bring
an action on the covenant for recovery
should be limited to six years from the
time the interest or principal became in
arrear. And the acceptance of interest in
arrear from the mortgagor should operate
as 2 bar to any sach action. Some people
maintain that it does now; but I am of

pinion that it does not.”

Throws the Onus on the Margin Men,

Pearson Bros., real estate dealers: « ‘“‘De-
oidedly the covenant clause should remain
as it is. Every man who gives a mortgage
obtains in return money, and his mortgage
is merely a promise to pay his debts and
the covenant is collateral security. If ypu
borrow $2000 from us on a house, givin!
mortgage as security, and that house de-
preciates in value owing to decay or other-
wise, is it any reason that we should not
get our money back? We have not been
the cause of the depreciation. Why, there-
fore, should we share in the loss? It is the
same thing in regard to mortgages on land.
Then, again, if a retail dryguoSs merchmnt
gives his note to a wholesaler for goods re-
ceived, would he get a rebate if he did not
make as much mouney on the investment as
he anticipated?

**Anyhow, this whole kick is on the part
of the margin men and the wealthy money
lender who bas made his pile on the land,
but wants to shift the responsibility on to
the shoulders of someone else, now that the
property has depreciated in value, It is
the same old thing: The rich men trying

Three Frenchmen Banished by Hippolyte
as Conspirators,

NEw York, Oct. 27.—The steamer Orange
Nassau, which arrived to-day from West
Indian ports, brings a confirmation of the
threatened revolution in the Republic of
Hayti. The Orange Nassau left Port auv
Prince, Oct. 20. &pt. Vanderest brought
three Frenchmen, who were ordered out of
the country by President Hippolyte, on the
charge of inciting insurrection. It was
alleged that the men were equipped
with money, and had been preaching revo-
lution against Hippolyte in the northern
sections, where the people were less loyal
to vhe present president. It was said that
the revolutionary agitation had secured a
large following, and that Gen. Manangat,
another conspirator living at Kingston,
Jamaica, was getting I' to cross over
to Hayti with a number of supporters as
soon as the people had been worked up to &
proper pitch,

President Hippolyte is preparing to go
north, his friends say, on a visit of pleasure,
Others say the object of his visit there is to
be on the scepe of disturbance and crush it
with his soldlers, The three French con-
spirators left the steamer to-day to go to
the French consulate to lodge their com-
plaint againsy the Haytian Government.

Another Guuning Accident,

Ripeerows, Ont., Oct. 27.—While at
the Eau early this morning shooting duck
Mr. Freeman Harding, barrister, a popular
young man of this place, was accidentally
shot through the left wrist. He was in the
act of stepping from the boat when his foot
slipped and the movement discharged the
contents of his gun into the left arm just
above the wrist. He was taken to Morpeth,
where Dr. Stevens was summoned and
amputated his arm between the elbow and
the wiist. Mr. Harding’s many friends re-
gret to learn of his sad misfortune.

|SENSATIONAL MURDER TRLAL

A MAN IN CUSTODY AT BRUSSELS
FOR KILLING HIS HISTRE‘?&

e

He Effected an Insurnnce on Her Life for
a Large Sum and Then Suffocated Her
with Charcoal Fumes—The Orime Cun-
ningly Devised and Oarried 0u§-6rnt
Interest i the Case. - X

BruisseLs,Oct.27.—A sensational trial has
begun in-this city, and is likely to last for
several days. A Frenchman named Schmidt
is accused of murdering, under peculiar
circumstances. Schmidt, according to the
evidence for the prosecation, paid devoted
attention to » Belgian girl named Lucie
Sossum, who lived in shis city. He suc-
ceeded in winning the girl's affections and
they lived together on terms of the closest
intimacy. While they were thus living to-
gether Schmidt devised a plan both to get
rid of the girl,of whom he had grown tired,
and to obtain a fortune of 40,000 francs.
Under some pretext he induced Lucie, who
appears to have had entire confidence in
him, to allow him to insure her life for
40,000 francs, he being the beneficiary nam-
ed in the policies.

