A Remarkable Story Frem Buttonville.

Danger of Disruption Is Past.

I clared that the leaders of both sections
'of the Uniornists always had absolute
{mutual confidence. He dilated upon the
progressive change in the attitude of
ithe Conservatives, ascribing it to the
'influence of A.J. Baltour, the late
Lord Randolph Churchill and men like
them, and to closer contact with public
feeling. The Unionist Alliance, _.he
added, must be strenuously maintained
until the danger of disruption of the
Empire shall have passed. Meanwhile
the Unionists would try to effect social
reforms upon which they were agreed.
The time was nearing when a new Gov-
ernment would have to be formed, and
power shared by the two sections of the
Unionists.Whether it would be a Union
fusion or coalition. was of small im-
portance, for difficulties would be in-
curred anyway.

storage accommodations. Mr. Bender
has also submitted a proposal for ac-
quiring fishery rights in order to build
up an export trade in fish. He says he
can 6btain contracts with French com-
mercial houses who will take 25,000 1bs,
salmon from Canada annually, and will
pay to the Government a royalty of five
cents a pound on fish so exported.

No Guarantee Re Hudson Bay Rallway.

It is stater that the reason the Gov-
‘ernment willinot bring down any pro-

posal this session respecting aid to the
Hudson Bay Railway, is because the
company ha not afforded satisfactory
proof of its ability to construet the
line or furnish a guarantee that the
road, if built, will be operated for the
20 years.

Fredericton Bridge Affairs.

The Fredericton and St. Mary’s
Bridge Company was again up before
the Public Accounts Committee to-day.
Secretar VanWert of the Bridge Com-
pany was examined by Sir Richard
Cartwright, Mr. McMullen and Mr.
Mulock. The witness said that the
capital - stock amounted to $200,000 di-
vided into 2000 shares of $100 each. Mr.
Temple, M.P., had 85 shares; Alexander
Gibson 85 shares, and Messrs. Gibson,
Roley and Hilliard~ There was no
call made on the stock, although $90,000
was paid by the shareholders in cash;
a contract was entered into for the con-
struction of the bridge for $350,000, of
which amount the company got $287,000
of a loan from the Dominion Govern-
ment. There was also an issue of $50,-
000 of bonds, payable in six years, and
entered at 6 per cent., bearing a per-
sonal guarantee from Alex. Gibson and
Thomas Temple, These bonds were
paid in 1896 and cancélled. Besides the
amounts mentioned $119,000 was paid
for approaches to the bridge. The
bridge had cost altogether $419,000. Of
the $30,000 subsidy from the Dominion
the company got $160,000; the remainffer
was kept for interest on the loan of,
$300,000.

Examined as to how the books were
kept and the bridge operated, Mr. Van-
Werf could give no idea of the accounts
of the company, or the relations of the
company with the Government.

Mr. Mulock moved that the books and
vouchers of the Bridge Company be
produced, so that Secretary VanWert
might be further examined, Witness
said that the only book in possession
of the company wag a record book and
some vouchers.

Sir Richard Cartwright moved that
a1l the evidence taken up to date be
reported to the House. The motions
were carried, and the matter was fur-
ther postponed.

Soo Canal Contracts.

Collingwood Schreiber was further ex-
amined at the Public Accounts Com-
mittee to-day in regard to the Soo Canai,
It was brought ‘out that Ryan & Co.
got the contract for water power pipes
for $55,245, although there were two low-
er tenders, the lowest being $42,000.
Those who had lower tenders could not
get permission from Ryan to go on the.
grounds. Tenders for lock gates were:
Ryan Co., $67,000; Tours & Co., $73,000;
and Hamilton Bridge Company, $54,-
000. The Government insisted on put-

ting a clause in the contract compelling

the Hamilton Bridge Company to keep
the lock unwatered. They could not,
therefore, take the contract. New ten-
ders were called, when Ryan & Co.

tion for These Who are Burdened
with Flesh.

It is all.very wel to laugh at the abs
surdity of sighing over growing old;
but there are very few women who
are sufficiently philosophical not to be
a little chagrined at the advance of
years showing itself plainly in face or
figure. There would seem to be two
distinct types of American women—
those who grow .stout as they grow
older and those who grow_thin. It is
all very well to say that the face looks
better when it ig plump than when it
is thin, but every pound of additional
avoirdupois certainly adds to a wo-
man’s age, in appearance at least, while
the woman who does not grow stout
rarely changes much in appearance
from thirty-five to fifty. There are
many physical reasons which induce
added flesh, and we are told that the
figure settles as one grows older ; but it
is this very settling that all women are
anxious to avoid, and there is really no
necessity for it whatever.

Steady banting always has the de-

sired result in so far as the reducing of
flesh is concerned, but there are other

results far from satisfactory which are |

apt to accompany it, and@ very often
ill health and irritable nerves are the
outcome of trying to grow thin. The
avoiding of starchy food is a simple
matter, and by not eating potatoes
and bread very often an astonishing
difference in weight is soon percelved,
Certain salts, which, however, should
never be taken except under the orders
of one’s physician, will sometimes start
a disposition to lose flesh, which, if fol«
lowed with giving up potatoes and
bread, will work marvellous results,

Indolence, one of the greatest factors
in increasing weight, lles within the
power of every woman to correct, It
is so much the fashion now to take ex-
ercise that there is no excuse for being
lazy. It is impossible for some women
to walk a great deal, but a certain
amount of regular exercise will benefit
even the most delicate. Sitting invar-
iably produces fat, and fat just where
one dpes not want flesh—about the sto-
mach and hips, When one begins to
lose flesh—and this can be ascertained
by being wejghed every week—a little
massage will be found a great help.
The masseuge, if she understands her
business, will soon be able to tell where
the surplus flesh is, and direct her ener-
gies to the particular place or places,
Of course massage is an expensive lux-
ury, but it is not a thing that needs
to be continued, and a few hours will
often work a wondrous change. For
instance, one hour three times a week
for a fortnight has been known to ree
duce the size of the waist half an inch,
Standing erect with the hands pressed
well down on the hips and then, withk
the hands still on the hips, bending the
body forward, backward and sideways
several times, twice a day, will also
work off accumulated fat about the hips
and stomach.

A Bowl of Kava.

