Over twenty thousand meals have so 
far been provided to the unemployed in 
Toronto by the Salvation Army. Over 
five thousand men have also accepted the 
Army’s invitation to sleep on the floor in 
one of their halls. Destitute families 
were provided with 275 baskets of food 
during the month of January and in the 
same period 1515 pieces of clothing were 
given away to deserving applicants.

In Loudon the citizens get Niagara 
power for lighting at 4 'cents per 100 
square feet of floor space and 3 cents per 
kilowatt, with 25 per cent, off for prompt 
payment, i e., a two storey house 20x30 
feet will pay a fixed charge of $4.32 per 
annum and 2\ cents per kilowatt for the 
electricity used. These prices sound 
good, and gives an idea what Lambton 
towns will pay when hydro-electric comes 
our way.

process of reproduction, were also ill­
uminating. Seeing is believing and some 
of the audience had their meat and fish 
appetfp?' somewhat spoiled for a day or 
two. The teeming life in a drop of water 
was somewhat of a surprise to many and 
the next attack of indigestion we get, we 
shall doubtless imagine that the hoop 
animal or the other fellow with claws 
like a cricket is responsible. Dr. Bentley 
stated that he has found colon bacilli in 
many of the wells used for drinking 
water in Western Ontario. These breed 
Typhoid Fever and are found in the 
wells because barns and Conveniences 
used by the family are too close to these.

DENTISTRY FOR TREES.

All Cavities Should Be Tseated as Soon 
as They Appear.

Whether It is a shade or fruit tree a 
little Judicious treatment of a cavity 
will often save the tree for many 
years of usefulness. Whether it be a 
branch or the main trunk the treat­
ment will be the same. First all de­
cayed or apparently decaying or dis­
eased wood should be removed with a 
sharp chisel or knife until perfectly 
sound heartwood Is exposed. Immedi­
ately wash the wound with a solution 
of copper sulphate in the proportion of 
one pound of sulphate to five gallons 
of water.

As soon as this has been done fill the 
cavity with a thin mortar made by 
mixing one part of cement with three 
parts of clean sand. When it has be­
come stiff, bat not bard, face It on the 
outside with thin cement, using a 
trowel to smooth the cement over all 
parts that have become injured. It a 
cavity or split should occur near a fork 
of the tree it would be an additional 
safeguard to put a long bolt through 
both branches so as to hold them to­
gether. When the cement hardens in 
a cavity the trunk will be perfectly 
solid, and decay will be arrested— 
Farm and Fireside.

Mayonnaise dressing is distasteful 
to many people because of its oily 
taste. Try making a very thick white 
sauce, about one-third of the amount 
of your dressing, and adding it while 
still hot to the mayonnaise. There is 
less of the taste of oil, and your dress­
ing goes much further.

Concerning Stamps.
Do not lick stamps. The best way Is 

to moisten the envelope and not the 
stamp. When stamps stick together 
do not soak them apart, but lay them 
on a smooth surface with a thin paper 
over them and pass a hot iron quickly 
over them. This separates without de­
stroying the gum.

The President, Mr. Cowan, moved the 

adoption of the Annual Report and spoke 
as follows :—By reference to the report 
of 1913 you will notice that it is the 
twenty-fourth report of the Company. I 
had occasion to look at some of the early 
minutes of the Company the other day 
and no doubt it would be of some inter­
est to you when I state that when the 
Company was formed in 1889 there were 
twenty-five gentlemen signed the Articles 
of Incorporation. Of these twenty-five 
there are only four who now survive. Of 
the twelve Directors, because we had 
twelve at the inception of the Company, 
the last of them passed away some three 
or tour years ago. There have been a 
great many changes in that way. Those 
who started the Company laid the found­
ation for a strong and vigorous Company, 
t am glad that the report presented to 
you now justifies the statement that it is 
being carried on m a vigorous and satis­
factory way. Of the twenty-four reports 
that have been made by the Directors to 
the shareholders of the Company, I have 
had the pleasure of presenting to you 
sixteen of these reports, and I have furth­
er pleasure today of presenting a report 
that perhaps is the best that we have 
ever laid before the shareholders of the 
the Company. None has surpassed it, 
and let me tell you that during the year 
1913 it hasn’t been a bed of roses tor any 
financial Company. This year we have 
received from the bank $1100 interest on 
deposits. So that we had to keep a 
larger amount of money there that was 
of very little use to us. I am glad to say 
to you that under these conditions every­
thing has turned out most favorable.

I mày say that in many respects this 
report is most satisfactory. More especi­
ally from the fact that we now have 
assets of over two million dollars. During 
the year $85,000 has been added. We 
have made a great growing last year and 
I believe we will do better next year.

Then we have had a very substantial 
increase in oura Rest Fund. It has in­
creased $24,684.72, a most substantial 
increase.