The next development in the case was
the finding of the girl dead in a room,
where she had been suffocated by charcoal
fumes from the stove. The circumstances
of her'death were evidently intended, on
the part of Schmidt, to convey the im-

ression, not of 'suicide, but of accident.

e 80 reprasented the case and hastened to
apply for the insurance money. Suspicion
was, however, aroused by the fact - of
Schmidt being the beneficiary, whereas it
was evident that he had nothing to lose by
the death of the girl. The authorities
made an investigation and came to the con-
clusion that Schmidt bad himself de-
liberately plotted to murder Lucie and had
laid bis plans with fiendish cunning, but
not with sufficient cunning to prevent the
plot from being unravelled by the police.
He had induced the unsuspecting girl to
retire and then deliberately started the
fatal fumes, closing the apartment so as to
make sure of the deadly effect. Schmide
was arrested.

His crime was committed in December
last and the authorities have spared no
effort meantime to strengthen the case
against him, which has aroused an interest
never before surpassed in this city by &
merely criminal law.

The Paris Fund,

LoxDoN, Oct. 27.—The difference between
the two sections of the Irish Parliamentary
party over the Paris fund is at last on the
verge of settlement. On Wednesday last
Archbishop Croke sent £50 to the fund for
the relief of evicted tenants, and in a letter
accompanying his donation declared that
the fund should be taken from the hands
of the Paris bankers and confided to three
honest men who are not connected with
either side of the Irish comtroversy until
an agreement as to its disposal should be
concluded.

Timothy Harrington has signified that he
unconditionally agrees to the Archbishop’s
suggestion and adds that he desires that
Archbishop Croke be one of the three new
trustees. If the McCarthyites agree to
this proposition there will be little further
trouble regarding the fund.

Storm in thezChannel,

Loxpo¥, Oct. 27.—A heavy gale swept
over the Channel all day yesterday and
during the night. The storm was parti-
cularly severe on the southeast 'woast of
Ireland, The Channel steamers are greatly
delayed. The steamer Jessie of Dundalk
was driven on the Cleopatra rocks and sev-
eral other vessels went ashore. To-day a
severe wind and rainstorm prevails off the
mouth of the Tyne. The schooner Resolute,
while attempting to enter the barbor, was
driven ashore. A tremendous sea wasrun-
ning and the schooner soon pounded her
bottom out. The schooner Annie of Liver-
pool was wrecked in Strangford Lough, Ire-
land, and her crew of
diowned.

Owing to the gale and the dense fog pre-
vailing in the Irish Channel the steamer
City of New York,which sailed from Liver-
pool yesterday, was unable to call at
Queenstown. She simply signalled Roche’s
Point and proceeded without stopping to
take aboard passengers and mails.  There
were 16 saloon and 30 second-class passen-
gers and 17 mail bags waiting for her. The
gale in the Irigh Channel is blowing with
una{oued violence and the Irish steamers
are Beveral hours late. Many minor casual-
ties have been reported.

A Liverpool pilot who took out the City
of New York remains aboard the steamer,
having been unable to land on account of
the rough weavher. The passengers re-
maining at Queenstown are complaining
loudly of the City of New York's failure to
take them, some being separated from rela-
tives who embarked at Liverpool. These
passengers will be obliged to wait for the
Cunard steamef Aurania, which will leave
Queenstown on Sunday next.

The Teutonic’'s Stormy Passage,

New Yorxk, Oct. 27.—The Teutonic left
guarantine this morning and passed up to
her dock, after one of the stormiest voy-
ages trom Liverpool she ever encountered.
It was reported this morning that two of
the cabin passengers had become insane as
a result of the stormy weather.

Mr, Donald M.nion, a Retired Merehant
of Hamilton, Kills Himself in a
Retreat at Guelph,

Hamrvrow, Oct. 27.—One of the most
melancholy cases of suicide that has been
reported here in years is that of Donald
Manson, a well-known retired merchant of
Hamilton, who killed himself at the Home-
wood Retreat at Guelph last evening Mr.
Manson had been in tge grocery business in
Hamilton for & number of years and retir-
ed about three %&u ago. He was com-

paratively wealt and was fortunate in
the possession many friends, an af-
fectionate wife and family and all that
would naturally be supposed to constitute
the requisites of bappiness in this world.
It apparently did not have that effect on
Mr. Manson. He became a prey to melan-’
cholia about & year ago, and suffered
great mental distress, constantly imagining
that something was going to happen to him.
Latterly this mental trouble became worse,
and all” that his frisnds could do failed to
cheer him up. He could not sleep and be-
came very despondent. About four months
ago he consented to go to the Homewood
Retreat at Guelph, where it was hoped that
a course of treatment wounld improve his
health,