Kava is the native drink, and its use
and the manner and ceremony of its
preparation being among the most an-
cient customs of Polyncsia, it merits,
I think, a short description. Keva is
an indigenous tree, more or less plenti-
ful throughout the South Sea-Islanis,
the root of which is employcd in the
manufacture of the drink. When visi-
tors are present, much ceremony is ob-
served in its preparation. A beautiful
round bowl of dark-colored wood is pro-
duced, its interior shining with a blue
enamel-like coating, caused by the dc-
posit of the roost. Generally gp.akiig,
the best bowl is the property of the
village, and much care is taken and
time spent in polishing and preserving
the enamel in the interior.

Three young girls, with shining white
teeth, chosen usually from the ‘“belles”
of the village seat themselves around
the bowl, each having a piece of the
kava root. This they proceed to break
up into s;;na.ll pieces, and putting them
into their mouths, chew the dry root till
it is reduced to a pulp, which is placed
from time to time in the bowl. A suffi-
ciency having thus been prepared,
water is poured in, and the whole mix-
ture stirred up ; bunches of fine fitre
are then drawn through the liquid to
strain out any small piece of the rcot
which may remain. The drink is now
complete, and is passed around in cups
of cocoanut shell to the chiefs and prin-
cipal people of the assembly in order
of rank.

On my first attempt at drinking kava
I was strongly reminded of soapsuds;
but this unpleasant idea wore off aft<r
a time. A refusal to drink, or even not
to drain the cup, is considcred a grave
impoliteness. The solution of the kava
root is non-intoxicating, but, taken in
excess, produces a loss of power in the
lower limbs. Many of the Europcan
residents drink it regularly, but, o?
course, it is then prepared in a different
manner.—The Westminster Review.

Kngland Has a Community of Empires.

England leads the world in acute-
ness in finding out the better por-
tions of the earth that are attainable
and in her enterprise and energy in
possessing herself of them. She has,
quietly as it were, but apparently #uc-
cessfully, laid the foundation for an-
other vast empire in Africa. It extends
from the Cape of Good Hope to Lake
Tanganyika and is as large as all Eu-
rope. Besides he valuable gold mines
there, coal and iron have also been
found in large quantities, and civiliza-
tion is advancing in that region as
rapidly as it did in California “after
the gold discoveries, so it is said; Eng-
land is truly a wonderful nation. In
comparison with what she has done in
spreading her influence throughout the
world, civilizing and leaving her im-
press on it and accumulating wealth,
the achievements of Rome are almost
commonplace. What is thus said of
the empire of the Caesars might also be
said in like comparison of England
with the other nationalities, ancient
and modern. ' While Russia, as the
most conspicuous in the number, is a
vast empire and alike impressive in its
area and population, it has exerted very
little influence outside of its own do-
main ; not a tithe of what England has.
England is indeed a great fcrece, mor-
ally and intellectually, in commerce
and manufactures, as ‘well as a great
power considered in her geographical
extensions and military prestige. The
British Empire is a community of great
empires, of which the latest, but by
no means least interesting acquisition
is, as said, the vast area, as large as
Australia, seized upon by her within

. the last few years in Africa. A striking
illustration of England’s comparative
commercial supremacy is found in the
fact that more than two-thirds of tha
world’s commerce through the Suez
Canal is carried on under the British
fag and in British bottoms. England
is the great trader, the great banker,
the great monopolist, the great coloni-
zer, the great conqueror of the earth.
What a picture of her colossal achieve-
ments is afforded in the mere grouping
before the mind’'s eye of such childr:n
of her loins or brain as the United
States, the Dominjon of Canada, Aus-
tralia, India, her new and vast African
Beizure, not including Egypt, and the
countless islands of the sea over which
floats the Cross of St. George as the

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PAYMENT OF CROWN WITNESSES.
There wust be something  radically

wrong with the administration of jus-
tice in this province. There have been
cases before our criminal courts where
little doubt has been entertained of the
guilt of the accused, but where an aec-
quittal has taken place owing to the
absence of some importaant link in the
Crown’s testimony. It is just possible
that this is to some extent, at least,
owing to the manner in which the Crown
treats its witnesses. Crown witnesses fre-
quently attend at great inconvenience to
themselves, for days together at the
Police Court, before the grand jury and

ing for their loss of time. Most, if not
all of them, depend for the support of
themselves and their families on their
daily labor, and there is no reason what-
ever why they should not be paid by
the Crown, just as witnesses are paid
in any civil suit. It is useless to urge
that it is the duty of a citizen to come
forwand and testify when the eriminal
law is involved. The average citizen
prefers the duty of earning his daily
bread. There are provisions in certain
cases in the statutes for the payment of
c'ertai»n classes of witnesses, such as ex-
perts and indigént persons, but there is
no such provision for an ordinary wit-
ness. And until the law in this re-
spect is changed, we shall see from; time
to time miscarriages of justice, owing
to the reluctance of persons to come
forward and disclose what they know.
They naturally prefer the necessity of
attending to their daily work. rather
than the thankless work of Crown wit-
ness. it B R
In addition to loss of time, a Crown

life laid bare under cross-examination
by the counsel for the defence, and fre-
quently has to submit to unlimited abuse
as well, and the least the Crown can
do is to compensate him for loss of time.
But if the statute book does not ex-
pressly, authorize payment of all Crown
witnesses then certainly, the Attorney-
General’s Department, which is largely
responsible for the administration of jus-
tice, has power to defray the expense of
the proper enforcement of the criminal
law. We are led to these observations
owing to the treatment by the authori-
ties of the Crown witnesses in the case
of the Queen versus Hyams, tried at the
last Toronto Assizes. It was the long-
est and one of the most important eri-
minal cases ever tried in Canada. The
Crown witnesses attended for days to-
gether at the Police Court, before ‘the
grand jury and at the Assiges at great
personal inconvenience to themselves,
and some of them have not received a
cent, We understand that this.case is
to be tried again at the next Assizes in
Toronto. The Crown will, no doubt, use
the same witnesses again, and if possible
will obtain fresh testimony. Is it likely
that persons will readily come forward
and testify alter the experience of the
Crown witnesses at the last trial? It
was no secret that the defence paid its
witnesses for their losa of time. We
think ‘it in the interest of the adminis-
tration of justice that Crown witnesses
should be paid, and we hope this defect
in our criminal law will be remedied with-
out, delay. ) ~

CHURCH AND STATE

At the session of the Hamilton Bap-
tist Association yesterday, the following
notice of motion ‘was given by Rev. R.
G. Boville:

“Whereas the separation of church and
state is necessary to the realization of
civil and religious liberty, and equality
of all citizens before the law, and where-
as all grants out of the public funds
for sectarian purposes are a violation
of this principle, resolved that we pro-
test against grants of :public funds to
Methodists, Presbyterians, Anglicans and
Roman- Catholics of the Northwest un-
der the plea of India Missions, and be-
lieve that Protestants are not in a
position to protest against Separate
schools consistently as long as they are
prepared to pocket public funds when
convenient, and that we protest agaiist
Separate schools supported out of public
funds in Manitoba\ or anywhere, and
against any attempt, of the Dominion
Government to make’ us, as citizens, a
party to the forcing on. Manitoba of
Separate schools without the consent of
her free citizens.”