Then the debentures and deposits have 
increased very satisfactorily. Last year 
was a hard year, but still we have 
between 30 and 40 thousand more in 
debentures and deposits than last year.

The loans for 1913 amounted to $331,- 
553.76 so that we have loaned out last 
year something like $20,000 more than 

«the year before. Now there is one more 
thing that I would like the gentlemen 
to notice and that is the cash turn over 
during the year compared with last year 
is $578, 448 more, so that there has been 
something doing in this office. The 
business of the Company is growing. 
We paid more for advertising than before. 
With the expenses I am sure there is 
no gentleman that will say that the 
condition of expenses is not justified. 
We cannot turn over three million 
dollars and reach out to get more with 
as little expense as with two and a half.

Now under the circumstances I cannot 
pass over the fact that we are indebted 
largely to the management for this re­
port and for the assets we have on hand.

After all they do the work and we Ju*t 
peseon it. ..

There is another feature m connection 
with the work and that is that we are 
going to move from this place before 
lojog. We have purchased that property 
known a$ the Morrison Block. We 
believe that we have made a good pur­
chase. It is without a doubt the best 
available site for a Loan Company s 
office in the town of Sarnia. We will 
have 'to spend considerable money in 
fixing it up. It has been decidèd bÿ 
the Directors that it will be fixed up in 
a substantial way. We are putting m 
a vault that will cost a considerable 
amount of money, and believe that we 
will make that vault pay for itself. It 
will be for the purpose of the Company 
and also for a safety deposit vault. We i 
believe when we get into tho new build­
ing clean and new that we will have as 
good apartments as any Loan Company 
in Canada. Every member of the Com­
pany should lend us a hand and every 
one in connection with the Company 
should be true to his work. I hope that 
I never see the day when things get old.
I want to see it grow as long as I live.

I want to say that at the Directors’ 
meeting this morning the Directors de­
cided to issue further stock. We decided 
to issue $35,000 more, $25,000 for the 
old shareholders and $15,000 for the 
new ones and we will get 40 per cent, 
premium for it.

Now let us remember that next year 
we will have come to the quarter century 
stage. We will be in that new building 
and we hope to be able to present to you 
the best report that we have ever had. I 
would like the gentlemen who are 
present to-day to try and make the next 
annual meeting the best we have had.

Now with these remarks I have much 
pleasure in moving the report for 1913.

Mr. Proctor :—Gentlemen, I am here 
as one of the shareholders of this Com­
pany and it affords me great pleasure 
this afternoon to speak of the very able 
report which has bèen moved by our 
President and seconded by Mr. Wil­
loughby. - I notice that our Rest Fund 
is creeping up. The officers and direc­
tors and every shareholder must take a 
hand to bring grist to this mill.

I am pleased to be with you this after­
noon and I nm pleased to have the 
privilege of making these few remarks 
on this fine report.

Mr. Geddes :— Mr. President and 
Gentlemen, I have had the pleasure 
of attending several of . these annual 
meetings. The one thing that surprises 
me more than anything else in this re­
port. as in former reports, is the item of 
expense. I do not suppose that there 
is a,ny institution in the province that is 
doing such a large 'business on such a 
small expense, with a turn over of nearly 
three million dollars.

There is one other item and that is 
the proposed removal to the new build­
ing on the corner. To my mind the 
investment made in that building is a 
Friday bargain. It is the best location 
possible in the town when this building 
is completed, for our purpose. There 
will be banks on four corners. If you 
will notice this from the Market Square 
the building about to be occupied by 
The Industrial is the most prominent of 
the four corners. Coming from the 
ferry, coming from the street cars, I 
suppose 75 people out of every 100 come 
up the east side for every 25 on the west 
side of the street so that this building is 
in view from every direction.

I have just this to say as a small stock­
holder to the Directors that I hope in 
their alterations of Ahe building they 
will make it worthy of the growing 
institution which they represent.

Mr. McBean :—It gives me a great 
deal of pleasure to speak from the farmer 
standpoint with regard to the very excel­
lent report presented to us today.

We hope and trust that the same pros­
perity and progress which has been char­
acteristic of this Company in the past 
will continue.

Mr. Morrison Mr, President and 
Gentleman : As a small shareholder in 
this company I am more than delighted 
and pleased with the showing of this 
Annual Report, We might be able to do 
a little more in recommending this live 
and prosperous Company.

-So far as I see it I think it is marvel­
lous that the expenses are so low. I may 
be wrong when I think that some person 
has been deprived when the expenses are 
so low. I do not think that justice has 
been done to some persons at the Head 
of the Company when the expenses are 
so small in comparison with the large 
volume of business. There are a great 
many things I would like to say but I do 
not think it is necessary.

The retiring directors, viz : — John 
Cowan, W. G. Willoughbyk John Mc­
Farlane, Peter Grant and Wm. Arm­
strong, were re-elected.

Henry Ingram, County Treasurer, and