On Tuesday 8. 8. Ryckman, M.P., a for-
mer partner of Mr, Manson,’” went up to
visit him and spent the day up there, It is
surmissed that after Mr. Ryckman left, the
deceased suffered from snother of his d

o-
spondent attacks, and last night about 9.30
he put an end to his life by cutting bis
throat with a razor, Before leaving this
city he had frequently expressed the fear
that he would be driven to suicide by the
mental torment he endured,

Donald Manson was about 45 years of
age. He was born in this city, being the
son of William Manson, who lived for many
years in Walnut-street. The deceased was
2 member of the firm of Manson & Hill,
grocers, John-street, for eight or ten years,
and after that firm was dissolved he went
into partnership with 8. 8. Ryckman, with
whom he continued in business for five
years. In 1890 that firm was dissolved
and Mr. Manson retired from business,
having amassed a fortune of $40,000 or
$50,000. The deceased leaves a widow and
four children; also a sister, Mrs. John
Milne ot this city, and a brother, William
Manson, manager of the Bank of Com-
merce at Peterboro.

Mr. Ryckman, M.P., left for Guelph this
morning to bring home the body. The
funeral will probably take place on Satur-
ay. The deceased was a member of the
A.0.U.W.

This alternative was
openly boasted of by officers in Chihuabus
before the troops started for this town, and
when the Tomocniens heard of it they de-
cided to fight it out, as they knew that
even should they receive the soldiers peace-
ably they would be shot on the slightest
provocation.

When the soldiers made their descent on
the village they were met and driven off
with 22 officers and 14 men killed, and two
officers and 45 men - taken prisoners. The
prisoners are confined on the top of the
adobe charch.

The removal of the export duty was
bailed throughout Michigan as ‘‘a triumph
for the consumers of lumber and Michigan

‘jumbermen, Michigan mill owners /and
Michigan mill hands.” The ownership of
over 3,000,000,000 feet of standing pine by
Michiganders has been again sud again
bossted of as furnishing activity to the mills
of Saginaw, Tawas, Alpena, Cheboygan and
other Michigan -cities. The ablest, journal
of that state said a few months ago: “In
this way,” that is by the supply of Cana-
dian’ logs, “‘American labor and capital are
kept employed, instead of relying on
Canadisn labor and capital to cut our
timber.” i

In that one sentence is the pith and
marrow of the lumber question. The
Americans are smart enough to see
the enormous advantage securing
our raw materials for keeping their men,
machinery gnd capital actively employed in
industries that stimulate and find markets
for trades that find an active demand in
manufacturing centres.

We seem to lack this quickness of sight.
We are satisfied to see our vast forests dis-
appear to enrich more enterprising people.
We, by selling only raw materials, have
become mere ‘‘hewers of wood” to advance
the prosperity of Americans, who openly
smile at our economical simplicity, as they
pocket millions of dollars, which, if we
played their game, would be earned in our
own country by and spent amongst our
own Canadian people.

Across Lake Michigan, too, are thou-
sands of men who have been driven to seek
employment in a foreign land, because the
riches of which they -are.part inheritors
are being sent there as raw material, in-

city is guilty, in pouring thousands of tons
of wheat-producing material into that cess-
pool, the bay.

The wheat growing capacity of what is
thus worse than wasted every year by To-
ronto equals at least three or four
million bushels of wheat, which represents
a gross money value of not less thangwo to
three million dollars, which we cast out as
worthless, cast out to pollute our atmos-
phere and to poison our water.