It will be noticed from the tenor of
this resolution that the Baptist de-
nomination believes in the absolute sep-
aration of church and state. They are
right in line with The World, which has
all along substantially preached the
doctrine, “That Protestants are not in
a position to protest against separate
schools consistently as long as they are
prepared to pocket public funds when
convenient.'s This is an argument The
World used a little over a year ‘ago
when various clergymen appeared be-
fore the Provincial Legislature and spoke
in~favor of the exemption of church pﬁo-
perty from taxation. It would not be
out of place to ask the Baptist people,
who are committed in such strodg lan-
guage to this principle, to live up te
the doctrine they enunciate. A natural
sequence of this resolution would be the
passage of another forbidding any chureh
of that denomination accepting the pe-
cuniary benefit that comes to them
through the exemption of chiirches from
municipal taxation. As yet ‘there are
only three or four Baptist churches that
refuse to accept the benefit confe}r;eﬂ
by the state in this particular. If the
Baptists wish the public to respect their
principles they will make it obligatory
upon all their churches to do what the
Jarvis-street Baptist Church and a few
others have already done.in the way of
paying taxes. \

Furthermore, if the Baptist -people hon-
estly believe in the separation of church
and state they will not ask the State
to allow them the privilege of employing
organists, musicians and choir singers to
work for their amusement on Sunday,
while it -denies other citizens the right
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works of ne¢éssity, mercy: and conven-

ience on the same day. The doctrine of
“equality of all citizens before the law”
does not allow ome citizen the right %o
engage an organist to play on Sunday
while it forbids another the privilege of
engaging a motorman, We thoroughly
approve of the resolution of the Baptist
denomination, but we would commend
them much mors if they would practice
more the doctrines they preach,

MAJORITIES VS, CLIQUES.

Hon. Mr Daly correctly siged up the
question of¢ an electric railway on the
Istand when he said he did not propose
to hamper the: city in determining a
policy for the Island, We trust that the
minister will abide by this expression of
opinion already given by him and that
he will leave the question of the Island
railway for the citizens of Toronto ‘to
decide. As the Dominion Government is
not competent to decide the wants of
the people of Toronto in regard to ‘the
Island, so thg people who live in the
city to-day are not competent to speak
for the necessities of the people who may
live there twenty years hence. We do
not want a man whp lives in Ottawa to
tell us what we are going to do with
the Island, nor do we want a handful
of citizens to obtain a snap verdict that
is going to bind two hundred thousand
people for all time to come. To have
our rights limited in regard to ‘tle
means of communication with the Island
may very seriously hamper us in the fu-
ture. Whether a railway along the
beach will ever be decided upon or not,
it is pretty certain that before long a
popular means of reaching the Island
will be by electric railway, Without a
great deal of expense it would be pos-
sible to run such a line from {Bathurst-
gtreet to Hanlan’s Hotel, and = another
along the eastern breakwater to Ward’s.
If the request of the few citizens who
are now ‘trying to tie up the rights of
the whole community are acceded to, it
may be beyond our power to obtain these
privileges in the future. We feel confi-
dent that the good sense of the minister
will lead him to recognize these two
principles: First, - that the people of
Toronto as a whole must decide the
question; and secondly, that the people
of to-day should not be allowed to tie
up forever the hands of their successors.

MARKET FEES AND YOLLGATES.

Now “hat- the County Council is dis-
posed to abolish toll gates in considera-
tion of our abolishing market fees, the
City Council ought to lose no time in
accepting the offer, as it is already
pledged to do so by a resolution passed
a year or two ago. The one item will
about offset the other, so that the bar-
gain is a fair one. The people in the
city, both merchants and private indi-
viduals, have a good deal of communica-
tion with different parts of the county,
especially with the suburbs, and it is
very annoying to be stopped almost with-
in our own limits by a gate keeper de-
manding 16 and 25 cents toll. The re-
sidents of the city cannot even pay a
visit to their own cemetery in a car-
riage without being taxed by the county
authorities. We believe the sentiment of
the: city is unanimous in favor of making
the deal with the County Council, and
it is/to be hoped that the City Couneil
will not begin to split hairs over the
matter but will accept the decision of
the council when it last discussed the
matter as a decision which should be
binding to-day. < i

ANEW PROCESS BY WHICH 8ILK IS
PRODUCED FROM WOOD.

&

Already Extensively Used—The New Ma-
terial Costs Less Than Natural Silk and
1s Said to be Beautifal, -

A process has been discovered by
which a material closely resembling
silk may be manufactured from wood,

Even now women are walking about the |

streets of European cities in the most
elaborate gowns of silk in the manufac-
ture of which the worm had no part.
In fact, the silkworm has lost its occu-
pation.

The palm for this valuable discovery
in chemical science. must go to Switz-!|
erland, for a native of Zurich, Dr. Leh-
ner by name, is the inventor of the
process,

Some years ago he began to make
observations in the habits and physical
characteristics of the silkworm and be-
came deeply interested in the subject.
He ciscovered the ct.emi:al action wh.ch
took place in the worm in producing Iits
cocoon, and at odd times sought to
counterfeit the work of nature. So con-
vinced did he become of the feasibility
of his ideas that he soon abandoned
all other work and devoted his time
to this single study, in which he has
achieved a signal triumph.

In the process of manufacturing the
new fabric the principal ingredients
used are sprucewood pulp, cotton or jute
waste, etc., combined with a large
quanity of alcohol. ‘The use of the sub-
stantial or solid materials mentioned
creates a market for what was hitherto
of no use whatever, being burned in
factory furnaces to get it out of the
way.