Even allowing a 75 per cent. discount on
Dr. Playfair’s figures, for costs of trans-
forming what we waste into a usable
product and placing it on sate, there is a
sum left of five to seven huadred thousand
dollars of * valuable material wasted by
this city every year by not utilizing those
waste products that our farms are needing.
To the east of Toronto is a belt of many
squafe miles of sandy land that®would be
trebled in value were what we waste used
for its fertilization. . Chinese wheat is said
to yield one ;hundred and fifty-fold owing
to their utilizing what we, who boast over
theém, only use to defile the water at our
front door. s

Besides the value of these waste products
for farm use, they are “largely employed
in making ammonia and its salts, which
are lurgely used,” says Dr. Playfair, “in
the industrial arts, in agriculture and in
medicide. Sal ammoniac, named from its
first being made out of the burnt sacrifices
at the Temple of Jupiter Ammon, is now
made out: of the 2200 tons of refuse daily
taken from the cesspools of Piaris for the
manufacture of ammonis. Phosphate beds
are largely deposits of this material, which
bave lain for thousands of years.

Possibly in that time Toronto will awake
to the enormity of its folly in casting such a
source of wealth away as a waste, useless

product.

THE DIPHTHERIA EPIDEMIC.

Preparations to Subjugate It Actively Go-
ing On,

A number of teachers who are idle owing to
their schools being closed yesterday started
out as inspectors to assist the Health Depart-
ment in. house-to-house visitation. They
are under the charge of Drs. McKeown
and Bryan, and their duties are to impart
instruction as to methods of preventing and
combating diphtheria.

Only a couple of new cases.were admitted
to the Isolation Hospital yesterday. Prof.
Carpenter was last night reported to be do-
ing nicely. ’

r. Allen, Medical Health Officer, yes-
terday drafted this circular of instructions
for distribution among the citizens :

It now being admitted that direct con-
tagion is the chief source by which diphtheria

89 | is spread the board advises the following

measures for general adcption:
1. Sore throats favor diphtheris, therefore
examine the throat for white spots, or better,

77 - have them examined by the family pbysi-

cian,

2. While diphtheria exists in the city find
out whether your childreu’s seat-mates are
absent from school and, if so, from what

cause.

3. Have children’s throats, teeth and gums
washed daily with good disinfectant solution
such as permanganate ot potash (drachm to
eight-ounces bottle).

4, Have clothing of all children that bave
been attending infected schools at once well
boiled and washed.

5. If diphtheria isin“ths house thé sick
must in every case be kept away from other
children for at least one moath; ana mothers
and nurses must not go from the infected
room to other rooms except after change of
clothes and disinfoction of hands, face, etc.
In no case must the nurse be cook or engaged
otherwise in household duties.

6. Where local unsanitary conditions of
premises exist or are suspected, notify the
nealth office.

7. In no case rent a vacant house until
sanitary conditions have been certified to by
the Health Department.

8. Notify Heaith Department as soon as
patient has sufficiently recovered, when an
officer of the departmerit will call and attend
to disinfection.

9. In no case will a child from an infected
house be allowed to return to school until a
certificate of disinfection of the same has
been issded by Health Department.

Dr. John B. Hall has written ~to Dr.
Allen, Medical Health Officer, giving his
opinion that diphtheria is caused by dead
ends of water mains, of which there are
many in North Torny:to.

unsatisfactory.” :
Reporter—There are reports of & certain
nneasiness among the working classes
in a socialistic current
that is becoming more and more threatening.
M. de Rothschild—For my part, I have
no faith in this workingmen’s movement. I
am sure that the workmen—I spesk in gex-
eral—are satisfied with their condition ;
that they do mot complain, and that they
don’t trouble themselves with the thing
which is called socialism. Certainly there
are agitators who try to make all the noise
possible around themselves, but they have
no hold upon the honest, reasonable, and
industrious laborers, and no influence over
them. But we must make a distinction be-
tween good and bad workmen. Now, for
example, it is absolutely false to state that
the good workmen want eight hours only
for a day’s labor. The fellows who make
the demand are the lazy and the incapable.
They reason in this way : “It is tiresome to
work ten or twelve hours a day, and more-
over there are men among us who are less
lazy and more expert than we are. They
produce more in the same space of time,
and consequently tha{ earn more. Let us
endeavor to make them work less. Our
interest and our laziness will be protected
thereby.” That’s about the amount of “it.