Spruce sawdust now has a market
value, for this, as well as the other ma-
terials, are digested by a chemical pro-
cess in which alcohol plays an import-
ant part. The matérial thus digested is
so much like the cocoon spun by the
silkworm that when the two are placed
side by side in a finished state it takes
an expert to determine which is which,

The artificial material at one state
is in a liquid state, and of a  density
about equal to the ordinary syrup of
commerce. When in this state a ma-
chine of Dr. Lehnet’s invention, which
may be called an artificial silkworm,
comes into play. This machine, which
is very simple in construction, requiring
so little attention that it can be kept at
work with about as much labor as is
devoted to ‘a‘' twenty-four hour clock,
performs exactly the same mechanical
work that a silkworm does. It draws
from the liquid a continuous unbroken
thread of even diameter and unlimited
length. As this thread is spun another
portion of the*machine.takes it up and
twists it into any desired thickness of
yarn with perfect regularity.

Thus the fabric can be made of any
desired weight or thickness, so that it
will be seasonabie at all times.

This artificial silk has been spun
in Bradford, England, and worked up
into a large variety of fabrics. In the
dying, weaving and finishing of these
no special treatment has been found
necessary. It has.been dyed im all im-
aginable shades and colors, and owing
to the peculiar gqualities of the material
it takes a dye mogre readily and gives
a more brilliant effect than the natural
article, In texture it is .the equal of
the best of Chinese and Italian silks,
being soft and sgilken to the touch. It
is expected that it will be used largely
in combination with  natural silk and
cotton for producing brocaded effects,
These latter have been 80 expensive’
lately as to be out of\ the reach of-all
but the fattest purses’ The new in-
vention will reduce the cost.

It would seem that this new process
would give an immense impetus to the
manufacture of textile fabrics all over
the world, and it probably will, but
Dr. Lehner also differs from the aver-
age inventor in'that he combines finan-
cial cunning with ‘his remarkable
genius, so that every yard of this new
material made will put many pennies
into h{s pocket,

Patents on the process have been ob-
tained in most of the' European coun-

-tries, and an application for one in the |

United States is now on file'at Wash-
ington, as well a8 in the patent office
of the Canadian Government. A com-~
pany with a capital stock of $1,500,000
is about to be formed in Montreal to
manufacture the material. There has
already been formed in England a
company having a capital stock of
$540,000, the inventor receiving $160,000
in cash and $180,000 in full-paid shares,
the remaining $200,000 being used as
a working capital.

It was originally intended to manu-
facture the article in England, but
when the demonstrating plant was es-
tablished at Bradferd it was found
that there was a prohibitive tariff on
alcohol used for manufacturing pur-
poses. For that reason the plant was
located at Glattburg, near Zurich, Ger-
many, where there is no tax on alcohol
used in manufactures. From this place
the raw material is sent to England
for manufacture,—New York World.

AlOW TO GROW THIN.

Information for Those Who are Burdened
with Flesh. :

It is all very wel to laugh at the ab-
surdity of sighing over growirng old,
but ‘there are very few women who
are sufficiently philosophical not to bz
a little chagrined at the advance of
years showing itself plainly in face or
figure, There would seem to be two
distinet types of American women—
those whHo grow stout as they grow
older and those who grow thin.

The pastures
are dried up. Fall wheat is heading
out well and promises an average crop.
Spring ' grains are suffering from want
of moisture, and straw will be short,and
unless rain comes soon crops will not be
up to the average. Rye is generally
good, oats better than the averag®,
corn looks promising, except in a few
sections, and barley will be barely an
average: crop. From all points comes
the statement: “Fruits badly idamaged
by frosts.” The crop of early apples
will be light. Plums are Kkilled in
many sections, while grapes and small
fruits will amount to practically noth-
ing, except in odd sections.

STRAWBERRIES AND CREAM HIGH

The Canadian Crop Ruined by Frost and a
Dry Spring—Maryland and Delaware
Berries Now Reing Sold Here.

It is probable that strawberries and
cream will be a more expensive luxury
than usual this season. At present the
big handsome berries that are upon the
marlfet come to Canada by way of
Baltimore .and are grown in Maryland,
Delaware and other middle states. Next
week the New York State berries will
begin to arrive, and the chances are
that Torontonians will have to depend
very largely on the United States for
all the berries they eat this summer.

The Canadian fruit is meagre and of
a very poor quality, according to the
statements of the wholesale fruit buy-
erd. [Early in the season the heavy
frost nipped the blossoms severely and
this has been followed by a very dry
spring. Therefore the berries that were
left on the plant could not mature pro-
pgrly for lack of rain.

TRINITY OF TOPICS SYNOD DIS-
CUSSED YESTERDAF.

Condemned Sunday Intermentsi—No Five
Years' Terms for Rectors-—-Want Pro-
testant Bodies te Co-Operate for Re-
ligious Teaching in Public Schools—
Wrangling About Taverns on Church
Property.

The delegates of the diocesan synod
concluded their labors at a late hour
last night.

Yesterday’s proceedings were of more
general interest than those of the pre-
vious three days.

Concisely stated, the synod refused to
endorse Sunday funerals, shelved the
question of compulsory; retirement of
rectors every five yeai{' declined to dis-
cuss Church Separate schools, resolved
to co-operate with Protestant ‘bodies
in agking‘ the Legislature for definite re-
ligious instruction in Public schools, and
refused to alter leases to prevent the
sale of liquor in church property.

No Opinions Allowed l.n the Financial Re-
port.

Mr., Davidson, in submitting the Audit
Committee’s amended report, protested
that under the canom governing the com-
mittee they must expréss opinion in their
report.

Then there came the same objections
to the amended report as to the origi-
nal one. In the end the amended re-
port was rejected. All expressions of
opinion were eliminated from the origi-
nal report and as passed it is a bald
statement of fact, condemning no one or
anything, not even the holding of public
gouse property or the fitting up of a

ar. | '

Sunday Funerals. -

Mr. Richard Reynolds moved the ad-
option of the committee’s report favor-
ing interments on Sunday. The closing
of cemeteries for interments on the
Lord’s day was a great grievance, es-
pecially on the poor. The rich had
plenty of room and could afford em-
balment, the working people could not
afford to pay $12 for such a purpose.
Hence, inhumanity in hurried funerals on
Saturday was induced or detriment to
health and extra expense were entailed
by keeping a corpse in dwelling-house
<till Monday. Representatives of the
church, especially the clergy, should be
the first in the removal of grievances.

Mr. Reynclds gave some harrowing de-
tails as to the evils of keeping a corpse
in a close living room throughout the
hours of a hot Sunday. It was the
cruel hand of narrow-minded bigotry
that closed the cemetery gates against
the poor. And they venture to tell us
that it“is a sin and a desecration of
the Sabbath to carry out the Christian
act of burying the dead. The sin was
in the refusal.  (Applause.) Our Lord
did good to the bodies of men on the
Sabbath day and the motion now before
the synod was on the ground of broad
humanity.

Sabbatarian bigotry turned the minds
of people against religion and engourag-
ed infidelity, Away with such® un-Chris-
tian narrowness! (Applause.)

In contlusion, Mr. Reynolds was “the
old man eloquent,” in-denouncing coer-
cion and restriction of the rights and
liberties of citizens, which should = be
upheld by a church which rejoiced in
the name of Eungland. /(Applause.)

Mr. Thomas Ince, in seconding the ad-
option of the report, did not anticipate
any of the evils of parades which had
led to the closing of the cemeteries years
ago. Ec¢onomy and simplicity of funerals
were becoming general. He mentioned
the case of a very poor man who had
“ nicely buried ” his child at a cost of
$37 and had to be sued in the Division
Ceourt in consequence. Sunday funerals
would be economical as well as humane.
He hoped the synod was not so wedded
to Sabbatarianism as to refuse a legiti-
mate right to the poor.

It Would Be ! a i on the Clergy,

Rev. Dr. Mockridge cbjected to the
motion -on the ground of extra Sunday
duty for the clergy and the encourage-
ment of what he termed the eclat of
Sunday funerals. 5

Rev. Dr. Pearson heartily supported
the motion, from his 20 years’ experience
as a rector amongst the poor. The in-
convenience weas real and great, and the
objections were sentimental.

Mr. Beverley Jones said that in speecial
cases managers of cemeteries were oblig-
ed to allow Sunday interments. He
was not aware of any refusal in such
cages. : A

Referred to Smnday Cars,

Rev. Prof Olark said: “I am not 'a
bigeted Sabbatarian, though I never
take a csh on a Suhday if I ean avoid
it; still I should have no scruple in tak-
ing a street oar on Sunday if there
were such. The same objection dées not
apply to a street car as to a cab, for
the poor man cannot afford a cab., I
think there should be no diserimination
between rich and poor, especially in
anything relating to the Lord's day.”
{Applause.)

This was the general principle, but he
thought a suificient case had not been
made out for Sunday funerals. The
clergy also had sufficient work on Sun-
days if they properly discharged their
duties, and it would be cruelty to im-
pose on them any other Sunday burdens.

Against Church Paradés.

‘Hon. S. H. Blake strongly opposed Sun-
day funerals, alleging that when they
were in vogue there was consequent
noise and turmoil in the street, playing
of bands and meeting of processions.
Since Sunday interments were abolished
there had been a degrce of quietness in
the_streets and if church parades could
be put down Toronto would have a quiet
Bunday. (Laughter and applause.) He
would be glad if church parades could
be buried in the same grave with this
motion. He appealed on behalf of un-
dertakers and their men, the latter of
whom had asked him to appeal to the
synod not to make slaves of them on the
Lord’s day. Sunday interments would
work injury to the church, to the Sun-
day school and would bring back very
largely the funeral displays which had
very largely been put down. * Let not
the sanctity of the Lord’s day be further
invaded,” was the hon. gentleman’s
final advice.

‘“Sunday a Pay of Rejolcing.”

Mr. Reynolds asked Mr. Blake what day
eould be more suitable for a funeral
with its impressive lessons than a Sun-
day ?

Mr. Blake: Any other day. Sunday
is a day of rejoicing, not of mourning.

Mr. Reynolds: Feelings of humanity are
better than of religious rejoicing. Sun-
day is the only day when working people
san get together.in families, and instead
of their lounging at home with a corpse
in the house they should be allowed the
right and duty of Christian burial. (Ap-
plause.) The Gospel brought in free-
dom and not restriction. If the church
was against humanity it was on a
wrong foundation. (Applause.) I say,
* Away with such teaching. We want
the Gospel, but not fads. The Gospel
does not msake people infidels and re-
strict liberties. (Renewed applause.) It
s a question between the freedom which
God has given us and the restrictions
which men would impose upon us. Will'
the synod take the narrow-minded or the
proad Christian view ?7
.~ And the synod on division took the
iormer, for the motion in favor of Sunday
interments was lost by a majority of
lully two to one. s

Only a Five Years' Term.

Mr. J. Mothersill moved, “That all fu-
wure appointments to rectories, parishes
or. missions Japse at the end of five
rears.” The alleged abuses of the pre-
ent system. he pointed out, old and jn-

hcompetent incumbents, formal

services,
neglect of parochial duties and a dismal
list of sins of omisdion, . with resultant
apathy and other evils. It worked in-
jury in any case for the clergyman to
have the ﬁea that he is independent of
‘his bishop and his flock. (Applause.)

Darlington, Richmond Hill and other
places served as texts for the old gentle-
man’s speech. ‘““Are . endowments,” he
asked, “for the benefit of the church or
for the benefit of the clergy?’ The pre-
sent system was not for the best interests
of the church. It was high time means
be taken to prevent ‘“this dry rot” in
parishes. {

Parizhes Golng to the Dogs.

Mr. Beverley Jones seconded the mo-
tion, arguing that no injustice would be
done, and that if a clergyman had done
bis duty he would be first on the list

save parishes from ‘going to the dogs.
(Applause ,and laughter.) « :

“Nobody wants to turn parsons who
have done their duty out of their posts.
Superannuation and other provisions
would be made for them.”

Rev. Mr. Davidson and Mr. George F.
Harman strongly supported the motion.

Dr. Baldwin thought the proposed re-
medy worse than the disease—yea, ten-
fold worse. He humorously made the
analogy of parish and parson to husband
and wife, “for better or worse, till
death do part.” : )

People Control the Missions,

The Bishop said the appointments to
missions were in the hands of the people
who held the guarantee bonds, who
could uphold the ways and means for the
maintenance of a man whose ministra-
tions they do not desire.

Rev. Dr. Langtry held that the inno-
vation would not work for the benefit
©of the church. It threw suspicions and
aspersions on the clergy, and this was
an evil. For a clergyman to say, “Here,
I am, and here will I stay, in spite of
my bishop and my people, as long as I
live,”\was a relic of the medieval opinion
that entering the church was getting a
living. This view still prevails with
some clergy more than anything else.

Fho Question Shelved.

In conclusion, the Doctor moved the
appointment of a committee to consider
the legal right of rectors and curates,
and the question of the transfgrence of
clergy, to report to the synod next year.

on. S. H. Blake, on seconding the
amendment, said one of the reasons of
the increase of Methodists, Baptists, Con-
gregationalists and Presbyterians was
because there was not the necessity of
remaining under a ministry which was
distasteful to them.

Rev. John Viears objected to parishion-
ers constitutiug themselves as judges and
posing as did ‘‘the threc tailors of Too-
ley-street.” (Applause and laughter.) He
strongly objected to a dashing young fel-
low, ‘however brilliant and talented,com-
ing at the request of parishioners and
ousting an old well-bred servant.

No Such Thing Elsewhere.

The Bishop said that the Synod of To-
ronto, in adopting the motion, would take
a step which had never been taken by
any other body in connection with the
Church of England throughout the world.
Practically these difficulties adjust them-
selves, apart from legislation. A clergy-
man to whom there were serious objec-
tions “had to go,” sooner or later. Legis-
lation could not secure immunity from
the ills inseparable from - ‘an earthly
churech and the infirmities of humanity.
The Church of England is opposed to the
itinerary principle of the Methodist
Church. Life-long appointments are made
in England, and no serious complaints
have resulted.

The amendment was carried, and the
following were appointed a committee
to give efiect thereto: Rev. E. Daniel,
Rev. Prof. Clark, Mr. W. Mothersill, Rev.
E. M. Chadwick, Mr.<Beverley Jones, Rev.
Dr. Langtry, Hon. S. H. Blake.

Improvements in Church Courts.

Mr. J. A. Worrell moved several amend-
ments in the canon on church courts. He
said the court, as at present constituted,
is too larze and cumbersome. Ilowever
suitable the eanon is in England, it is
unsuitable for Canada. By its provisions
there were now two trials of accused per-
sons, the preliminary one, when' if at
that trial it was decided there were
grounds for further proceedinge. the ac-
tual trial took place. i

Mr. C.R. W. Bizgar seconded the mo-
tion, which was carried.

Church Separate Schools.

Rev. Dr. Langtry moved:

Whereas, the ultimate object of educa-
tion is not the mere impartation of know-
ledge, but the formation of character;
and,

Whereas, it is admitted that high char-
acter and an enduring civilization can
only be secured by the due exercise and
development of the moral and religious
element of ourhuman nature; and,

Whereas, such exercise and develop-
ment gan only be secured by the constant
and careful instruction of our children
in the Faith of the Gospel, and by keep-
ing before them as the only true ideal
of life the character of the perfect and
pattern Man, our Lord Jesus Christ; and,

Whereas there is no sufficient provi-
sion made in the Public School system of
this country for such systematic instruc-
tion being given during school (hours;
therefore be it

Resolved, That this Synod do now pe-
tition the Legislature of Ontario so to
amend the school law as to make pro-
vision for such instruction being given
for one-half hour daily durings school
hours, by the ministers of the various
Christian communities or their represen-
tatives, to the children of their own com-
munion;

Provided, always that no child shall be
required to attend such religions in-
struction in any case where parents or
guardians object, such exempt children,
during the time allotted for religious
teaching, shall be instructed in morals;

Provided, further, that the privileges
now enjoyed by Roman Catholics be so
far extended to all other Christian com-
munities that in towns and cities any
religious community may establish
schools or the education of their own
children, and having satisfied the Gov-
ernment that suitable accommodation has
been provided, and that in the work
done they are up to the standing re-
quired by Public School inspectors, they
shall receive from the school funds of the
municipality for such child attending
saifl school a sum equal to the cost per
capita of those children attending the
Public School in a corresponding grade.

The Doctor’s Temperate Speech.

Dr. Langtry stated that-he was only
the mouthpiece of the resolution, which
was really that of the Rural Deanery
of Toronto, on the initiative of Rev. John
Gillespie, who had come to the conclusion
that leaving religious instruction to
parents and Sunday schoolg is an utter
delusion. .

The Doctor referred to the great perils
of the nation through the lack of general
religious instruction .in Public schools.
Formal prayer and scripture reading
was as insufficient as reading to a pu-
pil who wished to learn grammar a few
sentences from the preface of a Text-
book. 1If he did not believe in the here-
after, he could say that the Public school
system was admirable in every respect.
But in its working the -Public school
system is practically agnostic. (Ap-
plause.) God, His worship and His
truth are simply left out. They are
not denied.

Dire Resnlts of Merely Secular Instruction

With energy Dr. Langtry said he wag
not surprised at the results of seculgr
teaching where it had been longest trigd
—the United States. Sixty per cent.Seof
the population belong to no religious
body. 'There is an opinion that in Can-
ada we are rapidly approaching - that
state of things. No Government had
seriously considered this important ques-
tion, but had simply sought out. the
easiest way to cut the Gordian knot
that was to give as little religious in-

for appointment. The resolution would’
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struction as possible. A

In conclusion Dr. Langtry said he was
far more anxious to secure general re-
ligious instruction than to have Church
Separate schools. (Applause.)

Would Rend the Natiom.

Rev. C. L. Inglis seconded Dr. Langtry’s
motion. He said that education with-
out the Bible was like giving a man a
knife wherewith to cut the bough on
which he sits. I am not in favor of
Separate schools, which train up dis-
tinct religious communities, instead of
building up a united nation. Separate
schools will tear the nation asunder.

Wanted Same Privileges as the Catholics.
v. W. Bates claimed for Anglicans
the same privilege as Roman Catholics
ad to Separate schools. Sunday school
inktruction he considered . inadequate.
would make religious instruction not
a N of provincial politics, but of
Dominion statesmanship. (Applause.)
Compromise Suggested.

Hon S. H. Blake, in an eloguent speech,
gaid that united action by the synods and
all Protestant denomiLations would com-
pel the Government to grant the right
of religious instruction in their respec-
tive schools. Hence he moved an amend-
ment to this effect. He was cheered when
he quoted a speech of Lord Thesiger,
16 years ago,in which His Lordship said
that education without religion woul
only turn out “skilled .villains.”

The three “R’s” are not sufficient for
education, uhtil supplemented by a
fourth “R”—religion. (Applause.)

On suggesiion of Canon Sheratou, Dr.
Langtry, in view of the spcech of Mr.
Blake, withdrew_ tke last clause of his
motion referring to Roman Catholic Sepa-
rate schools. {

Wished a Committee to Report.

Mr. L. H. Baldwin moved a second
amendment; that a committee be appoint-
ed to confer with other denominations
and to report to the next synod.

Mr. J. C. Morgan suggested the amal-
gamation -of ‘Mr. Baldwin’s amendment
with that of Mr. Blake.

Prof. Clark, who seconded Mr. Baldwin’s
amendment, said that nothing would be
obtained without denominational co-
operation. With such united action prac-
tical good on the lines of religious in-
struction would be granted not many
months hence. !

Canon Sheraton saw no difficulty in
setting aside the metaphysics of theolo-
gy, and the church and denominations
agreeing on the scommca ethics of Chris-
tianity.

Mr. Barlow Cumberland was sanguine
of seeing Canada not only a land of
Christian law, but all her schools places
of Christian teaching.

The Mistake of the FPublic School System. |
v Mr. C. R. W. Biggar strongly urged
the right. to have Christian truth
taught in the Public schools. Religious
instruction: was now regarded as an ex-
crescenee, whereas the teaching of re-
ligion is just as much the duty of the
State as the teaching of arithmetic. The
mistake of the Public school systemn was
to ask for religious teaching as a privi-
lege and not as a_ right. (Applause.)

God forbid that the Church of England
should ever admit that she is so far apart
from the other denominations as to wish
for Church Separate schools.

Amended Motion Unanimounsly Carried

Every difficulty was removed after
the elimination of the last clause of Dr.
Langtry’s resolution and his acceptance
of the two amendments. The motion,
unanimously passed, is that joint com-
mittees of all the synods and other re-
ligious bodies wait on the Ontario Gov-
ernment and ask for legislation.

This committee was appointed in the
matter: Rev. Dr. Langtry, Professor
Clark, Rev. J. McL. Ballard, Provost
Welch, Rev. J. C. Roper, Rev. J. Pitt
Lewis, Rev. C. L. Inglis, Rev. H. Symonds,
Hon. 8. H. Blake, C. R. W. Biggar, 8.
G. Woods, Barlow Cumberland, F. Sum-
merhayes, J. C. Morgan and L. H. Bald-
win. ‘

The Synod and Kts Pablic House.

At the evening session Mr. Beverley
Jones moved:

(1) That all committees of the synod
having church property to let are here-
by instructed to have a clause inserted
in leases prohibiting the sale or manufac-
ture of intoxicating liquors on such pro-
perty. (2) That in respect of property
which has been already leased without
sucli clause, that it is the -opinion of the
synod that efforts should be made to have
such clause inserted hereafter im such
leases, either by consent of parties' or
for a pecuniary or other consideration.

He said that the synod now had on its]
property two excellent saloons and
three taverns, though one of the last had
lost its license., He deplored this state
of things. He thought .jt bad for the
church and bad for the property.

Mr. Stapleton Caldecott seconded the
motion. He said the synod’s hands were
not clean whilst these licenses existed.

Rev. Dr. Langtry said the resolution
was not feasible. The property was
leased for terms of 21 years, renewable,
and the control of the property and its
management was out of the hands of
the Synod. .

Scored Temperance Cranks.

Rev. J. Pitt Lewis concurred. The
church had no part in the erection of
botels, procuring of licenses or sale of
liquor. Hence, he argued, the hands of
the church are clean. On no other sub-
ject did they find so many eranks and
fanatics as on that of temperance. ‘A
prohibitory law is an infringement of
the natural rights of man,” was Mr.
Lewis’ parting shot.

Mr. A. H. Dymond would not condemn
the sale of liquor. If he supported the
motion it would vuly be on business con-
siderations. '

Synod O3ly Trustees.

Mr. J. H. Plummeér said the Synod were
only trustees of the property, and they
had no right to deal with property to
decrease its value. By taking away

d | the case they

licenses they = would depreciate property
and diminish the income of the Bishop

and the receipts for widows and orphans,

He could not in any way sanction pro-
nibition, which interfered with a man’s
personal liberty. @ The Synod only re-
ceived the ground rent, and had no re-
sponsibility for any kind of business car-
ried thereon.

Mr. E. M. Chadwick objected to any
restrictive clauses on church leases. If
the Synod adopted tyrannical proceed-
ings the effect would be disastrous.

Mr. G. B. Kirkpatrick, who said he
was no temperance crank, thought the
resolution as to future leases would be
beneficial. i .

Partnership With the Devil.

Hon. 8. H. Blake supported the resolu-
tion, God’s church should not aid in doing
the devil’s work, defeat its own object
and be a barrier to its own work. The
church ought not to take the devil into
partnership and defend: the licenses on
the miserable, low ground of dollars and
cents.

Mr. Chadwick and Mr. Plummer repu-
dipted the inference of Mr. Blake’s Te-
marks. i

Mr. Worrell thought if the resolution
were adopted they would not be able to
carry it out. He could not endorse the
views of the prohibitionists and did- not
believe there was anything like the evils
mentioned flowing from the sale and
use of intoxicating liquor. If this were
t not to hear of part-
nership in the .@8vil’s work. (Applause.)
As long as busipess is fairly carried on
the Synod ought not to interfere in any
legalized business. 7

Rev. Dr. Pearson, alive to the fearful
evils of drunkeimess, thought the church
could npt be wrong in following Christ’s
example. If He¢ made wine-and drank
it, the speakericould not see that it was
wrong for the ‘ehurch to do so.

T estion Put

The subjept ‘#h¥ing been debated for
about an hou . C. R. W. Biggar mov-
ed that the stion be put, This was
carried by 29 fo 26 votes.

The ‘main motion of Mr. Beverley Jones
was then put and defeated by one vote—
24 for, 20 against.

The business ¢f the Synod was brought
to a close at 10.30 pan.

The Cqunty Commissioners will be in-
structed to see that the Scarboro Electric
Railway carry out its agreement with
the county in reference to the filling in
between, the rails, v
Wish Them to Furnish Security for Costs.

A petition will be presented to the Leg-
islative Assembly, asking that a law be
passed compelling all plaintiffs in suits
against the gcounty to furnish security
for costs,

The report qof the Commissioners of the
Industrial Home, Newmarket, was satis-
Jactory. The home was reported to be in
a healthy condition, not ‘a single patient
being: under the doctor’s care at the time
of the last visit of the commissioners.
The general rondition of the home and
outbuildings  was found to be good. An
effort will be made to have the water-
works and fire alarm system of Newmar-
ket conpected with the home.

The Board of Auditors asked that the

WIMAN Dﬂllh’l)i A FRIKND.

An Old Canadian Who Was a Boy With
: Erastus.

New York, June 14 —Erastus Wiman,
the impoverished king of Staten Island,
went to the Harlem Police Court yester-
day and defended Willlam Polly, anold
man whom he had known since boy-
hood, and whom he had frequently be-
friended in his prosperous days. Polly
was arrested in West Chester last Mon-
day on the complaint of a State detec-
tive from New Jersey, and since then
has been lodged in the Harlem jail. He
wrote to Mr. Wiman a few hours after
his arrest, and the latter told Justice
Welde in the Harlem Court yesterday
how his old friend had come to grief.

“We were boys together in Canada,”
sald Mr. Wiman. “He was wealthy and
lost his all. He went to New Jersey
and began peddling with a team of
horses which I gave him, but on which,
to satisfy his pride, I took a mortgage.
After my failure this mortgage fell in-
to the hands of Joseph Liddell of New
Brunswick, Mr. Polly had left New
Jersey, and now they arrested him in
West Chester.” : i

Polly said that he had left New Jersey
and gone to West Chester with the full
knowledge of Liddell, and that he re-
garded his arrest as illegal and an out-
rage.

Justice Welde said that he belleved an
injustice had been done. He adjourn-
ed the case until to-day. Hedrefused
to hold Mr. Polly ten days longer to al-
low the Jersey detective to get extra-
dition papers.

PARIS" GAYEST HOUR.

The Climax of Adventure and Excitement
is Reached on the Day of the
Grand Prix.

The spirit of adventure and excite-
ment that has been growing and feed-
ing upon itself throughtout the day of
Grand Prix reaches its climax after
the dinner hour, and finds an outlet
among the trees and Chinese lanterns
of the Jardin de Paris. There you will
see all Paris. It is the crest of the high-
est wave of pleasure that rears itself
and breaks there.

You will see on that night, and only
on that night, all of the most celebrated
women of Paris, racing with linked
arms about the asphalt pavement,
which circles around the band stand.
It is for them their one night of free-
dom in public, when they are permitted
to conduct themselves as do their less
prosperous sisters, when, instead of re-
clining .in a victoria in the Bois, with
eyes demurely fixed ahead of them,
they can throw off restraint, and mix
with all the men of Paris, and show
their diamonds, and romp and dance
and chaff and laugh as they did when
they were not so famous. '‘The French
swells who are their escorts have cut
down Chinese lanterns with their sticks
and stuck the candles inside of them
on the top of their high hats with the
burning tallow, and made living torches
of themselves. So on they go, racing
by—first a youth in evening dress, drip-
ping with candle grease, and then a
beautiful girl in a dinner gown with her
silk' and velvet opera cloak slipping
from her shoulders—all singing to the
music of the band, sweeping the people
before them, or closilng in a cirtle
around some stately dignitary, and
waltzing furiously past him te prevent
his escape. Sometimes one party will
storm the band-stand, and size the mu-
sicians’ instruments, while another in-
wvades the stage of the little theatre, or
overpowers the woman in charge of the
shooting gallery or institutes a hurdle
race over the iron tables, and the wicker
chairs.

Or you will see Ambassadors and men
of title from the Jockey Clyb jostling
rockney bookmakers and English lords
to look at a little girl in a linen blouse
and a flat straw hat, who is dancing in
the same circle of shining shirt-fronts
vis-a-vis to the most talked of young
petson in Paris, who wears diamonds in
ropes, and who rode herself into no-
toriety by winning a steeplechase
against a field of French officers. The
first is & hired dancer, who will kick
off some gentleman’s hat, when she
wants it, and pass it round for money,
‘and the other is a companion of princes,
and has probably never been ‘permitted
to enter the Jardin de Paris before; but
the are both of the same class, and
wh’en the music stops for a moment they
approach each other smiling, each on
her guard against possible condescen-
tion or familiarity; and the hired dauncer
who is as famous in her way as the
young girl with the ropes of diamonds
is in hers, compliments madame on her
dancing, and madame calls the other
“mademoiselle,” and says, “How very
warm it 1s!” and the circle of men
around them, who are leaning on each
other’'s shoulders and standing on
benches or tables to look, smile delight-
edly at the spectacle. They consider it
very chic, this combination. It is like
& meeting between Madame Bernhardt
and Yvette Guilbert.

But the climax of the night was
reached last year when the band of a
hundred pieces struck buoyantly into
the most reckless and impudent of
rharches and comic songs, “The Man
‘'Who Broke the Bank at Monto Carlo.”
The symbals clashed, and the big guns
emphasized the high notes, and the
brass blared out boastfully with a con-
fidence and swagger that showed how
sure the musicians were of pleasing
that particular audience with that par-
ticular tune. And they were not dis-
appointed. The three thousand men
and women hailed the first bars of the
song with a yell of recognition, and
then, dancing and strutting to the
rythm of the tune, and singing and
shouting it in French and English, they
raised their voices in such a chorus
that they could be heard defiantly pro-
claiming who they were and what they
had done as far as the boulevards. And
when they reached the high note in
the chorus, the musicians, carried away
by the fever of the crowd, jumped upon
the chairs and held their instruments
as high above their heads as they could
without losing control of that high note,
and every one stood on tiptoe, and
many on one foot, all holding on to that
highest note as long as their: breath
lasted. It was a triumphant, reckless
yell of defiance and delight, it was the
war cry of that class gf Parisians of

Blondin and His Rope.

His baggage when on tour consists of
the following : A main rope of 800 feet;
circumference, 6 1-2 inches; weight, 800
pounds; twenty-eight straining ropes,
fifty guide ropes, eighty tying bars—>the
average weight, not including poles, be-
ing five and a half tons. The freight
of his fixings, we suppose, a huge trav-
eling tent, which can/encompass 14,000
people—amounted to| £1,000 between
Southampton and Melbourne. About
three days are consumed in making his
preparations, with the aid of a dozen
assistants. The due adjustment of his
rope is his principal care, and he sup-
erintends every detail.

In a fragment of autobiography writ-
ten some years ago, Blondin tells us
that the rope he generally used was
formed with a flexible core of steel wire
covered with the best manila hemp,
about an inch or three-quarters of an
inch in diameter, several hundred yards
in length, and cdsting about £100. A
large windlass at either end of the rope
served to make it taut while it was
supported by two high poles. His bal-
ancing poles, of ash sections, vary in
length and are in three sections, and
weigh from thirty-seven to forty-seven
pounds. He is indifferent ss to the
height at which he is to perform. Blon-
din has never confessed to any nerv-
ousness on the rope, and while walking
he gencrally looks eighteen or twenty
feet ahead and whistles or hums some
snatch of a song. The time kept by
a musical band has frequently aided
him in preserving his balance. Blon-
din is something of both carpenter &nd
blacksmith, and is able to make his
own models and fit up his own appa-
ratus.—Chamber’s Journal.
